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Province asked to speed up zoning for Canadian Tire

There’s still a lot of heat in
Bolton’s Canadian Tire issue, as
Peel Regional councillors learned
last Thursday.

Town councillors, two evenings
prior to that, unanimously sup-
ported the rezoning and Official
Plan amendment being sought by
Canadian Tire that would enable
the company to place a large dis-
tribution centre and office facility
on about 180 acres at the north-
west corner of Coleraine Drive
and Healey Road in Bolton. At the
same meeting, they passed a mo-
tion requesting Municipal Affairs
and Housing Minister Linda Jef-
frey to use her authority to order
the land uses set out in the appli-
cations, and to seek the support of
the Region.

Regional councillors went
along with the request from Cale-
don, over the very strong objec-
tions of Mississauga Councillor

The preamble of the motion
cited the fact that the Provincial
Policy Statement calls on munici-
palities to provide sufficient em-
ployment lands to meet long-term
needs, and that having the devel-
opment in Caledon will keep jobs
in the region.

She also stated the lands have
been set aside for employment
since 2009, but that move has
been caught up with an Ontario
Municipal Board (OMB) appeal

She also stressed that Cana-
dian Tire needs a quick decision,
adding that hundreds of jobs are
involved, and if this isn’t ap-
proved, the company will take its

development out
of Peel.

Iannicca stressed there is a
process that’s supposed to be fol-
lowed, suggesting there should
have been a staff report before
council dealt with it.

“This is shameful,” he de-

clared. “My God, are we going to
call it “The Canadian Tire Rule?”

He also said there have been
cases involving thousands of jobs
in Brampton and Mississauga,
where nothing like this has been
done.

“I’'m ashamed that the request
has even come forward,” he said.

But Caledon Councillor
Richard Whitehead said there
was no request being made for
special treatment, but stressed
the reality that Canadian Tire
looked at about 30 sites for this
proposed facility, and selected the

Emil Kolb will not be seeking another
term as Chair of Peel Region.

Kolb, 77, dropped the news at the start
of Thursday’s (June 27) Regional council
meeting.

He observed that next year will mark
the 40th anniversary of the Region, and
since his current term as chair expires at
the end of that year, he reasoned that
would be the time to move on.

“It’s a milestone that I really consider
very important to myself,” he told his
council colleagues.

Kolb and Mississauga Mayor Hazel Mc-
Callion are the only two people who have
served continuously on council since the
Region was formed in 1974. Caledon Coun-
cillor Richard Whitehead also served on
the first council, but he was out of office for
several years before returning to politics.

Kolb was active as a member of the
council for Albion Township before it was
part of the merger that created the Town
of Caledon in ‘74. He served as Regional
councillor for Wards 3 and 4 until his elec-
tion as Mayor in 1985. He served two
terms in that capacity, and was elected Re-
gional Chairman in 1991.

In making the announcement, Kolb ex-
pressed thanks for the support he’s re-
ceived from the public and his colleagues
and staff over the years.

There was a touch of emotion in his
voice when he made reference to his wife
Beryle.

“I've been married to a wonderful
woman, and I think we’d like to spend a
little time together,” he said.

“I am very proud to have served as a
member of Regional Council since the for-
mation of the Region of Peel 40 years ago.
The timing will be right to hand the reins
over to someone else to lead council into the
future,” he commented. “I continue to have
great passion for the work we do and I be-
lieve in the value of the contributions made
by Regional councillors and Regional staff.”

“I fully intend to work with council over
the next 18 months to continue providing
the best quality of service we can to our
residents and businesses,” Kolb said. “I
look forward to celebrating our 40th an-
niversary with council, Regional staff and,
most importantly, with the people who
have chosen to live and work in our re-
gion.”

“It’s 40 years we've been together,” Mc-
Callion commented. “It’s hard to believe.”

She also recalled she had been opposed
to the creation of the Region, but she has
tried since those days to make it work. She
added there was a benefit of working with
a farmer like Kolb.

“I think a farmer’s a great person to
work with,” she commented. “They seem to
have a better understanding of what
makes things tick.”

“I've never found you to be parochial,”
McCallion told Kolb. “I've always found
you looked at the region as a whole.”

Mayor Susan Fennell praised Kolb’s
leadership and hard work over the years,
adding he had always been fair to all parts

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Many unhappy people at prospect of west Caledon aggregate pit

It’s going to take some effort to find peo-
ple in the area of a proposed west Caledon
aggregate pit who support what Olympia
Sand and Gravel Inc. have in mind.

About 70 people were on hand for a
public information meeting on the pro-
posal last Wednesday evening, and most in
the crowd didn’t like what they were hear-
ing.

There were numerous complaints about
noise, truck traffic, water use, air quality
and the need for the material. There were
also people who were upset with the length
of time it’s taken for the matter to be re-
solved.

The Olympia proposal was subject of
another public information meeting
roughly five years ago. That session was
late starting and went well past midnight,
so there were calls for another meeting.
Since then, there have been changes to the
proposal.

Ohi Izirein, a senior planner with the
Town, said the application involves about
291 acres at Lots 27 and 28, Concession 2,
in west Caledon. The property is between
Porterfield and Willoughby Roads, just
north of Highpoint Sideroad. The company
has applied to have the area classified for
extraction in both the Town’s zoning and
Official Plan.

Izirein added the land is regarded as a
high-potential mineral resource area.

He also explained this matter is subject
to a two-stream application process, with
the Town dealing with the necessary is-
sues of Official Plan and zoning under the
Planning Act, while the Ministry of Natu-
ral Resources (MNR) is concurrently deal-
ing with the issuance of a licence under the
Aggregate Resources Act. Izirein added
the Town’s approval of the applications is
necessary before the licence can be
granted.

He said planners are hoping to have a
report and recommendation before Town
council some time in the fall.

Debra Kakaria, an associate with
MHBC Planning, Urban Design and Land-
scape Architecture, told the meeting the
pit they are planning will be only mining
material above the water table, although
there will also be a permit sought from the
Ministry of the Environment to take
water. As well, Peel Region will have to ap-
prove the access to the site from Porter-
field.

Kakaria said there have been changes
to the ownership of the company since the
2008 meeting, but she said it’s a locally-
based group of owners, adding Brock Ag-
gregates are no longer involved. She was
later pressed for more details about the

“Will they be enjoying the trucks with
us?” she asked.

Kakaria wasn’t able to provide many
more details, apart from saying they live
in Caledon.

“I haven’t been invited over to their
house,” she said.

The actual proposed extraction area
will be about 200 acres.

The changes to the application since
2008 include a reduction in the size of the
extraction area (by about 50 acres). There
are also proposals for tree screens along
Porterfield and Willoughby, as well as for
an enhanced water-monitoring program.
As well, the company has said the fixed
processing plant will be closed off, to cut
down on the noise.

In addition, she said the amount of ma-
terial to mined has been reduced from 13
million to 12 million tonnes. An aggressive
mining program could see the operation
finished in 10 to 18 years, but Kakaria
said 15 to 20 years is more realistic.

Most of the extraction will be 1.5 metres
above the water table. The hours of mining
with be from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m. during the
week, and 7 a.m. to 1 p.m. Saturdays. It
will be closed Sundays and holidays, al-
though maintenance on the equipment
will go on 24 hours a day as needed.
Kakaria said these hours are pretty well
standard in the industry.

As well, she said the pit would basically
operate from April until September.

There might be a need, during off
hours, to remove material in the event of
an emergency. Kakaria said that would in-
volve something like needing bags for sand
to deal with flooding. She also said MNR

d

would decide when there’s such an emer-
gency.

“It’s extremely rare,” she added.

Access to the pit will be off Porterfield,
and the haul route will head north to Duf-
ferin Country Road 109.

Kakaria explained the last couple of
years have been spent trying to address
the concerns that had previously been
raised, and that was part of reason things
had been taking so long. She added there
was an updated traffic report.

In addition, she said that before a li-
cence is issued, Olympia will have to enter
into an agreement with Peel Region over
detailed design plans, along with any
needed securities.

She also said the planned berms along
Porterfield are to be higher than had been
originally proposed.

The mining work will be done in stages,
with rehabilitation to follow.

Kakaria also said MNR will be in
charge of enforcing the site plan, adding
there are “hefty fines involved.”

“There is a huge incentive on them to
follow the rules of the site plan,” she said.

She also said the company will have to
provide water for residents who lose their
supply because of the pit. Kakaria added,
however, that since mining is not going be-
neath the water table, there’s little chance
local water will be impacted.

There was little in the way of support
for the application from members of the
public who spoke at the meeting.

Area resident Bev Reid took consider-
able time listing his concerns, and several
people in the audience stood up and ap-
plauded when he was done.

His issues included the amount of
water to be lost. He maintained it would
be enough to sustain more than 7,000 res-
idents, adding the loss can’t be made up.
He wanted to know how much would be
lost, adding local residents are entitled to
know.

He also wondered about the amount of
water to be used to keep dust under con-
trol. He understood it would amount to
7,200 litres per hour on hot days.

Reid also raised issues about discrepan-
cies in the amount of topsoil to be replaced
during rehabilitation of the site.

Addressing an air-quality assessment
on the pit, Reid said the report gave no in-
dication that the consultant had previous
experience with aggregate operations.
There was also no mention of a peer re-
view, he said.

Obituary

Reid also asked about what the peak
traffic volumes would be from the pit.

He was also upset that so much in forma-
tion was missing, although the application
had been in the works for some nine years.

One Porterfield Road resident ex-
pressed concerns about traffic in the area,
wondering who will pay for any needed im-
provements.

“The developer’s on the hook for any
road improvement,” Kakaria stated.

The resident also raised the issue of the
increased taxes the Town can expect to
raise from the pit, wondering how big a
factor that was.

Councillor Richard Paterak said it would
come to around $300,000 to $400,000 per
year. As well, he said the Town will receive
levies for every tonne removed from the site,
amounting to roughly another $240,000 an-
nually. Paterak added there are hopes the
levies will soon be increased.

Bob Smith was being remembered last
week as someone who gave back to his
community, almost by nature, and he had
a lot of recognition to show for it.

The long-time Bolton resident died last
Tuesday (June 25). He was 89.

Mr. Smith was a fixture in the commu-
nity on many levels, including as the
long-time owner of Leggett and Smith
Pharmacy, which was at the northeast
corner of King and Queen Streets in
Bolton.

He also recalled Mr. Smith getting
elected officials interested in housing for
seniors, which helped lead to the develop-
ment of the apartment complex on Jane
Street in Bolton.

“He was a mover and shaker and en-
courager of that project,” he remarked.

“His 52 years in Rotary has been one of
the areas where he has expended a lot of
energy,” Stewart commented, adding Mr.
Smith was behind an endowment that en-
ables the club to extend a $500 scholarship
annually to a graduate from Humberview
Secondary School “who excels in chem-
istry, who has high general proficiency and
is an all-around student in the school.”

Smith would deliver drugs to shut-ins and
keep track of them to make sure they were
alright. “He was a great guy to do commu-
nity service without a thought.

Town staff will be sending a report on
this issue to Caledon council.

“It’s not the deciding factor,” he said.

Several people complained that they
had not been kept informed about the
progress of the application. Some even said
they received no notification of the meet-
ing, finding out about it by accident.

One man pointed out a lot of area resi-
dents are stressed over this matter.

“You're hanging us out to dry,” he said.
“Why are you treating us this way?”

Izirein replied that Town council had
directed staff to increase the radius sur-
rounding the site to where notifications
were sent.

The resident also said he was not satis-
fied with the studies done on noise or dust.
Regarding the traffic report, he said he has
testified on such matters before the On-
tario Municipal Board (OMB).

“The traffic study was very poor,” he as-
serted, adding there were no figures on the
number of service vehicles or employees’
cars on the site.

He also pointed out there will be a vi-
sual impact for people living on Flaherty
Lane, which runs opposite from the access
point for the pit. He acknowledged there’s
to be a berm along Porterfield, but said he
would be able to see over that from his
front deck.

“The visual protection they are offering
is nowhere near adequate,” he charged.

Kakaria said the berms will be seven to
11 metres in height, with trees on top.

As well, the resident expressed concern
for local property values, wondering who
would buy a house across a road from a pit.

Kakaria told an-

sion.

Several people were concerned about
the impacts the pit will have on the hamlet
of Melville. One 49-year resident of
Melville said southern border of the pit is
just 350 metres from the hamlet.

“That, to me, is already in our back
yards,” he declared.

He also complained he had not heard a
word about where the councillors stand on
this.

Paterak commented there are limits on
what council can do on this. A lot depends
on how the proposal complies with the Of-
ficial Plan. That will have a lot of bearing
on the recommendation from Town staff,
and he said councillors would vote against
that at their peril. In that event, council’s
decision could be overturned at the Board
level.

Another man raised the issue of using
water to wash the internal roads on the
site, wondering where it will come from.

Patty Wong, senior geologist with
AECOM, said it will come from a supply
pond, adding that will be part of a closed-
loop system. She said there will be water
lost through evaporation, but it will be off-
set by precipitation.

One woman pointed out there are other
properties in the area with supplies of ag-
gregate, and she wondered if there are
other proposals being put together. Izirein
said he wasn’t aware of any.

Another man asked to see a business
plan for the pit. He said if people could see
a tangible benefit, there might be as much
concern.

There were many words of tribute last Thurs-
day, and we suspect there will be many more in
the months to come, directed at Emil Kolb.

Kolb announced at the start of last Thursday’s
council meeting that he will not be standing for
another term as Chair and CEO of Peel Region.

Development
approved, despite
opposition in the

Now that Caledon council has approved
(June 25) the application by Canadian Tire for
a huge warehouse of 1,500,000 square feet at
Coleraine Drive and Healey Road in south
Bolton, increasing daily traffic on our area
roads by an estimated 750 to 800 additional
trucks while we lose approximately 180 acres
of prime farm land, maybe it is time to consider
how representative democracy works here in
Caledon.

All members of council voted in favour of the
application in spite of the numerous newspaper
letters written by area residents, meetings of
protest, requests and concern (Sept. 11, 2012;
Nov. 26, 2012; Feb. 12, 2013; May 28, 2013 and
June 25, 2013) plus more than 1,000 signatures
on petitions filed with the Town between Au-
gust 2012 and the present date.

Bolton’s Ward 5 is estimated to have about
50 per cent of the population of Caledon, but
less than 50 per cent of the current representa-
tion on council. Only two members of the pres-
ent council actually live in Ward 5, which will
be most impacted by the mega warehouse in a
neighbouring ward. What ever happened to the
principle of representation by population? And
in spite of the more than 1,000 signatures on
the petitions by Caledon residents, opposing
the application, council approved the request.
Some of us were under the impression and
opinion that elected members of council are ac-
countable to the electors — the people who pay
the bills. Obviously, it seems, our understand-
ing of how democracy is supposed to work is
completely naive and misguided.

Should we be concerned about “democracy”
here in Caledon?

These aspects of the situation deserve inclu-
sion in your stories on the recent Caledon coun-
cil decision. And what responsible role should
the local media play in accurately reflecting
what occurs? Just wondering. It sure is impos-
sible to please everyone, but that is not the
issue.

Park had lessons learned

A lot of people would be reluctant to admit
it, but not me.

I have always had a certain affection for the
nostalgic, and for things that have happened in
the past, especially my past.

There are those who would say that’s not a
good thing to think.

I agree that there should always be some
focus on what’s to come, which is one of the rea-
sons why I started writing my column for the
July 4 paper before I had even seen a copy of
the June 27 issue.

Besides, some of
the memories are just plain fun.

The last week or so has in-
cluded a number of news items of
what is to be done with Ontario
Place.

It was once a state of the art
amusement park on Toronto’s
waterfront, connecting with the
Canadian National Exhibition
grounds, but it seems its glory
days are now well in the past.
What I know of what it is today is
what I read. It’'s been many years
since I walked the grounds. My
lasting impression of the last time I was there
is there was no impression at all.

That’s a little sad.

The role Ontario Place played in my younger
days was relatively small, but there were some
significant moments.

It probably should have played a bit more of
a part, since it was only a mile or so from the
house in which I pretended to grow up, yet I got
down there seldom, and normally only when I
had to.

The first summer it was open, my mother
and I spent a day there. I was a teenage boy
spending a day in the company of just my
mother at an amusement park, meaning I had
next to no fun at all.

There were other, more meaningful memo-
ries. When I was in Grade 12, a whole bunch of
students from my high school music depart-
ment performed at what in those days was
known as the Forum. That was an experience
that would be very hard to forget.

It’s also important because it was Ontario
Place where my wife and I went on our first
date. It was March 1993, and a documentary
on Titanic was being shown at Cinesphere. |
didn’t want to go alone, so I phoned this woman
who I had gotten to know covering weekly
garbage dump protest meetings (these were the
days of the infamous Interim Waste Authority),
and she was prepared to go.

For reasons I have never been able to quite
figure out, Beth agreed to go out with me again,
and again, and again, etc.

But the major memories came in the middle
of those two previously mentioned experiences,
when I spend part of a summer working there.
This was during the height of Ontario Place’s
popularity.

In terms of being satisfying (both in a mon-
etary and spiritual way) the job was certainly
wanting. But I made reference a couple of para-
graphs ago about “lessons learned,” and in that
regard, the experience had some value. The pay
was terrible, and the working conditions would
have been far beneath the dignity
of a lot of sophisticated kids. I
have spent the last couple of
decades trying to forget the uni-
forms we were obliged to wear.
But a buck is a buck, and I
learned around that time that a
crummy paycheque is a lot better
than no income at all. Kids who
have trouble finding summer
work might want to rethink what
they would be willing to do.

I was a bus boy at one of the
restaurants at the park, which
just happened to be very close to
the Forum.

These were the days when once
people had paid to get into the park, they could
walk into the Forum for no additional charge
to watch the show. If there was a major attrac-
tion performing that evening, the joint would
be jumping, and we’d all be busy. There were
many nights when some major rock band
would be on the bill, and they would close the
gates to the park at 6 p.m., simply because the
crowds were overwhelming. It was such
evenings that I saw some very memorable acts
of hooliganism, most of it alcohol induced, along
with a couple of the finest fistfights it has ever
been my pleasure to watch. It being a Provin-
cial facility, the grounds were patrolled by
OPP, and I picked up an appreciation of some
of the garbage cops have to put up with too.

But I also learned the value of being willing
to do the less-than-desirable jobs. No matter
how tough the economic times might be, it is
only the most foolish of bosses who will get rid
of an employee who is willing to clean out a
bathroom sink into which some drunken lout
has barfed, and do so for the good of the com-
pany.

Bosses, I learned that summer, could be ap-
preciative too.

I was working the day shift one day, and it
was getting near quitting time.

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Working with the United Kingdom and France on key issues

I recently had the opportunity to accom-
pany Prime Minister Stephen Harper to
London and Paris for his working visit to
Europe.

The trip was successful in increasing
the dialogue on how our countries can
work together on important issues, such as
strengthening the global economy, enhanc-
ing transparency and accountability, as
well as international security. Canada had
a great deal to contribute to these discus-
sions, which resulted in many important
announcements by Harper.

While in London with Harper, I partic-
ipated in a business roundtable with lead-
ers in the extractive sector. Following this
roundtable, the Prime Minister announced
that our government will be establishing
new mandatory reporting standards for
Canadian extractive companies, which
aim to enhance transparency on the pay-
ments these companies make to govern-
ments.

I also attended the Prime Minister’s
Address to the Parliament of the United
Kingdom during the visit to London. In his
Address, he highlighted the close bilateral
relationship Canada and Britain share,
both past and present, the mutual focus on

the economy, and our two countries’ con-
tinued shared values of freedom, democ-
racy and rule of law.

Following London, I traveled with the
Prime Minister to Paris, where I accompa-
nied him to Elysée Palace. There, we both
met with Francois Hollande, the President
of the French Republic. During this official
visit, Harper announced the launch of an
Enhanced Cooperation Agenda (ECA) with
France. The ECA provides a strategic
framework for implementing further eco-
nomic, social, political and security initia-
tives between Canada and France. Our
countries will use the ECA as a means to
facilitate our co-operation in areas such as
sustainable economic growth, interna-
tional security and defence, as well as
human rights.

While accompanying the Prime Minis-
ter to both London and Paris, I reflected
upon another important issue in both
Canada and across Europe — youth unem-
ployment. Many countries across continen-
tal FEurope are contending with
considerably high rates of youth unem-
ployment, such as Italy, which has a rate
of 40 per cent. Here in Canada, the youth
unemployment rate for those aged 15 to 24
is much lower at 13.6 per cent. This, of
course, is still a concern for Canada. Many
of the youth from those countries experi-
encing high youth unemployment rates
apply to Canadian embassies for tempo-
rary work permits to participate in the
Working Holiday program. The program
provides participants with the opportunity
for temporary paid employment to help

pay for their travel in Canada for up to two
years. Canada has reciprocal youth mobil-
ity agreements with countries in Europe
and around the world to provide Canadian
youth with similar work and travel expe-
riences.

In order to ensure jobs are available for
Canadian youth, our government has es-
tablished quotas for the countries where
mobility agreements are in place. The pro-
gram is immensely popular, with thou-
sands applying for limited spots so they
may have a Canadian experience, which
underscores the appeal and greatness of
our country to the world. Furthermore, it
makes us appreciate our wonderful coun-
try even more. We are truly the envy of the
world and we have so much to be proud of
as Canadians.

The time I spent with Prime Minister
Harper during his official visits to London
and Paris deepened my appreciation of our
country and what we represent as a na-
tion. It was also a privilege to participate
in discussions on how Canada, the United
Kingdom, and France can continue to work
together on key issues which led to impor-
tant announcements by the Prime Minis-
ter.

What does it really say about our self-
declared national news magazine that
their front page for their “Special Canada
Day Double Issue” features the headline:
“Canada vs. America: 99 Reasons Why It’s
Better To Be Canadian.”

Why can’t they simply write stories
about how great it is to be a Canadian
without having to take cheap shots at our

zenship they wouldn’t

there you have it.

We can look at pretty well any country
in the world and find things to admire.
And things to criticize.

We can find things right at home to crit-
icize as well. No country — or no person —
is perfect. That’s reality.

Caledon natives starting first production

Ellis, Doug’s step-daughter
Kirsten Ball and her husband
J.P. Perreault. He was known
as Grand-Doug to his grand-
daughter Kate Perreault, and
Grandpa to his grandson
Hadden Ellis. They shared
Doug’s addiction to books and his love of ice cream
and chocolate, which they gleefully enjoyed with him
at every opportunity. Also feeling this deep loss are
Signe’s sisters, Dyanne Rivers and Rhondda Snary
and their partners, Bill Williams and Adrienne
Reynolds, Doug’s cousin, Barry Kerr, and the Pem-
berton clan. Doug was predeceased by his father,
Grant Pearce, in 1984 and his mother, Val Pearce, in
2002. His first wife, Nan Pearce, died in 1995. He was
a loyal presence by their sides in their times of need.
Doug’s mother gave birth to him during a break in the
1936 Toronto heat wave. He was raised in the city’s
north end, attending Earl Haig Collegiate Institute and
graduating in 1955. He spent three summers in basic
flight training with the RCAF while attending the Uni-
versity of Toronto, where he obtained a BA in psychol-
ogy in 1960.

He married Nan DuMoulin of London, Ont., in 1968,
and they began their family life on a farm near Camp-
bellville. Tralee was born in 1969, Philip in 1972. The
family moved to the farm in Mono in 1974, where
Doug became an even more ardent tree-lover, con-
servationist and environmentalist. The natural beauty
of his surroundings became integral to his identity as
the years went on. He married Signe Ball in 1998 and
settled into a happy rhythm with her on the farm,
where she runs her magazine, In The Hills. They have
been, quite simply, devoted to one another from their
first date. In a Pearce family history he researched
and wrote to commemorate Hadden’s birth in 2009,
Doug summed up his days with his trademark wit:

Bolton one, which, he added, is not on mu-
nicipal land. He also said the company plans
to invest some $300 million in this project,
which is going to take three years to build.

As well, Whitehead observed Town
council has approved this proposal, along
with Toronto and Region Conservation Au-
thority (TRCA).

He added Ministerial orders like this
are nothing new, pointing out one was
used to get the Honda plant in Alliston. He
said this is because the municipal process
can take too long.

Whitehead said this is an important
part of Peel’s industrial land inventory,
adding the Province is being asked to ex-
pedite this. “This is quite an appropriate
way that the Ontario government can deal
with it,” he said.

“It will be a bigger facility than they

(Canadian Tire) have today . . . because
they are building for their future,” White-
head observed.

“This is a good news story,” commented
Brampton Mayor Susan Fennell, who
stressed the fact jobs are slated to stay in
Peel.

Fennell also told Iannicca they were not
talking about an LRT, but a private-sector
company that is mobile and needs to ex-
pand.

Tannicca agreed that what Whitehead
had said might be true, but he maintained
there should be a staff report to say so.

He also said there have been a lot of re-
quests of this nature from the private sec-
tor, and he’s never seen something like
this done.
