Parents in Caledon East

are still not pleased with the
prospect of school bus service
being denied some youngsters.

This is in spite of efforts
that are underway to improve
safety in the village.

Parents started expressing
concern earlier this year be-
cause Student Transportation
of Peel Region (STOPR), the
consortium that decides bus-
ing eligibility for Peel’s two
school boards, had announced
that busing to Caledon East
Public School would be can-
celled for students living north
of Larry Street and east of Air-
port Road. They got together
and took their case to the Peel
District School Board, but all
they got was a one-year re-
prieve (until September 2014),
as long as the Town, Peel Re-
gion, the school and the com-
munity work to implement
safety measures. Trustees
also made it clear in June they
would not entertain calls for
extending the reprieve.

About 40 people were on
hand for a community meet-
ing at the school last Thurs-
day, where they were given an
update of what’s been accom-
plished so far.

Trustee Stan Cameron said
he tried to get the board to

view Caledon East as an ex-
ception to the usual policies.
The problem with that was all
the other trustees have simi-
lar hazardous areas in their
own wards.

He also assured the people
at the meeting the Board
won’t go along with an exten-
sion. People in the area are
welcome to ask, but he warned
“that will be a path of real
frustration.”

The main concern is with
children having to walk along
Airport Road, which is heavily
travelled, and includes a lot of

trucks.
Adam Martin-Robbins, who

appeared before trustees in
May with a petition with some
380 signatures, also pointed
out there are worries over the
intersection of Airport Road
and Old Church Road. The
main access to the parking lot
of the local LCBO outlet is
right there too, and a source of
concern.

Among the accomplish-
ments he cited are more speed
limit signs, extension of the 40
km-h zone around the school
and efforts to have the stretch

between Huntsmill Drice and
Cranston Drive declared a
community safety zone. That
would mean steeper fines for
those caught speeding.

He also said they are work-
ing on a communications cam-
paign to let people know there
are a lot of youngsters in the
village, as well as using the
schools to educate the chil-
dren. He said OPP has a pro-
gram called heads up, aimed
at instructing kids about the
dangers of walking while
working hand-held devices.

Joe Avsec, manager of traf-
fic engineering for the Region,
said electronic speed warning
signs are up, as are signs des-
ignating the area as a commu-
nity safety zone.

Around the intersection in
the middle of the village,
Avsec said they have put up
more signs warning motorists
about seniors and other pedes-
trians, and there are plans to
put up signals for traffic leav-
ing the LCBO parking lot.
There are also possibilities for
future redevelopment around
there. He said speed cushions
coming out of the parking lot
have been considered. As well,
he said they are looking into
installing flashing school-zone
warnings at Cranston and
Hilltop Drive.

Avsec drew applause when
he announced the crossing at
the Caledon Trailway will be
signalized sometime this fall.

“Stay tuned for that,” he
said.

A preliminary look is being
taken at creating a bypass for
Caledon East that could po-
tentially divert trucks from
the centre of the village. “That
is long-term,” he said, adding

A company bottling Caledon water

was shut down earlier this year, over
health concerns, but a company
spokesperson maintains the authori-
ties are out to get them.

It was reported last week in the
Toronto Star that Peel Region health
inspectors shut down Blue Glass
Water Company Ltd. in July after
safety concerns were raised.

Dr. Arlene King, Ontario’s chief
medical officer of health, last week is-
sued a statement warning that com-
pany products are not to be consumed
or served.

“I am strongly advising the public
and businesses to avoid consuming or
offering for sale any bottled water pro-
duced by Blue Glass Water Co. Ltd.”
she said in a statement issued last
Wednesday by the Ministry of Health
and Long-Term Care. “Testing has
confirmed bottled water manufac-
tured by the operator was heavily con-
taminated with bacteria and could
cause illness. The bottled water may
be sold under many different labels so
it is important to look for the manu-
facturer on the label before consuming
or purchasing.”

The statement added samples of
water taken from the company's prod-
ucts have been found to be “heavily
contaminated with bacteria.”

“As a result, there is a potential
health threat posed by these prod-
ucts,” it said.

Blue Glass Water Co. Ltd was or-

dered to cease bottling, processing and
distributing operations July 25, ac-
cording to the statement.

It also said no illnesses have been
reported.

Peel Public Health was contacted
by the Canadian Food Inspection
Agency (CFIA) July 16, according to a
statement issued by Paul Callanan,
director a environmental health at
Peel Public Health.

“Peel Public Health and CFIA offi-
cials subsequently conducted a joint
inspection during which Peel Public
Health issued a verbal closure order
followed by a written closure order for
non-compliance with public health
standards as outlined in Health Pro-
tection and Promotions Act,” his state-
ment added. 

“Since that time, in the interest of
public health, Peel Public Health has
been collaborating with provincial and
federal public health partners to alert
public health authorities across the
province and throughout Canada
about the product for the purposes of
inspection in their respective jurisdic-
tions.”

“The water was safe,” company
spokesperson Marshall Kazman told
the Citizen, adding people hear the
word bacteria and worry. “There’s bac-
teria in the air we breathe.”

Kazman added the Town of Cale-
don and the Region were out to shut
the company down, “and effectively
did,” based on complaints from a
“nosey neighbour.”

“I think they did a fine snow job on
me,” he commented. “They waited
three months to recall it, which means
it wasn’t a health risk at all.”

“All samples of Gaia carbonated or
private labeled carbonated water
tested perfectly fine within the arbi-
trary government guidelines,” Kaz-
man stated in an email.

As for still water products, he cited
test results.

“All the water tested did not have
any parasites, or dangerous bacteria
such as E.coli, dangerous coliforms,
aeromanas hydrophila, and
p s e u d o m o n a s
aeruginosa, etc.,
as would be ex-
pected,” he added.

Kazman stated
the only issue
seems to be that
some samples of
still water had
aerobic colony
counts (ACC) that
were higher than
g o v e r n m e n t
guidelines.

“There are un-
doubtedly far
greater amounts
of ACC in the
dairy products
and foods served
in restaurant es-
tablishments,” as
well as fruits, veg-
etables, yogurts

and cheeses people eat, the email
added. “These facts should have been
clarified.”

“We at Blue Glass Water are work-
ing diligently with the appropriate
levels of government to ensure our fa-
cility will meet all government regu-
lations,” the email concluded. “We are
very committed to bringing you the
very best natural spring water prod-
ucts on the market as soon as possi-
ble and apologize for any undue
concern and fears caused by the un-
necessary and unfortunate media re-
leases.”

With Thanksgiving weekend fast 
approaching, outdoor enthusiasts will 
be out enjoying the last offi cial long 
weekend of the year.

That being said, OPP wants to see 
that the weekend is a safe one, and 
free from tragedy on roadways, wa-
terways and trails. The public can 
expect to see an increased police pres-

ence within the OPP Central Region 
to ensure that this takes place.

One disturbing trend that appears 
to consistent is the number of crash-
es and unnecessary collisions involv-
ing All Terrain Vehicles (ATV). So far 
this year, 15 people (compared to 10 
at this time last year) have lost their 
lives in ATV related collisions in OPP 

patrolled areas throughout Ontario 
and three have been killed in Central 
Region. 

ATVs are prohibited from all road-
ways in Ontario unless the munici-
pality has passed a bylaw to make an 
exception to this rule. As well, ATV 
operators must remember that:
• Drivers must hold a valid G2 or 
greater driver’s licence (if operated on 
roadways where allowed).
• All riders must wear an approved 
helmet.
• Operator must drive the ATV on the 
far right hand side of the roadway.
• Twenty km/h is the maximum 
speed an ATV can travel on roads 
with a posted speed limit of 50 km/h 
or less.
• Operators shall operate the ATV at 
a speed of one half of the posted limit 
up to a maximum speed of 50km/h. 
• Impaired operation, drinking and 
driving while operating an ATV is a 
criminal offence and carries the same 
penalties as operating a vehicle.
• ATVs are prohibited from travelling 
along or across 400-series highways.

• The vehicle must be registered and 
proof of ownership must be produced 
at the trailside.
• ATV owners must have liability in-
surance and produce proof upon re-
quest.
• The vehicle must have a proper-
ly-displayed off-road licence plate.
• Operators must be at least 12 years 
of age (when operating on trails unsu-
pervised).
• An ATV travelling along a road must 
have its headlights and tail lights on.

Remember to always operate an 
ATV with an approved helmet, eye 
protection, boots, gloves, long pants 
and long-sleeved shirt or jacket.

Safety tips for ATV riders
• Ride off-road only, never on public 
roads.
• Ride with others — never alone.
• Always supervise youngsters.
• Ride sober — no alcohol or drugs.
• Respect the environment — don’t 
litter.
• Be courteous to all you meet.
• Ride within your capabilities.
• Respect riding trail and area rules.

they are working on terms of reference
at this stage, and don’t even know if
it’s feasible.

Councillor Richard Whitehead com-
mented on how long it took to get a by-
pass for Bolton.

“Realistically, it’s a 20-year
process,” he remarked. “It’s going to be
very hard to do.”

Whitehead pointed out the Niagara
Escarpment Commission comes into
play on the bypass issue. As well, run-
ning as bypass along Innis Lake Road
will mean passing directly by two
schools.

One man at the meeting wondered
about the effectiveness of community
safety zones.

“I still see trucks speeding along,”
he said. “I don’t see them being pulled
over.”

Caledon OPP Constable Brenda
Evans told the meeting they could ex-
pect more enforcement in Caledon
East because it’s so close to the de-
tachment offices.

“You guys are luckier than most
other people in Caledon,” she ob-
served.

Councillor Nick deBoer did point
out there are community safety zones
all over Town, along with all the other
roads police have to keep track of. He
added the OPP detachment has a se-
ries of “hot spots,” where officers focus
extra attention. Airport Road, be-
tween Patterson Sideroad and Olde
Base Line Road, is one of them. He ob-
served this has helped reduce the
number of fatalities over the years.

As well, deBoer observed there
have been proposals to extend High-
way 427 north to Highway 9. Such a
move, he said, would impact traffic
patterns all over Caledon, and im-
prove the situation in Caledon East.

Martin-Robbins said there’s been
talk of setting up a “walking school
bus,” an informal arrangement in
which kids gather at one spot and
walk to school together, possible with
an adult accompanying them.

Another option he said has been
considered is private busing, although
he admitted that would be very expen-
sive.

Whitehead pointed out drivers and
traffic are not the only problems, com-
menting that pedestrians are respon-
sible for some of the trouble. He said
if signals go in at the Trailway, a
crossing guard would be needed there
too.

“Pedestrians have a remarkable
level of irresponsibility,” he observed,
commenting that once they see the
lights change, they assume everything
is going to stop for them.

One man, who said he’s lived on
Airport Road since 1992, commented
on the noise from all the truck traffic
travelling down the hill at high speed.
“It’s been like that for years,” he said,
calling for traffic lights at Cranston,
as well as at the entrance to the Food-
land plaza.

Whitehead said lights are in the
works for Cranston, once the lands in
the area are developed. He added he
and Mayor Marolyn Morrison have
been advocating that happen sooner.
He pointed out the lights at Innis
Lake and Old Church Roads went in
before the Robert F. Hall Catholic Sec-
ondary School was built.

Cameron observed there are a lot of
reminders in the area for people to
slow down, and those living in the
area can help a lot. He suggested that
when people drive through the village,
they slow right down to the speed
limit. Since passing is not always pos-
sible on that stretch of road, he said

that will slow down much of the fol-
lowing traffic.

“We’re in control,” he said.
One woman argued it’s not that

simple. She said if a large gravel truck
is on her tail going down the hill, she’s
going to speed up.

She was also concerned that the
sidewalks on Airport Road are so
closed to the travel lanes. “Those
trucks are so damned close to those
sidewalks,” she declared.

Avsec pointed out it’s arterial road,
meaning it’s going to see a lot of truck
traffic.

Whitehead added the road has been
widened to it maximum, warning
things are not likely to improve there.

There was also a suggestion that
rumble strips could slow traffic down,

but deBoer said they would create a
lot of noise for people living close to
the road

Other concerns expressed dealt
with people backing out of their drive-
ways on Airport Road might not be
able to see little children walking by.
One man, who used to drive a school
bus, pointed out the kids will be walk-
ing to school at the sime time these
drivers are leaving for work.

“I thought the mandate of the
Board was safety,” he remarked.

He also pointed out traffic was sup-
posed to stop when school buses lights
are flashing, but he’s seen a lot of vio-
lations, including from Town and Re-
gion vehicles. He wondered how much
impact putting up more signs was
going to have.

Another woman complained she’s
seen police cars speeding through the
village

Some people at the meeting com-
plained that all children attending
Herb Campbell Public School are
bused, even those who live just across
the road on King Street. One woman
said she had transfered her daughter
to Campbell for that reason.

“It’s an issue of equity,” she said.
“Equity does not always mean equal-
ity.”

“Its equitable to treat all our chil-
dren with respect and dignity,” she
added.

Cameron pointed out the difference
with Campbell is there are no cross-
walks or traffic lights close to the
school.

Cameron urges residents to back off speed to slow down following traffic

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I know he sounded witty, but Councillor
Richard Whitehead was being serious, since
the topic was serious.

I was at the meeting in Caledon East last
Thursday night, hearing various people
comment on the traffic woes in the village,
and the dangers of children being required
to walk to school, as opposed to taking the
bus. There were lots of comments about the
speeds at which some drivers take Airport
Road in the village, along with concerns
about the number of trucks. I drive there a
lot myself, so I understood exactly where
the concerns were coming from.

Whitehead made an observation that no
matter how congested vehicu-
lar traffic might get, pedestri-
ans have to take some of the
responsibility for their own
safety.

“Pedestrians have a remark-
able level of irresponsibility,”
he said.

He was so right too.
I have long held the belief

that a major problem with traf-
fic in society is not so much
that some people don’t know
how to drive, although there
are a lot of people like that. The
real problem is too many people
don’t know how to walk.

We don’t often hear stories
about people getting hit by cars
on sidewalks, although it does happen. The
majority of car-versus-pedestrian incidents
happen in the middle of the road, where the
autos are usually supposed to have the right
of way and the walking people are supposed
to use their brains and realize that they
might be in danger.

Yet how often do we see clear signs that
common sense takes a pass in such situa-
tions?

It has been many years since I tried driv-
ing a car in downtown Toronto at rush hour,
and if I have my way, I’ll never have to do it
again. There was a time, about 15 years
ago, when I had to do it frequently because
I worked there. The next time you’re trav-
elling Bay Street or University Avenue in
the middle of a workday, observe the people
crossing the street at intersections. Sure,
they wait for the signals to change, indicat-
ing that they are at liberty to cross. But I
was frequently stunned and terrified at the
way they just trotted off the sidewalks, not
bothering to look to see if traffic had
stopped. There seems to be a natural expec-
tation that all traffic is going to stop for
them and nothing bad is going to happen.
Fortunately, things do tend to work out that
way, but I think it’s more a factor of luck
than anything else.

I harken back to my youth, and some
character named Elmer the Safety Ele-
phant, who offered homilies of the “look
both ways before you cross the street” vari-

ety. I guess drivers in
the downtown get
pretty savvy pretty
quick when it comes
to dealing with
pedestrians. But I
have often reflected
that it would only
take one motorist to
let his or her atten-
tion pause for a sec-
ond or so to create
carnage. The people
who would get
creamed would die
with the satisfaction
of knowing they had

the right of way, which would make for in-
teresting reading on a tombstone. In my
case, I’d prefer to be remembered for my
wit, my charm, my brilliance, my good
looks, my modesty, etc.

And the problems don’t just exist on the
road. I have seen plenty of acts of idiocy
from people walking through parking lots. I
guess they figure that since most of the cars
are moving slower than they would on an
arterial road, that gives them greater free-
dom of movement. You’ve got to admire peo-
ple who are ever ready to stand up for their
inalienable right to be bloody stupid.

I once ran into (figuratively, and there is
part of me that wishes it was
literally too) such a specimen in
the parking lot at Bramalea
City Centre. I found a parking
spot that suited my needs quite
nicely. As I headed that way, a
young man walking through
the lot was evidently dis-
pleased with the positioning of
the cuffs of his trousers, related
to his shoes. Apparently with-
out a care in the world, he
stopped in the middle of the
parking spot that I was covet-
ing, squatted down and started
making adjustments that I
guess he thought were neces-
sary — this guy was no fashion
plate (neither am I, for that

matter). There was a curb, where these al-
terations to his attire could have been made
in complete safety and bothered no one,
within feet of this joker, yet he chose to oc-
cupy an area intended for cars.

Since I wasn’t in much of a hurry and am
not inclined to get into confrontations (I was
also a little amused by it all), I patiently
waited for this silliness to run its course. I
correctly surmised it couldn’t take too long,
and indeed I was right (so what else is new?)

The interesting part came when he fin-
ished what he was doing (whatever that
was). We made mutual eye contact. I po-
litely pointed to the parking spot I was still
interested in. He started yelling. I had the
window up, so I couldn’t hear what he was
yelling, but that, combined with the ges-
tures he was making led me to conclude he
wasn’t pleased with my choice of parking
spots. Fortunately, I didn’t need his ap-
proval.

Yet for some reason, there are people who
think the drivers of motor vehicles are the
big problem.

Granted, there are a lot of people who ei-
ther are bad drivers, or who do very stupid
things while at the wheel. And I don’t think
I’d be too far off the mark by saying that
most of us who drive have committed the oc-
casional boner. But I have also been a
pedestrian for a lot of years, and was a fre-
quent cyclist in my younger days. I once got
knocked off my bike by a car after being stu-
pid. And there have been lots of times when
I have done things that I shouldn’t while
walking.

Those of us who drive and have cycled have
seen this situation from all sides, although
some of us fail to get it, for some reason.

The reality is traffic safety has to involve
everyone who uses the roads, and that in-
cludes everyone who drives on them, rides
on them or who walks near them or across
them.

It’s easy to blame the big bad cars and
their drivers for all this trouble. But there’s
the bigger question. In an altercation be-
tween a car and a pedestrian, who stands to
come out on the bottom, and who has the
most to lose?

But we also have to understand why the
Town has to resist such efforts.

The issue was discussed at some length
at Tuesday’s Town council meeting, Alas,
the issue was left unresolved. A motion that
stipulated that Town recreation facilities
are to remain closed for certain holidays re-
sulted in a tie vote at the council table. A tie
vote means the motion automatically is de-
feated.

At first glance, the idea of people wanting
to make use of these public facilities, which
they help support and maintain through
their tax dollars, seems rather reasonable,
provided certain arrangements can be
worked out. But the fact the Town is reluc-
tant to go along with it is not because of a
desire on the part of municipal officials to be
difficult or awkward.

We
agree with some of the councillors that ways
can be found around that one, especially
with the carrot that people working holidays
can expect to be paid holiday wages.

The real issue involves risk and responsi-
bility, and we unfortunately know there are
too many irresponsible people out there for
the Town to want to run the risk.

Its unfortunate, but we can’t blame the
Town for this one.

Canadians want to know that their
streets are safe and that their children
are protected against sexual preda-
tors.

The number of reported sexual vio-
lations against children in Canada
reached more than 3,900 in 2012, a
number that has increased by three
per cent from 2011 with the same in-
crease from 2010 to 2011. This steady
increase in reported sexual violations
against children in Canada signals the
need for strong action to protect the
most vulnerable in society.

Prime Minister Stephen Harper
has indicated that Canadians can ex-
pect the government to bring forward
targeted measures to combat the sex-
ual exploitation of our children. Our
proposed amendments will build on
the broad range of action that our gov-
ernment has taken since 2006 to pun-
ish offenders to the full extent of the
law, hold violent criminals account-
able, enhance the rights of victims and
increase the efficiency of our justice
system.

To further the goal of holding con-
victed criminals accountable for their
crimes, Prime Minister Harper has in-
dicated that a comprehensive legisla-
tive plan will be introduced this fall.
Legislative amendments will include
an increase in penalties for offenders
who commit sexual offences against
children and will require convicted
predators to serve their sentences con-
secutively. The current system, which
allows convicted sexual offenders to
serve their sentences concurrently,
does not adequately reflect the num-
ber of victims impacted by these
crimes and this amendment will en-
sure that the sentences received take

into account each victim.
Our government is also pursuing

new measures to further protect chil-
dren in Canada and abroad from
known sexual predators. Approxi-
mately one million children interna-
tionally are exploited by sex tourists
and traffickers each year. The govern-
ment is combatting the sexual ex-
ploitation of children abroad through
the creation of a new notification re-
quirement for offenders on the Na-
tional Sex Offender Registry who
travel outside of Canada, as well as
through improvements to informa-
tion-sharing between the police and
border security. Measures will also be
introduced to establish a publicly ac-
cessible national database that con-

tains information on high-risk child
sex offenders who have been subject
to public notification by local law en-
forcement.

As our government works toward
keeping our communities safe and
holding offenders accountable for their
crimes, we are equally pursuing meas-
ures that are putting the needs of the
victims first. Ongoing consultations
are taking place with the public and
stakeholders to create a federal Vic-
tims Bill of Rights to provide the nec-
essary support for victims of crime.
Since 2006, our government has in-
vested more than $120 million to the
needs of victims of crime through a
broad range of programs and initia-
tives. Over $10 million has been in-
vested for new and enhanced Child
Advocacy Centres in locations across
Canada that provides important serv-
ices to help young victims of crime
cope with related trauma.

Canadians can be certain that our
government remains committed to
combating the sexual exploitation of
children, putting victims first, and
holding offenders accountable.
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It’s long been one of the truisms
that there’s more mileage for
politicians to sweat taxpayers’

nickels and dimes than it is to fret
about the wasted millions.

How else to explain the widespread
public disgust over irresponsible
spending by a few greedy senators –
which altogether adds up to a few
hundred thousand dollars – while vir-
tually offering what appears to be a
shrug over the Liberals’ wasting up to
a billion dollars in the last election to
move power plants, just to hang onto
a couple of extra seats?

Not that the Senate waste is okay.
Far from it. But in the scheme of
things, taxpayers should be far more
outraged at the unconscionable waste
of their dollars by a gov-
ernment desperate to
hang onto power in the
power plant scandal.

Obviously, Premier
Kathleen Wynne – who
as a senior minister in
the former administra-
tion and co-chair of the last cam-
paign – was well aware of the power
plant outrage, and has learned this
lesson well, given her recent ram-
blings about yet another example of
wasteful government spending.

Wynne was outraged – outraged,
she told us – at news that highly-paid
executives of Toronto Pan American
Games charged taxpayers  91 cents
for parking and $1.89 for a cup of tea.

“It’s ridiculous,” the premier thun-
dered. “It’s the kind of entitlement
that is unacceptable.” 

Well, it may be poor form, but if in
fact they were on legitimate Pan Am
business – and nobody has suggested
they weren’t – then obviously they’re
entitled to have their legitimate ex-
penses paid.

Yes, it gets up your nose when some-
body making $477,000 a year – which
is what Pan Am CEO Ian Troop raked
in last year – can’t reach into his
pocket when the bill is a loonie or two.

But it’s hardly a major government
spending scandal.

To find the latest one of those, we
only have to look at the deal given by
the Liberals to 64 of the aforemen-
tioned Pan Am executives, who stand
to share in $7 million in bonuses if the
games are completed on time and
under budget.

In other words, if they do their job –
for which they are already well paid –
they get a huge bonus at your ex-

pense. Troop, for example, would be
eligible for a $780,000 bonus under
the terms of the contract.

Is Wynne upset about this? Ah no.
Her Liberal government is actually
defending it.

It’s an outrage to expense 91 cents
to park, it seems, because people can
really relate to that. But, according to
the Liberals, it’s perfectly normal to
give somebody double their salary just
to do the job they are being paid to do.

Now I don’t know what kind of deal
you have with your employers, but all
the years I worked full-time for vari-
ous media outlets I received my
agreed-upon salary for completing my
work each day. I didn’t get a bonus be-
cause I finished the column that the

newspaper had paid me
to write. I just got the
pay I had agreed to in
advance. 

I suspect you’re in the
same boat. You take a
job with a certain salary
and that’s what you get

for doing the job. If you don’t do the
job you’re out on your ear.

Or, as Tory MPP Rod Jackson was
quoted as saying, “This is ludicrous, a
bonus for completing a job that you
get paid half a million to do.” He says
the Pan Am executives aren’t  just
“dining at the public trough ... they’re
swimming in it.”

And NDP Leader Andrea Horwath
adds, “I don’t think there is a person
in Ontario that can say that after the
job they have been hired to do that
they get twice their salary at the end
of that successful job. People are ex-
pected to go to work, do their jobs for
the amount that they agreed to do
that work for.”

You’d think that’s a no-brainer, but
not, alas, for the Liberals. 

Sport Minister Michael Chan – fresh
from handing a $500,000 cheque off to
the wildly-successful Maple League
Sports and Entertainment to fund the
2016 National Basketball Association’s
All-Star game – says the package was
developed “to attract the unique skills
and experience that are required to or-
ganize these types of Games.”

True enough. Except that’s what
they are getting paid for. So the mes-
sage to these fatcat Pan Am execu-
tives is clear: pay for your own tea,
there’s a huge money pot waiting for
you at the end of the rainbow, cour-
tesy of the Liberals.

Nice work – if you can get it.

This week, council joined members
of our Graffiti Advisory Committee to
officially launch the Town’s Graffiti
Hotline — a one-year pilot project that
is part of the Committee’s Graffiti Re-
duction Framework.

The Committee is comprised of
seven community members and four
councillors who, with the assistance of
Town staff, have conducted research
on successful graffiti eradication pro-
grams in other jurisdictions and iden-
tified best practices for a
graffiti-reduction program appropri-
ate to the Town of Caledon. In April of
this year, the committee recom-
mended a graffiti reduction plan for
the Town, which included the launch
of the Graffiti Hotline; the hotline will
operate 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

The Graffiti Committee’s plan for

Caledon is based on three key princi-
ples: prevention, management and en-
forcement.

Prevention is the anticipation,
recognition and appraisal of a crime
risk and the initiation of some action
to reduce the likelihood the crime will
occur. Management of graffiti vandal-
ism involves assessing each incident,
removing the tagging and protecting
surfaces against further vandalism,
therefore preventing it from occurring
again. And finally, in Caledon, the On-
tario Provincial Police and local bylaw

enforcement authorities are primarily
responsible for enforcing graffiti of-
fences — to undertake different but
complementary enforcement roles and
working together to ensure compli-
ance with the law.

An important element of any suc-
cessful graffiti-reduction plan is that
graffiti vandalism must be easy to re-
port, otherwise residents will not take
the time to contact authorities. Ideally,
residents should have a single contact
number to ensure timely reporting of
graffiti vandalism. Successful graffiti

reduction plans in other jurisdictions
have established similar graffiti hot-
lines and the service is widely adver-
tised so all residents know who to
contact in the event of graffiti vandal-
ism in their neighbourhood.

Calls to the Graffiti Hotline will be
immediately directed to both the Cale-
don Detachment of the OPP and the
Town’s Regulatory Services and En-
forcement Division for investigation
and follow up. The Graffiti Hotline
number is 1-866-544-8332 and it is
open 24 hours a day, seven days a
week.

As Ward 5 Councillor Rob Mezza-
pelli so correctly said, “In the end, it is
vital that everyone in the community
work together to tackle graffiti van-
dalism because effective crime reduc-
tion campaigns involve partnerships
focused on community engagement,
ownership and action.”

I encourage you to get involved in re-
ducing graffiti vandalism in Caledon.

Strong action to combat the sexual exploitation of children

Despite having practices and proto-
cols in place to protect the privacy of
our clients, we have had a breach of
personal health information that af-
fects more than 18,000 clients who
participated in Peel Public Health’s
Healthy Babies Healthy Children pro-
gram.

We take our responsibility to pro-
tect personal health information very
seriously. We did not do that and I
apologize to all residents of Peel — but
most importantly to those who were
directly affected — for this breach.

An SD card that was not encrypted
was inside a bag that was stolen from
an employee’s car. The card contained
the name, address, birth date/age, mar-
ital status and assessment information
of clients who were in the program from
March 2010 to August 2011, as well as
a small number from earlier dates.
There were no Social Insurance or
Health Card numbers on the card.

We have already started to contact
the people affected by this breach to
help them understand the implica-
tions of this loss of their personal
health information. We will also help
them understand the actions they can
take to increase their personal secu-
rity.

I want to reassure the public that
this was an isolated incident. It is not
standard or acceptable practice for us
to put client information on unen-
crypted devices. As part of our inves-
tigation into this breach, we will be
examining all of our privacy and pro-
tection protocols, and tightening con-
trols on the information that has been
entrusted to us.

Region dealing with breach of information

Town employees would like statu-

tory holidays off, like anyone else.
But some councillors believe those

days are ideal times to have certain
municipal facilities available.

The issue was left unresolved
Tuesday after a tied vote at the
council table. There will be further
discussions on the matter, but no
time has established yet to have
them.

Parks and recreation staff had
sent a report to council, with the rec-
ommendation that facilities run by
the department be closed New
Year’s Day, Good Friday, Easter
Sunday, Victoria Day, Canada Day,
Civic Holiday, Labour Day, Thanks-
giving, Christmas and Boxing Day.

Parks and Recreation Director
Kristene Scott told councillors one
exception is Easter Sunday at the
Albion-Bolton Community Centre,
because a church meets there and
they hold Easter services.

Councillor Richard Paterak said
some of these buildings are also
great locations for holiday celebra-
tions.

He cited the example of efforts to
have a New Year’s Eve community
gathering at the Inglewood Commu-
nity Centre, but the facility was not
available.

“This is such a sign of success in
a community,” he commented, point-
ing out that people would have
walked to and from that event.
“That we can’t find a way to make
that happen, to me, is troublesome.”

He agreed there are risks in-
volved, especially if staff is not

available, but he argued there are
ways to manage such risk.

“It says a lot about us as a com-
munity, as a town, how we handle
issues like this,” Paterak said.

Councillor Doug Beffort added the
example of some residents in Alton
who wanted to use a Town facility
for their family Christmas dinner
because their home was too small to
accommodate everyone. He stressed
no one had been asking Town staff
to work that day.

Beffort also pointed out it’s get-
ting close to the time when such re-
quests will be coming again. “I
think I’d rather not say ‘no,’” he re-
marked.

Councillor Nick deBoer cited the
example of the Orange Hall in Pal-
grave. A local resident keeps the
keys, and it’s available for holiday
use for family functions, etc.

But Town CAO Doug Barnes
pointed out the Town doesn’t own
that facility, pay insurance on it or
staff it.

Councillor Patti Foley wondered
about who would staff such facilities
and who would pay to get Town em-
ployees in to work holidays.

Councillor Richard Whitehead
pointed out a lot of money is in-
vested in these facilities, and cele-
brations of certain holidays might go
well at some of them. He added
there are some days, when schools
are closed, that people would expect
municipal buildings to be open, such
as Victoria Day, Civic Holiday,
Labour Day, etc. Community centres
and the like could be open those
days, with programs that could at-

tract people, if properly marketed,
he said.

Scott told Councillor Rob Mezza-
pelli there is no policy for opening
facilities without Town staff on
hand. She added if a function in-
volves serving alcohol, then it has to
be staffed.

Opening these facilities for holi-
days will carry a budget impact, she
warned. Employees working these
days would have to be paid holiday
wages.

She added it’s very difficult to get
people to work holidays. Employees
like their schedules well in advance
so they can make their plans. Even
if no one was actually on site, some-
one from the Town would have to be
on call in case of problems, and that
cuts into their time with their fami-
lies.

Scott also said they don’t get
many requests to have facilities
available for holidays.

Councillor Allan Thompson
pointed out community groups in
rural areas used to be able to access
local facilities, but it seems that has
been taken away.

“If we don’t have staff on site, we
have no control over what happens
in that environment,” Barnes ob-
served, adding he wasn’t sure if the
Town’s insurance would cover the
municipality in such an event.

Paterak suggested that casual
Town employees could be given
Smart Serve training and protect
the interests of the Town. He under-
stood the need to manage risks, but
wondered if things were going too

far. A person walking by a Town-
owned ball diamond is at risk of get-
ting hit in the head, he pointed out.

“I’m sure we can find a way,” he
said.

Barnes observed the Town
stopped supplying bartenders about
four years ago because the liability
costs went up. He didn’t want to see
a return to those days.

He also wondered if there’s really
a need to provide facilities for holi-
days. Citing Thanksgiving, he said
many families will hold their holi-
day feasts Sunday because of travel
considerations.

Mezzapelli wondered if it was re-
ally necessary. He said when he was
a youngster, they rented church
basements for family functions.

Beffort tried to get the matter re-
ferred back to staff. Councillor Nick
deBoer suggested staff just address
the issues of making smaller facili-
ties in the rural areas available.

That prompted opposition from
some councillors.

Mezzapelli was concerned that
would be favouring some communi-
ties over others.

Mayor Marolyn Morrison agreed.
“It becomes a very unbalanced play-
ing field,” she said.

She also pointed out the Town
stopped having levees New Year’s
Day because of trouble getting staff.
They had to be in New Year’s Eve to
get things ready, and then work the
day of the event.

The Town now has its New Year’s
celebrations the following week.

“It works out just great,” she said.

At the 2012 Provincial tournament in 
St. Catherines, Casullo battled some extremely 
cold and windy conditions to place in a tie for 
6th out of 120 golfers from across the province. 
He was the top CISAA competitor and with a 
score of 76 on day 2, which put him tied for the 
3rd best round of the tournament.

With his senior year currently under way, 
Casullo is looking forward to graduating from 
Villanova and experiencing what is next for him 
in the world of golf.

He is currently exploring his options for 
post-secondary education and fully anticipates 
being a member of the golf team where ever 
he ends up. He has been in contact with golf 
coaches at Seton Hall, and Villanova University 
in Philadelphia.
