Town council updated on storm damage

Last month’s massive ice
storm is still holding the atten-
tion of municipal officials.

Caledon councillors were up-
dated last week on the impacts
of the storm, as staff and resi-
dents face the task of cleaning
up in the aftermath.

“The power outage is over,
however the cleanup has just
begun,” the staff report stated,
adding it will probably take a
couple of months.

The focus so far has been
on moving downed trees and
other debris off roads and side-
walks. The efforts on the part
of the Town have concentrated
on cleaning up municipal prop-
erty. There’s no word yet on
the damage to private property
from the storm.

The report also mentioned

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tree seedling program. CAO
Doug Barnes told him the
Parks and Recreation depart-
ment has been asked to report
on a reforestation program,
and they can be asked to in-
clude information about seed-
ling.

Region supporting awareness
campaign for organ donors

There are nearly 1,500 people in On-
tario waiting for a life-saving organ trans-
plant, and about 170 of them live in Peel
Region.

That was one of the points made to Re-
gional councillors recently as they voted to
support the Trillium Gift of Life Network
(TGLN) campaign, due to start Feb. 24.

While there are many people who had
indicated a willingness to have their or-
gans and tissues donated after they’re
gone, one of the problems is their families
don’t know about it, and that can result in
the being approached to make important
decisions without warning at a very
stressful time.

A report to council from Commissioner
of Health Services Jenette Smith stated
that a patient waiting for a transplant in
Ontario dies about once every three days.
it added that about 18.5 per cent of Peel
residents have registered as donors. But
with no evidence of such registration, only
about 60 per cent of families give the re-
quired consent.

The registration rate among Caledon
residents, aged 16 or older with a health
card, is higher than the Peel average, at
about 27 per cent.

Region employee and Gift of Life Asso-
ciation volunteer Josie St. Hilliare told
councillors of her experience with her
daughter, who needed a living liver donor
a couple of years ago. St. Hilliare volun-
teered herself as a donor, and the opera-
tion was successful.

Ronnie Gavsie, president and CEO of
TGLN, told councillors one donor can save
up to eight lives, and enhance the lives of
75 others through tissue donations. She
added families have to give consent before
organs are harvested, and most of them
give it, when their know that was what
their loved ones wanted. But she added
they can lose about 60 per cent of potential
donors simply because families weren’t
aware of the wishes.

The campaign is slated to run from Feb.
24 to March 7.

Gavsie said TGLN’s goal is to have one
million doners registered in the Greater
Toronto Area by 2015, and she was ap-
pealing for support from council in that ef-
fort by helping to get the word out. She
suggested a form of competition between
Caledon, Brampton and Mississauga, in-
volving councillors, municipal staff, com-
munity partners, etc.

And while the campaign is set to last
until March 7, Gavsie said that doesn’t
have to be the end of it.

“It can carry on long after,” she said.

“I personally think this is very impor-
tant,” Mayor Marolyn Morrison com-
mented.

She said she had a cousin who died at

them. He added some of the crews gave in
to the requests, and he said the utility
should consider broadening its rules in
such emergencies.

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48, when a needed liver transplant came
too late. She said the Town will take part,
adding the effort might start before Feb.

Gavsie had said the registration rates
in the GTA are somewhat lower than
other places in the province. She told Mis-
sissauga Councillor Bonnie Crombie that
might be due to complications from diver-
sity in large urban areas. She added the
highest registration rates are in northern
Ontario, with smaller communities where
families have lived for generations.

Gavsie also pointed out there are some
cultures that are not enthused when it
comes to organ donations. In those cases,
they try to engage leaders in the commu-
nity to try and make people realize it’s ac-
ceptable. She added the educational
message often has to be repeated in cases
like that.

Gavsie told Councillor Patti Foley of the
importance of people being registered and
discussing it with their families. If they
know ahead of time, they will be spared
the burden of a tough decision at an al-
ready difficult time.

Foley was another who wondered why
wait until Feb. 24.

“We're ready to work with you today,”
Gavsie told her.

She also told Councillor Allan Thomp-
son people used to register by signing a
card attached to their drivers licence.
These days, people have to register
through a Provincial data base, using
their health card. She stressed it only
takes a couple of minutes.

Brampton Councillor John Sprovieri ob-
served that the real challenge will be to
change the mentality of people when it
comes to this issue. He said many people
tend to think of registering as a bad omen. “I
tend to think that way myself,” he admitted.

Sprovieri also observed there are some
countries with programs that people have
to stipulate they don’t want their organs
used.

Gavsie said such programs are in place
in Spain and Singapore, but she added
family consent is required in both coun-
tries. She added that since there is pre-
sumed consent on the part of the donor,
the families might not have discussed the
matter, so the decision might be hard to
make at the crucial time.

Mississauga Councillor Chris Fonseca
said her father died unexpectedly last
year, and he had always made his desires
to be a donor known.

“It’s not a comfortable discussion to
have,” she admitted, but added in enabled
the family to act. She said there were mul-
tiple recipients of her father’s organs
within 12 hours.

“It’s an incredible gift we can give to
others in the community,” she observed.

quickly disseminate their child’s per-
tinent information in the event of an
emergency to their local law enforce-
ment agency or other emergency con-
tacts.

The App was developed by the Ca-
nadian Centre for Child Protection. It
will allow parents to store current pho-
tographs and information about their
child, and will automatically prompt

parents to update that information from
data that is readily available on their
smartphone.

The information from Find Me ID can
be transferred quickly through electron-
ic means, such as cell phones or comput-
ers, to those who need it most when a
child goes missing or is lost.

“As a public safety organization, we
know that acting quickly when a child

is missing is of paramount importance
to the successful recovery of the child.”
said Superintendent Bernie Murphy,
director of OPP Behavioural, Forensic
and Electronic Services. “The OPP is
fully supportive of the use of this social
media tool that will assist law enforce-
ment agencies and first responders to
locate and return children in a timely
manner.”

* Walk slowly and take short, deliberate
steps. Allow yourself extra time to get
from A to B, so you don’t need to make a
last-minute dash.

* Avoid walking with your hands in your
pockets. Keeping your hands free helps
with balance.

+ Avoid areas with poor lighting. Be aware
that black ice can look like wet pavement.
* Use handrails on stairs, so you can catch
yourself if you slip.

* Use special care when entering or exit-
ing vehicles.

Police urge the use of Road Watch

There is a lot of concern about aggressive driving through
neighbourhoods, according to Caledon OPP.

That’s why police are promoting the use of the Road Watch pro-
gram.

They pointed out that town and street names across Ontario
can vary widely, but the fears and the risks posed by aggressive
drivers are startlingly similar no matter the location. Strict po-
lice enforcement can reduce the risks and hold some aggressive
drivers responsible, but in communities like Caledon, where
Road Watch operates, they can do more.

There are two important steps:

* Go straight to roadwatch.ca and see how the citizen reporting
process works; there is an anonymous process for reporting cases
of aggressive driving to the local police service.

* Contact the local Road Watch volunteer chairperson and see
how to participate. Two to three hours per month of volunteer
commitment will go a long way in creating a safer environment
for other drivers and pedestrians who could be injured or killed
In a senseless aggressive driving incident.

Join a team of local volunteers who work with their police service
to reduce aggressive driving.

As a Canadian, I probably should be
ashamed of myself for writing this.

But the truth is I'm not likely to be de-
ported (besides, what country would have
me?)

I am sick of this winter, and there are
still several weeks of it remaining, regard-
less of whatever input some groundhog
might have next week.

It’s not just the problems presented by
last month’s massive ice storm that has
me down. Although I got off relatively
lightly, my home was impacted, and some
of my relations got it even worse. My aunt
was forced from her home for a couple of
days.

And in the midst of the maintenance
work I was called upon to do, there were
the falls. I had a couple of them the night
after the storm. One was so spectacular,
my brother-in-law, who witnessed 1it, I
think was inclined to applaud. I landed
flat on my back, but after a couple of sec-
onds taken to verify that I was still alive
and hadn’t broken anything,
I was back on feet, ready for
the next fall. That came a
couple of hours later and
there were no witnesses. |
landed on my bum that time,
and somewhat to my sur-
prise, that’s the part that
hurt the most in the days
that followed. At my age, I
guess I should be concerned
about such incidents. On the
other hand, the fact I recov-
ered so quickly might be a
sign that I'm actually in bet-
ter shape than I thought. I
harkened back to the occasion in the
1970s, when then American President
Gerald Ford fell down the ramp as he was
getting off an airplane in Austria. People
at the time wondered if that was a sign
that his health wasn’t what it might be.
The 60-something Ford countered with
the argument that his fast recovery was a
sign of what good shape he was in. I guess
the fact that he lived to be 93 proved that.

So on a personal level, the storm wasn’t
that bad for me. Besides, it’s provided me
with lots to write about. I'm still writing,
so who am I to complain?

The fact is that despite my Canadian
upbringing, I am simply not a cold-
weather person. I don’t like getting up
cold winter mornings. I dread looking out
the window to find out if my day is going
to involve snow shoveling (things get even
worse when I find that it does).

But it is also a fact that the ice storm
notwithstanding, this has not been a ter-
ribly trying winter when to comes for
snow. Setting aside the couple of days be-
fore Christmas, the precipitation has been
relatively moderate and spread out. While
driving has been occasionally tricky, with
the exception of that one major event,
things have been pretty manageable.

A couple of years ago, the accumula-
tions resulted in massive snowbanks on
our front lawn, created by my efforts to
keep the driveway shoveled out. Things
got so bad that the serious issue revolved
around how high I could throw a shovelful
of snow.

Last year saw a considerable amount of
moderation, broken up by a massive
dumping of snow the day my wife and I
were supposed to start on our annual win-
ter holiday. Things were delayed 24 hours.
I hate letting the elements set my sched-
ule for me.

So while the quantity of snow hasn’t
been that great, the real problem this year
has been the cold. And it certainly has
been bloody cold.

I know there are some who are into
winter sports, like skiing and hockey. I
guess that’s especially the case as the win-
ter Olympics draw near, and a certain na-
tional pride promises to kindle itself.

Even without the Olympics, the recent
Winter Classic or the recent world cham-
pionships, there’s always a focus on the
seasonal sports.

There are 50-something guys like me
who lace on their skates, strap on their
pads, grab their hockey sticks and hit the

ice to risk breaking their bones. I'm not
into that. For one thing, my legs and back
are barely up to the task of shoveling
snow, let along shoveling pucks around.
Besides, my glittering hockey career
ended when I was 14, and for very good
reasons too. One goal in seven years
should have drilled the message into me
about my chances for an NHL contract,
and that one goal was something of fluke.
I think I have a pair of skates in my base-
ment somewhere (I haven’t bothered to
look lately). If they’re still there, that’s
where they're going to stay, at least for
now.

Others hit the ski slopes. Skiing is an-
other thing I tried a few times while I was
in high school, but was never very good at.

Drive around Palgrave in the coming
days, and observe the shoveled rinks for
young and old to get in some intense ac-
tion. It almost makes you forget the sum-
mery scenes that had been coming from
the Australian Open, where they play
something called “tennis.”

Some people were cut out to
be champion athletes, and
your humble ain’t one of them.
As the years have gone by, |
have come to understand that
they invented fireplaces and
chairs next to them for a good
reason. That’s the place for
me.

There are some who think
like me who try to escape the
winter chill of this climate for
something warmer. I have lit-
tle desire to do that, having
done it once in my youth. One
year in my teens, my family spent the
week between Christmas and the restart
of school in Cuba. It was nice to experi-
ence swimming, getting a sunburn and
checking out another culture in the dead
of winter. And since there was no drinking
age in Cuba in those days, I was able to
indulge to the extent that the pesos in my
pocket would permit me — Cuba is where
I had my first hangover.

But it’s a case of “been there, done
that.”

I have no burning desire to take winter
trips to sunspots. My reasons are largely
financial, I'll grant. I get lots of sun in the
summer for free, so I'm reluctant to pay
for it in the colder months, preferring to
wait. And there are lots of other places in
this world that I would like to use my
travel dollars to visit. Besides, I'm Cana-
dian, which means I'm supposed to be able
to take it, despite what conclusions you
have drawn from the last 1,000-some-odd
words.

That doesn’t mean I'm opposed to trav-
elling during the winter. Indeed, Beth and
I traditionally spend a week away, and
such plans are very much in the works in
the near future. We are not going to
Florida for the beaches, Australia for the
tennis or even Cuba for the hangovers.

We're going to be heading north to a
favourite spot of ours in Muskoka.

This place, which we know well, has a
lot to recommend it. We could skate if we
wanted to (we won’t). We could cross-
country ski if we wanted to (we won’t). We
could probably find some downhill skiing
a reasonable drive away if we wanted to
(we won’t). We could even go snowshoeing
if we wanted to (we won’t).

What we can do is eat well, take walks
in the winter landscape or sit around and
do next to nothing. We plan to get a lot of
that in.

It is also a fact that someone else will
be worrying about manning the shovels if
we happen to get snowed in (it has hap-
pened).

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Improving railway safety is important to the federal government

As a part of the Speech from the
Throne, our government built on this
strong record and outlined a number of
initiatives aimed at improving accounta-
bility and safety. One of the measures will
require shippers and railways to carry ad-

ditional insurance, ensuring they will be
able to bear the financial cost of any po-
tential accident while saving taxpayers
from having to foot the bill.

The Speech from the Throne also out-
lined our government’s commitment to en-
hancing safety measures when dangerous
goods are being transported by rail. Re-
cently, we proposed a series of regulations
that would help deliver on that commit-
ment.

These proposed amendments would
mandate that the tank cars which carry
dangerous goods, such as crude oil, be
built with thicker steel and other im-
proved safety measures that protect the
cargo from leaking. At the same time, our
government is continuing to consult with
the United States government, manufac-
turers and other stakeholders, to enhance
the safety of future tank cars and retire
tank cars that are no longer safe.

Every year, more than 30 million ship-
ments of dangerous goods are made by rail
in Canada and 99.999 per cent of them
reach their destinations without incident.
However, our government will not be com-
placent. We will remain hard at work and
we will take the necessary action to help
keep Canadian families and Canada’s rail-
ways safe.

Canadians can count on our govern-
ment to keep railway safety a top prior-
ity.

Schools getting funding from Town for environmental projects

Seven Caledon schools are going to be
getting some monetary assistance from
the town for their energy and environmen-
tal projects.

Caledon council recently agreed to re-
lease almost $15,000 from the School
Green Fund in the Energy and Environ-
ment operating budget for this year.

The fund is aimed at assisting with
local school environmental projects, and it
supports the Town’s Community Climate
Change Action Plan, as well as the Peel
Climate Change Strategy.

Town staff reported part of these plans
involves educating young students about
climate change.

The largest grant approved by council
was for $3,000 for Herb Campbell Public
School, where staff reported there are
plans for a water refilling station.

The environmental council at the school
has set up an awareness campaign on the
hidden costs of bottled water. One such
fountain was installed last fall, and the
school was seeking funding for a second
one on the second floor. The use of the
fountains will be a reminder to the stu-
dents of the number of 20-ounce plastic
bottles that are not ending up in garbage
dumps.

The staff report also stated that St.

Cornelius Elementary School in Caledon
East will be getting $1,980 as partial
funding to plant trees on the school
grounds. As development continues on the
surrounding lands, this project is seen as
a way to improve biodiversity and ecolog-
ical sustainability of the property. As part
of the project, all the students will be in-
volved in watering, weeding and mulching
the trees, with parent volunteers working
to maintain them in the summer.

Ellwood Memorial Public School in
Bolton will be getting $1,422.87 as partial
funding for the creation of an outdoor
classroom.

The Eco-team at the school last year
started to transform the interior court-
yard at the school into outdoor learning
space. The next step, according to the staff
report, is to create an outdoor classroom,
with raised beds to plant vegetables that
could eventually be donated to Caledon
Community Services.

Palgrave Public School is to received
$2,953.21 in full funding in order to im-
prove on their vegetable and butterfly gar-
dens.

The vegetable garden was started last
year with the help of the Albion Hills Chil-
dren’s Learning Garden program. The
butterfly garden was begun two years ago,
and some of the money will be going to buy

Former PM not ‘saviour’

During his short, unremarkable time as
prime minister, even the usually non-
judgmental Economist Magazine dubbed
Paul Martin “Mr. Dithers.”

Canadians obviously agreed, because
less than two years after he won a minor-
ity government, they elected Stephen
Harper who, as you know, has been prime
minister ever since.

It 1s this same Paul Martin who, accord-
ing to Ontario’s Liberal Premier Kathleen
Wynne, has been summoned to put a
sheen on her current attempt to curry
favor with voters by introducing a made-
in-Ontario pension plan.

Martin, naturally, was heralded by the
Toronto Star as the man who “saved” the
Canada Pension Plan, a specious claim
given the facts of the matter, and doubly
absurd in that if he did in fact “save” the
plan then why is Wynne claiming that the
CPP is broken and since Ottawa won’t
pour billions more into it then, by golly,
she’s going to have to go it alone?

It is true that both Martin and his pred-
ecessor, Jean Chrétien, managed to get
Ottawa out of the fiscal hole which had
begun in earnest under the regime of —
wait for it — Pierre Trudeau. But they did
so by off-loading programs onto the backs
of the provinces. Fact is, under Martin
and Chrétien, Ontario taxpayers suffered
more than any others, since, at the time —
and now — Ontarians pay the biggest
share of total taxation.

I'm not sure when this notion took hold
that government pensions are designed to
keep seniors living in the style they did
when they were working. It was never
meant to do that. Nor should it. It’s a sup-
plement.

But big spenders such as Wynne, argue
— and I assume, actually believe — that
since many Ontarians aren’t saving
enough for their retirement, it’s up to the
government to do it. Personal responsibil-
ity is not a concept that either Liberals or
New Democrats are familiar with.

In his brilliant book, “Full Circle,” au-
thor Bob Plamondon figured out how
Chrétien and Martin (his finance minis-
ter) got rid of the deficit, concluding it
“had little to do with a judicious review of
spending and much to do with raising
taxes and diminishing the living standard
of every Canadian.”

An analysis by the Canadian Institute
of Chartered Accountants — which Plam-
ondon was active in — shows that from
1993 to 2000, 70 per cent of the fiscal
turnaround in Ottawa ($47.5 billion)

came directly from higher taxes. In fact,
during this period — which Martin sup-
posedly conquered Ottawa’s spending
sickness — spending on government oper-
ations actually went up $3 billion.

What Martin did — and what Liberals
and New Democrats love to do — is tax,
tax, tax. Then they claim fiscal responsi-
bility.

Responding to Wynne’s stated plan to
introduce an Ontario pension plan —
something we all know is little more than
a pre-election boast — Kevin Sorenson, the
federal minister of state for finance, says,
“Premier Wynne will disadvantage On-
tario’s businesses with higher payroll
taxes, killing jobs and deterring invest-
ment.”

The facts are on his side. And at a time
when barely a week passes when some
other Ontario company packs it in — and
given Ontario’s already enormous debt —
this is hardly a suitable time to introduce
a massive new government spending pro-
gram.

Both Wynne and Martin have pooh-
poohed the notion that an Ontario pen-
sion plan would be another huge burden
on taxpayers.

Really? Do they actually believe that
adding payroll taxes on business doesn’t
come back to haunt people in terms of in-
creased prices for products and, even
worse, lead to even more unemployment?

Sure offering seniors more pension
money — and that would certainly include
your humble correspondent — is attractive
at first blush. Who doesn’t want more
money flowing in?

But it’s a fool’s game they're playing.
While seniors could find a few bucks more
in their bank accounts, they’ll also find
prices going up and taxes increasing to
pay for the fallout that these monster gov-
ernment programs inevitably generate.

Why doesn’t Wynne — or any politician,
for that matter — spend some time en-
couraging people to pay more heed to
their retirement years. Rather than buy-
ing that 86-inch color television, why not
make do with something more modest
and invest the savings for their future?

It’s not government’s job to bail people
out who have spent too freely and with
little foresight during their working
years.

But then, politicians who run govern-
ments which themselves spend, spend,
spend, with little foresight, can’t really be
expected to ask Mr. and Mrs. Beleaguered
Taxpayer to think ahead.

If people — and governments — would
just stop living beyond their means, we’'d
all be better off.

That philosophy may not be as elec-
torally attractive as the promise of yet an-
other government boondoggle, but it will
pay more dividends in the long haul. It re-
ally will.

True North Brass OCA’s concert tomorrow

Building up a repertoire for a brass
quintet presents challenges that might
not face other musical ensembles.
For one thing, there is not much music
written specifically for brass quintets. Of-
ten, parts of large works feature the brass

| section of an orchestra or solos within

the brass; there are marches for brass
bands, boasting considerably more than
five members; and there is lots of music
for small groups of two to 10 instruments
which might include some brass. Of com-
positions created for the brass quintet,
they are truly few.

Nothing daunted, the members of the
True North Brass quintet, coming to Or-
angeville to perform tomorrow (Friday),
simply adapt. They arrange other mu-
sic to fit their format and they modulate
their playing to suit the music. It seems
they are willing, in this way, to perform a
wide assortment of music, from classical
to jazz.

Established in 1997, the group has had
changing membership, although two of
the founding members remain: Al Kay,
who is the chair of the Brass Department
at Humber, plays for the Toronto Sym-
phony and teaches at University of Toron-
to; and Scott Irvine, a prolific composer
and arranger.

Since the creation of the ensemble, they
have accrued an impressive list of engage-
ments with choirs and individuals. They
have toured North America extensively
and they went to China as part of Prime
Minister Jean Chrétien’s 1998 trade mis-
sion there.

As Richard Sandals, the trumpet player
in the quintet, explained during a recent
telephone interview, “We always focus
on presenting our own repertoire, either
written or arranged by a Canadian mu-
sician for us. For our concert (in Oran-
geville), we’ll be playing some Bach and
Mozart. The challenge is you want to,
hopefully, present the piece in a way that
suits the brass — something new, not just
playing the piece. The first piece is origi-
nally a piano solo. When a piece has just
one voice that becomes five, to a certain
extent, we sound like one person: the diffi-
culty of several voices in the music played
by one person becomes simpler for many
players.”

Like many other musical ensembles,
these individuals are busy with their
own lives of performing and teaching.
Christmas was naturally a very full time
for symphony players, like Sandals, with
Nutcracker, to which he admited he owes
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a great deal.

“The Nutcracker pays the mortgage,”
he said, meaning for far more musicians
than just himself. “We all love Nutcrack-
er.”

Throughout the years, the True North
Brass ensemble work to fit their other
schedules in with the opportunities being
with the group offers. Having the chance
to come to Orangeville in late January
works well for performers and audience:
there is a lull in the symphony and ballet
schedules in the city and the concert in
Orangeville can brighten a dark winter’s
evening for the audience here.

We talked a bit about Sandals’ own ca-
reer. For him, it was all about meeting the
right teachers at the right time.

“I started with piano,” Sandals said.
“My revenge was becoming a trumpet
player in the school band in Grade 7.”

“There is a long time (as we are learn-
ing) when we make terrible noises” he
remarked somewhat humorously. “I had
parents who could tolerate it.”

“T lucked in with my teachers at the
time. Later, I went to Western and then
did a M.A. at Indiana University which
was pivotal to me as a musician,” he add-
ed. “I met the right teachers at the right
time.”

“The funny thing about a brass instru-
ment — it’s as much a head game as
physical,” he remarked. “With other in-
struments, you can see the keys or strings
but with a brass, you can’t see — the most
important things are internal — (learning
to play a brass) comes with images. You
have to have the right teacher. It’s just
about having somebody whose ideas res-
onate with you.”

As a teacher himself, he commented,
“Really, it mostly gets said in the first les-
son: you blow into the little end and noise
comes out the other. The right teacher
puts the words in exactly the right place;
a great teacher made me see things for
myself.”

Of the pleasure in making music work
for the quintet and vise versa, Sandals
elaborated, “A piece written for orchestra
has a huge pallet of colours — with an
all brass ensemble, there’s variety of red.
The skill is playing the piece with the va-
riety of colours. We don’t have pieces writ-
ten for us by Mozart or Beethoven. So, we
have to adapt.”

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Important milestone reached in Peel Memorial redevelopment

Peel Memorial has reached another im-
portant milestone in its redevelopment
journey.

The Request for Proposals (RFP) phase
of the project has been closed after six
months, and the three short-listed teams
have submitted bids to design, build, fi-
nance and maintain the new Peel Memo-
rial Centre for Integrated Health and
Wellness.

Let’s Talk campaign targeted stigma surrounding mental illness

Millions of Canadians across Canada
joined up with Bell Media this week to
break the stigma surrounding mental
health and mental illness in Canada.

Let’s Talk, a campaign started in 2010,
encouraged Bell customers to call and text
as much as possible, and all Canadians to
tweet and use Facebook to help raise
money toward mental health awareness
and research.

The campaign was simple. On Bell Let’s
Talk Day Tuesday, for every tweet, phone
call, text message and Facebook share of
their campaign photo, Bell donated five
cents to the program.

“It’s important because mental health
and mental illness is a seriously under-
funded yet highly common health issue,”
said Bell Let’s Talk Chair Mary Deacon.
“Much more needs to be done and talking
about mental health is the first step to-
wards eliminating the stigma. That’s what
Bell Let’s Talk is all about.”

The idea came during an evaluation of
community investment activities across
Canada. It was clear that mental illness
was not receiving the same depth of corpo-
rate help and sponsorship as other health
care issues, and the team thought some-
thing needed to be done.

“We decided to step up and really try to
use the strength of the Bell brand and our
resources to not only address the stigma,
but make investments in mental health
organizations across the country that typ-
ically do not receive the same funding as
other health issues,” Deacon commented.

Recent studies have shown that one in
five Canadians will suffer from some form
of mental health issues during their life-
time, which is a staggering one fifth of our
population.

“There should be no shame in talking
about these issues,” said Gloria Campbell,
program manager of Children’s Mental
Health at Dufferin Child and Family Serv-
ices (DCAFS). “The more people that talk
about this, the more we are working to re-
duce the shame and the stigma surround-
ing mental health challenges. It’s great to
see corporate organizations really get be-
hind these campaigns.”

In 2012, RBC along with DCAFS
teamed up to bring Bell Let’s Talk repre-
sentative and Canadian Olympian Clara
Hughes to speak at Orangeville District
Secondary School (ODSS) to the commu-
nity about her own struggle with mental
health, as well as the challenges faced by
many Canadians.

“It’s great that high-profile individuals
like Clara Hughes are a part of that, be-
cause it really helps to normalize it when
people realize high profile individuals also
have mental health issues and depressive
disorders,” Campbell added. “It just makes
it more comfortable, more out there, and
help make it more acceptable.”

DCAFS acts as one of the local strong-
holds for mental health and mental
health awareness, offering a daily crisis
service for children, youth and families
who are at risk of suicide, self-harm or
harming others, or have attempted sui-
cide and self-harm. The program works
hand-in-hand with Headwaters Health

Care Centre, who notifies DCAFS when
they have received a troubled youth at
the hospital.

“At any point we have two youth in hos-
pital somewhere,” she explained. “There
are no psychiatric beds at our hospital, so
individuals are transferred from either
emerge or pediatrics to hospitals in the
city. When they are going to be released
we connect again and provide ongoing,
continued support.”

Along with other services they provide,
DCAFS also backs a student-led initiative
called Shed the Light, where students
share their own stories and situations
about their struggles with mental health.

“Our goal is to reduce the stigma so that
people are not afraid to ask for help, and
we can help people feel more comfortable
seeking help,” explained Shed the Light
Coordinator Tina Pryce. “The more educa-
tion that people have on the subject the
more capable they are to reach out. Youth
are more responsive to hearing and being
educated by other youth when it comes to
mental health as opposed to hearing it
from an adult. They’re more apt to listen
and relate.”

The importance of having mental
health awareness and help in the commu-
nity is apparent through the number of
people who respond to the options avail-
able at DCAFS. Generally, they will have
around 10 people in attendance at their
weekly Talk-In clinics, as well as 20 to 25
youth attending their LGBTQ support
group.

Deacon added that it’s these kinds of
groups that Bell Let’s Talk looks to help
fund, because they are where the biggest
strength lies in breaking the stigma.

“This is something that is having the
greatest impact at the community level,”
she said. “We investments in grass roots
community organizations that are at the
front lines of making a difference in their
communities every day.”

The campaign has been growing expo-
nentially every year, allowing Bell the op-
portunity to pour more finances and
resources into raising awareness and help-
ing communities grow their capabilities to
reach their local residents. In 2012 there
were 26,000 tweets sent during the cam-
paign, and by 2013, that number grew to
1.5 million, and combined with the other
facets of it, led to a 4.8 million dollar do-
nation from Bell.

“This year we are

$62 million dollars, up from the initial $50
million that was contributed before the
first Let’s Talk Day in 2010. They were
hoping that this year, they will be able to
get close to or surpass $70 million through
people participating this week.

“The biggest challenge we have around
mental health is stigma, so getting it out
in the open and talking about it is really
the first step,” said Deacon. “We need to
be advocating on the behalf of people with
mental health issues and advocating on
their behalf about the difficulty getting
mental health services. We need to use our
voice as Canadians to really see a change
in the issue of stigma.”

Caledon’s Brittany Webster going to the Sochi Olympics

Another Caledon athlete has learned
she’ll be making the trip to Sochi for
next month’s winter olympics.

Cross-country skier Brittany Webster,
26, had thought she had not qualified.

The Belfountain area native had two
incredible races this past month at the
Canadian Olympic Cross Country Ski
Championships, coming second twice
at Olympic Trials and finding out that
only the first place finisher was going
to the Games. While disappointed, she
knew she had skied well and was proud
of her preparation. After a week of be-
lieving she was not going to Sochi, the
Caledon native got a call to tell her that
a second spot had opened up for Canada
and that she is officially headed to So-
chi, now a two-time Olympian.

She had made the team for the 2010
Games, but illness kept her out of the
competition.

Webster had been a star at Mayfield
Secondary School in both cross-coun-
try running and skiing. After high
school, she moved to Alberta to contin-
ue cross-country ski racing and started

to show huge improvements with sixth
and ninth place finish at the World Ju-
nior Championships and a fifth place at
the World Under-23 Championship.

In the four years since the Whistler
Olympics, Webster has won four Na-
tional Championships and numerous
North American Cup victories. This
year, she has raced for Team Mito, an
organization determined to find a cure
for children and adults with mitochon-
drial disease.

Her parents, Fred and Christine Web-
ster, have been her biggest fans and
have been supportive of the talented
part-time Caledon resident.

They were on hand at Town Hall in
Caledon East Tuesday as Town of Cale-
don flag was laid out for well wishers
to design messages of support to her.
The flag will be delivered to Webster by
Caledon’s former Olympic coach Barrie
Shepley.

“You don’t have to grow up in the
mountains to make it this far in skiing,”
commented acting mayor Nick deBoer.
“We're excited.”

The Caledon Golden Hawks took a sur-
prising loss to the Fergus Devils in their
last scheduled game of the regular season
Sunday, leaving the ice with a 4-1 loss.

“I know this means an awful lot to
Brittany,” Mr. Webster commented, re-
flecting that his daughter is going to be
in Sochi, far from her family and closest
friends. “This is a sign of support. You
have no idea how much this means to
them.”

He added his daughter, who was in
Canmore, Alberta, at the time, was
scheduled to fly to Germany that night,
arriving in time to get over jet lag and
do some training. Then they will fly to
Sochi in time do some test runs on the
track there

“The experience that Brittany gained
being on the Whistler-Vancouver Olym-
pic Team will be invaluable for her in
Sochi, and she is at the perfect age and
health to be a major factor in Russia in
less than two weeks,” commented She-
pley.

Webster will be the second Caledon
resident and Mayfield graduate to go
to Sochi. Snowboard cross athlete Jake
Holden is going too.

“I don’t know if any high school in
Canada would have two alumni going to
the same Olympic Games, and with the

small size of Caledon, it’s an incredible
accomplishment,” Shepley observed.

When Webster is not skiing or moun-
tain biking, she volunteers as an ath-
lete mentor for Classroom Champions,
a program that reaches out to schools
in need across the globe and partners
classrooms with Olympic athletes.
Throughout the year, she submits
monthly videos to schools, each with a
specific targeted lesson on subjects such
as motivation, goal setting and perse-
verance. Webster encourages her stu-
dents to start with a big-dream goal,
and then helps them plan the steps
and short-term goals that will get them
there.

Shepley reported her first event will
likely be Feb. 8 in the ladies pursuit.
With races scheduled for Feb. 13 (10-
km Classic), Feb 15 (ladies four by five-
km relay) and Feb. 22 (women’s 30-km
mass start), she could be a very busy
woman during the Games.

“I think she’s going to do her best,”
Mr. Webster predicted. “She’s fooled
us before. You never want to count her
out.”

Mrs. Webster said her daughter start-
ed downbhill skiing when she was four
at Caledon Ski Club. She got interested
in cross-country while at Mayfield, “and
that she just loved.”

She also stressed that all the Olympic
athletes have made tremendous sacri-
fices over the years to get to where they
are now.

“They all deserve to be there, and
they’ve probably all had a community
behind them,” she observed. “Every one
of them has sacrificed so much.”
