The Province is being asked 

to help in the fi ght against the 
Melville Pit.

About 30 people were on 
hand for the latest meeting last 
Wednesday of Citizens Against 
the Melville Pit (CAMP), and 
among other things, they were 
asked to help circulate a letter, 
addressed to Environment 
Minister Jim Bradley, 
requesting an envi-
ronmental assessment 
(EA) for the proposal.

Caledon council, in 
December, voted to sup-
port the application of 
Olympia Sand and Grav-
el Ltd. to recognize the 
roughly 291 acres at Lots 
27 and 28, Concession 2 in 
west Caledon (just north of 
Melville) for extraction. The 
move came after councillors 
heard from more than a doz-
en delegations voicing opposi-
tion to the proposal.

Councillor Doug Beffort was 
the only one to oppose the mo-
tion. He stated at the time the 
data was incomplete, especial-
ly concerning water issues.

Sam Asher, who chaired 
last week’s meeting, which 
was held in Alton, said foes of 
the pit have been very pleased 

with the support they have 
been getting so far. There were 
two town hall meetings, held 
in Orangeville and Alton late 
in February. “It was very suc-
cessful,” she said.

But she also said there a lot 
of people in the area who are 
not aware of the cam-
paign in 

o p p o s i -
tion to the pit, or even 

the pit itself.
There have also been meet-

ings between CAMP and the 
Town of Orangeville. Asher 

said Orangeville Mayor Rob 
Adams has expressed concern 
that his municipality wouldn’t 
be getting levies from the de-
velopment, even though trucks 
are going to be using the Oran-
geville Bypass.

CAMP has already indi-
cated it plans to appeal the 
Town’s approval to the Ontario 
Municipal Board (OMB), and 
Asher observed that offi cials 
in Orangeville have not shown 
interest in being party to that, 
although there is dialogue.

Asher commented that 
water is a key issue, both 
with Orangeville and Peel 
Region, and that involves 
both quantity and quality. 
One man pointed out wa-
ter has been an issue with 
golf courses going into the 
area, adding that large 
water-consuming opera-
tions eventually have an 
impact on the supply.

There were also ques-
tions about who would 
be responsible if locals 

wells are impacted from the 
pit.

One man charged he’s not 
against operations like this, 
but argued they belong in 
northern Ontario.

Those at the meeting were 

urged to help circulate a peti-
tion, addressed to the Legisla-
tive Assembly of Ontario. The

Wes Keller

The unofficial dean of Dufferin’s jour-
nalists has died.

Wes Keller, who at various times was a
staff reporter at all Dufferin’s newspapers,
as well as editor of the Caledon Citizen for
a time in the early 1980s, died of an ap-
parent stroke over the weekend. He was
82.

After reaching the then-normal retire-
ment age of 65, Mr. Keller continued writ-
ing for the Orangeville Citizen, Shelburne
Free Press and Economist and the Grand
Valley Star Vidette, and had been cover-
ing Dufferin County and Shelburne coun-
cils.

After careers in Western Canada in life
insurance and as a private investigator,
Mr. Keller decided to become a full-time
journalist in the mid-1970s, joining the
FP&E in January 1978.

Sheila Duncan, who joined the Citizen
later that year and was Mr. Keller’s editor
for many years, described him as “a relent-
less investigative reporter and a hard-
nosed writer.”

Now director of communications for the

Town of Orangeville, she said Mr. Keller
“lived for the thrill of the story. But his
passion also included people.”

“He loved to converse — getting lots of
stories and chuckles out of talking to peo-
ple. He had an insight that sometimes led
to the less-than-usual angle with an arti-
cle. His slow drawl belied his quick wit
and sharp words. A stereotypical newspa-
perman of his day — and for about five
decades — there are lots of stories about
Wes Keller and most of them are undoubt-
edly true.

“He was always an interesting pres-
ence, with strong opinions, in the news-
room. Whether he was waxing poetic or
cursing fiercely, there was no mistaking
that he also had a gentle soul capable of
writing some wonderful features. Once
you met Wes, there was no forgetting
Wes. A character and a charmer, he was
a well-respected journalist and a great
friend.”

A celebration of Mr. Keller’s life is
scheduled for April 5 at Orangeville Le-
gion.

Commercial development and the addi-

tion of a Catholic school are becoming
main talking points in the ongoing devel-
opment of SouthFields Village.

There were updates on what’s in the
works last week at the regular quarterly
meeting of the SouthFields Village Resi-
dents’ Group.

Kenneth Bokor, one of the founders of
the group, said development is progress-
ing to its full anticipated build-out, which
he said would be about 2,900 homes. They
are currently at about 1,100, and he said
it’s anticipated it will be at 1,200 by the
end of June.

A Catholic School is in the works, but
Trustee Frank Di Cosola, local represen-
tative on the Dufferin-Peel Catholic Dis-
trict School Board, said there’s still a
planning process to go through. He said it
will have to be approved in the Board’s
Capital Spending Forecasts, then the Min-
istry of Education will have to approve.
It’s still too early in the process to have
even given the school a name.

Di Cosola said the new facility could be
open for the 2017-18 school year.

He added the plan is the new facility
will draw students from St. Cornelius El-
ementary School in Caledon East and St.
Rita Elementary School in north Bramp-
ton. Di Cosola said about 200 students
would be expected from St. Rita and
roughly 75 from St. Cornelius. About 400
students is what will be needed to get the
go ahead for the new school, and Di Cosola
said the enrolment would probably get to
700 eventually.

He added there are no plans for a
Catholic secondary school in the area.

Rob Hughes, senior development plan-
ner with the Town of Caledon, offered
some updates on the development in the
are, including matters involving three
parcels of land in the SouthFields area
that Town council dealt with earlier in
the month. One of the items dealt with
the removal of a holding provision to
allow mixed use commercial and residen-
tial development. The lands include
properties on both the north and south
side of Dougall Avenue, west of Kennedy
Road, and form the majority of lands in-
tended to be developed for mixed use
commercial and residential uses within
the village centre. Surrounding develop-

ment includes single and semi-detached
dwellings, townhouses dwellings, and fu-
ture parkland (Village Blue to the west
and the proposed community centre to
the east).

The proposals include commercial de-
velopment on Dougall Avenue, west of
Kennedy Road. The intention, Hughes
said, is to create a walkable community,
complete with landscaping, as opposed to
a traditional commercial area.

“That is not a strip mall,” Bokor ob-
served, adding it will be a village-type
streetscape. There will be street access to
the shops, as well as entrances serving the
parking ares to the rear.

Hughes observed the challenge will be
ensuring they get the type of look and feel
that they’re seeking.

“It’s a challenge in working with devel-
opers,” he said.

Bokor said they are anxious to avoid
any anxieties associated with the planned
developments. There are no plans to put
in big-box stores in the area, as any of
those will be going west of Highway 10. He
also said a Shoppers Drug Mart is being
considered, but it will be designed to fit in
with the village feel.

There have been calls for a community
centre for the village, and one woman
brought that up at the meeting. Bokor told
her it is being planned, but realistically,
it’s going to be at least two years before
shovels are in the ground. He added there
will be public consultation on what sort of
amenities people will want in the commu-
nity centre. He said that won’t likely to be
until the fall.

Addressing parts of the proposed com-
mercial area, Bokor was unable to say if
they would be independent shops. He said
there are no set rules governing that,
adding it will depend on the market.
Hughes added the Town is not in a posi-
tion to regulate who leases a store, al-
though there is some control over the
range of permitted uses in an area.

He also said the plan is to have street
parking on both Dougall and Kennedy, al-
though that could change as traffic pat-
terns change.

Addressing the Village Blue plans,
Hughes said it will be across the street
from the commercial area, and will include
amenities like gazeboes and space for a
farmers’ market.

When it comes to police activity in Cale-

don, things were somewhat quieter be-
tween 2013 and the previous year.

Inspector Tim Melanson, detachment 
commander of Caledon OPP, recently 
delivered the regular quarterly report, 

covering the last three months of 2013 to 
Caledon council. There were some notable 
changes in the numbers.

The excessive speed at which some peo-
ple drive continues to be a concern for the 
local police. Melanson said there were 
seven drivers charged in October with go-
ing faster than 50 km-h over the posted 
speed limit. They were all men, and only 
one of them lives in Caledon. Four men 
and one woman was charged in Novem-
ber, and one of those people was a Cale-
don resident. Two men were charged in 
December.

Melanson told Councillor Doug Beffort 

enforcement is part of the effort when 
dealing with that kind of speeding. But he 
also stressed the fact that a lot of these 
people are commuters passing through 
town.

Addressing the statistics for the entire 
year, Melanson said the total number of 
occurrences was down in 2013 from 2012 
by a little more than four per cent, from 
19,295 to 18,474.

There was an increase in the number of 
sexual assaults reported, from nine to 16, 
but assaults were down from 165 to 158.

Robberies were also down from six to 
two and break and enters declined from 
113 to 99.

Melanson pointed out the number of 
impaired drivers dropped from 118 to 99, 
and three-day licence suspensions was 
also reduced from 107 to 84. Melanson 
though the use of programs like Home-
James contributed to those fi gures.

There was a drop in the number of 
charges under the Highway Traffi c Act, 
from 21,078 to 18,187, or about 13.7 per 
cent. He added they plan to increase en-
forcement in that regard.

The number of complaints through the 
Roadwatch program also increased from 
499 to 602.

The state of commercial motor vehicles 
using Caledon roads continues to be a con-
cern. The number of hours police devoted 
to enforcement increased by more than 50 
per cent, to 2,258.75 in 2013. There were 
2,674 trucks stopped, up from 1,891 the 
previous year, and Melanson 322 of them 
were taken out of service, as opposed to 
101 in 2012. There was also a substantial 
increase in the number of cases of defec-
tive equipment in the truck inspections, 
from 222 to 451.

Beffort was also interested in grav-
el trucks in town, wondering if they are 

within the required weights. Melanson 
said police often go to weigh stations as 
part of traffi c management to make sure 
the load rules are being followed. He add-
ed if they’re not, those operating the weigh 
stations can be held accountable too.

Councillor Rob Mezzapelli was pleased 
to see so many declining numbers. “That’s 
good news,” he said.

He also said there have been calls for 
more of a police presence in the commu-
nity. Melanson told him the detachment 
has a specifi c category for foot and bike 
patrols, and there will be a defi nite num-
ber of hours devoted to that once the 
weather improves.

Mayor Marolyn Morrison was concerned 
about the increase in defective equipment 
on trucks. “That really bothers me,” she 
told Melanson.

He pointed out three times the number 
of trucks were pulled off the road.

“That is a defi nitely not a good thing,” 
he added.

Morrison wondered if the problem was 
more with independent truckers, as op-
posed to companies. She said most of the 
trucking companies using Caledon roads 
are pretty careful.

Melanson said he would get statistics.

There is lots of work that still needs to

be done in Caledon’s Wards 3 and 4, and
Nick deBoer wants to be part of it.

He has declared that he will be seeking
another term as area representative for
Caledon East and old Albion Township on
Town council in this fall’s municipal elec-
tions.

“There are a number of jobs that still
need to be completed,” deBoer said, includ-
ing the provision of youth and recreation
programs. He also said a lot of work was
started in the last term by himself and his
late wife Donna to establish girls and

women’s hockey in the community and he
thinks the area council seat is a good place
to complete that work from.

“I think I enjoy representing the com-
munity,” he commented, adding he’s been
impressed with the amount of support he’s
received over the last couple of years.

If successful, this will be deBoer’s
fourth term on council.

“An election is an election,” he com-
mented, reflecting on his chances. “The
people have the opportunity to decide if
you’ve done a good job. We’ll find out. I’m
more than willing to wait until what ever
happens.”

Nick deBoer will seek re-election

The future of Ontario's protected green
spaces may very well depend on the fate
of three very important pieces of legisla-
tion. To that end, the Concerned Citizens
of King Township (CCKT), with support of
other environmental groups, is hosting a
presentation and round-table discussion
April 9 at the Kingbridge Conference Cen-
tre and Institute in King City.

The Oak Ridges Moraine Conservation
Plan, Greenbelt Plan and Niagara Escarp-
ment Plan are all up for review in 2015 as
mandated in the respective Acts which
brought them into effect.

This first event of its type will educate
and empower attendees to understand the
success of these conservation plans to pro-
tect land, water and quality of life, and the
steps all can take to ensure their protec-
tion and enhancement. It will bring On-
tario’s three predominant environmental
coalition action groups together with guest
speaker Ontario Environmental Commis-
sioner Gord Miller and an expert discus-
sion panel. 

Schomberg resident Greg Locke, chair
of CCKT, will be event moderator.

“This event is really the first of its
kind,” he said. “The three coalition groups
representing each plan have never been
under one roof before to discuss this com-
mon theme. The Kingbridge Centre has
provided us their state-of-the-art-facility
— this is outstanding. And CCKT has
never before been able to promote so
broadly before: The London Publishing
Corp.’s (Citizen) partnership with us to
advertise our event in the majority of its
community newspapers, and online, gives
our event considerable reach, appropri-
ately as the three plan areas represent a
sizable portion of southern Ontario.”

“We want to celebrate these plans, be-
cause for the most part they’ve been enor-
mously successful in curtailing runaway
urban sprawl and other forms of indus-
trial development, threats to water and re-
source quality and extraction,” he added.
“We can thank numerous predecessors for

championing these causes . . . Many On-
tarians don’t know these stories and the
profound protections we have in place; we
want to educate this history and rele-
vance. Yet we’ve been criticized as being
‘early in the game’ to start discussing the
reviews.”

“Regional governments have started
fact-finding and recommendation-gather-
ing processes from local municipalities,
commonly conducted without any commu-
nity engagement or input, not to mention
council review and approval” Locke ob-
served. “As innocent as this seems, these
initial points become firm, and it’s hard to
change them later.”

“Gord Miller is a most learned and opin-
ionated expert in the environmental field
in Ontario, rightly so as Commissioner of
Ontario’s Environmental Bill of Rights,”
he remarked. “Did you know we have such
a thing? It’s unique and it’s been success-
ful in part to Gord’s staunch defence of it.
His ability to reach out in venues like this
one to inform and engage, yet in a non-
partisan way. Gord will set up the evening
for us with his talk.”

There will be an discussion panel lined
up to field questions from the audience.

Erin Shapero of the Ontario Greenbelt
Alliance (OGA), Debbe Crandall of Save
the Oak Ridges Moraine (STORM) and
Bob Patrick, president of the Coalition on
the Niagara Escarpment (CONE), are on-
the-ground experts on these plans. David
Donnelly will be the fourth panelist. He’s
a staunch environmental lawyer and ad-
vocate, and will provide a very sober layer
to the discussion, particularly advising at-
tendees how to engage institutions in
these matters.

“STORM is thrilled to be a part of this
evening organized by Concerned Citizens
of King Township,” said Crandall. “It’s
amazing, 25 years ago people from across
the Oak Ridges Moraine gathered here in
King City and formed this new group
called Save the Oak Ridges Moraine Coali-
tion. So it’s quite appropriate for CCKT to
be hosting a gathering of people and
groups from across the Greenbelt to send
a clear message that we're still in the busi-
ness of protecting our land, water and
rural communities. Here's to the next 25
years.”

“Ontario’s Greenbelt has been working
for the past nine years to protect agricul-
ture in the province as well as protect
land, air and water for all Ontarians,”
Shapero observed. “The Ontario Greenbelt
Alliance’s work focuses on protecting,
strengthening and growing the Greenbelt.
Sharing information and helping empower
and engage communities is a key part of
our work as we lead up to the 2015 re-
view.”

“Moraines are glacial deposits and only
12,000 years old,” Patrick commented.
“The Niagara Escarpment has been doing
the same thing for 450 million years.
Moraines and the Niagara Escarpment
are the collectors and the source of the
water flowing toward the Great Lakes.
The quantity and quality of our fresh
water supply depends on the Oak Ridges
Moraine and the Niagara Escarpment. We
need to learn what local residents wish to
see changed during this plan review
process.”

“Developers and the aggregate industry
hate these three plans and are lobbying
hard now to scrap them,” he added. “On-
tario’s Places to Grow Plan has increased
the pressure to develop on lands now pro-
tected to some extent by these three plans.
Do we want more roads or safe drinking
water? This is what it’s really getting
down to.”

The schedule for the night includes a
reception from 6 to 7 p.m., followed by
Miller’s presentation at 7:15. The expert
panel Q&A discussion runs 8:30 to 9:30
p.m.

Admission is free, but CCKT would like
those interested to register to get an idea
of attendance. For more, visit cckt.ca

body of the document stated the proposal
would turn hundreds of acres of farmland
and woodlots into an industrial site. It also
pointed out the pit will close to schools and
residential areas, endangering water sup-
plies, polluting air and increasing truck
traffic.

“We demand that the Province of On-
tario support its citizens and stop the
Melville pit,” it concluded.

The letter to Bradley, which CAMP is
asking people to sign, expressed concerns
that regulations in place offer sufficient
protection.

“I do not believe that the Aggregate Re-
sources Act protects the environment,” the
letter read. “I am also concerned that the
Ministry of Natural Resources does no
have the personnel or the interest in en-
suring that its many interests in ecology,
including woodlands, endangered species
and significant wildlife, merit equal pro-
tection when aggregate resources are in-
volved.”

The letter went on to request the EA “to
ensure there is appropriate provincial re-
view and scrutiny of this proposal before
its planning goes any further.”

As well, the letter addressed issues of
water, stating Olympia has not done any
pump tests to ensure it’s available; aggre-
gate recycling, wondering how it would be
regulated on site; and air pollution from
the fine dust particles that would be re-
leased in the air.

CAMP member Paul Bunt pointed out
this property sits in the one area of the

Credit River watershed in which water
quantity is an issue.

He also said calls like this for an EA
aren’t always successful, but they were a
couple of years ago with the opposition to
the proposed massive operation in
Melancthon. A lot of calls for an EA this
time could do some good.

He also stressed that just having the
people at the meeting send out letters
wouldn’t cut it.

“Tonight is the start of a campaign
across the community,” he declared. “We
need to flood the Minister of the Environ-
ment with these letters.”

Asher also said there had been a meet-
ing with CAMP and Credit Valley Conser-
vation (CVC) staff earlier in the week.
Asher reported it was a very positive ses-
sion, adding they were happy to hear
CAMP’s position. She also said she spoke
as a concerned resident who has sup-
ported CVC for years, and she was con-
cerned the conservation authority had not
received more input. “This is quite huge,”
she observed.

She also said CVC was clear that they
have not regulatory authority over aggre-
gate applications. They can comment, and
Asher said she has not yet seen their com-
ments.

She also stressed the need to reach out
to local politicians. As well, the group
needs to raise money to hire experts.

“We need to do that as a community,”
she said. As well, she pointed to the need
for volunteers.

“Our campaign is ramping up,” she
said. “We’re on a really positive track right
now.”

Don Messer’s Jubilee was one of the 

most popular TV shows in Canadian his-
tory, and a tribute to that show will be 
presented this coming Sunday in Caledon 
East.

Renowned Canadian fi ddler Scott 
Woods and his band will be performing 
at Caledon Community Complex.

and heard old-time music,” he said.
Woods, 43, had been playing since he 

was four, with plenty of success to show 
for it. He has twice won the Canadian 
Open Fiddle Championship, as well as the 
Canadian Grand Master Fiddle Champi-
onship.

He is also known affectionately 
throughout Canada as “The Flippin’ 
Fiddler” – a nickname earned as a re-
sult of a running somersault he does 
while playing his fi ddle without miss-
ing a beat.

It’s a busy time for Woods and his 
band. Sunday’s show is among more 
than 50 performances scheduled be-
tween now and the end of June all over 
the country. And almost all the con-
cerns are in support of churches, char-
ities or some sort of community group. 

Woods said they got into that practice 
almost by accident, not long after his 
father died in 2003. His mother, who 
played piano with the band, had indi-
cated a desire to go on mission trips, 
suggesting the band do more benefi t 
concerts. They did about a dozen in 
2004, and the word got around, and 
they did about 80 the following year.

“Too be quite honest, it’s a win-win,” 
he said, pointing out the band members 
get to perform the music they love, while 
helping to raise money for various worthy 
causes.

Sunday’s show will start at 2 p.m.

How long is long enough?
That seems to be the question that con-

fronts Elvis in the upcoming play, Elvis 
and Mavis, at Theatre Orangeville.

A drama written by Jeff Pitcher, this 
piece questions the cost of severe econom-
ic divides and the answers to those divides 
that one man might select. Set in the ear-
ly 1990s in Newfoundland, the story pres-
ents Elvis, whose life so far has not been 
easy and who is fi nally so “pissed off” with 
the way in which his home province and 
his fellow citizens are being treated by the 
powers that be that he decides to get their 
attention — for sure — by blowing up the 
Churchill Hydro Dam in Labrador. Only 
a renegotiation of the heavy handed con-
tract that has been struck between New-
foundland and Quebec will appease and 
restrain Elvis from his purpose.

He advises his wife Mavis of his inten-
tions by telephone and she, understand-
ably, is appalled and concerned. Rather 
than stay in Newfoundland, where the 

natural resources are being drained by 
outside interests, Mavis wants to move to 
Ontario, to go back to school and get a job. 
While she is dealing with the possibilities 
she fears with Elvis’ threats, she confi des 
and is comforted by her neighbour Rose.

The three characters are presented to 
us by the talents of Darren Keay as El-
vis, Jane Spence in the role of Mavis and 
Maria Dinn performing the part of Rose. 
All three of these fi ne actors are welcomed 
back to Theatre Orangeville, having each 
participated in a number of productions 
here.

Jane Spence told us in our preshow in-
terview with this cast, “Mavis is a charac-
ter to fall in love with – her life and her 
struggle and her relationship with El-
vis. Jeff [Pitcher] has done a lovely job of 
weaving the past into the present.”

“The play is very resonant of what’s 
going on around us today,” he added. “If 
you’re banging your head against the wall 
— taking that kind of frustration, Elvis 
is you and your frustration. He wants to 

make this protest — why? Because he’s 
pissed off. But the why of the act of ter-
rorism is just the skin of the onion. As we 
learn more about the characters, we un-
wrap the play.”

“There’s something in Newfoundland 
about joining the Confederation,” Dinn, a 
native of Newfoundland, chimed in, “They 
are still so independent. There is a lot of 
pride there — what it means to be a New-
foundlander.”

Dinn’s connection with this play is in-
tensely personal, as she lived in New-
foundland at the time of this story.

“My family struggled a lot and knew 
what that means to self esteem,” she said. 
“Yet, Newfoundlanders are so proud to be 
Newfoundlanders. I always considered 
myself a Newfoundlander fi rst and a Ca-
nadian second. I’ve lived now off (the is-
land of Newfoundland) longer than I did 
on, but it’s home.”

She related the story that God creat-
ed this beautiful but diffi cult place and, 
then, wondered who He would put there. 
So, He made people who were tough and 
special.

“People do want to leave because it is so 

hard,” she said, “but they’re afraid.”
David Nairn, who is directing Elvis and 

Mavis, remarked that he noticed a house 
here in Orangeville fl ying the Newfound-
land fl ag along with the Canadian fl ag in 
front of their house.

“Those that have left tend to fl y the 
Newfoundland fl ag,” Dinn confi rmed. “I 
see more Newfoundland fl ags wherever I 
go than any others.”

Keay enlarged on the theme we had 
struck: “There’s something different 
about Newfoundland and there is such a 
strong sense of community.”

Bringing the themes of Newfoundland 
into the play, Nairn added, “Jeff captures 
the tremendous heart of Newfoundland-
ers. This is about the love of a person, a 
nation and home. And, of course, being in 
Newfoundland, there are moments that 
are very funny.”

MPPs’ pay
to be frozen

It looks like the salaries of MPPs are
going to be frozen for a while longer, but
Dufferin-Caledon’s Sylvia Jones doesn’t
think it’s going to amount to much.

According to a news release issued by
the Province last week, the government
has introduced legislation that would ex-
tend the current salary freeze until the
budget is balanced, and that’s slated to
happen in 2017-18.

“This government will continue to take
a determined and disciplined approach to
eliminating the deficit while continuing to
invest in services and programs that fam-
ilies rely on,” commented Finance Minis-
ter Charles Sousa.

“I think that it’s pretty small potatoes,
compared with what they have to do,”
Jones observed, adding a move like this
shows little interest in cutting government
spending, and really accomplishes noth-
ing. She said the Progressive Conserva-
tives at Queen’s Park have been calling for
wage freezes throughout the whole sector
in order to “slay the deficit dragon.”

The release from the government
pointed out compensation costs account
for more than half of all Ontario govern-
ment spending, either paid directly
through the public service or as part of the
government’s transfer payments to uni-
versities, hospitals and other public sector
partners.

She also observed there’s been concern
that taxes have been going up over the last
couple of years, with no corresponding im-
provement in services.

Groves is a partner in a walk-in clinic
in south Etobicoke.

“I think I have a very good chance of
winning,” Groves said. “It all comes down
to hard work.”

Groves wants to return to council

It was a satisfying time for Dufferin-
Caledon MP David Tilson Recently.

He announced the Senate Standing
Committee on Legal and Constitutional
Affairs passed his private members bill
protecting war memorials and cenotaphs.

“I appeared before the Committee two
weeks ago to defend my bill and I’m
grateful to the Senators for their work on
this legislation,” Tilson said last Thurs-
day. “Protecting our war memorials and
cenotaphs from vandalism and desecra-
tion is very important, especially to our
veterans and members of the Canadian
Forces.”

During his appearance, Tilson was
joined by Orangeville Legion Sergeant-at-
Arms Chris Skalozub and retired Colonel
Andrew Nellestyn of the Ottawa area.
Both men made impassioned statements
on the need to strengthen the penalties for
this profoundly disrespectful offence.

“I was honoured to have these two vet-
erans appear with me. It drove home the
seriousness of this issue,” Tilson said.
“Our veterans and Canadian Forces mem-
bers look upon such acts of desecration as
a grave personal attack.” 

The bill adds significant penalties to
anyone convicted of mischief against a war
memorial, cenotaph or similar structure
designed to honour those who have died as
a result of war. A minimum fine of $1,000
would be imposed for a first offense, with
a two week jail term for a second offense
and a thirty day jail term for third and
subsequent offenses.

Tilson added the Liberal Senators on
the Committee attempted to gut the Bill
by introducing amendments designed to
remove the mandatory minimum fine. It
is anticipated the bill will begin third and
final reading in the Senate at some point
this week.

Tilson’s bill passes Senate committee

There are a lot of people out there
(maybe some of you reading this) who are
sports fans.

It could even be argued that I’m one.
And then we come to matters of degree.

Some people enjoy just about any and all
sports, while others tend to be more selec-
tive.

And there are people who are devout in
their interest in sports, and then have it
wane.

That happened to me several years ago.
There was a time in my youth when I fol-
lowed a lot of sports, but my interest fell
off over time.

In some cases, my athletic heroes
passed from prominence to colour com-
mentary or some other level.

In my high school years, a good boxing
match on TV (described by the incompa-
rable Howard Cosell) was a great way to
pass an evening, especially if the great
Muhammad Ali was an active participant.
But time passed, and so did
Ali’s dominance. I was able to
cheer for a while for Larry
Holmes, but it wasn’t the
same. I have vague recollec-
tions of wasting about five
minutes in subsequent years
watching one of Mike Tyson’s
fights, but whatever magic
there might have once been
in the sport was history, once
the Greatest was gone.

There was also a time,
even when I had very little
use for sports, that a good
auto race on TV could make
my day, especially the Indy
style cars.

My late father was well aware my in-
terest in that particular sport, and never
completely understood it (I think he be-
lieved those race car drivers were basi-
cally suicidal maniacs). I think the closest
he ever came to appreciating the sport oc-
curred early in 1979.

I was watching the closing laps of the
Daytona 500 on one of a couple of TVs in
the house. Donnie Allison was defending
a very slim lead over Cale Yarborough,
and at the speed those guys were moving,
slim leads are measured in nanoseconds.
In the final lap of that 500-mile race,
Yarborough evidently realized he had
reached that “now or never” moment, and
acted accordingly. The result was both his
and Allison’s cars ended up in the wall,
meaning neither man won the race. For-
tunately, neither was injured in the crash,
although I can’t say for sure if the same
can be said about the fistfight that ensued
in the aftermath. While the TV coverage
was rather poor (remember, I was used to
watching fights involving Ali, and speed
sport journalists are more accustomed to
wide-angle coverage), it still caught my at-
tention, and that of my old man, who had
evidently been watching in another room.

He strolled into the room in which I
was sitting in a couple of minutes later,
with a rather mischievous grin on his
clock, asking me what had I thought of the
fight.

My interest in the sport continued as
long as I could cheer on the great Mario
Andretti. Sadly (for me, at least) he re-
tired. For a while, I thought I could trans-
fer my attention to his son Michael, but
again, the same magic just wasn’t there.

There were other reasons for me drop-
ping my interest in sports as I got older.

It is true that girls started becoming a
more interesting diversion than the Leafs
(especially considering the records they
have compiled over the years). The reality
was that until my wife and I started be-
coming an item, there were few females in
my circle who were interested in sports,
and even Beth’s interest is limited (I
haven’t even bothered to try and interest
her in the Indy 500).

There were other things, like the de-
mands of work, that caused me to lose
track of who was doing what in any par-
ticular sport.

But there were really two particular
factors that all by killed my interest.

I lost my use for professional athletes

after all the strikes and lockouts that dis-
rupted so many schedules.

I found I had little use for gifted ath-
letes living a reality I had only dreamed
of making a couple of times my annual
salary for essentially a day’s work belly-
aching that they were getting a bad deal.
And I am very mindful that the labour-
management turmoil that characterized
last year’s NHL schedule was manage-
ment-driven, meaning a lockout. All of
these guys are rolling in dough and they
keep trying to nickel and dime each other,
while their loyal fans get the hind end of
the deal. Thus I lost patience with the
whole concept of pro sports.

I was able to maintain some interest in
amateur sports for a while, but that only
lasted a couple of years. That stupid soap
opera involving American figure skaters
Tonya Harding and Nancy Kerrigan in
the 1990s turned me off the whole thing.

But such feelings do tend to be cyclical,
and I have found my interest
in sports returning over the
last little while.

These days, when I get
home after working late, I fre-
quently walk in the house
calling out to Beth, “Who’s
winning?”

If I don’t see the Leafs on
TV when I approach it, it can
only mean two things — ei-
ther they’re getting clobbered
and Beth, in frustration,
found a “chick flic” to watch
(she’s very good at finding
such things), or the Leafs
aren’t playing that night (I’m

not yet into it enough to regularly check
the schedules).

I watched several events in the recent
Olympics, and actually felt a bit of frus-
tration that there were some events my
work schedule kept me from watching.

I find myself looking forward to the
coming baseball season, once the Leafs
have finished, and that all depends on
how far they get in the playoffs (notice the
underscored confidence I express that
they’ll get in the playoffs).

And indeed, despite my rather cynical
views about what the sporting world had
come to, I still maintained some interest. I
haven’t actively followed the NFL in about
30 years, although I might turn on the odd
game if I have some time to kill of a Sunday
afternoon. Despite that, I usually make a
point of watching the Super Bowl, usually
with Beth’s permission. She’s not really into
football (not to the level of hockey, baseball
or figure skating), and she will occasionally
ask me for clarification of what’s taking
place on the field (I reply, pretending that I
actually know what I’m talking about). But
the lady can appreciate the hype that is the
Super Bowl with the best of them, and she
can accept the fact that I might have some
passing interest in the contest, especially if
the Pittsburgh Steelers are involved. Be-
sides, there’s also some compromising when
it comes to Super Bowl Sunday. I get to
watch the game with little objection, and I
forget to raise a fuss about her watching the
half-time show, something I seldom could
care less about.

And I have usually tried to make a
point of being near a TV when it looked
like the Stanley Cup was going to be pre-
sented, regardless of how mad I might
have been at NHL labour and manage-
ment.

That’s fine with me, as long as I
don’t have to watch it, read about it or hear
about it. The fact that I’m currently writing
about it caused me a certain amount of
grief. I always hated the game as a kid,
dreading when it came up every year as
part of gym class, and there is very, very lit-
tle that could get me interested in it now.
True, it is basketball that sparked the idea
for this week’s column, but I personally am
impressed that I was able to wait until the
last paragraph to mention it.

There are other
ways to balance
the Province’s

books
We live in rather cynical times, in which politicians, no matter

what their political stripes, are considered fair game for any kind
of shot.

Thus the Provincial government’s announcement last week
that a salary freeze for MPPs, which has been in place for several
year will continue, at least until the budget is balanced, is some-
thing they should be able to get away with. And the government
is telling us to expect things to be balanced in the 2017-18 fiscal
year.

Not many people are likely to lobby for a pay hike for any
elected official, and not many politicians are likely to complain
too vigorously.

But Dufferin — Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones had a point when
she said the move will amount to “pretty small potatoes.”

If government really wants to balance the books, there are
two main ways to do it; either raise taxes or cut spending.

Although taxes, like death, are part of the reality we all must
face and get used to as we go through life, none of us enjoy the
thought of paying more, just as we don’t like the thought of
dying. But they are, alas, a necessity. But governments do have
to be careful when it comes to tax increases, because politicians
eventually have to face the electorate, and they sometimes will
make it very clear that they will only stand for so much.

So that means cutting spending.
True, government spending, for the most part, goes toward

items that it’s assumed people want. Fair enough, but if the
money is not there to pay for it, then there’s a problem, namely
a deficit, that adds to debt, resulting in the hole that so many
governments find themselves in.

It is true that governments sometimes find the need to go into
the proverbial hole. For example, demands increase on the pub-
lic purse during recessions, and items government (especially at
the Provincial and federal level) tax a lot, like income and con-
sumption, tend to decrease. So a deficit during a slumping econ-
omy is pardonable, provided the government concentrates on
getting out of the hole when things improve.

The current unbalanced books, despite what some of the cyn-
ical among us might want to think, was not the result of people
like MPPs or public sector employees being over paid. It was sim-
ply a case of government spending money that it didn’t have
when it didn’t need to.

That’s what has to be addressed in order to balance the books.

Tilson misleading the public
In the March 13 issue of the Citizen, an article’s headline

exclaims “Supporting long-term economic growth with historic
$53B New Building Canada Plan.”

If you no longer have this edition, you can find it in the on-
line version of the Citizen or as a press release from David
Tilson.

On first read, the article seems a governing party puff piece
congratulating itself on the marvelous job it is doing managing
the country’s infrastructure. Author David Tilson extols all the
virtues of the past program and how it has created jobs and
supported provincial, territorial and municipal infrastructure
projects across Canada. He then states, “Over the next 10
years, the $53B New Building Canada Plan will continue to
focus on economic growth, job creation and productivity.”

To use the word “continue” is at best a cynical ploy to mis-
lead the public.

The fact of the matter is that the current budget slashes
spending on the Building Canada Plan by almost 90 per cent,
going from $1.7 billion per year down to $210 million begin-
ning April 1, 2014. The Plan continues as a shell of its former
self into the 2015-16 fiscal year. This is conveniently coinci-
dental with the Harper government’s plan to have a balanced
budget for the next election. In fact, the new budget does not
envision the Building Canada Plan returning to its most re-
cent levels until the 2019-20 fiscal year, the election year after
the next election and five budgets down the road. The bulk of
the “$53B New Building Canada Plan” then, envisions not the
next government delivering on this plan, but the government
after that. Finance ministers don new shoes with every annual
budget to symbolize a fresh beginning on a new fiscal path.
Budgets from 2019 to 2024 means a lot of new shoes indeed
before we see the bulk of Tilson’s “new” plan delivered.

The article starts off by saying “Our government under-
stands that Canada’s economy relies on efficient and effective
public infrastructure,” but at the same time they sacrifice this
understanding for crass political purpose. This is a cynical at-
tempt by Tilson to mislead the reader into thinking one thing
is happening when the opposite is true. Voters deserve better
treatment and more respect than this.

Early last year, with considerable fanfare,
the federal NDP announced it was launch-
ing what it called its “Civility Project”, which
even includes a “Civility Project Facebook
Page,” all designed to stop MPs from using
“harassment, threats, personal attacks, or
extreme misrepresentation of facts.”

It is to laugh, particularly coming as it
does, from some of the worst abusers of the
above-mentioned political transgressions.
There are no end of examples of the holier-
than-thou NDP launching personal attacks
on their political opponents and dramati-
cally misrepresenting the facts in order to
make themselves look better than they are.

But let’s just go back to earlier this week,
when NDP Leader Thomas Mulcair greeted
newly-appointed Finance Minis ter Joe
Oliver – named after veteran Jim Flaherty
stepped down – by saying  Oliver  is an “em-
barrassment” in that portfolio.

Why? Well, for one thing, says Mulcair,
“He has denied global warming as a scien-
tific reality,” this, supposedly, in his previous
role as natural resources minister.

And for another, says Mulcair, citing a
B.C. First nations chief, Oliver’s “attacks on
First Nations go beyond mere paternalism.
They’re tinted by racism.”

According to Mulcair then, Oliver is not
only a nincompoop, a climate “denier,” but
he’s also a racist.

Well, so much for civility. Not to mention
Mulcair’s disturbing lack of honesty.

For starters, Oliver did not “deny” climate
science at all. (And just as an aside, people
such as Mulcair who use the term “denier”
should be ashamed of themselves, since it’s
a term historically associated with heinous
“holocaust deniers.” Disagreements over cli-
mate change usually involve different views
on how serious it is and how much humans
contribute to it, hardly the same as denying
that the Nazis murdered 6 million Jews.)

Anyway, in a recent interview with a Mon-
treal  newspaper, all Oliver said is, “I think
that people aren’t as worried as they were
before about global warming of two de-
grees…” He said scientists say “our fears (on
climate change) are exaggerated.”

Well, many scientists do say that. And
pretty well every public opinion poll extant
says we are not as worried about it as we
were a few years ago when those pushing
the issue were predicting pretty much the

end of the earth.
Disagree with him if you wish. But that’s

hardly an example of “climate change de-
nial.”

As for Oliver’s alleged “racism,” that too is
completely bogus, coming from his support
for oil and gas pipelines despite opposition
from First Nations groups. Oliver had the
tenacity to point out that many First Na-
tions people are benefiting from oil and gas
and stand to be among the main beneficiar-
ies of the Oil Sands and pipelines. Again, not
all Chiefs buy into that. And that’s fair
enough. But it’s hardly “racism” to disagree.

And on both accounts, Mulcair is guilty of
gross misrepresentation of Oliver’s ex-
pressed views.

But then, this is the guy who not long ago
– when the NDP was riding high, and the
Liberals were in la-la land – declared, with-
out equivocation, that we would never, ever,
seek a coalition with the Liberals, only to
turn around recently and say a coalition
with the Liberals might be a good way to
beat the dreaded Tories.

He’s also the leader of a party which is
clearly abusing federal taxpayers’ money
meant for Parliament Hill by having set up
two “satellite” NDP offices – in Mont real and
Quebec City – involving at least a dozen staff
members paid by the House of Commons to
promote the NDP brand.

In 2012, this same NDP demanded an in-
quiry into a single Bloc Quebecois official in
Montreal who was also being paid by the
Ho9use of Commons, a practice  clearly out-
side the intent of paying House of Common
staffers.

And in the most preposterous comment of
all, despite the existence of all that paid po-
litical operatives working far from Parlia-
ment Hill, the NDP defended their satellite
offices by saying they are just there to assist
the general public. In an email, Karl Be-
langer, Mulcair’s principal secretary, said,
“In absolutely no case does taxpayer money
go to funding partisan activity.” Oh, please.

Whether Oliver makes a good finance min-
ister or not remains to be seen. He certainly
has a tough act to follow, but it’s hard to
fault is credentials for the job. He has two
degrees from McGill, one in civil law, and an
MBA from Harvard Business School. He
was an investment banker, executive direc-
tor of the Ontario Securities Commission
and the CEO of  the Investment Dealer’s As-
sociation.

But he’s not a climate “denier” and he’s not
a racist.

Mulcair, for all his bleating about civility,
should  at least keep his chin on the curb
rather than letting it wallow in the gutter.

Meals on Wheels March for Meals in the community
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Peace Ranch getting a greenhouse at it’s Albion farm property

Dufferin-Caledon MP David Tilson re-
cently spoke out in the House of Commons
in support of a private member’s bill re-
specting a National Lyme Disease Strat-
egy, which received its first hour of debate
at Second Reading.

“I am pleased to be lending my support
to this important bill, which will help to
combat Lyme disease in Canada,” Tilson
said. “Over the past number of years, I
have been approached by a number of con-
stituents suffering from Lyme disease, so
I am encouraged that the government also
supports this legislation.”

Dufferin-Caledon residents signed a
number of petitions in 2012 and 2013,
calling on the government to step up its
efforts to combat Lyme Disease, which

Tilson presented to the House last
spring.

“The number of reported cases of Lyme
disease in Canada has increased nine-fold
from 2003 to 2012, to over 300 cases annu-
ally,” Tilson observed. “One of our prob-
lems is that the actual number of cases of
Lyme disease in Canada is estimated to be
three times higher than those cases which
are actually reported. Even more trou-
bling, based on current trends, the Public
Health Agency of Canada estimates that
these numbers will continue to rise.”

It is expected that the bill will come to
a vote at Second Reading in mid-April and
if successful, will be referred to the House
of Commons Standing Committee on
Health for further study.

This year, Leah Xuereb and I, Amrita 
Gill, were chosen as the student exec-
utives to lead King’s College School’s 
major student-run leadership project. 
This flagship leadership project is our 
annual ‘Tastes of Africa’ fundraising 
gala dinner, dance, and silent auction 
to raise money for our sister school in 
Cameroon, Africa. This project has a 
long legacy of student success.  We 
are a small school with less than fifty 
students, all of whom are learning to 
be leaders, and in the past, this senior 
project has raised several thousand 
dollars each year.

Leading the student 
members of our committee takes de-
termination and persistence! Some of 
the challenges we have faced are our 
own lack of communication; difficulties 
with getting organized; and trying, as 
teenagers, to be taken seriously when 
we need to manage adults, such as 
venue and entertainment providers.

Communication, as on any project, 
is the key to our success. Once we re-
alized that our lack of communication 
was a result of not thoroughly discuss-
ing with each other what needed to 
be done, we started planning weekly 
meetings and assessing each other’s 
situations in order to ensure that we 
were on the same page. 

As January rolled around, our team 
was starting to take shape, and we 
were beginning to enter the ‘doing’ 
stage from the ‘planning’ stage. There 
was much to do, and we became over-
whelmed with everything that needed 
to happen. We used one of our weekly 
meetings to lay out on a huge spread-
sheet with what needed to be done 
and then transferred the due dates 
onto a calendar. 

Throughout the process of planning 
and executing our task items, we have 
found it difficult to demand things from 
adults and to interact with them. We 
have felt as though they still regard us 
as children and think that we are not 
as professional as adults are.  Run-
ning an event on this scale is difficult, 
but we have found that the way to en-
sure that any difficulties are dealt with 
is to acknowledge them and to be hon-
est with people so that we confront the 
challenges head on. 

Our ‘Tastes of Africa’ event offers 
the public an exciting night of Afri-
can food, African entertainment, and 
fun socializing. In addition, ‘Tastes of 
Africa’ informs the community about 
what is being done to assist children 
in Africa and how they can take part in 
changing a child’s life.

Felix Skinner and his mother Andrea have 
wanted to open up a summer camp here in 
Ontario for kids that stutter since he attended a 
camp in British Columbia in 2012. 

Skinner is 11 years old but speaks with a level 
of maturity that goes beyond his years.  “The 
stutter does not define me” said Skinner.  He 
developed a stutter at the age of 3 and at times 
got worse until he understood what he needed 
to help his problem.  

He explained “I go in phases with my stutter”.  
Apparently Skinner can go for long periods of 
time without stuttering at all and then it seems 
to hit him for no apparent reason.  Stress and 
fatigue or sometimes being self-conscious 
about speaking can cause people to stutter 
which makes it harder for them to talk flowingly.  
Most people who stutter find that their problem 
eases if they are relaxed.  

His camp experience in BC taught him some 
essential life lessons “We need others to listen 
to us, we have as much time as we need” he 
said when referring to himself and others that 
stutter. 

Skinner and his mother are working with the 
Mansfield Outdoor Centre to offer a summer 
residential camp.  The camp is called Laughter’s 
Voice and is expected to be an experience for 
children from the ages of 6 to 18 that stutter.  
Mansfield Outdoor Centre is a privately owned 
outdoor education centre on 300 acres of land 
which includes beautiful forests, fields, streams 
and a pond.  “There will be no speech therapy 
at the camp” said Skinner.  The purpose of the 
camp is so that children that have a stutter can 
assimilate with each other, and stay connected 
as they understand each other’s challenges.  

They are building a support network that will go 
beyond the camp experience, and hoping that 
this experience will help maintain confidence in 
the children.

Creating a summer camp is not the only 
interest of Skinner, “I’m super good at 
Mechanics” he said. “I like to take things apart 
and put them back together” He also competes 

at a provincial level for Archery, which will tie 
nicely with the camp at Mansfield to be sure.  

It is good to see leadership skills in anyone 
let alone someone of such a young age.  To get 
more information about the Laughter’s Voice – 
go to Laughtersvoice.com.

Mayfield’s Black Heritage 
Committee

THREE STUDENTS, Nadia Blackwood, 14 
years of age, Daniel Bardonali, 16 years of age 
and Justice Sibblis, 17 years of age formed the 
Black Heritage Committee.  Their efforts start-
ed in October, 2013, but Sibblis had been plan-
ning and organizing the committee for about a 
year and a half.  

The students obtained support from Ms. 
Greives, a teacher at the school who imme-
diately made announcements to encourage 
other students to join the committee.  

“The year and a half of planning took place 
to create the committee that would have an 
assembly every year” said Sibblis.  “The com-
mittee is expected to run all year long and not 
just for Black History Month”. 

The Black Heritage Committee is expected 
to have discussions and plan school events, 
and provide a forum where everyone can have 
a voice. The committee meets every other 
Tuesday and there is a core group of about 17 
students that actively participate.  Most of the 
students are first year students that can learn 
from the older ones and carry on the work.  Pri-
or to the Black Heritage Committee being for-
mulated, Mayfield did celebrate Black History, 
but it was not consistent.

The committee members attended a board 
of education conference “We learned a lot 
about Canadian Black history and got to meet 
students from other schools and learn more 
about black art and culture and how it influ-
enced everybody as a whole” said Sibblis.  

They worked very hard in planning the as-

sembly and embraced the fact that they came 
from different backgrounds.  The assembly 
celebrating Black History was student lead 
and consisted of about 75 students.  It was at-
tended by the entire student and teacher body.  
There were drama students involved in writing 
out the script and there were plenty of dancers 
that were involved in the show.  

Mayfield is a large school of about 1800 stu-
dents, but this did not discourage the commit-
tee, “We wanted to bring people up because of 
their differences, not bring people down” said 
Sibblis.  

The theme behind the assembly was based 
on Viola Desmond who in 1946 refused to sit in 
the balcony designated exclusively for Blacks 
in the Roseland Theatre in New Glasgow  
Nova Scotia.  She boldly took a seat on the 
ground floor where only white people were al-
lowed to sit. Desmond was forcibly removed 
from the theatre and arrested, however by 
standing her ground and being taken to trial; 
changes in discrimination slowly took place in 
favour of coloured people. 

The students at Mayfield have learned what 
it takes to persevere, organize and implement 
a change, just like Desmond.  And they have 
enjoyed every minute of their success.

The Club was formed in 1964 to support
a section of the newly established Bruce
Trail, a public footpath along the Niagara
Escarpment from Niagara Falls to Tober-
mory.

Starting in 1960, the Bruce Trail Com-
mittee began exploring the feasibility of a
footpath along the Escarpment. The group
was composed of Norman Pearson, Ray
Lowes, Robert McLaren and Philip
Gosling. For two years, they talked and
studied maps, and then in 1962, Gosling
made a commitment to spend a full year
in putting the Trail on the ground.

From this ambitious beginning, re-
gional clubs were established along the
length of the Trail.

The Caledon Hills Bruce Trail Club was
one of the last to be organized in 1964,
with Gosling as its first president. He has
been appointed to the Order of Canada

this year, in part for his outstanding work
with the Bruce Trail Conservancy.

From the Cheltenham Badlands in the
south, to Mono Centre in the north, the
Caledon section of the Trail offers some-
thing for everyone: well-maintained
wooded paths through dense forests, chal-
lenging steep climbs and descents, open
meadows, rocky outcroppings, impressive
wild flower displays, cedar groves and me-
andering streams and rivers. The Caledon
Hills section of the Trail offers the best of
every season.

CHBTC has a commitment to organize
hikes year round with leaders offering a
range of distances and difficulty. Easy, in-
troductory hikes are offered each spring
and fall to attract new hikers; some hikes
have a specific focus for photographers or
wildflower enthusiasts; and often hikes
end with a social gathering at a local
restaurant to enjoy a relaxing meal to-
gether.

Members are kept informed of events

with a quarterly newsletter, an up to date
web site which lists all of our activities
and a Facebook page with members’ con-
tributions. 

Club members can volunteer as hike
leaders; trail captains responsible for in-
specting portions of the Trail; in mainte-
nance projects (bridge and boardwalk
building); or as board members.

The Club’s 50th anniversary will cele-
brate the first 50 per cent of trail secure-
ment and take up the challenge to
continue what the founding members
began 50 years ago. This year, the Club
will be celebrating with many special
events.

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In a moving tribute March 17, the lead-
ers of the three political parties in the On-
tario Legislature paid tribute to the
Canadians who served in Afghanistan.

The following is the Hansard record of
the remarks given by Premier Kathleen
Wynne, Official Opposition Leader Tim
Hudak, and Third Party Leader Andrea
Horwath. It was provided by Dufferin-
Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones’ office.

Premier Kathleen Wynne —
Speaker, last week all three parties asked
that the Canadian flag at the Ontario Leg-
islature be lowered to half-mast to mark
the end of the Canadian mission in
Afghanistan. We did this to recognize the
service of the men and women of the
Canadian Armed Forces who served in
Afghanistan and to honour those who
have lost their lives serving our country.

We are fortunate to live in a province
and a country where we are able to ex-
press ourselves freely and where we are
able to debate our political differences
peacefully. These are the values our ser-
vicemen and servicewomen brought to
their mission in Afghanistan. As Premier,
and along with all MPPs in this Legisla-
ture, we pay tribute and honour those
serving our country, and demonstrate our
gratitude to these great men and women.

I would like to move unanimous con-
sent that following remarks from all three
parties, we observe a moment of silence for
the Canadian men and women who have
fallen as part of that mission.

Progressive Conservative Leader
Tim Hudak — I’m pleased to join my col-
league Premier Wynne and the leader of
the third party, Ms. Horwath, in bringing
remarks on the end of Canada's mission in
Afghanistan.

The end of the mission in Afghanistan
last week also marked the end of the
longest war fought by the brave men and
women in our Canadian Armed Forces.
That longest war in our history was not
without human cost. The war cost the
lives of 158 soldiers, one diplomat, one
journalist, two civilian contractors and, of

course, beyond that, the uncountable in-
juries of both body and mind of those who
did come home safely and of their families.

But much was won in Afghanistan in
the fight against global terrorism and in
the defence of freedom. One thing I no-
ticed is that Canadians were often very
modest about our accomplishments on the
world stage, much more so than our neigh-
bours to the south. I know all of us in our
own ridings and across the province would
find it immensely stirring during parades
when the men and women of the Cana-
dian Armed Forces would march by, how
the crowds would stand and cheer and
salute and send out their thanks. Canadi-
ans are immensely proud of our brave men
and women in the military and their fam-
ilies.

I say with full assurance, and I know
Canadians would agree, that despite our
modesty as Canadians, there is nothing
more fearsome to the enemy or comforting
to the vanquished than the sight of a
Canadian soldier in uniform-skilled, de-
termined, incredibly courageous, and he-
roes all.

Speaker, I’ve yet to meet a Canadian
soldier who has not defended Canada, an-
swering the call post-9/11, who fights for
freedom and safety for family and neigh-
bours back at home. They’re proud of what
they’ve done. They also talk about the life-
changing experiences that they had by
helping to rebuild Afghanistan, by helping
to spread what we take for granted in free-
dom, by building schools and communi-
ties, communities that were once schools
and places of worship destroyed by the
Taliban. As the father of a daughter-and I
guess I’ll say this, Speaker, of another lit-
tle one to come-it made me immensely
proud and it stirred my heart to see
Afghani girls who can go to school safely.

When you’re half a world away from the
place you call home, when every day is a
danger, it's quite an understatement to
say that life can be tough, but it can also
be incredibly elevating. Bringing hope to
the hopeless is no easy task, but it is a

task incredibly well done by the men and
women of our armed forces.

As leader of the Ontario PCs and as a
husband and a father who watched the
many repatriations along the Highway of
Heroes, I can only salute a job well done
by each and every member of our Cana-
dian Armed Forces. Our role now is to en-
sure those incredible sacrifices and works
of valour are never forgotten.

NDP Leader Andrea Horwath —
New Democrats stand together with the
other members of the Legislature in hon-
ouring the immense sacrifices made by
our men and women in uniform.

Spanning more than 12 years, the
Canadian mission in Afghanistan cost the
lives, as the Leader of the Opposition men-
tioned, of 158 soldiers, one diplomat, one
journalist and two civilian contractors.
Their friends and families have lost their
loved ones forever. So we honour the mem-
ory of so many who lost their lives during
the mission and so many others who con-
tinue to go on without them.

We need to be there for the veterans
who have returned and are returning
home. Veterans and their families need
support: Post-traumatic stress can have a
devastating toll on soldiers and their loved
ones. So as we stand in this Legislature
today and mark the sacrifice, mark the
commitment and mark the duty that sent
so many soldiers over to Afghanistan, let
us not forget that we have a duty to them
as well, those who have returned, to make
sure that they’re able to cope with some of
the things that they experienced, wit-
nessed and lived through in the horrors of
that war.

The transition back to life at home can
be difficult, and we need to ensure that
people who served bravely get the support
that they need at home. There shouldn’t
be any hesitation when it comes to not
only helping the people who have re-
turned, but also their loved ones and the
families of our heroes.

The road toward lasting peace in
Afghanistan is still a long one. The Cana-

dian government must also redouble its ef-
forts on development and diplomatic ef-
forts to ensure that Canada can leave a
true legacy that’s lasting-of greater peace
and of prosperity and freedom for all
Afghans. I’m glad that the Leader of the
Opposition mentioned the issue of educa-
tion particularly. That is something New
Democrats have always been supportive
of, and I think Liberals and Conservatives
as well.

The bottom line is, there are many pos-
itive things that Canadians contributed in
Afghanistan, and one of the things that we
want to ensure is that those contributions
have a lasting legacy and we’re able to see
an Afghanistan that is truly supportive of
all her people.

The Speaker (Dave Levac) — I
would now ask that all members of the
Legislature and those visiting please
stand to observe a moment of silence, to
honour those men and women who have
completed their tours in Afghanistan, and
those who have lost their lives, and their
families.
