Caledon Central Pool near 

Caledon village has been closed 
since January, and it’s going to 
stay closed; permanently.

Town councillors Tues-
day accepted the rec-
ommendation from 
Parks and Recreation 
Director Kristene Scott 
that the facility remain 
closed and removed from 
the department’s inven-
tory.

The pool, on Kennedy 
Road and Charleston Sid-
eroad was closed as a pre-
caution in January after 
the discovery of mould and 
on the recommendations of 
the environmental inspection 
company contracted by the 
municipality.

In a presentation to council 
Tuesday, Scott said the pool 
was built in 1973, at a cost of 
about $130,000. It was not de-
signed as a large facility, and 
she said there have been a 
number of problems. She said 
women have been advised not 
to hang coats in the women’s 

change room hooks because of 
humidity and condensation on 
the walls.

In addition to 
visible 

mould and 
poor air quality, Scott 

said there were indications of 
corrosion in the roof.

The environmental consult-
ing company determined that 

fi xing the problems is going to 
be expensive, on the order of 
$990,000.

“This is the really ugly 
number that our consultants 
have come up with,” Scott 
observed. She said it would 
cost about $265,00 to get rid 
of the mould, plus roughly 
$350,000 to replace the roof. 
On top of that, she said the 
exterior walls of the build-
ing will have to be replaced. 
Those walls have been 
subjected to humidity over 
the years, and have no in-
sulation, nor were they 
designed to deal with ex-
treme weather.

Scott said there are 
other factors that need 
to be considered, in-
cluding the fact the 
pool is on land belong-
ing to the Peel District 

School Board (the same prop-
erty as Caledon Central Public 
School). She also observed it’s 
small by industry standards, 
being only 18 metres in length 
and able to handle about 100 
people. The staff report said 

usage of the pool comes main-
ly from Caledon village, and 
usage has been on the decline 
over the years, meaning the 
pool has been closed Fridays 
and Saturdays. It’s also been 
hard to fi nd staff to work there.

The staff recommendations 
called for a community engage-
ment exercise to be conducted 
to fi nd out what recreational 
opportunities are wanted for 
the west side of Town. Coun-
cillor Richard Paterak success-
fully put an addition to the 
motion calling on Town staff 
to start working on a reserve 
fund in the 2015 budget to ad-

The Town will be hosting a public open
house April 3 on agricultural land studies
being conducted in the area.

These involve a Land Evaluation and
Area Review (LEAR) and Minimum Dis-
tance Separation (MDS) Review, and the
studies are being conducted by the Town
and Peel Region.

LEAR is an agricultural background
study being undertaken to contribute to
future amendments to Peel’s and Cale-
don’s Official Plans. Developed by the On-
tario Ministry of Agriculture and Food
(OMAF), a LEAR is a study methodology
which serves as the Provincial standard
for the identification and refinement of
prime agricultural areas by municipalities
in their Official Plans.

The MDS review is a background study
being undertaken to look into the applica-
tion of Provincial MDS formulae in Cale-
don to ensure that Provincial policy for
minimizing land use conflicts in the rural
area is effective. MDS is a planning
method that utilizes setbacks to separate
new or expanding livestock barns or ma-
nure storage from new or expanding non-
farm uses as a means to address odour.
This study will be used to inform the Re-
gion and Town’s comments on the 2015
Provincial MDS review.

The open house will be at Brampton
Fairgrounds at the corner of Heart Lake
and Old School Roads. It will run from 7
until 9 p.m. with a presentation scheduled
for 7:30.

Officials at Sheridan College are seek-

ing certification to be known as a univer-
sity, and they recently found plenty of
enthusiasm around the Peel Region coun-
cil table.

College President and CEO Jeff Zabud-
sky and Board Chair (and Caledon resi-
dent) Bryan Dawson recently received a
very favourable reception when the put
forth the notion to council.

Councillors unanimously passed a mo-
tion endorsing the plan.

Zabudsky said a new strategic plan was
approved for the college in 2011, and that
includes seeking the higher status. He
added they are working on getting ready
for that, seeking advice and guidance.

Enrolment has been increasing steadily
since 2009, and Zabudsky said it will have
passed the 20,000 mark by 2021.

“The growth has been remarkable,” he
declared.

There are 20 universities in Ontario,
and in terms of enrolment, Sheridan
would rank in the top 10. Zabudsky also
pointed to a wide program mix offered at
Sheridan, especially a focus on applied

bachelors degrees that help students get
jobs, as well as post-graduate certification.
He added the province has approved eight
new bachelors degrees which will be avail-
able in September, and that helps make
the case for university certification.

Zabudsky also stressed they plan to
maintain the range of credentials that
Sheridan is known for offering.

Zabudsky said the college hires instruc-
tors who have actual work experience,
while offering them chances to enhance
their academic credentials and profes-
sional development.

He also said Sheridan is well-known for
its undergraduate research, adding it’s ap-
plied research and working with industry
to solve problems. The investment from
the private sector, as well as the federal
and provincial governments have been in-
creasing over the years. Sheridan is the
top research college in Ontario and it
ranks sixth in Canada.

“Our students, of course, are our great-
est pride,” Zabudsky said, pointing to nu-
merous awards that have been won.

“I believe Peel deserves another univer-
sity,” he said, stressing the population

base is in place.
He also stressed this isn’t aimed at du-

plicating the work done ast any other in-
stitutions.

“We’re focused on the world of practice,”
he said.

Zabudsky added it will be a technical
university. The skill trades, etc., will re-
main very important.

“We’re not leaving people behind,” he
said. “We’re not leaving students behind.”

Zabudsky pointed out Sheridan has
been part of Peel since the college was es-
tablished in 1967. The Board of Governors
is from all over the community.

“We are about Peel,” he said. “This is
your college and soon to be your university.”

Regional Chair Emil Kolb observed
there are some 16,000 children born in
Peel every year, but the Region still has
high unemployment. He thought this was
strong advertising for local students to at-
tend post-secondary school close to home.

“Everything that Sheridan does, I’m re-
ally impressed with,” declared Brampton
Councillor John Sanderson.

“Your enthusiasm is infectious,” added
Mississauga Councillor Bonnie Crombie.
“How can we not support you?”

“I think it’s time,” she added. “I think
it’s overdue time.”

Crombie also said one goal is to train
local youth close to home and get them

working here.
Zabudsky told her the university would

be concentrating of student-focused re-
search, meaning the faculty would spend
much of its time with students. He added
they would not be asking the Province for
a lot more money, or for a big hike in tu-
ition.

“We’re not abandoning our college
roots,” Dawson added, stating they want
to maintain what has been built over the
years.

In terms of timing, Zabudsky told
Brampton Councillor John Sprovieri fac-
ulty preparation is going well. There are
hopes there will be an accreditation team
to conduct a review in about two years.
Dawson added the government promised
three more universities in the last elec-
tion, but they haven’t delivered yet. He
said this one could be up in two years with
minimal costs.

Caledon Councillor Allan Thompson,
whose son attends Sheridan, pointed out
it’s college graduates who create employ-
ment for university graduates, and he
doesn’t want to se that lost. He said Ryer-
son University has done a good job in that
regard. The demand is for the technicians,
he said.

“You’re good at what you do,” he added.
“You’re juts taking yourself to the next
level.”

dress the need for an indoor recreation fa-
cility in northwest Caledon.

The need was stressed by former coun-
cillor Lorraine Alexander, who calledfor a
new health and recreation centre in that
part of the municipality.

“Though we are disappointed at the
pool closure, we fully understand that the
Caledon Pool has reached the end of its
useful life and that it would be financially
irresponsible to continue to waste more
money on it,” she said.

Alexander also took some exception to
the staff comment that the pool mainly
served Caledon village. She said the
Aquifit group that met there had repre-
sentation from Alton, Melville, Albion,
Erin, Belfountain and Inglewood, adding
in the past there had been people from Or-
angeville and Shelburne.

As well, she agreed more recreation
amenities could attract families to the
area. Alexander said youngsters in the
area are deprived of recreation opportu-
nities, unless they’re lucky enough to
have a parent willing to drive them half
an hour.

Councillor Doug Beffort wondered how
things got to this point with the mould.
Scott said the facility was designed as an

outdoor pool, adding had it been intended
as indoor, things would be as bad.

Mayor Marolyn Morrison said she was-
n’t sold on the idea of more consultation,
commenting that most people already
know what the community wants. She
suggested the Town keep its money and
let staff come up with ideas. Scott said her
staff is already over loaded with work for
the matter to be dealt with in-house.

Councillor Allan Thompson suggested
the work be done in conjunction with the
needs of the whole west side of Caledon,
including Mayfield West.

“It’s going to cost a lot,” Councillor Gord
McClure observed, agreeing the west side
needs a wellness centre. “We need it
where all the population’s going.”

Beffort said a lot of the calls he hears
from constituents deal with the need for
facilities on the west side, as he stressed
the need to work with groups in the com-
munity on this.

“The community wants to be involved
in this,” he said. “This is a very emotional
issue for the people of Ward 1.”

Town Treasurer Fuwing Wong said
they might not be able to get a reserve
fund going in time for the 2015 budget. He
pointed out the existing facility is still
going to be there, with costs involved and
no revenue.

Ontario Provincial Police say scammers 
continue to infl ict fi nancial and emotional 
harm by preying upon seniors and vulner-
able citizens through what’s known as the 
Emergency Scam.

In 2013, nine per cent of the total num-
ber of complaints received at the Canadi-
an Anti-Fraud Centre were submitted by 
Canadian victims of the Emergency Scam, 
sometimes referred to as the Grandparent 
Scam. Of those 2,269 complaints, 743 peo-
ple were identifi ed as victims who report-
ed a total loss of more than $2.4 million.

Members of the OPP Anti-Rackets 
Branch say the Emergency Scam has been 
around for many years, but it continues to 
fuel other criminal enterprises across On-
tario. Police believe there are many more 
victims, but they are reluctant to report 
the crime, either out of embarrassment or 
by not knowing how or what to do. The 
fact that seniors are hesitant to seem rude 
by saying “no” or hanging up on someone 

on the phone makes them primary targets 
for criminals to accrue substantial sums 
of money through many seemingly small 
successes.

In a typical “emergency” scam, the vic-
tim receives a phone call or e-mail from 
someone claiming to be a friend or relative 
in distress. The caller or e-mailer goes on 
to indicate that they are in some kind of 
trouble, such as being in a car crash, they 
need money for bail, or they are having 
trouble returning from a foreign country. 
The fraudster specifi cally asks that the 
victims to not tell other relatives. There 
may be a call from two people, one pre-
tending to be a person in distress and 
the other pretending to be either a police 
offi cer or a lawyer. The so-called “grand-
child” asks ques-
tions during the 
call, getting victims 
to volunteer person-
al information. Vic-

tims generally don’t verify the story until 
after their money has been sent through 
a wire transfer service or they have pro-
vided access to personal banking or credit 
card information to criminals.

To guard against becoming a victim, 
police advise to fi rst check with another 
family member or trusted friend to verify 
the information before sending any mon-
ey or providing credit card information by 
phone or e-mail. These incidents should 
be reported every time they occur, to al-
low police to investigate and fi nd the per-
petrators.

Those who may have been the victim of 
the Emergency Scam should contact the 
local police service or Crime Stoppers at 
1-800-222-8477 (TIPS).

“Increasing awareness is the fi rst step 
toward reducing the devastating impact 
of all forms of fraud, particularly to our 
most vulnerable citizens,” commented 
OPP Deputy Commissioner Scott Tod. “I 
can’t stress enough the importance of re-
porting any scam. This allows police to in-
vestigate, lay charges, and to warn others 
to minimize the chances of further victim-
ization.”

“The immense profi ts made through 
fraud are often funnelled back into crim-
inal organizations to fuel illegal activi-
ties which threaten public safety,” added 
Inspector Paul Beesley, of the OPP An-
ti-Rackets Branch. “Protect yourself and 
your community — Hang up the phone or 
delete the e-mail!”

Search warrant executed
A 40-year-old Bolton man is facing a number of charges after 

Caledon OPP executed a search warrant March 13.
Police report members of the Street Crime Unit and the 

Emergency Response Team, along with representatives from 
the Drug Enforcement Unit and Organized Crime Enforcement 
Bureau responded to a home in Bolton. The warrant recovered a 
quantity of drugs, believed to cocaine, crack cocaine, oxycodone 
and crystal methamphetamine and a variety of prescription 
drugs. They also seized two conducted energy weapons (stun 
guns) from the residence.

The man was charge with three counts of traffi cking, seven 
counts of possession of a schedule 1 substance, one count of pos-
session of property obtained by crime, two counts of unautho-
rized possession of a weapon and a further charge of disobeying 
a court order regarding the possession of a prohibited weapon.

Low-income seniors and people with disabilities 
can be eligible for a rebate from the Town of Caledon 
over damage suffered during December’s ice storm.

The storm struck much of the Greater Toronto 
Area, including Caledon, Dec. 21, causing extensive 
damage to trees and power lines on both public and 
private property. Caledon council recently estab-
lished a rebate program to assist low income seniors 

and persons with disabilities with costs associated 
with the removal and clean-up of ice storm tree de-
bris, and (or) out of pocket costs for the restoration of 
electricity on private property related to the exterior 
of the home, provided that all of the eligibility re-
quirements are met. The program allows for a rebate 
of up to $200 per household.

For low-income seniors to qualify, the property 
owner or that’s person’s spouse must be 65 years of 
age or older by April 30, 2014; be in receipt of the 
monthly guaranteed income supplement as provided 
under the Old Age Security Act (Canada); be contin-
uously assessed as the owner and reside on residen-
tial real property within the Town of Caledon for not 
less than fi ve years immediately preceding April 30, 
2014; and provide eligible receipts related to the ice 
storm clean-up for removal of tree debris and (or) out 
of pocket costs for the restoration of electricity on pri-
vate property related to the exterior of the home.

For low-income people with disabilities to qualify, 
the property owner or spouse be in receipt of benefi ts 
under the Ontario Disability Support Program Act 
(ODSPA) and provide a copy of benefi t statement; 
be continuously assessed as the owner and reside 
on residential real property within Caledon for not 
less than fi ve years immediately preceding April 30, 
2014; and provide eligible receipts related to the ice 
storm clean-up for removal of tree debris and (or) out 
of pocket costs for the restoration of electricity on pri-
vate property related to the exterior of the home.

The completed application form along with sup-
porting receipts and documentation must be sub-
mitted to the Town by June 30 to be eligible for the 
rebate program.

This rebate, where allowed, will be an outright 
grant made by the Town and will not entail repay-
ment of any kind.

The Bartlett Gallery will be presenting 
Out of the Cage, an exhibition of 25 paint-
ings by Canadian artistic, social justice 
advocate and man-on-the-periphery Men-
delson Joe.

The show will run from March 26 to 
April 20, with an opening reception March 
30 from 1 to 4 p.m.

Those familiar with Joe lore know 
he taught himself to paint in 1975, af-
ter plucking a box of discarded acrylics 
from a Toronto garbage bin. And, like the 
pointed social critiques that saturate the 
music he made throughout the last sever-
al decades, he is famous for portraits that 
mock politicians and revere cultural lumi-
naries, poking and provoking the Cana-
dian consciousness with images of rump-
faced prime ministers and the nearly 300 
portraits in his compelling tribute series 
Working Women.

He is, however, a man of two preoccupa-

tions, and Out of the Cage is an exhibition 
that will showcase a softer side of Joe.

This collection of new landscape paint-
ings refl ect what he called an “obsession 
with natural beauty.” These are the north-
ern Ontario scenes that balm his soul.

Joe is a fi gure quick to name both his 
anger and his capacity for hope.

“Hope is,” he said, “all I’ve got for this 
much-ravaged planet, the true mother of 
all life to which many of us refer as Moth-
er Earth or Mother Nature. So, the spine 
of my inspiration that keeps me vital to 
create is hope.”

In the introduction to the 2012 ECW 
Press publication Joe’s Ontario, Sotheby’s 
Canada president David P. Silcox put it 
thus: “Even with his awareness of . . . hu-
manity’s less noble characteristics, (Joe) 
still comes to landscape art and Mother 
Nature with the innocence and wonder of 
a six- or seven-year-old child.”

Joe’s landscapes are social commentary 
of a different kind: expressions of awe for 
the raw power and gentle purity of nature, 
and a reminder of all that’s at stake when 
“human meddling” encroaches too far.

Joe has been called “the quintessential 
Canadian outsider artist,” a “famous re-
cluse” and a “one-man passion-play.”

Since 2000, he has elected to live and to 
create in the northern Ontario landscape 
that has long been an antidote to his an-
ger. Like Tom Thomson before him, he 
sojourned north to paint Muskokan land-
scapes in Algonquin Park before leaving 
Toronto permanently for his cabin in the 
Almaguin Highlands. From there, he pens 
letters to Parliament, records music and 
paints his portraits and landscapes — all 
endeavours that refl ect his mixed senti-
ment in The Canada Song: “I’ve heard the 
news and I’ve got the blues” and yet, “it’s 
so nice to be right here in Canada.”

Joe has attached titles like “Respite” 

and “Therapy” and “A Reason to Live” 
to canvases that capture ice breaking on 
lake water at night; the otherworldly co-
lours of a summertime sunset; the radi-
ant reds and greens of early fall. This is 
homage to the stuff — the rocks, water 
and trees — that heals him. Silcox called 
Joe’s landscapes “real in the way dreams 
are real.”

Like his portraits, they are recogniz-
able, altered to refl ect the way Joe sees 
and feels and thinks about what he is wit-
nessing.

During the March 30 reception, guests 
will have a very rare chance to connect 
with the artist himself. At 3 p.m., Joe 
will call in, via Skype. In his own writing 
about his landscapes, Joe calls out: “Come 
and witness my heavens.”

Peel Region’s Human Services depart-
ment is partnering with the Certified Gen-
eral Accountants (CGA) of Ontario, Peel
Chapter, once again this year to offer free
income tax preparation services for low in-
come individuals and families.

CGA of Ontario, Peel Chapter, will be
preparing tax returns in March and April
as part of Canada Revenue Agency's Com-
munity Volunteer Income Tax Program.
Advance registration is required.

This service is available to individuals
with a gross income (before deductions) of
less than $30,000; single-parent families
with a gross income (before deductions) of
less than $35,000; and couples with gross
income (before deductions) less than
$40,000.

Income Tax returns with the following
types of income and/or expenses do not
qualify for volunteer tax assistance as
these types of returns are more complex
and require additional time to prepare —
rental income (or losses); business income

(or losses); foreign income; capital gains
(or losses); employment expenses; support
payments (paid or received); interest in-
come exceeding $1,000; returns for de-
ceased individuals; returns for bankrupt
individuals; and corporate or trust income
tax returns.

This service is available for residents of
Ontario only. E-filing is also available at
all locations. In the event that e-filing is
not available due to technical difficulties,
accountants will prepare paper copies of
the tax return and clients will be respon-
sible for mailing their completed return to
the Canada Revenue Agency. E-filing is
not available for those submitting a tax re-
turn for the first time.

I freely admit I have terrible handwrit-
ing. I always have, and I always will.

That caused me a lot of grief when I
was a kid, but it’s been many years since
it has really bothered me; my school
teachers be damned.

The reason the issue has popped into
my head again is over a news story that
was getting some play late last week. It
dealt with the fact that today’s school kids
evidently can’t write in cursive.

If you’re unfamiliar with that term,
don’t get too upset. I had never heard of it
either, prior to Friday morning’s teaser
before the 7 o’clock news. And the guy on
the radio was issuing the warning that it
had nothing to do with cursing.

What it has to do with is handwriting.
Or going back almost 50 year to when I
was a little kid in school, writing, as op-
posed to printing.

According to Wikipedia (I do realize
that’s not the greatest source available for
background material, but for these pur-
poses, it will serve), cursive is
defined as “any style of pen-
manship in which the sym-
bols of the language are
written in a conjoined and/or
flowing manner, generally for
the purpose of making writ-
ing faster.”

Those of you reading this
who are 50-something or
older probably have memo-
ries of your primary teachers,
those masters of splitting
hairs, who were insistent
that the letters in all your
written work were properly
formed, and there were stiff
penalties if your work didn’t measure up.
Thus I spent a lot of my school time in the
mid to late ‘60s in the proverbial dog-
house. And of course my teachers ratted
me out to my parents (in some cases, with
a certain amount of relish), meaning I got
an extra dose of bawling out when I got
home.

Even in Grade 1, my printing was noth-
ing to write home about, in the proverbial
sense. As I have already alluded, my
teacher found it something to write home
about in the very real sense. And things
didn’t improve as time progressed.

In my younger years, I was a little boy
who was very eager to please. Thus I had
a vested interest in doing my best at all of
my subjects at school. It was one of the
ways of trying to make sure my TV privi-
leges didn’t get revoked. Yet I was never
able to master the art of neat printing or
writing, at least not to the satisfaction of
anyone who counted in those days. One of
my teachers once speculated it might have
something to do with the coordination
within my hands. This guy, my Grade 5
teacher, was also among the most strict
when it came to such issues, and this was
during a period in history when teachers
were allowed to use physical force on their
young charges. This teacher did it with an
enthusiasm that bordered on being sadis-
tic, although he probably thought it was
to his credit that he confined the rough
stuff to the boys. He left the girls alone,
but the boys (all the boys) got clouted with
regularity. I don’t wonder why my mother
went to her grave with deep misgivings
about the public education system.

But in fairness to the man, he may
have had a point. I have never been espe-
cially good with my hands. I sometimes
marvel that I have learned to type as well
as I do (and even that is none too good).

The point of the aforementioned news
story was that students in the Toronto
Catholic District School Board might be los-
ing the ability to understanding and use
cursive writing, and trustees there think
that’s an issue that needs to be addressed.

According to the media accounts I have
read, instruction in cursive is first ad-
dressed in Grade 3, according to the
Provincial curriculum. Indeed, it was in
Grade 3 that I was first introduced to
what I knew as “writing” in those days,
and not a second prior to when the teacher
decreed. Indeed, I well remember a class-
mate being soundly reprimanded for put-
ting a bit too much curl into the vertical
portion of his “a”s. The coverage I read

went on to state that there is currently no
requirement that cursive writing be
taught.

In the midst of this media attention, I
find myself wondering what all the fuss is
about. There are certain things we have
been taught because we need to know
them, but I have spent the bulk of my life
wondering why it was so all-fired impor-
tant that my handwriting be a thing of
beauty. Granted, any written word is
worthless if no one can read it, but that
doesn’t mean it has to approach the level
of calligraphy.

How many of us actually write any
more? At work, I have to write the occa-
sional note, usually dealing with a mes-
sage I have taken for someone. Such notes
are very brief, and usually involve little
more than a name and phone number. My
wife and I seldom exchange written mes-
sages, largely because we’re still rather
fond of each other, so verbal communica-
tion works rather well. And we both have

cell phones, so we can contact
each other in a hurry. I just
proved it by calling her on her
cell as I wrote this sentence —
it really wasn’t necessary,
since she was sitting about
five feet away from me, and it
was also pointless, since her
phone was turned off, but you
get the idea.

We all use computers and
email to communicate if we
need to, and most if us have
learned to master typewriter
keyboards.

There was a time when
being able to communicate

with handwriting was essential, but those
days are basically in the past. There are
some people who still send hand-written
letters through the mail. I get notes at
Christmas from my relatives in Ireland
that are written in pen, while the notes I
send are typed (I think too well of the folks
across the pond to subject them to my
crummy scrawl).

The thought of preserving the art of
handwriting is nice, but not essential,
thanks to technology. There was a time
when a person wanting to drive an auto-
mobile needed to know how to work a
clutch. But thanks to automatic transmis-
sions, that is no longer the case, and stan-
dard transmissions are becoming
something of a rarity.

It is a reality that some skills become
obsolete over time. Many years ago, a
woman keeping a home would have
known how to churn butter. Er . . . Ladies?

I’m not knocking all education. There
are a lot of things taught in school that
made no sense to us as kids, but they are
beneficial in later life.

Basic work with numbers is a great ex-
ample. Just try and get through your in-
come tax form in the next couple of weeks
without some low-grade math.

I never really appreciated the value of
mathematics and the related education
until I read Bill Clinton’s memoirs. One of
the points he made is math is basically
about solving problems, and developing a
problem-solving mentality can carry one
far in life.

There’s a better example closer to
home.

My late mother used to do volunteer
work in the gift shop at her local hospital
(the hospital at which I was born). Natu-
rally, flowers were a big-selling item in
the shop. From what my mom told me,
there was a rather complicated formula
for accepting the inventory of flowers from
the supplier during a given day (I think
disposal of previous days’ inventory was
involved too). She once related to me a
scene she played out with the supplier, as
they both went through the formula; he
with a calculator and my mom with pencil
and paper.

“Seven nines are 63,” she said as she
figured.

“How do you know that?” the supplier
replied, mystified at my old lady’s calcu-
lating skills.

Don’t worry. I can do such basic calcu-
lating too. I just hope you can make out
my figures.

‘Elder Trudeau’
wasn’t that bad

I’m starting to suspect that Claire Hoy is maybe not a Lib-
eral supporter.

In his recent column, “Government by Chargex,” Hoy was
appalled that Federal Liberal Leader Justin Trudeau made
“promises of full employment, real jobs, a clean environment,
national unity . . .” Was he saying the Conservatives are
much more sensible to pursue high unemployment, menial
jobs, pollution and disunity? He also took issue that at our
convention in Montreal, the Liberals adopted resolutions for
“a National Transportation Strategy, a National Energy
Strategy, a National Grid Strategy, a National Manufactur-
ing Strategy, several National Strategies for Childhood De-
velopment, a National Framework for Mental Health, a
National Action Plan on Disability, a National Water Policy,
a National Pharmacare Program, a National Youth Jobs
Strategy, a Science-based Innovation Strategy and a Trans-
formative Canadian Infrastructure Investment Plan.”

We know our Conservative government is against science-
based decision making, but is Hoy also against having strate-
gies in place to deal with our future?

Hoy’s real concern seems to be that Liberals may engage
in deficit spending like the Pierre Trudeau days. I suppose
the even larger deficits the Conservatives subsequently
racked up under Brian Mulroney were just fine and the 10
successive Chretien-Martin Liberal surplus years the Harper
Conservatives promptly turned into seven years of deficits
were OK. Of course, what really counts is the debt-to-GDP
ratio — how much we owe compared to how much we earn as
a country. The fact is that according to government statistics,
in the last 50 years, Canada’s debt to GDP ratio hit its lowest
point at about 12 per cent in 1975 under (surprise, surprise)
Trudeau Liberals, down from 30 per cent the Diefenbaker
Conservatives left behind in 1962. It is true that with a re-
cession, 12 per cent inflation rates and world-wide “stagfla-
tion,” we ended back at a 28 per cent ratio for Trudeau’s last
year. But that pales compared to the path the Mulroney Con-
servatives took us on, which peaked at a 72 per cent ratio be-
fore the Chretien Liberals tamed the deficit and started
paying down debt in 1996. The Chretien-Martin Liberals set
us on a fiscal path that brought us back down to a 32 per cent
ratio by 2008, a trend the Harper Conservatives reversed to
take us to 34.5 per cent today. Based on government docu-
mented numbers over the last 50 years then, it’s the Liberals
that presided over decreases in the debt to GDP ratio while
the Conservatives have taken us ever higher into debt. Just
who is the fiscally responsible party here, Mr. Hoy?

Hoy started his article with a diatribe against Pierre
Trudeau. He stated “Like father, like son,” as if that is a bad
thing. I grew into adulthood in the elder Trudeau’s time.
Those were good and proud years. Trudeau as Justice Minis-
ter recognized that “the government has no business in the
nation’s bedrooms,” a radical thought then that we take for
granted today. He crushed the terrorist FLQ organization;
Canada was known for our “blue berets” who were respected
world-wide for keeping the peace; Canada loved Kennedy but
Trudeau steered us clear of Vietnam; he went to China before
Nixon; he made peace with Cuba; our word meant something
and we were sought out in NATO and the UN as honest bro-
kers; we were admired with Americans disguising themselves
as Canadian when they travelled the world. He brought us
multi-culturalism, which today sees our widely diverse peo-
ples get along remarkably well. He brought our constitution
home and established our Charter of Rights and Freedoms
that set principle as the basis of law.

“Chip off the old block” Hoy asks? We can only hope.

Bernard Baruch, the late American fin-
ancier and statesman, once advised people
to “Vote for the man who promises least;
he’ll be the least disappointing.”

A bit cynical, but not much of a stretch
considering politicians’ penchant to say one
thing while running for office and doing
something entirely different when in office.

Which brings us to Liberal Leader Justin
Trudeau, the flashy, new-kid-on-the-block
leader who, for the most part, is enjoying
general adoration in the mainstream media
despite his consistently empty rhetoric and
some pretty stupid gaffes.

But one thing that Trudeau did seem to
be sincere about was his promise to break
with partisan tradition and allow the party
membership to freely chose their riding
candidates in an open and above-board
nomination process. Well, so much for
promises.

(But then, his promise to avoid the temp-
tation of acting dictatorially, as Stephen
Harper is often accused of doing, also went
by the wayside recently when, without even
discussing the matter with his caucus or
Liberal Senators, he booted the Senators
out of his caucus on the spot. Whether
that’s a good idea or not is not the issue
here. It’s just that for a guy who loves to ac-
cuse Harper and NDP Leader Thomas Mul-
cair of being high-handed, it wasn’t exactly
a good example of listening to different
viewpoints before taking action.)

But we digress. Back to the open nomina-
tion pledge, a promise he repeated many
times but, alas, clearly had no intention of
keeping.

Former Liberal candidate Christine
Innes, the wife of former Liberal MP and
junior cabinet minister Tony Ianno – was
hoping to get the Liberal nod to run in the
next election in the reconstituted Toronto
riding of Toronto Centre – which, like many
GTA ridings, is being split into three – but
was told in no uncertain terms by the Lib-
eral honchos in Ottawa that she wasn’t wel-
come.

Not only that, the party launched a public
smear campaign against her and her hus-
band, accusing them – without supplying a
shred of evidence – of using “intimidation
and bullying” tactics in order to lure sup-
porters to her side and away from the
newly-elected Liberal “star” candidate
Chrystia Freeland.

(When Freeland was seeking the nomina-
tion in the riding – which had been vacated
by Bob Rae, thereby causing a by-election,
it was equally clear that Trudeau wanted
her as the candidate and the promise of an
“open” nomination system rang hollow then
as well.)

Fact is, Innes, who has a much longer
personal history in the riding, was doing
better than Freeland, the Liberals’ Chosen
One, in recruiting votes for her side, a situ-
ation which Trudeau could not allow to de-
velop.

So they came up with this scenario that
the Innes-Ianno  camp were these two long-
time Liberals – as opposed to Freeland, a
classic political carpetbagger, who was
parachuted in by the party with no mean-
ingful connection at all to the riding – were
somehow being disrespectful of the process
and doing horrible things to get the nomi-
nation away from Freeland.

Ianno said she was “quite shocked” by al-
legations, which she said were “totally
baseless and without merit… The Cana-
dian public’s cynicism about politics can
only be erased if we as a party refuse to ac-
cept backroom deal-making and intimida-
tion,” she said.

But Ontario campaign co-chair David
MacNaughton said barring Innes is in-
tended to send all Liberals a message. No
doubt it is.

MacNaughton says that messages is,
“We’re not going to go back to the days of
the Hatfields and McCoys in the Liberal
party. …Derogatory remarks were made to
several young, enthusiastic Liberals about
one of our leading MPs. Suggestions were
made to volunteers that their future in the
Liberal party would be in jeopardy if they
were on the ‘wrong side’ in a nomination
battle,” he said in an e-mail to Innes.

Really? Can he name names? Cite actual
examples? Well, no, says MacNaughton, ac-
knowledging that he personally has seen no
evidence that Innes has been personally in-
volved in such alleged conduct.

But then, why does that matter? The
leader has spoken. And excuse is needed.
And if Innes gets smeared, well, what the
hell, that’s politics.

And indeed it is. And the real message to
Liberals is that forget about Trudeau’s
promises of an open process – “I’m in
charge. And if you go up against me, you’re
toast.”

To quote Innes, in what is really an un-
derstatement on Trudeau’s pledge, “This
seems to be at variance with the leader’s
commitment to open and fair nominations.”

It also tells you how much a Trudeau
promise is worth.

This April, Family Transition Place
(FTP) will be offering three programs to
assist women and children who have come
from or dealt with unhealthy family dy-
namics or abuse.

Registration for the programs are open,
providing women with the opportunity to
sign up for the closed groups, which
mostly run for 10 weeks.

“All of these groups are around, taking
the time to build and increase a person’s
sense of self, so that they feel stronger and
they feel more empowered,” said Lynette
Pole-Langdon, manager of counselling
programs at FTP. “They feel like they’re
making choices for their own lives, which
they feel will lead them into the happier,
more satisfying life that they want to be
living.”

The programs, Journey to Healing,
Stepping Forward and Peaceful Families
(also known as the Child Witness group),
are designed to address specific needs and
issues surrounding women and children
who have lived with any form of abuse or
have been exposed to unhealthy relation-
ship and family dynamics.

“We need to have resources available to
people that are free and confidential,”
Pole-Langdon said. “One of the big things
these groups do is help to break down
stigma and decrease the silence that exists
around unhealthy relationships.”

Journey to Healing, which begins April
4, is a group for women who have experi-
enced unhealthy or abusive relationship
dynamics with a family member, whether
it was an intimate partner, parent or other
relative. It helps them to focus on ideas
and experiences to heal them from the
past and educates them on how harmful
effects of the abuse do not need to last for-
ever.

“It’s a group that’s part psycho-educa-
tional, but it’s also therapeutic too,” Pole-
Langdon explained. “People learn a lot of
information, but there’s also the process-
ing portion where people can talk about
how their experiences have impacted
them, and learn coping strategies and

ways to make changes in their life so they
feel like it can be the better kind of life
they want to be living.”

Beginning April 3, Stepping Forward is
designed to provide a blend of both educa-
tional and expressive activities through-
out the 10-week program, addressing
issues linked to trauma and addiction ex-
periences. Along with educating women on
the issues, the body’s response to trau-
matic stress and how it can effect mental
health, it also introduces women to new
ideas about self-care, self-soothing and
self-expression.

“It looks a little bit deeper into how
trauma and unhealthy relationships can
impact people,” Pole-Langdon said.
“Specifically, it talks about behaviours
that are common when someone has been
through trauma in their lives, or un-
healthy relationships or abuse, such as
turning to substances to cope. It may also
impact mental health in terms of feeling
anxiety, depression or trauma related
symptoms.”

The Peaceful Families group, which be-
gins April 1 and runs for 11 weeks, is
slightly different, in that the group is for
mothers and children between the ages of
five and 16 who have experienced un-
healthy family dynamics (such as a diffi-
cult separation), or abuse in the home. The
mothers and children are in separate
groups that focus on dealing with the sit-
uations.

For mothers, the group looks at how to
deal with children who are impacted by
these unhealthy relationships and dynam-
ics, how to identify when they are express-
ing anger or other behavioural issues as a
reaction, and how to re-establish healthy
relationships in the home.

“The mom’s group focuses around help-
ing moms gain greater awareness around
the impact that unhealthy family dynam-
ics may have on kids in the home,” Pole-
Langdon explained. “All the groups
happen at the same time on the same
night and we try to make sure that every-
one is learning about the same topic,

whether it’s about anger, or unhealthy
family dynamics impact people’s emo-
tions.”

The children are split into their respec-
tive age categories and focus on the differ-
ence between healthy and unhealthy
relationships, the changes they may have
experienced in their home, as well as
safety and building their self-esteem in
those situations.

“With each group, the message is tai-
lored,” Pole-Langdon said. “Moms are
learning about how to support kids that
are showing signs of anger and acting out,
and the children’s groups are focused
around identifying when they are angry
and what is making them angry and in-
creasing their awareness around the var-
ious topics.”

She added that while no one is forced or
expected to share their stories and their
experiences, the groups provide a safe,
comforting environment where they are
able to share if they want to. This is part
of the reason the groups are closed, as it
provides familiarity and a sense of secu-
rity.

“A closed group means that we ask peo-
ple to register for them ahead of time, as
ideally we want to start the group with the
same people we are going to finish the
group with,” she said. “We don’t want the
disruption of seeing faces come and go
during the group, we want people to be
comfortable and see familiar faces
throughout the duration of the program.”

As far as the response goes from people
who have attended the group, the only
“complaint” they have received is that at-
tendants wish the groups ran for longer
than 10 weeks.

“That 10 weeks is great, but because
they finally found a place where they feel
safe, a place where they can talk and a
place they make connections with the
other people in the group, they want them
to continue,” Pole-Langdon said.

The hope is that these programs will fill
up quickly with people who are really in
need of the services they provide to the

community. One of the biggest deterrents,
Pole-Langdon explained, is that life often
can get in the way.

“I think sometimes in our lives, we all
get so busy, and it’s hard to make time
outside of the everyday things we need to
do, like work and taking care of the kids
and that kind of thing,” she said. “We re-
ally hope people can take the time to par-
ticipate in these groups.”

Despite the programs being designed
solely for women, Pole-Langdon added it’s
important that the community know they
also offer individual counselling services
for men who have experienced sexual
abuse. If there is enough of a need in that
area, it is foreseeable that they would be
able to start running programs geared to-
wards men in the future.

After bowing out of the 2014 Junior 

C playoffs with a loss to the Schomberg 
Cougars in the quarter-fi nal round, the 
Caledon Junior C Golden Hawks will do 
what every other team does in the off sea-
son — plan for next year.

The Hawks had a respectable season, 
fi nishing in fourth place in the Georgian 
Mid Ontario Hockey League with a 21-19 
record and 47 points.

They started the season with new coach 
Sandy McCarthy and quite a few return-
ing players, determined to have a better 
result in 2013-14.

The team ran into trouble midway in 
the season when they lost a few key play-
ers due to injury and school commitments.

“I think something that we learned 
from this year is it’s important to keep 
that synergy early in the season,” said 
Club President Jake MacIntyre. “Those 
games you put away gives you a chance 
to get one round under your belt to get 
all those playoff jitters out of the way, be-
cause you’re seeded higher. In Schomberg, 
it was unfortunate we went in the fi rst 
round, because we knew it would be a 
good series between the two teams be-
cause we are similar in our playing style.”

Filling the missing spots on the team 
are key of producing a well rounded 

squad, MacIntyre said.
“If you look at the kids from last season 

that returned, they were the main core 
that we built and branched out from,” he 
added. “It becomes, ‘here is what we have, 
and this is what we need’.”

With McCarthy on the bench this sea-
son, the team responded well to the for-
mer NHLer’s methods and had a lot of 
respect for his experience.

“When he talked, they listened,” Mac-
Intyre observed. “He’s been there, he’s 
done it. He knows what it takes to be 
there. It’s not like he was given anything 
on a silver spoon. He earned it. When he 
says something they listen.”

McCarthy led the Alliston Hornets to 
back-to-back GMOHL championships in 
2012 and 2013 before making the move 
to the Caledon bench at the start of the 
2013-14 season.

From a player’s perspective, the squad 
improved this year and worked hard on 
their discipline on the ice.

“We had some ups and downs along the 
way, but overall it was better than last 
year,” said defenceman Cody Forgione. 
“It’s not where we wanted to fi nish but we 
where happy with the outcome — some-
what. We kind of slowed down in the later 
half of the season.”

Forgione said the squad appreciated 

having a new coach on the bench.
“Sandy really took care of us,” he said. 

“He treated us like his own family.”
Forgione is returning next season and 

said he is relying on other returning play-
ers to form the nucleus of the team.

“I think we’re going to have a good core 
group of vets — the same guys that came 
back from last year. Hopefully, we’ll get 
some good talent at the summer camps 
and have some good chemistry in the off 
season and bring it to the new season.”

While the squad worked on their on-ice 
discipline this season, they again ended 
the regular season as the team with the 
most penalty minutes in the GMOHL 

and that worked against them in several 
games.

It would also be good to see more Cale-
don residents come out and fi ll up the 
stands during Golden Hawks’ home 
games.
