 Things are moving ahead 

with efforts to have Airport 
Road in Peel known as Veter-
ans Memorial Roadway.

Peel Regional council recent-
ly agreed to appoint Caledon 
Councillors Johanna Downey 
and Jennifer Innis to “champi-
on” the project.

The idea was raised in the 
summer by then Mayor Maro-
lyn Morrison to have a road des-
ignated as a memorial highway 
to honour veterans and peace-
keepers. Morrison has two sons 
in the military who have done 
tours of duty in Afghanistan.

The report to Regional coun-
cil from Commissioner of Public 
Works Dan Labrecque stated 
that various municipalities in 
Ontario have been designating 
certain roads to commemorate 
the service of veterans.

“The purpose of naming a 
roadway honouring veterans 

is to recognize and keep alive 
the memory, achievements and 
sacrifi ces made by those who 
have served and are serving 
Canada in the defence of free-
dom and who have contributed 
to the development of Canada 
as a nation,” he stated.

Airport Road was selected 
because it runs through all 
three of the 
munici-
palities 
in Peel 
( C a l e -
d o n , 
B r a m p -
ton and 
M i s s i s -
s a u g a ) . 
Labrecque 
also report-
ed they were 
looking for an 
arterial road 
with high vis-
ibility, as well 
as historical 
s igni f i cance . 
Airport Road 
was named the 
preferred candidate, but Dixie 
Road, Winston Churchill Bou-
levard and Mississauga Road/
Erin Mills Parkway were also 
considered.

A consultation process has 
started, with the Peel Art Gal-
lery, Museum and Archives 
(PAMA) gathering historical 

information. It was determined 
that Airport Road has consid-
erable historic importance. 
Labrecque pointed out it was 
the access route to Malton for 
thousands of Peel residents 
who were involved in aircraft 
production during the Second 
W o r l d War.

Labrecque said there will 

have to be consideration to 
whether the road should be 
given an additional name or 
if the existing name should be 
replaced. He said an addition-
al name would be the preferred 
option.

Morrison, in the summer, 

said she was not calling for 
replacing the name. She was 
thinking more of the concept 
which has seen a stretch of 
Highway 401 become known 
as The Highway of Heroes. She 
wasn’t expecting people living 
on the road to have to change 
their mailing addresses.

In his presentation to coun-
cil in the summer, Labrecque 
agreed. “Airport Road will al-
ways be Airport Road,” he said 
at the time.

The holiday season is one of the busiest
times of year for Emergency Departments
(ED) across Ontario and at Headwaters
Health Care Centre (Headwaters), staff
and physicians are also seeing an increased
number of patients coming through the
doors for care.

Some of the common reasons why EDs
are busier over the holiday season include
an increase in flu cases, higher rates of
health incidents cause by holiday season
activities, limited availability of community
resources and reduced hours of operation
for doctor’s offices and walk-in clinics. This
holiday season, Headwaters has already
seen a 40 per cent increase in the number
of those patients who visited the ED for
treatment of flu symptoms, compared to
last year.

Headwaters is sharing information with

the community about their options for re-
ceiving care during the holiday season. The
hospital’s website outlines the types of con-
ditions patients can expect to receive treat-
ment for in the ED, and other care options
for those with less complex conditions;
while newspaper ads share helpful tips
aimed at helping people avoid unnecessary
visits to the ED.

“Currently we are doing all we can on
site to ensure patients receive the care they
need despite the increase in volume at our
hospital,” Ahmed commented. “We are also
proactively sharing tips and information
with the community to ensure that people
are well informed about their options for
receiving care if they are ill.”

Caledon council last week approved its

interim property tax levy for the early part
of 2015.

There was also some talk of granting a
bit more grace to residents who are a little
late making their payments. However,
staff said the rules are pretty clear, and
there’s not a lot of room for such moves.

The staff report that went before coun-
cil pointed out that interim tax leviess
have to be collected so the municipality
will have the necessary funds until the
final tax rates are set. The report stated
the Town’s obligations include making the
required payments to Peel Region and the
local school boards.

Staff added that in keeping with past
practices, the installments will be due the
first Thursday of March and May. That
will mean an anticipated $66.1 million
will be collected, with the understanding
that about $21.8 million of that will go to
the Region and another $20,6 million will
go to the school boards.

It was Mayor Allan Thompson who
brought up the issue of penalties for peo-
ple who are late, wondering if there could
be a grace period.

“I know we’re not a bank, but we do
serve our customers,” he remarked,
adding the current procedures can be very
harsh, especially on seniors.

Town Treasurer Peggy Tollett told him
the Town has no choice but to pay the Re-
gion its share by the due date. She added
staff is trying to enforce bylaws that coun-

cil put in place.
Thompson commented that other mu-

nicipalities show some grace, adding this
is a matter of perception, especially since
things can sometimes get tight for seniors.
He said he’s heard a lot of complaints,
adding the way staff is enforcing the rules
is not going over well.

Councillor Doug Beffort wondered if the
Town has the authority to contact taxpay-
ers who are late, telling them they have a
specified number of days before penalties
are charged.

Tollett said that couldn’t be done,
adding there are a number of payment op-
tions if people are having trouble getting
into Town Hall. They include pre-autho-
rized payments, paying online, credit
cards, etc.

Town CAO Doug Barnes added if grace
periods are offered, then they have to be
available to everyone.

Councillor Rob Mezzapelli said he’s
been hearing the same sort of complaints
Thompson was referring to. He also ad-
mitted he was once late getting his pay-
ment in, and had to pay the penalty. He’s
since gone with pre-authorized payments.

But he also stressed the need to seem to
be customer-friendly. His idea was to set
the due date a week before the money has
to go to the Region, but Tollett said that
wouldn’t work either. She said the Town
is required to send the Region’s portion to
them the day after the due date. The
money for the school boards is paid quar-
terly, she added.

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Caledon OPP’s festive Reduce Im-
paired Driving Everywhere (RIDE) cam-
paign conducted 38 spot checks at vari-
ous locations around town last week.

There was only one person charged 
with a drinking and driving offence, and 
he was picked up by offi cers on routine 
patrol.

That happened early Sunday morning 
on Innis Lake Road, south of Old Church 
Road. Police said offi cers saw a south-
bound vehicle with its high beams on at 
about 2:20 a.m. They signalled the driv-
er to switch to low beams, but the driver 
didn’t comply. The offi cers stopped the 
car, and when they spoke to the driver, 

they detected a strong smell of alcohol 
on his breath. The 33-year-old Brampton 
man refused to provide a suitable sam-
ple of his breath, so he was charged.

The spot checks saw 36 drivers being 
required to take and pass tests on road-
side screening devices. There were fi ve 
motorists who had their licences sus-
pended for three days.

A 24-year-old Caledon resident is facing 
charges after Caledon OPP spotted a driv-
er going excessively fast Dec. 13 on Ken-
nedy Road, south of King Street.

 Stunt driving charge laid in town

Extortion, drug importation and traffi ck-
ing schemes by criminal groups are “vic-
timizing our community on a daily basis”, 
according to local police forces, but a signif-
icant dent was made in tackling organized 
crime last week through Project Forza.

Project Forza, a joint operation of police 
forces across the GTA, resulted in the ar-
rests of fi ve men, and arrest warrants out 
for two others, including 30-year-old Dan-
iele Ranieri of Bolton.

Warrants were issued Dec. 16, which re-
sulted in several arrests of members of a 
crime group which police allege is led by 
Ranieri, who is believed to be in Cuba.

“The project has identifi ed multiple as-
sociates that confi rm the group’s criminal-
ity,” said Michael Slack of York Regional 
Police. “Charges identifi ed against mul-
tiple accused include fraud, obstruct jus-
tice, parole violations, drug traffi cking and 
fi re arms offences. During this investiga-
tion, we have seized narcotics, fi rearms, 
$20,000 in cash, ve-
hicles, fi nancial doc-
uments, computers 
and numerous elec-
tronic devices. This 
investigation will 
continue and the 

hard work is certainly not over.”
Police said they suspected the crime 

group came together in a correctional fa-
cility. They served time together, formed 
a group, and committed multiple criminal 
offences, said Inspector Dieter Boeheim of 
York Regional Police, who described the 
suspects as “career criminals.”

Police added that not only do they antic-
ipate further charges will be laid, but that 
“nature abhors a vacuum” and it is import-
ant to remain vigilant against such groups.

Strides are made every day to disrupt 
organized crime in York Region and sur-
rounding areas, added Boeheim. This 
group, he said, presented a “clear threat” 
to communities across the GTA, and York 
Region in particular.

“Our daily efforts to disrupt organized 
crime addresses existing and emerging 
problems and trends that are deemed to 
be the greatest risk to the communities,” 
he said.

Extortion and drug 
importation, and 
traffi cking schemes 
by these criminal 
groups are victim-
izing our communi-
ties on a daily basis. 
We need continued 
public vigilance and 
cooperation in order 
for the police to tar-
get and keep proac-
tive through intel-
ligence-led policing 
in order to deal with 
these violent crimi-
nal groups who cap-
italized on opportu-
nities to exploit our 
democratic society 
and communities.”

BIA will take
over farmers’
market in Bolton

The Town of Caledon is out of the farm-

ers’ market business.
Manager of Economic Development

Norm Lingard recently made the state-
ment as Caledon council agreed that man-
agement of the Bolton Farmers’ Market be
passed on to the local Business Improve-
ment Area (BIA).

The staff report to council stated the
Town, through the economic development
department, ran the market for its first
three years, and that it was “reasonably
successful.” But changes were made going
into the fifth season, which just ended.

The market in Bolton was started by
the Town to make it a community-based
event, with the idea that a community
group would eventuality take it over.

The changes going into the 2014 sea-
son, which ran from June 14 until Oct. 11,
was to change the name from Caledon
Framers’ Market to Bolton Farmers’ Mar-
ket. The location was also changed from
the Albion-Bolton Fairgrounds to Mill
Street, between Queen and Chapel Streets
in the village core. The report stated the
change of location was made to facilitate
working with BIA, as well as to make the
attraction more pedestrian-friendly.

There was also marketing activity lead-
ing up to and during the season.

Total sales at the Bolton market
amounted to a little more that $85,000 the
first year (2010), and the average for the
first three seasons was about $78,500.
There was a sharp drop in 2013 to roughly
$45,000, but 2014 saw the most successful
year ever. Total sales came in at
$143,574.25.

There are two other farmers’ markets
operating in Caledon (one in Inglewood
and the other in SouthFields Village). Lin-
gard told council the Town will be working
with all three in joint marketing effort.

Councillor Rob Mezzapelli observed
that the BIA will be a key component in
making the Bolton market a success.

Lingard told Councillor Nick deBoer
the BIA is adding $6,000 to it’s budget
next year to cover the expense. DeBoer
said that was fine, since the market will
draw a lot of business to the area.

Lingard also told Councillor Doug Bef-
fort the market is at the point of being
self-supporting, as are the other two.

“Neither of these markets has asked us
for contributions,” he said.

BIA President Jimmy Pountney said it
was a cooperative effort between the Town
and BIA to bring this about, and he also
praised to contributions of Pastor Jeff
Enns of Bolton Alliance Church for help-
ing with the volunteer component.

“It’s not really the Town’s kind of job to
run farmers’ market things like that,” he
remarked.

He added the change had been in the
works since last year. “It was a phase-in
concept from Day One,” Pountney said.

He added he was confident things will
continue to work well with the farmers’
market, especially considering its success
this year.

“I don’t really see a change in any-
thing,” he remarked. “We’ve already got
all the same vendors coming back.”

Caledon wins two

velopment.



I was really intrigued by last week’s
news that the United States and Cuba are
going to try and normalize their relations.

Granted, one of the main reasons I was
interested is Cuba is one of the few foreign
countries I’ve visited, although it was 39
years ago. My family flew out Boxing Day
1975 in a blizzard and landed in sunshine.

Canadians had only been travelling to
Cuba for a couple of years at that point, so
the tourism industry down there may not
have quite had its act together. But for the
17-year-old youth who was myself, it was
pretty intriguing.

For example, apart from a couple of il-
licit snorts, that my parents may or may
not have known about, I had had very lit-
tle experience with alcohol, largely be-
cause the law in these parts deemed me
too young. But there was no drinking age
in Cuba, at least at that time (I confess I
don’t know what the regulations are now),
and my parents were pretty liberal in
their response to that. I well remember
my father telling me that there were no
legal issues and I had pesos in my pocket,
so if I felt like going up to the
bar and having myself a
drink, I was to go ahead.

“Just don’t get smashed,”
he told me (his very words).
He should have known bet-
ter, or maybe he actually did.

There are some experi-
ences we always remember,
and I think one’s first hang-
over has to be on that list.
Mine was a whopper. My
head still hurts at the mem-
ory. My brother put it best
when describing the issue to
friends and relatives when we got home —
“He was ILL!”

Despite the illness, mainly of my own
making, there was a lot of interesting
stuff to see down there, especially in Ha-
vana.

My father had done considerable trav-
elling on business in years prior to that,
so he got to spend a lot of time in some of
the great cities of Europe, especially Paris,
London and Barcelona. He had learned
through experience there was one and
only one way to really explore a city, and
that was by walking. So that’s exactly
what my folks did through the streets of
Havana. Had I been older and wiser, I
might have joined them. But I found a few
interesting sights of my own.

We stayed at the National Hotel, which
before the revolution was evidently the
pretty swanky place to stay in Havana.
According to the Hotel’s website (I was a
little surprised that there is such a web-
site), it accommodated the likes of Sir
Winston Churchill, the Duke and Duchess
of Windsor, Tyrone Power, Lucky Luciano,
Rita Hayworth, Ernest Hemingway, Fred
Astaire, César Romero, Gary Cooper, Nel-
son Rockefeller, Frank Sinatra, Spencer
Tracy, Marlon Brando, John Wayne,
Mickey Mantle, Walt Disney and a whole
bunch of other illustrious people.

But long before any of these swell peo-
ple (including the Reas) had checked in,
there were fortifications added to the site
to guard against the likes of pirates, etc.

The entire building was surrounded by
a network of concrete trenches and
bunkers. There was a guy on the tour of
roughly my age named Doug, and he and
I spent the better part of a day orbiting
the facility, checking it all out.

But Cuba was more to me than a dread-
ful hangover and the intriguing ramifica-
tions around a hotel.

I was a Western adolescent in a Com-
munist country for the very first time,
while the Cold War was still raging. Ger-
ald Ford was the American president who
had to watch Vietnam being overrun. I
was a student in a secondary school in
Toronto, having spent my entire public ed-

ucation in the company of children of east-
ern European parents who considered
themselves fortunate to have escaped the
clutches of Stalin and Khrushchev. On the
other hand, I was filled with a certain
amount of youthful idealism that natu-
rally carries with it an attempt to develop
a social conscience. It is a fact that Com-
munism, in its purest form, is based
largely on a concept of a social conscience.
That’s theory, and as is so often the case,
theory and fact can be two very different
things.

I grew up hearing about Communist
regimes in which dissention was not tol-
erated. There was one country, where it
was well documented that the door prize
for doing enough complaining about the
way things were being run was an all-ex-
pense-paid trip to Siberia for you and
yours.

But I had also read that Cuba was dif-
ferent.

Thus I was a very curious and naïve
young man when I went to Cuba.

What I saw did not make me a fan of
the Castro regime, although
there was no denying the peo-
ple there adored him.

The fanciest vehicles we
saw were the buses on which
tourists like us were taken
from place to place. They were
even equipped with bars, and
I had my first legal beer on
the bus from the airport into
Havana. Most of the cars we
saw from the bus looked like
they were straight out of the
1950s, except for the taxies,
which were relatively modern

(by the standards of the ‘70s) Chevs.
The sides of the roads were filled with

billboards advertising only one thing; the
Revolution, with many of them bearing a
picture of Fidel, and sometimes other
prominent Communists (I remember one
sign with the pictures of Fidel and Ho Chi
Minh).

There were tour guides on the buses,
pointing out objects of interest that we
passed, with emphasis on how good the
revolution was and how bad others were,
including Americans and Fulgencio
Batista, the man Fidel overthrew. The
words “bad man” were used whenever
Batista was referred to.

There was one positive reference to
Americans that was pointed out to us. Our
attention was directed to a park, in the
middle of which was a pedestal with a
bust of Abraham Lincoln.

One the most telling moments came
when one of the people on the tour asked
one of the guides where Fidel lived.

“He lives in the hearts of the people,”
was the reply she received, and that was
the only reply such a question was going
to get. It was obvious that the guide was
briefed on how to respond to that inquiry.

“Home is where you hang your hat,” my
brother muttered, as if there was any-
thing else that could have been said at a
time like that.

The news that came out last week was
good, if for no other reason than there’s lit-
tle to be gained by nations being at odds
against each other.

Granted, the Bay of Pigs fiasco proba-
bly shouldn’t have happened, but that was
more than 50 years ago. Lots of time to
bury hatchets.

Indeed, that debacle might not have
been necessary, at least according to one
of my heroes from history; Harry S. Tru-
man.

He blamed his successor as American
President, Dwight Eisenhower (it is well
documented in history that the two men
had very little use for each other), for ba-
sically sitting and doing nothing while
Fidel aligned himself with the Soviets.

How different might have history been!

Bill Rea’s column, “It’ll soon be time to go to Mars” (Dec. 11,
2014) was a welcome prompt to keep our eyes fixed on the bigger
picture.

As I enter my seventh decade, I realize I recall the whole of
man’s long drawn-out and often halting romance with getting
off-planet. I was around for Sputnik and Telstar satellites, Yuri
Gagarin, Mariner 2 to Venus as the first successful spacecraft,
the launches of Voyagers 1 and the amazing Voyager 2 that flew
past Neptune and is still transmitting at 37 years out, the Apollo
program and the moon landing, the Space Shuttles, the Inter-
national Space Station, and Philae landing on Comet 67P last
month.

Travelling off-planet is the great human adventure of our age,
but it has yet to seem as important to much of our population as
the sea voyages to the New World became to our ancestors. Each
time we identify new frontiers to travel across, we underesti-
mate the technical difficulties we will face. Yet as a species, we
yearn to keep moving outwards, and likely always will until we
are extinct. Our adventures beyond our atmosphere, while tak-
ing much longer than pundits thought when I was a young man,
are our security against that extinction occurring. Travelling to
new lands out in the vastness of the galaxy may well be our best
option for continuing to evolve. Yet so many of us are no longer
looking up at the night sky with longing and awe.

Part of the problem is our lighting up the night as we strive
to be productive 24 hours in each day. When my kids were
teenagers, we would lie on the beach outside a rental cottage at
the northeast corner of Lake Superior looking up at the night
sky. On a clear night, the whole Milky Way was in view above
that vast and remote lake and landscape. Its thousands of twin-
kling stars formed a wondrously detailed panorama that most
never see today. Somewhere across that sky, a summer meteor
fell every minute or two and, even that long ago, several human-
launched satellites could be seen at any one time as tiny but
sharp dots moving evenly and quickly through near space.

Thank you for redrawing our attention to the wonders above
us at this darkest time of our year.

Peel Newcomer Strategy Group
(PNSG) recently announced the launch
of its Collective Impact report aimed at
supporting alignment, capacity and build
momentum across the newcomer sector
in the region.

The report focuses on how PNSG, as a
back-bone organization, is focused on
championing coordinated activities and
moving toward a system of accountability
and measurement to support successful
outcomes for newcomers in collaboration
with its partners.

The report supports the common vision
as recommended by PNSG’s Central Plan-
ning Table to ensure the successful inclu-
sion of newcomers into all aspects of the
community, embracing everyone’s contri-
bution and ensuring well being for all.

“We are excited about the official
launch of PNSGs Collective Impact work
and community report,” commented
PHSG Director Aamna Ashraf. “We know
that social change and collective impact
cannot be achieved through one organiza-

tion alone. Through collaboration and a
shared vision, PNSG is bringing together
cross-sectoral partners around a shared
vision and coordinated activities to im-
prove outcomes for newcomers, while sup-
porting the Region of Peel as a strong,
vibrant and diverse community.”

At its Annual Community Meeting,
Ashraf outlined the four strategic priori-
ties and corresponding measurement indi-
cators of the Collective Impact Report,
which includes the following results: Serv-
ice for all newcomers are accessible and
people centre; effective employment for all
newcomers in Peel; coordinated planning
for services across Peel Region for all new-
comers; and host communities are recep-
tive to all newcomers.

The report details findings for each in-
dicator including gaps in cultural and lin-
guistic appropriate services, a need for
data and mapping opportunities for serv-
ice providers, and more in depth data and
analysis on welcoming of newcomers, to
name a few.

Findings from the report have already
produced significant results. PNSG is
partnering with the Region to participate
in its Environics survey to analyze posi-
tive attitudes toward newcomers. PNSG
and its Service Delivery Network held a
series of consultations with community
members and service providers in an effort
to hear about how to best improve and
identify gaps in service coordination, lead-
ing the launch of the development of a ro-

bust and interactive Peel Data Centre
Tool.

Among the speakers at the Annual
Community Meeting was a keynote ad-
dress from Dr. Kwame McKenzie, CEO of
the Wellesley Institute who said, “Com-
munities under stress do not move ahead.
PNSG pulls communities forward through
collective impact.”

Oh my. Here we are at Christmas time,
when everybody talks about peace and joy
and all that stuff, and wondering how last
week became such a lousy week for
democracy both in Ontario and Alberta.

First, Alberta, where the Tories enjoy
the longest ongoing political dynasty in
Canadian history, more than 43 years and
counting.

You likely know that nine members of
the official opposition Wildrose Party, in-
cluding party leader Danielle Smith,
crossed the floor to join the ruling Tories,
leaving just five Wildrose MLAs in the
Legislature and giving Tory Premier Jim
Prentice 72 or the 87 seats.

Just two years after 440,000 Albertans
voted Wildrose, this shameless gang of op-
portunists gave those voters the finger
and slinked across the floor to the govern-
ment side.

Sadly, one of the architects of this anti-
democratic sell-out was Preston Manning,
the founder of the old Reform Party and a
man who used to be worthy of great re-
spect in this space. There was a time
when principle, not pragmatism, guided
Manning. No more. Not long ago, for ex-
ample, he wrote an op-ed column in The
Globe and Mail saying the best way to
bring in a carbon tax is – wait for it? – to
avoid calling it a “tax.” In other words,
rule by subterfuge. Pity.

I have always  believed that if politi-
cians want to cross the floor, fine. But
they should first resign and then offer
themselves in a by-election so that the
voters – whose votes they otherwise have
cavalierly discounted – have the opportu-
nity to either endorse their new status or
kick them out. 

People vote for many different reasons,
but undoubtedly one of the strongest mo-
tivators is the party, whether or not you
agree or disagree with the specific plat-
form. 

So if say you voted Wildrose instead of
Conservative, Liberal or NDP, and your
candidate won, you have every right to ex-
pect your candidate will pursue the plat-
form the party offers. And if that
candidate decides to switch, then you are
entitled to a do-over. Period.

Now, Ontario.
You may also know that the OPP de-

clared last week that the Ontario Liberal
caucus – of which current premier Kath-
leen Wynne was a prominent member,
lest we conveniently forget – paid a senior

aide to Dalton McGuinty $10,000 to wipe
computer hard drives in the premier’s of-
fice to hide emails about the politically
motivated decision prior to the 2011 elec-
tion to cancel two gas plants.

Wynne has always claimed complete in-
nocence of any knowledge and/or involve-
ment in this decision – even though she
was a senior minister at the time and vice-
chair of the party’s election campaign
team – yet when the opposition parties
tried to force a Queen’s Park committee to
investigate the scandal she ordered the
majority Liberals to shut down any inves-
tigation. Nice.

Then there is the sorry spectacle in Sud-
bury, where just a few months ago the
people gave NDP candidate Joe Cimino a
slight victory over Liberal Andrew Olivier.
Just months into his term, Cimino re-
signed “for family reasons,” setting up a
by-election to fill the seat. Fine, so far.

Olivier, a wheelchair-bound man para-
lyzed in a 1994 hockey game, lost for the
Liberals by 982 votes last year and had
planned to seek the nomination again.

But then Wynne dispatched some
Queen’s Park Liberal heavyweights to dis-
suade him – he says they offered him a job
not to seek the nomination (an accusation
both the provincial Tories and NDP have
asked election officials to investigate be-
cause, if true, it’s a criminal offence).

Then, shortly after they booted Olivier
to the curb, came news that Sudbury NDP
MP Glenn Thibeault had suddenly re-
signed from the Ottawa caucus and, mag-
ically, had been lured by Wynne for run
for the Liberals in the provincial byelec-
tion, creating the need for a federal byelec-
tion as well as a provincial one.

Talk about shameless. Wow!
Again, the 22,684 Sudbury voters who

opted for the NDP federally have been
robbed of their votes by a man who put his
personal ambition ahead of his duty to his
electorate. He knew that as a New Demo-
crat in Ottawa he’d never rise above his
MPP status. But you can bet that he’s
been quietly offered a cabinet post for
switching parties and running for the Lib-
erals.

In what is perhaps the lamest political
excuse ever offered, Wynne flew to Sud-
bury last week – where the entire Liberal
riding association is about to resign – and
said “electoral urgency” gave her no choice
but to bring the former NDP MP in as the
party’s candidate.

What urgency, pray tell. She already
has a strong majority at Queen’s Park and
can do pretty well as she wishes.

But there you have it, the Grinch who
stole Christmas from Sudbury voters.

For the rest of you, however, I wish you
a Merry Christmas.

Ontario’s minimum wage will be tied to

the rate of inflation from now on, and Duf-
ferin-Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones is in sup-
port of the move.

The Stronger Workplaces for a Stronger
Economy Act, 2014, passed third reading
with all party support in the Ontario legis-
lature last month. It supports Ontario's
Poverty Reduction Strategy, and is designed
to further increase protections for vulnera-
ble workers.

The act will tie future minimum wage
increases to the Consumer Price Index for
Ontario, which will be announced by April
of each year, and come into effect Oct.1.
As well, the act is aimed at ensuring Oc-
cupational Health and Safety Act cover-
age for unpaid co-op students and other
unpaid learners will have protection, such
as the right to know about workplace haz-
ards and the right to refuse unsafe work.
It will also eliminate the $10,000 cap on
the recovery of unpaid wages through
Ministry of Labour orders to pay and in-
crease the period of recovery to two years.

Protecting vulnerable workers and mak-
ing the minimum wage fair is part of the
government's economic plan for Ontario.

The act builds on the 2014 increase to
minimum wage from $10.25 to $11 per hour.
This new legislation acts on the recommen-
dations of Ontario’s Minimum Wage Advi-
sory Panel, which included business, labour,
youth and anti-poverty representatives.

“Taking the politics out of setting the
minimum wage provides fairness for work-
ers and predictability for businesses,” ob-
served Labour Minister Kevin Flynn. “This

legislation will also protect the most vulner-
able workers and level the playing field for
employers who play by the rules. These are
the right steps to take; they will make On-
tario a better place to work and run a busi-
ness.”

Jones went along with the minister on
that, agreeing with the benefits of tying the
wage to the Consumer Price Index.

“It takes the politics out of it,” she ob-
served, adding the six months between the
announcement of the new wage and its im-
plementation will give employers the chance
to prepare.

Jones commented that statistics indicate
minimum wage is paid mainly to new people
in the workforce, adding the reality is most
people paid at that level are not trying to
raise a family.

“The reality is you shouldn’t be in the job
year upon year and still be on minimum
wage,” she said, “and good employers under-
stand that.”

Like most hospitals across Ontario at 
this time of year, William Osler Health 
System (Osler) sees an increased num-
ber of people in its Emergency Depart-
ments (ED) at both sites.

Last year, Osler saw thousands of pa-
tients came through its EDs in the lead-
up to and during the holiday period, and 
numbers are increasing year over year.

“Emergency department planning for 
this time of year begins in January and 
involves clinical teams and leaders from 
across the hospital, as well as commu-
nity partners,” said Kiki Ferrari, execu-
tive director of clinical services at Osler. 
“This planning and effort many months 
in advance is critical to ensuring we 
have a comprehensive plan in place to 
support us as we deliver safe, quality 
care over the holidays.”

A holiday surge is caused by high de-
mand and activity due to a number of 
factors: reduced hours of operation for 
doctor’s offices and walk-in clinics, less 
availability of community resources, 
higher rates of health incidents caused 
by activities of the holiday season, and 
an increase in seasonal flu cases. All of 
these factors cause the community to 
rely more heavily on hospital emergen-
cy departments.

To help the community better under-
stand where they might be able to seek 
care for less complex conditions, Osler 
has taken to its website to share tips 
and information. In addition to viewing 
a video explaining how the ED works, 
Osler website visitors can find out more 
about alternatives to the ED, how to 
prepare in case medical care is needed 
over the holidays, and the symptoms 
that should prompt patients to go di-
rectly to the ED. This information is 
also being shared through Osler social 
media channels including Twitter (@Os-
lerHealth) and its Facebook page.

“Ensuring that we meet the demand 
is key to helping manage our volumes 

in January, as we will see a ripple ef-
fect of people staying longer after the 
holidays if we don’t plan appropriately,” 
said Ferrari. “With help from our local 
health care partners to help the com-
munity better under their care options, 
added shifts and support from our staff 
and physicians, and tips and informa-
tion through our website and social me-
dia channels, we are doing everything 
we can to ensure that the community 
receives they care they need over this 
holiday season.”

When to go to the Emergency Depart-
ment: Pains or tightness in the chest; 
fractures or broken bone; wound that 
may need stitches; severe pain; short-
ness of breath; sudden severe head-
aches, vision problems, sudden weak-
ness, numbness and/or tingling in the 
face, arm or leg, trouble speaking or 
dizziness; if your child is vomiting, has 
diarrhea and won’t eat or drink; when 
a baby younger than six months has a 
fever of more than 37.9 degrees C or 100 
degrees F

The Emergency Department might 
not be needed for x-rays, laboratory 
testing or treatment, as one may visit 
an urgent care centre or a walk-in clinic 
that offers these services.

For minor problems like coughs 
and colds, minor injuries, and more 
long-standing or chronic medical prob-
lems, people can get care at a family 
care provider’s office, an urgent care 
centre or a walk-in clinic.
