Charged with racing on Mayfield

A Caledon OPP officer caught a driver
doing more than twice the legal speed
limit near Snelgrove Sept. 3.

Police report the officer was conduct-
ing speed enforcement on Mayfield Road,
near Summer Valley Drive and spotted a
red 2011 Volkswagen going 128 km-h in
a posted 60 zone.

A 31-year-old man from Brampton was
charged with racing a motor vehicle.

The car was impounded for seven days.

Police report driving 50 km-h faster
than the speed limit is one of the most

serious and reckless forms of aggressive
driving. They support street racing/stunt
driving legislation and other legislation
aimed at saving lives and taking drivers
who engage in these high-risk behaviours
off the road.

A study conducted by Western Univer-
sity and the Ministry of Transportation
revealed that there are approximately
58 per cent fewer speed-related deaths
and injuries a month, particularly for
young males, since the law took effect
in 2007.

“This first case confirms that there
is West Nile activity in Peel and is a
reminder to residents to protect them-
selves from mosquito bites,” said Re-
gional Director of Environmental
Health Paul Callanan. “While risk of
becoming infected is still low, most peo-
ple who contract the disease show no
symptoms, 20 per cent will experience
mild flu-like symptoms, and about one
in 150 is at risk of developing a more
severe form of the disease.”

Residents are encouraged to pro-
tect themselves from mosquito bites
by avoiding areas with high mosquito

populations and take extra precautions
in the mornings and evenings when
mosquito activity is highest; wearing
light-coloured clothing that covers ex-
posed skin, such as long sleeves, pants
and a hat; using an insect repellent con-
taining DEET and apply it according to
the manufacturer’s directions; and re-
moving or draining items on properties
that hold still water. Water that is still
for more than seven days is an ideal
breeding site for mosquitoes.

Belfountain library to close

The Caledon Public Library Board
approved the closure of its branch at
Belfountain Public School at its Sept.
12 meeting.

As per the terms of the Joint Use
Agreement with the Peel District
School Board, the branch will close in
June 2017. The Board also approved
the reallocation of existing branch staff
in support of expanded hours of oper-
ation at the Alton, Inglewood and/or
Caledon village locations.

Given the long history of library sup-
port within Belfountain, the Board
backed a recommendation that services
to the community continue through
the availability of remote holds lock-
ers within the newly renovated Bel-
fountain Community Centre. Available
space within the facility has been con-
firmed and a related Capital Project re-
quest is reflected within the Library’s
2017 Draft Budget.

This decision follows a year-long re-
view of branch’s performance and com-
munity use.

In July 2015, the Library Board ap-
proved a pilot project, reducing the
hours of operation at the Belfountain
Branch to encourage a more concen-
trated and timely use of the facility
while reducing related staff costs. As
highlighted in the initial recommenda-
tion, the Belfountain Branch accounted
for only 2.7 per cent of the items bor-
rowed across the library system during
the first six months of 2015 and the

staffing cost of lending one item at the
branch was more than double the aver-
age cost for the full system during the
same period.

One year later, the number of items
borrowed from the branch accounted
for less than 2.5 per cent of all mate-
rials borrowed throughout the system
and has declined from 2.46 per cent for
the period from January to July 2015
to 2.28 per cent in the same period in
2016. Participation in programs has
also dropped, with children’s programs
regularly cancelled due to lack of reg-
istrants.

The branch’s long history of disap-
pointing community use is the result of
a combination of factors including:

* The very nature of a joint facility
within a public school, which limits
available hours of operation to eve-
ning and weekend hours and hinders
the ability to offer an after-hours book
drop.

* Though the school meets accessibility
requirements, the library itself is not
fully accessible with a significant step
at the entrance, hindering access by
those with strollers, in wheelchairs or
with limited mobility.

* The facility is not able to meet cur-
rent expectations of library services,
offer no dedicated space for program-
ming or quiet study, and does not offer
a welcoming environment where visi-
tors may wish to spend any significant
amount of time.

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D-P Catholic students fare well in EQAQ’s latest assessments

Students in Dufferin-Peel Catholic
schools are outpacing the provincial av-
erage in the latest Education Quality and
Accountability Office (EQAO) testing.

Announcing the results last Wednes-
day, the school board said they involve
the 2015-16 annual assessments com-
pleted in Grades 3, 6, 9 and 10.

The EQAO assessments and the On-
tario Secondary School Literacy Test
(OSSLT) provide an indication of each
student’s achievement in reading, writ-
ing and/or mathematics at key points
throughout formal schooling.

The assessment results for elementary
students report on reading, writing and
mathematics at both the primary and
junior levels of study. Grade 3 students
participate in the primary assessments
and Grade 6 students complete the ju-
nior assessments.

The Grade 9 EQAO assessment focuses
on mathematics achievement, while the
OSSLT assesses students’ proficiency

in reading and writing. Successful com-
pletion of this test (or the Ontario Sec-
ondary School Literacy Course) is one of
the 32 requirements necessary to obtain
the Ontario Secondary School Diploma
(OSSD).

The OSSLT results are provided for
two groups of students: those eligible
to write for the first time in Grade 10,
and those who were previously eligible
to write, but who were unsuccessful in a
prior year.

“Results of the primary EQAO assess-
ments indicate notable growth on the
Grade 3 assessment of reading, as well
as a return to the trend of high propor-
tions of Dufferin-Peel students meeting,
or exceeding the provincial standard
(Levels 3 or 4) in primary writing,” the
school board said in a release. “In prima-
ry mathematics, the results indicate a
modest recovery after a period of decline.
Compared to the province, Dufferin-Peel
primary students continue to outperform

“At the secondary level, the 2015-16
EQAOQO assessment results for Grade 9
mathematics indicate that Dufferin-Peel
students continue to demonstrate high
levels of performance at the academ-
ic level of study,” the board said. “The
proportion of students who achieved the
provincial standard on the academic as-
sessment was relatively consistent with
the previous assessment year, and was
notably higher than that of the prov-
ince.”

Although Grade 9 applied mathemat-
ics achievement in Dufferin-Peel showed
some recent decline, D-P students con-
tinued to outperform their provincial
peers on this assessment. “Given the
results in both elementary and Grade
9 EQAO mathematics assessments, the
board continues to dedicate a wide range
of supports to schools to focus on improv-
ing learning in this key subject area for
all students.”

Success rates for Dufferin-Peel stu-
dents on the OSSLT administered by
EQAO indicate that Dufferin-Peel stu-
dents exceeded the provincial success
rates by between two and four per cent.
The percentage of Dufferin-Peel students
passing the OSSLT on their first attempt
continues to exceed provincial perfor-
mance and highlights the ongoing excel-
lence of Dufferin-Peel students in terms
of literacy skills. Additionally, among
students who were previously unsuccess-
ful on the OSSLT, Dufferin-Peel demon-
strated much higher success rates than
the province as a whole.

“EQAO assessments are but one of the
tools we use to gauge student achieve-
ment,” said Director of Education Mari-
anne Mazzorato. “This year’s assessment
results tell us that our students continue

today.”

to demonstrate strong levels of achieve-
ment, particularly in literacy. These re-
sults reflect our trustees’ commitment to
the well-being and success of all students
as demonstrated by the Board’s Strate-
gic System Plan and the dedication of
resources intended to put students in po-
sitions to succeed.”

The board said it will further analyze
the EQAO and OSSLT results to provide
support to schools, students and parents/
guardians to ensure that more students
continue to improve in all assessment ar-
eas. “Each school has its own plan, which
will be reviewed in the context of the test
results, to improve students’ skills in all
subject areas. School plans include strat-
egies to assist all students, including
intervention and reinforcement for stu-
dents who did not achieve the provincial
standard or who were not successful on
the OSSLT.”

“As trustees, we are committed to allo-
cating resources and supports to ensure
that our students are put in the best
possible position to succeed,” said Board
Chair Mario Pascucci. “We are encour-
aged by this year’s results and acknowl-
edge and commend our teachers, support
staff and administrators under the lead-
ership of our senior management team,
for supporting the vision of the Board of
Trustees.”

Opposition
was stronger
than Mezzapelli lets on

Regarding “Some people still angry over Canadian Tire”
(Citizen, Sept. 15): I just couldn’t let this article go without
clarifying some issues, and Councillor Rob Mezzapelli’s re-
marks to constituents in attendance at the recent commu-
nity meeting.

I was at the meeting and didn’t notice people trying to
“shout him down” when he put forth his positions. People
weren’t happy that he voted in favour of Canadian Tire, de-
spite a petition with 1,000 names.

“He expressed his believe (sic) that the majority of Bolton
residents are not opposed to the Canadian Tire development.”

Obviously he didn’t take the petition signed by his con-
stituents seriously, criticizing the method of collecting sig-
natures, as the work of one individual, who mainly tried
to get folks with English as a second language to sign on.
Well, I was part of a team and I personally collected 100
signatures, and only two people refused to sign — one just
didn’t sign petitions, the other had no opinion. Therefore,
where I polled, 98 per cent of constituents were opposed and
strongly so.

Mezzapelli also stated that a giant development like Ca-
nadian Tire was preferable to approximately 30 smaller
businesses. Well, all T can say is these smaller businesses
would operate Monday to Friday, with weekends and holi-
days off. Canadian Tire will operate 24/7 and 365 days per
year. Quite a difference, and those poor souls that live adja-
cent to Canadian Tire will never get a break from the noise,
pollution and truck traffic — reported to be 650 per day.

Is it any wonder they don’t want their children crossing
Coleraine going to school, even with a crossing guard? Sim-
ply too many trucks, going too fast, according to parents at
this meeting, whose children attend St. Nicholas Elementa-
ry School. T know most people will rue the day this devel-
opment got approved, once they see the traffic during the
morning and evening commutes; every day of the year.

Bolton residents have never complained about having the
industrial tax base for all of Caledon, but this case is unique.
The previous council voted unanimously in favour of this de-
velopment, despite known local opposition. A meeting was
held during the summer months when folks are on vacation,
for example. A Ministerial Zoning Order (MZO) had to be
obtained to speed up the process, due to public opposition.

Now there is to be hydrogen production at the plant, that
constituents were never advised about, not even the Fire
Chief. So much for transparency with council. Fortunately,
we now have two Regional Councillors — Annette Groves
and Barb Shaughnessy, who are showing their disagree-
ment with the manner that council employs when dealing
with Canadian Tire and the lack of transparency of the se-
rious issues regarding this monstrous development in our
midst.

Please remember Bolton has 50 per cent of the taxpayers
in Caledon, and only 20 per cent of the votes on council, so
we have the industrial tax base, plus we are under-repre-
sented on council.

Additionally, there were other issues discussed: intensi-
fication, busing, resources for teenagers, so Canadian Tire
wasn’t the only item that was discussed.

I think these community meetings that Groves is hosting
are an excellent idea.

Oh yes, the Mayor was also invited, so was an executive of
Canadian Tire, but they didn’t appear or send a statement
even.

Watching time pass

There 1s such a concept known as the
passage of time.

It’s one in which people like me can get
lost in sort of philosophic thought, which
is not a bad thing, as long as one doesn’t
hang around there too long.

The concept was kind of driven into
my head Friday night at the opening cer-
emonies of Bolton Fall Fair. One of the
speakers made the point that this was
the 158th edition of the Fair. It caused
me a bit of a start when I realized that
the Fair is 100 years older than me. I'm
assuming it has always
been held in September (I
confess I have not done the
necessary research to verify
that), and since my birth-
day is in February, that
means | had been driving
my parents up the wall for
about seven months before
local organizers put on the
centennial version of the
Fair.

No, my folks did not take

numbers are dwindling. That’s regretta-
ble because of the stories they can tell,
which will eventually be unavailable.

I was talking to a man a couple of
months ago who had served in the mer-
chant marine. History tells us that might
not have been the stuff military war he-
roes were made of, but it was a bloody
dangerous job, and there are many men
lying at the bottom of the sea as proof of
that.

The passage of time can sometimes
rear its head in unexpected ways.

It’s been more than 50
years, but people of a cer-
tain age have vivid mem-
ories of the time when the
Beatles were all the rage. 1
remember watching them
the first time they appeared
on the Ed Sullivan Show.
Being a kid who had just
turned six, I was wondering
what all the fuss was about.

My wife and I were
watching The Beatles:

me to the Fair that year. If
there was a Baby Contest
at that Fair, I did not get
a chance to enter it. Even
if we had attended the Fair, I doubt my
folks would have entered me — they
tended to get a little embarrassed when
they won at such things.

But they might have attended the Fair,
even though we were living in Toronto at
the time (west end, that is). There was a
local connection to my family, even that
far back — actually, a lot farther back.

The passage of time included Caledon
connections for both my parents, both in-
dependent of each other. And both were
centred not far from Tullamore, which is
near where I now reside.

My mother had friends who lived on
what is now known as Airport Road. I
learned about that some time after my
mom had met a local lass who in time be-
came her daughter-in-law.

My father’s connection is somewhat
stronger. When his mother’s family came
over from Ireland early in the past cen-
tury, they settled in Brampton, and in
time, acquired a certain amount of land
in the area. One of the land holdings in-
cluded a plot near Tullamore. My dad’s
Uncle Clint actually ran a small hobby
farm there, and my old man used to tell
stories of the times he spent helping his
uncle on the land. I was told some years
ago that there was talk that my dad was
in line to inherit the property, but that
never happened.

Yet the passage of time saw me end up
here on my own.

Passage like this is marked, some-
times, by the correlation between ages
of people and the time that has passed
since certain events. For example, it
comes as something of a start that my
parents would be into their 90s by now,
were they both still alive and kicking.
They both died in October, so next month
will mark the 12th anniversary of my
mother’s death and the 24th for my dad.

But it also makes me think that my fa-
ther was in uniform during the Second
World War. Since he was 20 when the
War ended, I have often thought there
would have been some veterans young-
er than he who saw action in that con-
flict, but not many. It’'s sometimes hard
to grasp the fact that war has been over
for more than 70 years. My father didn’t
even live that long, and neither did his
father.

There was a time in my life when just
about every adult I knew could (and often
would) offer their sage memories of what
went on during those days. But the real-
ity of the passage of time tells me their

Eight Days a Week, the
documentary on the Fab
Four by director Ron How-
ard, the other night on TV.

Up until then, I had always been quite
a well-behaved little fellow in class,
seldom drawing the wrath of teachers
for acting up. But as time went by, I
had noticed some of the kids who were
causing the disruptions also seemed to
be having the most fun. It was about 50
years ago that I decided to experience
how the other side lived. My teacher
that year was one of those hard cases
who handed out detentions in bunches.
And if enough of the students got out
of line, the whole class was kept in af-
ter school. T guess my logical patterns
of thought were starting to kick in,
because I realized there were enough
trouble makers in the class that even-
tually the whole group of us would face
punishment. Since I was going to be
kept after school anyway, I figured I
might as well do something to deserve
it and have fun in the process.

The strict teacher notwithstanding,
that was a fun year for me, although my
parents had trouble understanding why
my report cards suddenly started show-
ing negative marks for “Conduct.”

I should probably be grateful to the
school administration for putting me in
a class without the traditional trouble
makers the following year. I didn’t get
into nearly as much trouble. If memory
serves, I didn’t have quite as much fun
either.

As time passes by, we have the leisure
to reflect back on the old days, to wonder
what we would have done differently, or
maybe to just realize that the way things
turned out hasn’t been that bad after all.

And even if time is passing, we still
have the future to which to look ahead,
and that may not be too bad either.

Who knows? The Jays might still be
able to catch Boston. Failing that, there
are the Leafs.
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Trudeau’s visit to China didn’t accomplish much

Prime Minister Justin Trudeau recent-
ly concluded his official visit to China.

He travelled to Beijing, Shanghai,
Hangzhou and Hong Kong with the aim
to build a stronger, more stable relation-
ship with the country, as well as to iden-
tify new ways Canada and China could
mutually benefit from closer ties, such
as trade and investment. Unfortunately,
his visit resulted in little benefits for our
country and he is instead moving closer
to meeting China’s demand that Canada
join the controversial Asia Infrastructure
Investment Bank and launch a feasibility
study on a bilateral free trade agreement,
while failing to secure a long-term deal on
canola access.

Prime Minister Trudeau had an oppor-
tunity to build on the record of the pre-
vious Conservative government’s strong
record on China, but failed to do so. The
previous Conservative government was
able to sign agreements on investment,
airline flights and market access for key
agricultural products, such as beef and
blueberries. The current Liberal gov-
ernment campaigned on openness and
transparency; however, Prime Minister
Trudeau hasn’t been open with Canadi-
ans about his free trade talks with China.
Canadians deserve to know which agree-
ments the government is pursuing. It is
extremely disappointing that the current
government isn’t being transparent with
their plans to pursue a free trade agree-
ment with China. This is a huge depar-
ture from their approach to the Trans-Pa-
cific Partnership, which they continue to
delay through endless consultations.

Another troubling development result-
ing from Prime Minister Trudeau’s vis-
it to China is the current government’s
steps towards having Canada join the
Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank
(AIIB). In bringing Canada into this in-
vestment bank, the current Liberal gov-
ernment will plan on sending hundreds
of millions of Canadian taxpayer dollars
to a Chinese government bank without
control over how the money will be spent
or whether there will be benefit for Ca-
nadian companies. In stark contrast, the
previous Conservative government, along
with other nations such as the United
States and Japan, did not join the AIIB.
The previous Conservative government
could not and the current Liberal govern-
ment cannot ensure this bank will follow
the environmental, social and human
rights standards Canadians expect from
development institutions.

Prime Minister Trudeau’s visit to China
also failed to deliver any real, long-term
solutions for Canadian canola farmers
and their access to the Chinese market.
A temporary extension doesn’t provide
any certainty for farmers who are har-
vesting their crops. Forty per cent and $2
billion of Canada’s canola seed exports go
to China and sadly, the current Liberal
government continues to put this indus-
try at risk. It is unfortunate, but China
has been playing politics with the indus-
try and the current government has been
falling for it and as a result, isn’t standing
up for Canadian canola farmers.

Prime Minister Trudeau’s aims to build
a stronger, more stable relationship with
China and to identify new, mutually ben-
eficial initiatives for both countries failed
to occur during his recent visit to China
at a time when Canada’s economy is per-
forming worse than it has since the Great
Recession. Instead of working with other
countries on a common agenda, Prime
Minister Trudeau and the current Liber-
al government appear to be going it alone
and sadly, Canada is sacrificing too much
for too little in return.

Liberal government reinstates prescription
heroin for addicts

Remember Tory Senator Mike Duffy?

He’s the guy — at least, according to the
opposition and most journalists — who
threatened the very basis of our democra-
cy (along with Stephen Harper, of course)
because of some questionable housing ex-
penses amounting to $90,000.

Even though that total was paid pri-
vately by Harper’s chief of staff — and
did not come out of the public’s pocket
— you’ll recall that during the months
leading up to and during the last elec-
tion campaign, Duffy was constantly in
the news, with both him and the dread-
ed Tories constantly bombarded for what
was claimed to be their quasi-criminal
abuse of public funds. There is no doubt
it helped Justin Trudeau win the election,
as he milked this imagined “scandal” for
all it was worth.

As it turned out, a court found that
Duffy was not only innocent of any crimi-
nal wrongdoing, but he had not even bro-
ken any Senate rules whatsoever. And,
despite the best efforts of the media and
the opposition parties to tie the money di-
rectly to Harper, not a shred of evidence
was ever produced to show that Harper
was directly involved in the matter.

Fast forward to Prime Minister Trudeau
and his two most senior official apologists,
Katie Telford and Gerald Butts.

As you likely know, these two high-
ly-paid Trudeau pals have agreed — un-
der considerable duress — to pay back
$65,000 in public funds in what they ac-
knowledge were “unreasonable” reloca-
tion expenses, part of the sweet deal they
enjoyed shuffling off to the nation’s capital
to serve their friend the prime minister.

And theyre not alone. It seems two
more senior staffers have also agreed to
return some $55,000 in moving expenses.
In their first nine months in office, the
Liberals managed to wrack up $1.1 mil-
lion in relocation costs, a clear indication
that the traditional overweening Liberal
sense of entitlement is still alive and well
in the new regime.

In a joint statement, Butts and Telford
— having been caught in the act — said
“when we reviewed these costs, we decid-
ed that the amount called ‘personalized
cash payout’ which is for miscellaneous
moving expenses, is unreasonable, and we

will both be reimbursing that amount.”

The Liberals tried to turn the spotlight
away from themselves by claiming that
the Tories chalked up even more in mov-
ing senior staff to Ottawa under this pro-
vision, a total of $325,000 for 29 staffers.
But the Tories — many of whom came
from the West, a more expensive move
than from Toronto, where most Liberals
came from — covers nine years, as op-
posed to just nine months for the fatcat
Liberals, hardly a legitimate comparison.

Here’s the thing: where is the me-
dia outrage over this wanton spending?
Where is the sort of non-stop attack that
was launched on the Tories during the
Duffy thing, even though, as we've said,
the Duffy affair covered less money and
wasn’t even public cash to begin with?

Why aren’t reporters questioning
Trudeau himself over these expenses?
While the Liberals, including Trudeau
himself, claimed they were just following
the rules as written by the Tories — which
was also Duffy’s defence — the fact is, un-
like Harper’s role in that affair, Trudeau
personally had to sign off on those expens-
es before they were paid out.

So if Harper threatened democracy and
everything we love about Canada over
the Duffy affair, even though he wasn’t
directly involved in the controversial
$90,000 repayment, how is that Trudeau
is enjoying mostly a free ride when he was
directly involved and when he only got re-
ligion when his senior pals were caught
flat-footed trying to squeeze tens of thou-
sands of dollars from the unsuspecting
public?

Talk about a double standard. If the
Tories do something — or even if they
are accused of it — it’s an outrage. If the
Liberals do the same thing, or worse, oh
well, not to worry. Unlike mean-spirited
Tories, after all, Liberal hearts are in the
right place, so it’s no big deal.

Another example of this double stan-
dard: you’ll recall the phony outrage over
Harper’s supposed destruction of our
way of life when he decided to end the
long-form census by Statistics Canada?
Trudeau, bless his heart, once again rode
to the rescue of our nation and promised
that he, as prime minister, would reverse
that decision. And indeed he did.

And yet — yet — last week, StatsCan
chief Wayne Smith resigned over contin-
ued Liberal meddling in his department,
and you have to search for the few stories
this resignation generated.

It was ever thus.

vere opioid addiction prescription heroin
as a form of treatment.

As stated on Health Canada’s website,
the Special Access Program, “provides
access to nonmarketed drugs for practi-
tioners treating patients with serious or
life-threatening conditions when conven-
tional therapies have failed, are unsuit-
able, or unavailable.” The intent of the
program was not to give drug addicts ac-
cess to illicit drugs. Our previous Conser-
vative government closed this loophole in
2013, which up to that point allowed for
the enabling of illicit drug addiction un-
der the guise of treatment.

Our previous Conservative government
sought to ensure the Special Access Pro-
gram’s intent was protected and thus re-
moved the ability of doctors to prescribe

illicit, dangerous drugs to patients bat-
tling severe opioid addiction. When for-
mer minister of Health Rona Ambrose
made the announcement Oct. 3, 2013,
the changes in the regulations included
products containing heroin, unauthorized
forms of cocaine, or other restricted drugs
(such as LSD, ecstasy, “magic” mush-
rooms, and “bath salts”). Moreover, there
are other approved, recognized and safe
medical treatments made available to
doctors to be used to treat addiction, such
as methadone.

The Official Opposition is disappointed
that current Health Minister Jane Phil-
pott has chosen to reverse our previous
policy to protect the integrity of Health
Canada’s Special Access Program. In do-
ing so, the Health Minister is facilitating
access to prescription heroin.

The Official Opposition takes drug ad-
diction very seriously, as demonstrated by
our actions in 2013 to close the loophole in
the Special Access Program. The current
Liberal government’s reversal of our pre-
vious Conservative government’s policy is
regretful and is a major step backwards
for those battling opioid addiction by fa-
cilitating access to prescription heroin in-
stead of focusing efforts on treatment and
recovery.

Town starts
environmental
assessment on

Dominion Street

The Town of Caledon has initiated a
Schedule ‘C’ Class Environmental As-
sessment Study and preliminary design,
including an assessment of alternatives
and long-term solutions for providing safe
access to Dominion Street.

Dominion Street runs off Forks of the
Credit Road, between McLaren Road
and Mississauga Road. It runs north into
Forks of the Credit Provincial Park.

Within the study area, Dominion Street
consists of a rural two-lane roadway and
a single lane bridge providing sole access
to some homes. Features of the study area
include the Dominion Street bridge and
a section of the Credit River. The Study
Area also encompasses a segment of the
Provincial Park.

The study is aimed at investigating fea-
sible bank stabilization and bridge reha-
bilitation activities in order to improve
safety and access based on the current
and future utilization of Dominion Street
and the bridge. Alternative roadway
re-alignments will be considered as part
of this project, but will be limited, given
the site’s significant deviation in topogra-
phy. Techniques to protect the road from
further movement and improve the over-
all embankment stability will also be in-
vestigated.

Public participation will be part of the
study to ensure that the ongoing concerns
of the public and affected groups within
the study area are identified, documented
and assessed. At least two public informa-
tion centres will be held and advertised in
advance to enable the public to meet the
project team, and to provide feedback to
better address the needs and opportuni-
ties of the study corridor. It’s anticipated
the first one will be in the late fall or early
winter.

And she did it by just a fraction of a sec-
ond. They turned in a clear round in the
jump-off in 41.91 seconds, shaving less than
half a second off the time turned in by Kee-
an White of Rockwood aboard For Freedom
Z, and Ali Ramsay from Victoria, B.C., who
was riding Hermelien. They both completed
the course in 42.36, tying them for second
place in Sunday’s event.
