but Peel regional councillors 
last thursday stuck by their 
previous position and picked 
the southern most option from 
the Bolton Residential Expan-
sion Study (BRES).

Mayor Allan Thompson was disappointed, 
but not surprised with the way things went, 
but he said the matter is not finished, as the 
Town can still appeal to the Ontario Munici-
pal Board (OMB).

“That’s where it’s going,” he said. “That’s 
where we’re going to have the battle.”

Patrick Harrington, a partner with the law 
firm Aird and Berlis, representing owners of 
lands in Option 3, told councillors the Town’s 
position was based on advice offered by pro-
fessional planning consultants retained by 
the municipality and financed by taxpayers.

He also pointed out the Region had retain-
ing its own consultant, and they were lean-
ing towards either options 3 or 4 (Option 4 
straddles Humber Stations, south of King 
Street), and Regional staff recommended the 
4-5 hybrid.

Harrington pointed out a big argument in 
favour of Option 3 is a GO Train station com-
ing to the area. There has been reference to 
the station as being a “phantom.”

While no such station is expected soon, 

Harrington said it’s in the planning horizon 
for 2025 to 2030, which he said is also the 
planning horizon for BRES.

“It’s a phantom if you make it a phantom,” 
he said, adding if population goes around the 
train tracks, the province will make invest-
ments. “It’s a self-fulfilling prophesy.”

“It’s in you hands to attract that level of 
investment,” he added.

Harrington pointed out there has never 
been a report favouring Option 6, and he 
said concerns have been raised because it’s 
impacted by the GTA West Corridor.

“Nothing has changed,” he declared. “We 
don’t know what’s going to happen.”

He argued it made sense to wait and see 
if these lands would be better suited to em-
ployment.

Herrington also said his clients are pre-
pared to put up the money for the infrastruc-
ture that will be needed for Option 3.

“Bolton does need GO Train service,” 
Groves commented, adding she’s been advo-
cating that for years. She added GO service 
will come to Bolton and beyond, no matter 
where the station goes.

There were also several delegations repre-
senting land owners on the north hill, which 
were known as Options 1 and 2.

Kim Seipt of Your Voice for Bolton spoke 
in favour of Option 6, praising the decision of 
council in July.

“Regional council listened and made the 
right decision,” she declared.

She also stated south Bolton is becoming 
a warehouse depot, adding it makes sense to 
start residential development at the south. 
She stressed her group does not want to see 
more warehouses and industry in the south, 
but want a complete community.

“I’ve been saying that for 10 years or 
more,” Groves told her.

Brampton Councillor Martin Medeiros 
said it was “refreshing to hear, I guess, a res-
idents’ perspective.”

Lawyer Michael Melling, of Davies Howe 
Partners, representing Solmar Development 
Corporation, commented there has been a 
vast amount of written material prepared on 
the issue.

“It doesn’t matter how much you write if 
you’re wrong,” he remarked.

He also said there is plenty of material 
supporting Option 6.

Melling observed Option 3 is expensive. 
He also said there’s information that the 
majority of landowners in Options 4 and 5 
don’t want their lands to go first. Mississau-
ga Mayor Bonnie Crombie said she had seen 
a letter from landowners in Options 4 and 5. 
Melling said he had seen the letter and took 
from that the landowners want to take ad-
vantage of the infrastructure they see going 
into Option 6.

As well, Melling said the GTA West Cor-
ridor affects Option 6, as well as Options 4 
and 5.

“Nobody knows what’s going to happen,” 
he commented, adding it’s expected there 
will be some information very soon.

Melling agreed the GO station is not a 
“phantom.” He said it’s going to come and all 
the options support that.

Thompson said he understood staff’s sup-
port for the hybrid option, observing they 
were trying to stay neutral.

“Who can blame them?” he asked. “It’s not 
been easy for any of us.”

He said the issue has been through a long 
process, and Option 3 is the most fiscally 
responsible in terms of long-term financial 
health of the area.

“I sort of feel like this is going to be a case 

of last man standing,” Caledon Councillor 
Barb Shaughnessy remarked, observing the 
matter will end up at OMB.

“We all know growth is coming,” Missis-
sauga Councillor Nando Iannicca remarked, 
arguing Option 6 is the most cost-effective. 
He added it’s in keeping with the way Mis-
sissauga developed.

He also pointed to the position of the land-
owners in Options 4 and 5.

“You’re really backing a horse that isn’t in 
the race,” he commented.

Groves spoke about a store owner in 
Bolton who’s some $130,000 in debt and who 
recently had a day when the store took in 
$16. Groves stressed the need to concentrate 
on what’s important, pointing out this issue 
affects the lives of many people who want a 
solution. She also said they want more peo-
ple and fewer warehouses.

Mississauga Councillor Carolyn Parrish 
said Regional council voted in favour of Op-
tion 6, a process was gone through with no 
negative feedback to the plan, and there 
wasn’t much in the way of calls for pick the 
hybrid.

Thompson said he had not seen the letter 
attributed to the Option 4 and 5 landown-
ers, adding it was not in the public record. 
He also said he saw landowners in the public 
gallery who were shaking their heads when 
the letter was mentioned.

“I tend not to flip flop,” Crombie said, stat-
ing she thought staff took a safe position, but 
she wanted to make the right decision. She 
said Option 6 allows for logical growth.

“I also believe that it builds a complete 
community,” she added.

Medeiros said Option 6 had the least fi-
nancial impact on the City, and he couldn’t 
support any other option.

Caledon Councillor Jennifer Innis cited 
a letter that had been submitted to the Re-
gion from area Councillor Rob Mezzapelli, in 
which he raised health-related concerns.

“The health assessment that was done 
on the six options found Option 3 (as well 
as Option 1) achieved the highest ranking, 
while Option 6 (as well as Option 2) received 
the lowest health assessment ranking,” he 
wrote. “As it stands today, Caledon is going 
to be asked to optimize developing a healthy 
community in an area that ranked the low-
est in a health assessment conducted by your 
own consultant. Basically we will be asked to 
make the best from the worst option from a 
health perspective.”

To support the Region of Peel’s Strategic 
Plan and address council’s key priorities, Re-
gional councillors last week approved Peel’s 
2017 operating and capital budgets.

Balancing necessary investments among 
the communities and residents of Peel, the 
budget includes an overall property tax in-
crease of 0.9 per cent and a utility rate in-
crease of five per cent.

The Town, as a lower-tier municipality, is 
obligated to also collect the taxes for the Re-
gion, as well as the local school boards. The 

Town kept only 42.5 of the money it collected 
in 2016 from residential taxpayers. The Re-
gion got 36.2 per cent and the school boards 
took the other 21.3 per cent.

“Among the most critical decisions placed 
in front of Regional council are the ones that 
involve the Region of Peel’s annual budget,” 
Regional Chair Frank Dale commented. 
“This is a process that involves serious dis-
cussion and prudent and responsible deci-
sion making.”

“In addition to balancing the needs of the 
upcoming fiscal year, decisions relative to the 
budget must include the means to achieve 
the long-term strategic vision the Region 
has set,” he added. “I am both pleased and 
satisfied that, with the approval of this bud-
get, we have achieved these complementary 
objectives. Furthermore, this budget docu-
ment will ensure that we meet the needs and 
expectations of our residents regarding the 
exceptional level of service and safety they 
have become accustomed to.” 

In 2016, Regional council, after extensive 
consultation with the community, approved 
the new Strategic Plan for the Region. With 
a vision of a Community for Life, the Stra-
tegic Plan has three primary areas of focus, 
“Living, Thriving, Leading” along with six 
strategic outcomes that are critical to achiev-
ing Peel’s vision. The 2017 budget supports 
this vision.

The budget includes operating invest-
ments of $2.2 billion and capital investments 
of $800 million and supports both the exist-
ing service levels and the increased service 
needs, driven in part by an average popula-
tion growth of over 20,000 people per year. 
Service enhancements include:
• 22,500 more Accessible Transportation 
trips;
• Two additional ambulances to address 
5,500 9-1-1 calls;
• 205 additional households assisted with 
affordable housing from the waitlist;
• A subsidy for 2,500 low-income “MiWay” 
users;
• A new youth shelter in Brampton;
• Service to 3,550 new households for waste 
collection and 4,750 new water billing cus-
tomers; and
• Additional police staffing to maintain our 
safe communities.

Along with meeting the capital and oper-
ating needs of the Region, the budget pro-
vides funding to the three local conservation 
authorities (Credit Valley Conservation Au-
thority, Halton Conservation Authority, and 
Toronto and Region Conservation Author-
ity), Peel Regional Police and the Ontario 
Provincial Police.

News on the GTA West Corridor and 

the proposed highway running along it 
is coming, and soon.

It’s just not known exactly when.
That word come straight from Trans-

portation Minister Steven Del Duca, 
who addressed a gathering of the Duf-
ferin-Caledon Provincial Liberal Associ-
ation Tuesday night.

“I don’t have any update at this point 
of time,” the Minister was quick to state 
when the issue was mentioned to him.

He pointed out the Transportation 
Ministry (MTO) paused the study on the 
environmental assessment (EA) on the 
corridor a year ago in order to seek more 
input and advice. That work is continu-
ing, he said.

“I expect to have an update from them 
in the relatively near future,” he said, 
adding he had no further time frame to 
offer

“I understand the concern and im-
patience,” he added, pointing out resi-
dents, affected municipalities and other 
stakeholders are anxious to know what’s 
coming.

Del Duca was able to provide some 
more definite information when it came 
to the planned extension of Highway 
427.

It’s coming he said, with construction 
starting early in 2017. He also point-
ed out preliminary widening work has 
already started on the stretch of road 
south of Steeles Avenue, and the com-
pletion is set for 2020 or ’21.

“It’s a big project,” he acknowledged, 
adding there’s “a great deal of interest 
and anticipation for that.”

The Vaughan MPP said he’s lived in 

the area some 30 years, so he’s well 
aware of how people are looking forward 
to the extension, which has been talk-
ed about for many years. The road is 
slated to be extended to Major Macken-
zie Drive, and Del Duca pointed out it’s 
taken a lot of work, effort and resources 
to get to this stage. There has been talk 
that the road should be extended fur-
ther, like to Highway 9. Del Duca con-
firmed he’s aware of that talk, adding 
he understands why people keep asking 
about it. But he had no further commit-
ments to offer.

“We’re focused on the extension to Ma-
jor Mac at this time,” he stated.

Looking further north in the riding, 
the Minister talked of some of the is-
sues regarding Highway 10 north of 
Orangeville, including the fact the road 
is down to two lanes on the stretch ap-
proaching Highway 89, with four lanes 
further to the south and no left-turn 
lanes.

Del Duca said his ministry has been 
in contact with municipal leaders on 
the matter, adding MTO has strong rea-
son for working closely with its munici-
pal partners, and gathering input from 
them.

There were about 20 of the party 
faithful on hand to greet Del Duca, and 
he used the occasion for a pep talk to 
get the local organization ready for the 
upcoming election, anticipated for 2018. 
He pointed to the importance of making 
sure ridings like Dufferin-Caledon are 
strengthened in time for the campaign.

“I will be right there with you,” he de-
clared, stressing the need to enhance 
the Liberal presence in the riding.

He also said he enjoys the opportuni-

ties to get out and talk to party members 
and voters in more informal settings.

“I love getting away from Queen’s 
Park,” he said, adding it gives him a 
chance to get a feel for what’s really 
happening, unlike at the legislature, 
where “we’re always taking to the same 
people.”

“There’s such enormous growth hap-
pening in all our communities,” the Min-
ister stated, adding that brings a share 
of challenges.

He pointed out that prior to 2003, 
there had been underinvestment in crit-
ical infrastructure in Ontario. That ob-
ligated the new Liberal government to 
play catch-up, on top of the demands of 
keeping up with the growth.

Del Duca added the government of 
Kathleen Wynne campaigned in 2014 
on a plan for infrastructure invest-
ment, including $31.5 billion, most of 
which was to go toward transportation. 
That’s part of a $160 billion commit-
ment over 12 years on all aspects of in-
frastructure.

“We have made a very clear commit-
ment to make sure we get these shovels 
in the ground,” he said, adding people 
have been clear that they want to see 
the work proceed.

Del Duca added the party received a 
mandate in 2014 to put results ahead 
of rhetoric, and that’s what the gov-
ernment’s been doing. But the work is 
not yet complete, and he said they need 
leaders at all levels to see the need for 
this infrastructure.

“I believe we’ve made tremendous 
progress over the last two-and-a-half 
years,” he commented.

Del Duca observed that previous gov-
ernments falling behind on infrastruc-
ture investment has created a feeling of 
disbelief among skeptics.

“I call it a credibility deficit,” he re-
marked, adding one reason to try and 
get shovels in the ground is to show 
these people the government has a plan 
and is delivering on it. “That’s how we 
got the buy-in from the people.”

With some 18 month to go until the 
election, he commented on the need to 
make sure the political infrastructure 
is strong. He told the local party mem-
bers he, his cabinet colleagues, mem-
bers of the caucus and the whole party 
are ready to work with them. He added 
Wynne is a hard-working, passionate 
believer in government’s ability to get 
things done.

“You have all of us on side,” he said.

Caledon girl in the National Ballet’s The Nutcracker

First, there is the elf, impishly played 

by Liam MacDonald.
With his magic, he turns on the lights 

and lets the action begin. Then, the out-
rage of a boozy Santa about to lead Macy’s 
Thanksgiving Santa Claus parade brings 
the real Kris Kringle in to deal with the 
drunk.

The set for this production of Miracle 
on 34th Street, now being performed for 
the first time at Theatre Orangeville, is 
so interesting, beautiful and clever, it de-
serves its own standing ovation. Macy’s 
Department Store stands before us and 
the whole of the play takes place in and 
around its presence in ways that make 
complete sense, giving a fine continuity, 
with no confusion about where we are 
within the store’s18 locations.

Very briefly, for anyone who does not 
know, Miracle on 34th Street tells the 
tale of the Christmas when Santa himself 
comes to New York to see how Christmas 
is getting on in that modern commercial 
city. He is offered the job of Santa Claus 
in Macy’s department store by the seri-
ously un-enchanted Mrs. Walker, where 
he opts to run the toy department his way 
with surprising success.

His eventual challenge is to prove, not 
only to the city of New York, but more es-
pecially to convince Doris Walker and her 
daughter Susan to believe in him. Looks 
mighty unlikely at the start.

The play is great fun with the competi-
tion between Macy’s and Gimbel’s depart-
ment stores intensifying as they wrangle 
over the veracity of there being a Santa 
Claus at all and that our hero, Kris Krin-
gle, is indeed he. The debate leads to his 
case being brought to court — to commit 
him as insane because he claims to be 
Santa Claus or release him because he 
is actually Santa – quite a question for a 
judge looking for re-election.

The resolution is fabulous.

Romance in the tale arises from the con-
nection between Doris, Susan and a young 
lawyer, Fred Gailey elegantly played by 
Jesse Griffiths. Enamoured of the severe-
ly practical Doris, he nevertheless takes 
up Kris Kringle’s defence.

The cast in this play is really wonderful, 
with Walter Learning leading the way as 
Santa Claus, a perfect, perfect choice for 
the role and clearly loving every minute 
of it. He has a steady flow of conversation 
with young Susan, beautifully played by 
Hanubae Carlos, during which he discov-
ers a way in which she will believe forever 
but — it is rather a large order. 

Mairi Babb is delightful as the stuffy Do-
ris Walker, stiff with realism and unflinch-
ing in her education of her daughter, who 
seems at first willing to accept such a heav-
ily adult philosophy. Doris takes the whole 
play to reconsider but does she finally go 
the distance? Come and see for yourself.

There are 20 roles for 10 players of 
which, those four actors only perform sin-
gle parts. The rest lays on the able shoul-
ders of the other six.

David Nairn, in his role as director, has 
brought the busyness of the play into clar-
ity and the fine, sharp definition that is his 
mark. A tribute to Theatre Orangeville’s 
consistently top quality productions, this 
one really show cases that excellence on 
every level under the leadership of Nairn, 
both as director, specifically in this case, 
and as the theatre’s Artistic Director.

While the stage manager does not al-
ways get a mention, Kevin Olson has kept 
this production tight and remarkable.

The talented Beckie Morris, set design-
er, has really outdone herself this time.

Miracle on 34th Street runs all the way 
to Dec. 23. For tickets to this splendid

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It happened today
It’s a tragedy that claimed 29 lives.
He was a jazz musician, although many fans of jazz were critical to his 

approach to the concept.
In time, he formed his own band, giving it a distinctive sound, with 

the clarinet and tenor saxophone contributing to the melody while sax-
ophones played a complementary harmonic line.

He opted to offer his talents into the United States Army in support of 
the Second World War effort.

He boarded a plane to fly from England to France to work on arrange-
ments to move his band there, but he was never seen again.

The plane carrying band leader Glenn Miller disappeared somewhere 
over the English Channel this day, Dec. 15, 1944.

There was an item on last Thurs-
day’s Peel Regional council agenda that 
caught my eye.

It was yet another indication that it’s 
getting harder to smoke anywhere.

The staff report to council stated that 
the corporate Smoking in the Work-
place policy was being amended to ban 
outdoor smoking at Regional worksites, 
and that includes parking lots.

There was a time that would have up-
set me, but times change, do they not? 
Enhanced smoking restrictions now 
raise my eyebrows, if anything. Not my 
dander.

There was a time I used 
to smoke, but I don’t any 
more. But thinking back to 
the days of my youth, it’s 
a little scary to think of 
how restrictions have in-
creased over the years.

I started smoking in 
high school. The main 
reason I started was most 
of the kids with whom I 
hung around were already 
smoking. I spent too much 
time as a kid feeling like 
a fifth wheel, so anything 
that would buck that trend 
seemed to be a benefit.

In those days smoking was permitted 
on the school grounds, and the admin-
istration was accommodating enough 
to even permit it just inside the doors 
so we didn’t have to step into inclem-
ent weather to satisfy our nic fits. We 
weren’t allowed to smoke in the class-
rooms or halls of course. But as long as 
there was a door within easy reach, it 
was okay.

Now I have to wonder where I would 
be allowed to smoke. The question is not 
likely to keep me awake at night. As I 
stated above, I no longer smoke, and I 
am not likely to take it up again. I was 
able to quit. It actually proved to be a lot 
easier than I thought it would be.

At the risk of sounding excessively 
uppity, I have to wonder why there are 
still people who start smoking in the 
first place. I guess I have to just remind 
myself that if I can get hooked, so can 
anyone.

And there is no question that smok-
ing is addictive.

I once worked for a guy who had nev-
er smoked in his life. Out of curiosity, 
he once asked me how long after I had 
quit did it take for the cravings to stop.

“They haven’t stopped,” I assured 
him.

Even writing this piece has given me 
the desire for a smoke. Not to worry 
— it’s easy to resist, after having not 
smoked for more than 20 years (okay, 
I smoked a cigar about 12 years ago, 
which I received from the proud new 
father of twin boys).

There were the health considerations, 
although they seem to be a bit reversed 
in my family history, especially on my 
mother’s side.

She often used to say, usually tongue-
in-cheek, that her father quite smoking 
when he was 80, and he died six years 
later. So she argued that it was the lack 
of tobacco that killed him.

My mother maybe had a grand total 
of five cigarets during the last 50 years 
of her life, yet she died at 78 of can-
cer. Her sister, on the other hand, who 
smoked right up until the last week 
of her life (the main reason she didn’t 
smoke during that period is it’s frowned 
upon in hospitals), died just weeks be-
fore her 93rd birthday.

But the evidence is clear that smok-
ing is bad for most people, despite the 
odd exception.

I know of one guy I used to see a lot, 
but not lately. He’s now in his mid 60s, 

and I’ve been told he’s been having 
serious health issues that are largely 
based on the fact he was never able to 
quit smoking. We all have heard plenty 
of stories like that.

Another reason for quitting is smok-
ing is expensive.

That was something my father used 
to berate me about, his words usually 
coming as he removed his pipe from his 
mouth.

Okay, he was a successful man who 
had enough disposable income to han-
dle the expense of pipe tobacco and I 
was a kid, buying my smokes from al-

lowance and whatever I 
was able to make cutting 
lawns or shovelling snow. 
But there was also some 
hypocrisy there that I 
dared not speak about. He 
was also bigger than me.

I went to a local store 
the other day and asked 
what a large pack of king-
size Rothmans would set 
me back, and was told $16. 
Throughout my 20s, I was 
smoking about 30 cigarets 
per day. I think back and 
wonder how I could ever 
have afforded it. I certain-

ly could not today.
But one of the main reasons I quit 

was the one I alluded to above. The 
places where one could smoke were be-
coming more and more scarce.

When I got my first job in this busi-
ness, the fact that everyone in the office 
smoked was used almost as a recruit-
ing tool. Yet a couple of years later, the 
smokers were in a clear minority. Then 
the word came down from above that 
the office was a smoke-free zone. I had 
just about quit smoking by that point.

The next place I worked was in an of-
fice building in the big city, and there 
was no smoking within. There were 
even large “No Smoking” signs on the 
walls outside. Needless to say, the area 
outside the staff door was littered with 
cigaret butts.

I worked in the Big Smoke (pun ful-
ly intended) during the days when the 
City of Toronto was discussing wheth-
er to ban tobacco in eating establish-
ments. The council debates were heat-
ed, bitter, acrimonious and lots of fun to 
take in from the media table. This was 
before municipal amalgamation, so one 
of the arguments against the ban was 
people could find a municipal boundary 
and smoke in bars and restaurants in 
East York, North York, Scarborough, 
etc. The business people in Toronto 
were afraid they were getting the short 
end, and being a capitalist, I had lots 
of sympathy for them. But for all my 
sympathy and despite the fun I was 
having, I knew the ban was inevitable, 
and would eventually be universal, no 
matter what municipality one was in.

There was a time when on was al-
lowed to smoke in municipal council 
chambers and during school board 
meetings. One by one, motions were 
passed to change all that.

The place my wife and I frequently go 
for vacation is strictly no-smoking. We 
don’t object.

I bought a new car at the start of the 
year. It doesn’t have an ashtray, not 
that I miss it.

With the exception of that cigar men-
tioned above, I have not smoked in more 
than 22 years. The fact that smoking 
is not allowed in Regional parking lots 
doesn’t bother me because I’m not plan-
ning to start again. It poses too much of 
a risk to my health, it’s a habit I can’t 
afford and the number of places where 
one can smoke is dwindling.

Besides, my wife won’t let me.

All kids deserve to be bused
I am a concerned parent of two children who are required to 

walk to school, including in the snowy months.
We live on the King Street East in downtown Bolton. My kids 

have to walk from John Street to the Catholic high school on 
Columbia Way.

Monday, for example, I didn’t allow them to walk as they 
would have had to cross over a bridge on sidewalks that weren’t 
cleared, forcing them to walk directly on King Street (extremely 
dangerous I will say). This is so they can get to a set of lights to 
cross King safely.

This has been an ongoing issue because even if they come by 
to plow the side walk, it is so narrow and close to the road, the 
road plows come by and pile it again with snow.

I don’t understand why kids from downtown that have to cross 
major roads and have to walk up hill in bad weather. 

The school board has been contacted, not only by myself, but 
also by concerned family members. We were told to speak to the 
bussing company. We were also told that since the school first 
opened with only Grades 9 and 10, they have never increased 
the number of buses to accommodate the increase of the student 
body, now that it runs from Grades 9 to 12. To my understand-
ing, taxes paid to the school board are to include transportation. 
So why are some students eligible and others not if everyone’s 
portion of school taxes are being paid, even by those who don’t 
have children attending school. If I am correct, then every child 
should be bused, even if they live a block away.

My kids would still run into the same prob-
lem of walking on unsafe roads/sidewalks and having to catch 
a bus from the south west side of town or walk up Queen Street 
south to Ellwood Drive.

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Liberal government makes changes to medical marijuana for veterans
Canada’s Veterans have proudly served 

our country and deserve the utmost re-
spect and support for their service.

Their loyal and faithful service to Can-
ada often comes at a tremendous price, 
such as pain resulting from injuries 
during their service and post-traumatic 
stress disorder (PTSD). Medical marijua-
na is sometimes used to treat such med-
ical conditions, which Veterans Affairs 
Canada has paid for since 2008. However, 
a recent announcement made by the cur-
rent Veterans Affairs minister raises con-
cerns about how a new Veterans Affairs 
Canada policy regarding medical mari-
juana will affect how veterans can find 
relief from pain and PTSD symptoms.

Kent Hehr, minister of Veterans Af-
fairs and associate minister of Nation-
al Defence, announced Nov. 22 a new 
departmental policy regarding medical 
marijuana. The new policy sets a fixed 
rate of $8.50 per gram and reduces the 
daily amount of dried marijuana sold by 
licensed producers or the equivalent val-
ue in fresh marijuana or cannabis oil for 
which veterans will be reimbursed from 

10 grams to three grams, effective May 
21, 2017. The Minister also announced 
that in order to be reimbursed for more, 
a specialist (i.e. a psychiatrist, pain spe-
cialist, oncologist) will be required to sub-
mit a rationale explaining why more than 
three grams per day is necessary to treat 
the veteran’s condition.

In 2008, Veterans Affairs Canada be-
gan to pay for marijuana for medical pur-
poses, sold by Health Canada for $5 per 
gram, as part of its drug benefits program, 
with no established limit on the amount 
covered. Later in 2014, Veterans Affairs 
Canada established a limit (10 grams per 

day) on the number of grams of marijua-
na for medical purposes that the depart-
ment would cover for eligible veterans. 
However, Health Canada has indicated 
that more than five grams per day may 
increase risks with respect to the drug’s 
effect on the cardiovascular, pulmonary 
and immune systems, and on psychomo-
tor performance, and may increase the 
risk of drug dependence.

The Canadian Medical Association has 
expressed concerns about the “serious lack 
of clinical research, guidance and regula-
tory oversight for marijuana as a treat-
ment.” The Conservative Party of Canada 

does not endorse the use of marijuana, 
but the courts have required reasonable 
access to a legal source of marijuana when 
authorized by a physician. We, the Con-
servative Official Opposition, believe that 
decisions regarding treatment should be 
made by veterans in consultation with 
their doctors, not by government bureau-
crats. The changes recently announced by 
Minister Hehr will affect how veterans 
can find relief from pain and PTSD symp-
toms. The Minister needs to start listen-
ing to veterans before making decisions 
that have a considerable impact on their 
well-being and quality of life. It’s also 
concerning that the Minister has chosen 
to take action on an item that isn’t in his 
mandate letter when he has only acted on 
two out of 23 action items to date.

Veterans should always receive the 
support they need from their government. 
The current Liberal government’s recent 
announcement of a new departmental pol-
icy regarding medical marijuana demon-
strates it isn’t listening to veterans before 
making decisions that directly impact 
them. Our country’s finest deserve better.
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Here’s what the 18th century English 
writer and woman’s rights advocate had 
to say about women:

“My own sex, I hope, will excuse me, if 
I treat them like rational creatures, in-
stead of flattering their fascinating grac-
es, and viewing them as if they were in 
a state of perpetual childhood, unable to 
stand alone.” 

This is a reality that continues to be 
overlooked, and no, not just by macho 
men who see themselves as modern Apol-
los, but often by the very women (and men 
too) who continue to be outraged by what 
they see as the second-class treatment of 
women.

One need look no further than the over-
wrought news coverage of two related po-
litical events, i.e. the chants of “lock her 
up” directed against Hillary Clinton by 
Donald Trump supporters, and the same 
chants directed against Alberta Premier 
Rachel Notley during a meeting of an-
ti-carbon-tax protesters in Edmonton re-
cently.

Of all the charges leveled against poli-
ticians in recent times, this chant strikes 
me as relatively mild. But — and here’s 
the thing — because they were aimed at 
a woman politician, well, that apparently 
makes it not only, as a recent Globe and 
Mail editorial characterized it, “misogy-
nistic (and) anti-democratic” to boot.

It even sparked a Star column by Judith 
Timson appropriately headlined: “Politi-
cal attacks on women must stop.”

Dare I ask, “Why?”
Nobody is advocating that male politi-

cians aren’t open to attack, whether the 
attacks are deserved or not. So why do 
those who see themselves champions of 
women’s rights assume that female poli-
ticians are too meek and mild to take the 
same abuse?

Certainly during the recent U.S. elec-
tion — and continuing on since — Trump 
has been called every horrible thing you 
can think of. To be sure, he has deserved 
much of it — although not all — just as 
Clinton surely deserved much of the neg-
ativity directed her way. That’s the way it 
goes, or the way it should go if you truly 
believe that the sexes are equal and that, 
as the old saw says, what is good for the 
goose is good for the gander.

It has become routine now to character-
ize any political attacks against women — 
with the exception, of course, of Conser-

vative women — as being “misogynistic.”
Some may indeed be that. But surely 

not all.
Would anybody seriously argue that all 

attacks against male politicians are, by 
definition, a prime example of “misandry.” 
Not likely. So why is the reverse true?

Want a recent example that illustrates 
the point? Well, consider the swearing-in 
of 19-year-old Sam Oosterhoff as Ontar-
io’s youngest MPP, who upset even the 
Conservative establishment to win the 
byelection in Niagara West-Glanbrook, 
the riding held by former Tory leader Tim 
Hudak.

While an Ottawa byelection running 
at the same time was virtually ignored 
by the media — even though the Tories 
had a so-called “star” candidate in the for-
mer ombudsman Andre Marin (he lost) 
— Oosterhoff’s campaign received wildly 
disproportionate coverage. Why? Because 
Oosterhoff is an ardent social conserva-
tive and relied on (horror of horrors) local 
Dutch Reformed church members for his 
electoral success.

National Post columnist Michael Den 
Tandt, who describes himself as a “so-
cial progressive,” nonetheless wrote that 
Oosterhoff was under attack by the media 
because he is “an orthodox Christian and 
a social conservative, in an era when be-
ing such is tantamount to thought crime, 
punishable by revulsion, penalty to be 
administered by the flash mob on social 
media . . .”

Den Tandt tells of the media scrum at 
Queen’s Park where “the tone of many 
of the reporters’ questions, which were 
framed as accusations, with nary a cur-
sory effort to mask the questioners’ con-
tempt,” and then offers several Facebook 
examples posted against Oosterhoff, a col-
lection too vile and rude to be repeated in 
a family newspaper, and far worse than 
anything said against Clinton, Notley, 
Kathleen Wynne, et al.

But, unlike the apparently “delicate” 
female politicians, not many columnists 
and/or editorialists came rushing to his 
defence.

When it comes to criticizing women 
politicians — fair or foul — these things, 
writes the Globe, “must be denounced by 
all.”

But when it comes to vicious attacks on 
a young politician on his first day on the 
job, then, of course, anything goes. After 
all, he’s a man, he can take it. No treating 
men and women equally apparently, even 
though the so-called “progressives” claim 
that’s their goal.

Talk about a double standards. Wow
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A new double standard

More work to be done at Queen’s Park
Dec. 8 marked the end of the fall session 

at the Ontario Legislature.
A lot has happened over the course of 

four months, including a throne speech, as 
well as two independent officers of the Leg-
islature — the Auditor General and the Fi-
nancial Accountability Officer — tabling 
their annual reports.

The fall session began with a prorogation 
of the legislature and a throne speech to al-
low the government to hit restart on their 
agenda after they lost a Liberal stronghold 
in Scarborough Rouge River. As part of the 
throne speech, the government announced 
the removal of the provincial portion of the 
HST on hydro bills. Unfortunately it’s too 
little, too late — Ontarians and businesses 
have been paying exorbitant hydro prices 
for the 13 years under this government’s 
watch. The rising price of hydro is the 
number one issue I hear from individuals 
and businesses in Dufferin-Caledon, and 
I’ve repeatedly shared their concerns at 
the legislature. I will continue to fight for 
a real a real plan to make the cost of hydro 
affordable once again, including stopping 
the selloff of Hydro One.

The government presented their fall up-
date on the Province’s economy Nov. 14, 
and continued to claim they are on tar-
get to eliminate the province’s deficit by 

2017/18. However, Ontario’s independent 
officer of the legislature — the Financial 
Accountability Officer (FAO) disagreed 
with the government’s assessment of On-
tario’s finance’s. Rather than eliminating 
the deficit, the FAO argued that unless 
there is a reduction in spending or the gov-
ernment finds new ways to raise revenue, 
the Province will continue to run a deficit 
until 2020/21. The FAO also predicted that 
Ontario’s debt will rise to a record total of 
$370 billion by 2020/21. It’s clear the gov-
ernment has no real plan to balance the 
budget or tackle our Province’s rising debt 
crisis.

Just before the end of the fall session, 
Ontario’s Auditor General (AG) released 
her fourth annual report, highlighting 
many issues with the government’s fiscal 

management in areas, including infra-
structure, health care services and the 
environment. The report noted the govern-
ment’s willingness to give out second and 
third contracts to contractors that provid-
ed substandard work, including installing 
parts of bridges upside down or using sub-
standard asphalt for our roads. The Audi-
tor also raised concerns with the govern-
ment’s cap-and-trade scheme that will not 
substantially lower emissions and will cost 
Ontarians and businesses approximately 
$8 billion from 2017 to 2020. Another is-

sue the report found was the unacceptable 
wait times for care in our province’s hospi-
tals. Ontario’s patients continue to pay the 
price for this government’s cuts and years 
of frozen hospital budgets. This year’s re-
port continues to show that life is harder 
under this government’s watch. 

The fall session also brought some suc-
cesses. Most notably, with the help of 
concerned citizens and municipalities, 
we were able to get the Ontario Trillium 
Foundation to back off from reducing lo-
cal representation. I was also pleased to 
see the Niagara Escarpment Commission 
abandon its plan to expand the boundaries 
of the Niagara Escarpment Plan. Finally, I 
continue my advocacy for safety on High-
way 10 by arranging a meeting between 
the Minister of Transportation and the 
Town of Mono.

It was a busy fall legislative session, at 
Queen’s Park and 2017 shows no sign of 
being quieter. I will continue to raise the 
issues Dufferin-Caledon residents speak to 
me about regularly.

Local program delivers
holiday spirit to seniors

Dufferin-Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones 

is calling on the government to improve 
mental health services for children and 
youth.

Jones raised the issue recently in the 
legislature during Question Period, cit-
ing the previous day’s report from Audi-
tor General Bonnie Lysyk, which she said 
highlighted concerns about the lack of 
oversight of these services. Jones, accord-
ing to Hansard, said there were audits in 
2003 and 2008, yet she said the Ministry 
of Children and Youth Services has not 
yet made changes to make sure children 
and youth get the mental health services 
they need in appropriate and cost-effec-
tive ways, that are also timely. She asked 
Minister Michael Coteau if he would “fi-
nally act on the recommendations made 
in 2003, 2008 and this year’s annual re-
port.”

In his response, Coteau observed most 
of the mental health and addiction issues 
in Ontario begin at childhood or adoles-
cence, agreeing it’s important to make 
sure they have timely access to supports 
when they need them the most.

He also commented the advice from Ly-
syk was “insightful.”

“We know that when it comes to men-
tal health, it’s something that’s always 
changing,” Coteau said. “The pressures 
in the systems constantly change, but 
we’ve taken the Auditor General’s advice 
and we’re moving ahead to implement a 

new funding model for children and youth 
mental health services.”

He also said the government intends to 
enhance oversights in order to hold ser-
vice providers more accountable and im-
prove quality.

“After 13 years and three reports, the 
Auditor General found that the minister 
is still not monitoring the delivery of ser-
vices to ensure that children are receiving 
adequate treatment,” Jones responded. 
“It’s no wonder there has been a 50 per 
cent increase in hospitalizations of chil-
dren and youth suffering with mental 
health illnesses.”

She added the lack of action has reached 
a crisis, with children having nowhere to 
turn.

“They need help, and they need it now,” 
she declared. “After 13 years, when will 
the Minister act?”

“In 13 years, there’s a lot that’s changed 
in mental health,” Coteau countered. “If 
we look at the province of Ontario 20 to 
30 years ago and today, we know that the 
stigma around mental health is drastical-
ly changed. People are talking about this 
issue more.”

He added the government has invested 
$100 million into new funding over the 
last five years, and are seeing “a huge dif-
ference.”

He also said community-based children 
and youth mental health agencies serve 
more than 100,000 young people annual-
ly.

Colleagues, friends and family joined 
together recently to celebrate Justice 
Douglas B. Maund, who is stepping down 
as a Justice of the Ontario Court at Oran-
geville.

Hosted by the Dufferin County Law As-
sociation, the event was seen as an oppor-
tunity to reflect on a career dedicated to 
the community.

A graduate of Carleton University 
in Ottawa and Queen’s University in 
Kingston, Maund was called to the Bar 
of Ontario in 1977 and began practic-
ing with the former firm of Parkinson, 
Parkinson and Maund, with an empha-
sis on criminal and family law. During 
his practice, he also acted as Assistant 
Crown Attorney in Criminal Code pros-
ecutions in Dufferin, Halton, Peel and 
York Regions, as well as the Crown 
Counsel in federal prosecutions under 
the Narcotics Control Act, Canada La-
bour Code and Aeronautics Act in Duf-
ferin and Peel.

Not restricting his practice, he was chil-
dren’s counsel for more than two decades, 
acting in custody and child welfare cases 
on behalf of the Office of the Children’s 
Lawyer, as well as being a panel lawyer 
for Family Transition Place for many 
years, instructing intake workers and 
counsellors on family law issues in rela-
tion to domestic violence.

In 1991, Maund temporarily left the 
practice to become the Chief of Staff to the 
Ministers of Communications, External 
Affairs and National Health and Welfare 
in Ottawa, returning in 1993 to work as a 
mediator and later again as a litigator be-
fore being appointed Justice of the Ontar-
io Court of Justice at Orangeville. While 
on the bench, Maund has acted as the Lo-
cal Administrative Justice at Orangeville, 
as designated by the Regional Senior Jus-
tice of Central West Region.

Notwithstanding his busy legal career, 
Maund has been very active in the local 
community, working on the boards of var-
ious organizations such as the Big Broth-
ers Association of Dufferin & District, 
Steering Committee for Family Transi-
tion Place and Theatre Orangeville, as 
well as serving on the Board of Governors 
of the former Dufferin Area Hospital and 
the first Capital Fundraising Campaign 
for the current Headwaters healthcare fa-
cility, amongst other activities.

Despite their polarizing records, the

The move from Canada’s hockey hot-
bed to the dry heat of Glendale is a 
major change for the man who grew 
up practising on the family pond at the 
Hollands’ home just north of Bolton. 
He attended Humberview Secondary 
School in Bolton.

“I’m excited to start this new chap-
ter,” said Holland. “I’m looking forward 
to getting back into a lineup consistent-
ly.”

After the 2015-16 season, Holland 
resigned with the Leafs to a one-year, 

$1.3-million deal. In the past a tena-
cious, big body grinder, Holland was 
quickly overshadowed by a plethora of 
talented rookie Leaf forwards, namely 
Auston Matthews, Mitch Marner and 
Connor Brown.

Ice time became a lost cause for the 
25-year old, who was scratched for 17 of 
the Leafs’ first 25 games of the season.

With the move, Holland should see 
ample ice time on a team starving for a 
body down the middle.

“We’re very pleased, really,” said Hol-
land’s agent Joe Resnick in a press con-
ference. “Peter is not Steven Stamkos 
or Wayne Gretzky, but he is a good con-
tributor and this is an opportunity to 
get more ice time.”

It won’t be long, however, before Hol-
land has a chance to return home: the 
Coyotes visit the Maple Leafs at the Air 
Canada Centre tonight (Thursday).
