As well, 
there is a van accompanying 
him with a full-time driver and 
support person. His wife Marie 
is also long on the trip.

“We rely a lot of community 
partnerships,” he said. “The 
OPP is engaged with us in 
these communities. It is at the 
heart of their community polic-
ing model.”

The 13 week strike between Peel Chil-
dren’s Aid Society and Local 4914 of the 
Canadian Union of Public Employees 
(CUPE) came to an end last Thursday.

Both parties agreed to take outstanding 
items to binding arbitration. 

“We are pleased that the strike has end-
ed,” Rav Bains, CEO of Peel CAS, said, 
adding they were looking forward to hav-
ing the employees return to the job.

“Our members could not be happier to 
go back to work,” Local 4914 President So-
nia Yung said in a media release that was 
on the Local’s  website. “Our focus has al-
ways been on the children and families of 
Peel, and now we can return to our job of 
giving the highest level of care possible.”

The strike involved some 435 frontline, 
administrative and support workers with 
CAS. They were due to return to work 
Monday.

“We want to thank our community, clients 
and partners for their patience and under-
standing during the strike,” Bains added. 
“It’s been a long strike and we are grateful 
that our staff can now get back to the im-
portant work they do to supporting children, 
youth and families in our community.”

“Now the important thing is getting 
back to work and letting the arbitration 
process continue while our members focus 
on what is important,” Yung said; “the 
children and families of Peel who rely on 
our service.”

How Do You See It? 

The holiday season is here, and millions 
across Ontario are decking their halls and 
homes with lights and decorations to cel-
ebrate.

Whether it’s a giant twinkling snow-
man on the lawn and an eavestrough full 
of string lights, or a classically lit tree and 
hearth vignette, it’s important to consider 
a few safety precautions before the revel-
ry begins.

The Electrical Safety Authority (ESA), 
an authority mandated by the govern-
ment of Ontario to enhance public electri-
cal safety, has some key tips for Ontari-
ans to keep their days merry and bright 
(and safe) when decorating this season.

Here are a few of ESA’s tips:
• Let it snow, let it snow, but don’t let it 
blur your vision. Look for overhead pow-
erlines before setting up your ladder to 

hang outdoor lights and decorations. Did 
you know you should stay at least three 
metres away from all powerlines to en-
sure safety?
• Baby, it’s cold outside — make sure 
your decorations are rated for outdoor 
use. Freezing temperatures can damage 
indoor rated cords, not to mention the 
potential for ice and snow to get into the 
connections, which can start a fire.
• Underneath the tree, or anywhere else, 
never use damaged extensions cords and 
avoid plugging too many decorations into 

the same outlet. These can overheat the 
circuit and could start a fire.
• Real or fake? Always purchase lighting 
and other holiday electrical décor at a rep-
utable retailer to avoid counterfeit prod-
ucts. Did you know lights should have a 
certification mark that ensures safety and 
proper inspection?
• If you’ll be home for Christmas, don’t 
forget to turn off holiday lights when you 
leave the house or go to bed. Even better, 
consider getting a timer for both indoor 
and outdoor lights.

Aaron Champlain, born and raised 

just outside Orangeville, has been away 
for some time, skating with Disney on 
Ice all across the U.S.A.

He is very thrilled to be doing so and he 
is also quite excited to be coming home to 
perform in Disney on Ice at the Rogers 
Centre in Toronto, Dec. 23 to Jan. 1.

Earlier this month, he told us in a 
telephone interview that he was in Mis-
sissippi with the show.

“In two weeks, we’ll be in Toronto,” he 
told us, obviously happy about the idea 
of skating in his home city and being 
with his family again.

Ice skating has always been a big in-
terest to Champlain.

“It was always in my family,” he said. 
“We loved watching it and I took lessons 
from about age eight to 13.”

By then, he was ready to skate com-
petitively, which he did until he was 21. 

Although he was home schooled, Cham-
plain began his high school years at Or-
angeville District Secondary School.

As he told us, by high school, “I was 
very good at my skating.”

Added to this passion for skating, his 
“obsession with Disney,” and one can see 
how pleased he is to be involved with both.

“All the characters are in the show: 
Goofy, Mickey, there are nine Princess-
es and one Queen; there’s Snow Prince, 
Aladdin — it’s really good for the whole 
family — Prince Philip fights a dragon!”

Champlain’s fortuitous introduction 
to Disney on Ice happened, as many of 
these stories do, serendipitously.

“Friends that I trained with emailed, 
recommending me, to Judy Thomas, 
the casting director at Disney,” he ex-
plained. “I went for an audition in Ot-
tawa. That was two years ago, in Feb-
ruary, 2015.

As a result, Champlain finally offi-
cially joined Disney in 2016, and is now 
travelling with the company.

“This year just lucked out,” he said. 
“I’ll have a few days at home. I’ll com-
mute for a few days and then, stay in 
Toronto while we do the show.”

The Disney on Ice show at the Rogers 
Centre is called Dream Big and tells all 
the mini versions of the nine Disney 
Princesses from over the many years of 
Disney films, from Cinderella and Sleep-
ing Beauty all the way up to Disney’s 
Frozen. This is an ice show, so, natu-
rally, there will be high flying jumps, 
and acrobatics of the pirates in the Lit-
tle Mermaid part are “very unique” and 
will shake you to believe. 

The loveable comic characters that al-
ways appear in the Disney films are part 
of the show and a Queen to rule them 
all. Everything, all the tremendous sto-
ries of magic and bravery of each of the 
Princesses, will delight and dazzle all 
the members of your family.

Champlain made the size of the show 
clear to us.

“There’s about 40 main characters 
and with the extras, and the crew, there 
are about 100 of us involved in the pro-
gram.”

“You have to really love it,” he added. 
“And I do.”

With the holidays right around the cor-
ner, William Osler Health System, like 
most Ontario hospitals, is already seeing 
a growing number of people seeking care 
in its emergency departments (ED) at 
Brampton Civic Hospital and Etobicoke 
General Hospital.

“Similar to past years, we have been 
working with our clinical teams, hospital 
leaders and community partners to plan 
for this year’s expected seasonal surge 
and effectively manage higher than nor-
mal patient volumes,” said Osler’s Inter-
im Executive Vice President of Clinical 
Services Kiki Ferrari. “We begin our ef-
forts many months in advance, and we 
continue to work with our health care 
partners across the Central West region 
to raise awareness of health care options 
in the community in addition to bringing 
in extra staff to ensure that patients and 
families receive safe, timely, high quality 
care in our emergency departments over 
the holidays.”

A holiday surge is caused by high de-
mand and activity due to a number of fac-
tors, such as reduced hours of operation 
for doctor’s offices and walk-in clinics, 
less availability of community resources, 
higher rates of health incidents caused by 
activities of the holiday season and an in-
crease in seasonal flu cases. All of these 
factors cause the community to rely more 
heavily on hospital emergency depart-
ments.

To help the community better under-
stand where they might be able to seek 
care for less complex conditions, Osler has 
taken to its website to share tips and in-
formation. In addition to viewing a video 
explaining how the ED works, Osler web-
site visitors can find out more about alter-
natives to the ED, how to prepare in case 
medical care is needed over the holidays, 
and the symptoms that should prompt pa-
tients to go directly to the ED. This infor-
mation is also being shared through Osler 
social media channels including Twitter 
(@OslerHealth) and its Facebook page. 

Osler’s ED Patient Experience Program 
will play a critical role in helping improve 
comfort, enhance communication and en-
sure an overall positive experience for pa-
tients and families while they are in the 
emergency department. As part of this 
program, Patient Experience staff will be 
in the ED daily from 10 a.m. to 10 p.m. 
and will help to:
• Provide updates on wait times;
• Alert the clinical team if a patient be-
gins to feel worse;
• Enhance patient comfort with a blanket 
or other resources; and
• Provide activities for children such as 
colouring sheets or small toys.

People should go to their ED in the fol-
lowing cases:
• Pains or tightness in the chest;
• Fractures or broken bones;
• Wounds that may need stitches;
• Severe pain;
• Shortness of breath;
• Sudden, severe headaches, vision prob-
lems, sudden weakness, numbness and/
or tingling in the face, arm or leg, trouble 
speaking, or dizziness;
• If your child is vomiting, has diarrhea 
and won’t eat or drink;
• When a baby younger than six months 
has a fever more than 37.9 degrees C or 
100 degrees F.

Call 9-1-1 immediately if the health is-
sue is life-threatening or you’re not sure.

People may not need the ED:
• For x-rays, laboratory testing or treat-
ment, they may visit an urgent care cen-
tre or a walk-in clinic that offers these 
services;
• For minor problems like coughs and 
colds, minor injuries, and more long-stand-
ing or chronic medical problems, They can 
get care at a family care provider’s office, 
an urgent care centre or a walk-in clinic.

Anthony McAuliffe was a successful American army officer, who was 

promoted to general during the Second World War, but probably his 
greatest claim to fame came during the Battle of the Bulge.

He was in command of forces in the small town of Bastogne, which 
German forces had encircled.

The commander of German forces offered McAuliffe the chance to 
surrender. McAuliffe’s one-word reply was “Nuts.”

The Germans were not sure what the meaning was, and an American 
officer said it meant “Go to hell.”

The famous “Nuts” reply was delivered this day, Dec. 22, 1944.

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The origins of Christmas turkey
There are many favourite Christmas 

traditions.
One of the most popular and beloved 

traditions is Christmas dinner with all 
of the trimmings. We all have our own 
variations and interpretations of the 
Christmas dinner; however, for many 
households, the centerpiece of Christmas 
dinner is the Christmas turkey. It’s a 
tradition we can all remember growing 
up with, but may not be aware that its 
origins date back many centuries. 

Christmas dinner can vary from coun-
try to country around the world. Howev-
er, in many regions of the world, specifi-
cally countries that were former British 
colonies, Christmas dinner has ties to 
the English Christmas dinner, which 
most often consists of roasted meats and 
pudding of some form.

According to some sources, turkeys 
were first introduced to Britain more 
than 500 years ago by Yorkshireman 
William Strickland who, in 1526, came 
into possession of six turkeys from Amer-
ican Indian traders during his travels 
and sold them for two pence each in Bris-
tol. Previous to this, roast goose, beef, 
boar’s head or even peacock was the pre-
ferred meat for Christmas dinner. It has 
been said that Henry VIII was the first 
English King to dine on turkey; however, 
Edward VII was responsible for popular-
izing turkey for Christmas dinner. Tur-
key also came to replace peacock on the 
table of the Royal courts.

Some sources credit Queen Victoria for 
helping to solidify the turkey’s place at 
the Christmas dinner table through her 
marriage to Prince Albert of Saxe-Co-
burg-Gotha of Germany. It has been said 
that he brought the tradition of turkey 
from his homeland to Britain and by 
the end of the 19th century, most people 
dined on turkey for their Christmas din-
ner.

It has also been said that up until the 
1950s, dining on turkey for Christmas 
dinner was considered a luxury, as it 
was about this time when refrigerators 
became common in households and tur-
keys also became more affordable and 
accessible for families. According to some 
sources, it would take an entire week’s 
wage in 1930 to purchase a turkey. It’s 
also been said that turkey’s popularity 
as the preferred roasted meat for Christ-
mas dinner may also be attributed to the 
bird’s larger size for a family dinner and 
its affordability.

We all eagerly anticipate Christmas 

dinner with the Christmas turkey or 
whatever our favourite Christmas din-
ner foods may be, as it completes the cel-
ebratory nature of the season known for 
peace, joy, and goodwill. It’s the season 
of giving and is an excellent opportunity 
for all of us to extend generosity to those 
who are less fortunate, to ensure every-
one shares in the joy and magic of the 
season, including a delicious Christmas 
dinner. 

I sincerely wish you a very Merry 
Christmas and that you may enjoy your 
Christmas dinner (whether it may in-
clude the infamous Christmas turkey or 
not) surrounded by loved ones and that it 
may be filled with peace and joy!

New Year’s Eve fireworks
New Year’s Eve is a joyous occasion 

when we reflect on and say goodbye to 
the past year and look forward to the 
New Year with idealism and hope.

It can be full of fun and exciting tradi-
tions, such as feasts, parties with family 
and friends, resolutions and, of course, 
spectacular fireworks displays. Some of 
us may venture out to see a fireworks 
display, while some of us may stay in the 
comfort of our own home and view a dis-
play on our television. Fireworks at New 
Year’s Eve are a tradition that’s enjoyed 
worldwide with origins dating back much 
further than we may realize.

Many sources attribute the origins of 
fireworks to ancient China. These sourc-
es cite that as early 200 B.C., dried bam-
boo was thrown on fires and would ex-
plode once the air expanded inside the 
hollow stalks, which would cause a loud 
sound and the first firecracker emerged. 
This first, very basic type of firecracker is 
said to have been used to frighten off evil 
spirits and encourage good luck.

Somewhere between 600 and 900 
A.D., it has been said Chinese alche-
mists took the next steps to develop 
firecrackers when they combined sul-
fur, saltpeter, charcoal, among other 
ingredients, which unbeknownst to 

them, became an early form of gun-
powder. The Chinese would pack this 
substance into bamboo stalks and then 
throw them into fires that would cause 
loud explosions. Later on, paper tubes 
came to replace bamboo stalks and the 
Chinese identified other purposes for 
using their invention outside of ward-
ing off evil spirits and for celebrations, 
when in the 10th century, firecrackers 
were incorporated into weapons (i.e. 
“crude bombs”) used against enemies 
during military battles.

It’s been said that during the 13th cen-
tury, gunpowder, as well as samples of 
firecracker formulas, started to make 
their way into Europe by explorers, 
diplomats and Franciscan missionar-
ies. During this time, scientists worked 
diligently to build upon and improve 
on gunpowder for the purpose of weap-
onry, such as cannons and muskets. It 
was also during this time that fireworks 

were used to honour military victories, 
and eventually for public celebrations, as 
well as religious ceremonies.

According to some sources, during the 
Renaissance, fireworks continued to ad-
vance with the Italians, who launched 
projectiles and slowly burnt powdered 
metals, as well as charcoal in open tubes 
to develop sparklers, eventually creating 
the colourful bursts of light and explo-
sions we’re used to seeing in fireworks 
presentations today. The Italians became 
widely recognized for their advanced dis-
plays.

It has been said that by the 1730s, col-
onists from England brought fireworks 
and their fondness for them to the Ameri-
cas where fireworks displays occurred on 
Independence Day in 1777. The tradition 
took hold and eventually became a reg-
ular occurrence for celebrating events, 
such as presidential inaugurations and 
New Year’s Eve.

The tradition of fireworks has evolved 
over the centuries, but the joy and ex-
citement they bring to contemporary 
New Year’s celebrations certainly hasn’t. 
Fireworks displays are a reminder of the 
renewed hope and optimism we associate 
with the impending New Year.

As the Member of Parliament for Duf-
ferin-Caledon, I wish you a wonderful 
New Year’s celebration however you may 
choose to spend the holiday and a very 
happy and healthy 2017!
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Since this is Christmas week, after all, 
what better time to talk about the God 
part of this celebratory period?

It was Norman Vincent Peale who once 
said that “Christmas waves a magic wand 
over this world, and behold, everything is 
softer and more beautiful.”

Peale, most famous for his book The 
Power of Positive Thinking, lived at a 
time when the “Christ” part of Christmas 
was perhaps even more important than 
the scurrying around from store to store 
hunting for bargains.

It still should be, or, to cite Dr. Seuss: 
“Maybe Christmas, the Grinch thought, 
doesn’t come from a store.”

And, of course, many parts of the world 
don’t celebrate Christmas, although most 
have their own version or something sim-
ilar to it.

There is no doubt that in Canada, reli-
gion isn’t what it used to be, or at least the 
practice of various religions is not nearly 
as widespread as it was.

That being said, however, reports of the 
death of traditional religions in Canada 
are, as Mark Twain supposedly quipped 
about a premature report of his death, are 
“greatly exaggerated.”

To be sure, many of the so-called main-
line Protestant denominations —particu-
larly the United Church, Anglican Church 
and Presbyterian (the one I grew up in) — 
have suffered devastating losses in their 
membership. Between 1991 and 2011, for 
example, United Church membership has 
plummeted from just over three million 
Canadians to just over two million. And 
that’s just part of the story. It may still 
have close to two million members, but 
only a fraction of them actually attend 
services on a regular basis.

On the other hand, the Roman Catho-
lic Church — with more than 12 million 
members — has increased slightly over 
that period, thanks largely to immigra-
tion, and the more conservative evangel-
ical Protestant churches have also more 
than held their own.

But for all that, recent polls have shown 
that 73 per cent of Canadians asked said 
they still believe in God or a higher power. 
So if this is true, then the question is how 
come church attendance overall is falling 
so badly?

A recent study on the subject conclud-
ed what I have long thought from my own 

experience, i.e. that the further a church 
gets away from the traditional teachings 
of Christ, the fewer people it attracts.

Being a liberal may be good for getting 
votes in this country, but it doesn’t work 
that well in attracting adherents to the 
churches.

Take the United Church, for example. 
It is not only the most liberal — i.e. it has 
had moderators who don’t even believe 
in God — but it has suffered the largest 
decline in membership. Long called “the 
NDP at prayer,” the Church seems to 
spend more time arguing about left-wing 
political causes than it does on trying to 
spread God’s wonderful message.

For many years, I faithfully attended 
a local Presbyterian Church, but it has 
been some time now since I’ve taken my 
place in a pew. Why? Well, the last time I 
went I told the minister that if I wanted to 
listen to an NDP speech, I’d attend a par-
ty rally. I didn’t go to church to listen to 
that. Instead, I can pray at home and not 
waste my time listening to somebody who 
knows a lot less about politics than I do.

And since so many Canadians — myself 
included — still believe in God, it’s obvi-
ous that many of these disappearing con-
gregations are totally missing the boat, 
focussing on their left-leaning politics 
instead of the needs and desires of those 
looking for comfort in God’s word.

Writing in the Sunday Star, Wilfrid 
Laurier University religion professor Da-
vid Millard Haskell, lead author of Theol-
ogy Matters, an in-depth study of religion 
in Canada, wrote: “We found, without ex-
ception, the clergy and congregants of the 
growing mainline Protestant churches 
held more firmly to traditional Christian 
beliefs — such as the belief Jesus rose 
physically from the grave and that God 
answers prayer.”

“The clergy of the growing churches 
were the most theologically conservative 
and the declining church clergy the least. 
. .”

And while presents and family and good 
times are for sure things that help make 
Christmas arguably the best day of the 
year, these failing churches should re-
member that if they are so busy running 
away from the true message of Christmas 
that they end up standing for everything 
and nothing at the same time, they’ll con-
tinue to fade into a distant memory.

But those who include Christ — not 
only at Christmas, but year-round — will 
continue to thrive.

And to all of you, whatever your beliefs, 
Merry Christmas.

In the end, there were no changes, as 

Caledon councillors Tuesday night rati-
fied their 2017 budget that had been ap-
proved in committee two weeks before.

The budget as passed calls for a 4.67 
per cent increase in the Town’s share of 
the municipal tax bill. But when those fig-
ures are combined with the tax increase 
approved by Peel Regional council two 
weeks ago, Caledon residents are going 
today 2.45 per cent more. Assuming there 
will be no increase in the taxes collected 
by the local school boards (that won’t be 
known until the spring), acting treasurer 
Heather Haire said the total bill will be 
going up by $112.87 for the average Cale-
don home assessed at $522,000.

There was an attempt on the part of 
Councillor Barb Shaughnessy to add a 
capital expenditure of $45,000 for a Cale-
don Village Study to look into land-use, 
traffic and servicing issues along the 
Highway 10 corridor. She had also made 
a similar attempt at committee.

Shaughnessy had stressed this matter 
has been on the table for years.

Councillor Nick deBoer had problems 
with spending money on a study when 
there was no guarantee it would provide 
any useful information.

“I really don’t think it’s going to provide 
anything of value,” he remarked.

But Mayor Allan Thompson was more 
sympathetic, commenting this has been 
discussed since he’s been on council, add-
ing the Town can’t just wait for something 
to happen. He added something proactive 
needs to be done. He pointed out the Prov-
ince has previously refused to act on this, 
but has indicated it might be willing to 
work with the Town if there’s some clear 
idea of what is needed.

“I think it’s a good investment of 45 
thousand,” he said.

“I’ve got to admit I’m torn,” Council-
lor Rob Mezzapelli remarked, pointing 
out he understood what Caledon village 
residents along Highway 10 are going 
through.

Thompson had pointed out there are a 
lot of seniors living in those homes. They 
can’t sell them because few people want to 

live on a four-lane highway, but the Min-
istry of Transportation (MTO) is reluctant 
to permit more accesses to and from the 
road, or more industry in that area.

He added if MTO was ready to respond 
to a Town initiative, it was time to make 
some commitment.

Mezzapelli was reluctant to commit fur-
ther dollars without more details.

General Manager of Community Ser-
vices Peggy Tollett told Mezzapelli that 
apart from the widening of the highway, 
she was not aware of MTO taking any 
responsibility for the irritation the resi-
dents were experiencing.

Shaughnessy countered the Ministry 
had acknowledged some sidewalks had 
gone on private property, and there was 
some money going to these people.

She also stressed MTO is not prepared 
to do anything unless the Town initiates 
some action.

“There are no guarantees,” she declared, 
adding there’s no point in putting this off 
either. She said the village is “frozen in 
time.”

“Take a leap of faith and say ‘Let’s try 
and do something,’” she urged her col-
leagues.

Haire told councillors adding this 
$45,000 project to the budget would add 
$1.59 to the average property tax bill.

“There has to be a little better under-
standing of exactly what we need to ac-
complished,” deBoer maintained.

Councillor Johanna Downey pointed 
out this idea was proposed after the bud-
get had been decided upon. She added all 
councillor have items they would like in-
cluded in the budget.

Councillor Jennifer Innis said she has 
residents and business people in her ward 
wanting similar work done, and she has 
to tell them they have to pay for the stud-
ies.

Shaughnessy was “awe struck” at the 
lack of support she was getting.

“This village doesn’t have any opportu-
nity, guys,” she declared. “You guys have 
your minds made up, and I’m really dis-
appointed.”

“If we provide nothing, then nothing 
will happen,” she added.

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Peel Region has released its schedule 
for garbage collection over the holidays.

There are some schedule changes, and 
also a waste exemption period and Christ-
mas tree collection.

Regarding curbside collection, all recy-
cling, garbage and organics collection will 
be one day later for the weeks of Dec. 26 
and Jan. 2.

Holiday waste exemption period will 
be on scheduled garbage collection days 
during the weeks of Dec. 27 to 30 and 
Jan. 3 to 6. During this period, people 
who receive curbside collection can place 
unlimited amounts of acceptable excess 
garbage at the curb without garbage bag 
tags. Bags must weigh no more than 20 
kilograms (44 pounds) each. Residents are 
asked to ensure that there is one metre of 
space between excess bags of garbage and 
the garbage and organics carts.

Real Christmas trees will be collected if 
placed at the curb on regularly scheduled 
recycling collection days during the weeks 
of Jan. 9 and 16. Christmas trees can also 
be taken to a Community Recycling Cen-
tre (CRC).

Trees taller than three metres (10 feet) 
must be cut in half to be collected at the 
curb or dropped off at a CRC. There will 
be no drop-off fees at the CRCs for Christ-
mas trees during the Christmas tree col-
lection period.

Remove all outer plastic bags, orna-
ments, tinsel, nails, wire and tree stands 

from trees for them to be collected. Trees 
placed in or on snowbanks will not be col-
lected. Residents of apartments or condos 
can put trees at the curb by the driveway 
entrance to the property, but they are 
asked to ensure that these do not obstruct 
the road or sidewalk.

CRCs will be following holiday hours:
• Dec. 24 — 8:30 a.m. to noon.
• Dec. 25 — closed.
• Dec. 26 — closed.
• Dec. 27 to Dec. 30 — regular hours at 
all CRCs.
• Dec. 31 — 8:30 a.m. to noon.
• Jan. 1 — closed.
• Jan. 2 — closed.
• Jan. 3 — regular hours resume at all 
CRCs.

Check peelregion.ca/waste for collection 
and waste exemption dates (see “when 
does it go”) and regular CRC hours.

(AED).

“I’m alive, and that’s a good thing,” he 
said from his hospital bed. The incident 
“sure does” give him a new perspective 
and has revealed just how fragile we hu-
man beings are.

In perfect health, Keen suffered the 
attack after getting off the ice and rest-
ing on the bench. He said his heart 
didn’t settle down after his shift and he 
passed out.

His teammates rallied around and 
everyone pitched in to save him. They 
used the AED, which also automatically 
calls EMS.

Andre Delmas was next to Keen and 
he cried out for someone to call 9-1-1 
and his brothers Ron and Brett ran to 
get the AED in the lobby. Ron said as 

soon as the AED made contact, it ana-
lyzed Keen’s condition and shocked him. 
It later said a second shock was not re-
quired. This all happened in less than 
five minutes.

Ray Martin later said it was a combi-
nation of quick thinking, the AED and 
cool heads that saved the day.

Delmas said one of the players — sing-
er Peter Woodhead — began singing Sta-
yin’ Alive by the Bee Gees as the guys 
worked to revive Keen. Coincidentally, 
the beat of that song is recommended 
when performing CPR.

While in hospital, they discovered that 
Keen had a blockage, and his treatment 
will likely prevent any further problems.

“The defibrillator saved my life,” Keen 
said.

Keen extended his heart-felt thanks to 
Ron, Brett and Andre, as well as Bruno 
Burlon, Ray Martin, Peter Woodhead 
and all of the teammates who offered 
their support. He also extended his 
thanks to Councillor David Boyd and 
King Township Fire and Emergency 
Services for putting AEDs in local are-
nas.

Delmas stressed the AED was “fan-
tastic” and the directions are clear and 
concise.

Jim Wall, King’s fire chief, praised 
Keen’s teammates who administered 
cardiopulmonary resuscitation (CPR) 
and used the AED located in the lobby.

An AED is a portable device that 
checks the heart rhythm and can send 
an electric shock to the heart to try to 
restore a normal rhythm. AEDs are 
used to treat sudden cardiac arrest, a 
condition in which the heart suddenly 
and unexpectedly stops beating.

Wall said the units are extremely easy 
to use, something that’s important when 
every second counts.

“It just goes to show you that some-
one with absolutely no training on one of 
these units can use them to save a life,” 
Wall said.

Boyd, Nobleton’s ward councillor and 
a firefighter himself, said the unit was 
placed in the arena about 14 years ago 
and this was the first time it had ever 
been used.

“It’s amazing that it has been sitting 
on the wall that long just waiting to be 
used,” he said, noting most AEDs will 
never be used. “However, they’re worth 
every cent when you do need them.”

Boyd added all the right ingredients 
came together for a positive outcome in 
this situation. A facility with an AED is 
likely the safest place to be during an 
emergency.

Wall and Boyd were both involved 
in getting units placed in many public 

places around the township earlier this 
year. The initial funding to get units in 
local arenas was provided by the Mikey 
Network, an organization dedicated to 
placing AEDs in as many public loca-
tions as possible. It was started by lo-
cal businessman Hugh Heron (www.
mikeynetwork.com).

The Nobleton Lions Club and King 
resident Lynn Jackson also donated 
funds earlier this year. Jackson’s hus-
band Paul was a full-time training offi-
cer for King’s fire department who died 
of a heart attack in 2008.

There are currently 25 AEDs in build-
ings in King Township, while the fire 
department has nine units. According 
to the Heart and Stroke Foundation, the 
use of an AED, combined with CPR, can 
increase the likelihood of survival by 75 
per cent or more.

Delmas said the Nobleton Oldtimers 
are more than a bunch of hockey play-
ers. The majority are older than 50 and 
this tight-knit group has a 40-year his-
tory in the community.

Delmas attributes the success that 
night to the group’s “maturity” and the 
fact no one panicked at all.

The group is selective in its member-
ship and they welcomed Keen just a few 
years ago.

“We’ve always been about communi-
ty,” said Delmas, who’s the former own-
er of The Abour Restaurant on Highway 
27 (now Sommerhill).

The community did come together that 
night in the arena. Keen is living proof.

Jason Cumbo had his biggest game as a 

Caledon Golden Hawk Sunday to secure 
the junior C club’s sixth win of the season.

The first year hometown goaltender had 
lost three straight decisions between the 
pipes heading into the match with the 
third-place Midland Flyers, dating back 
to late November.

Tested early, Cumbo was forced to con-
tend with 20 Midland shots in the first pe-
riod alone, stopping each. His team gave 
him a hand offensively by potting two in 

the first, off the sticks of Sean Nottle and 
Matt Magliozzi.

Call-up Christian Hauck, in just his 
second junior hockey game, earned a ca-
reer milestone with his first goal for the 
Hawks just more than a minute gone in 
the second.

With captain Nicholas McNutt in the box 
for high sticking, the Flyers finally solved 
Cumbo just before the midway point of 
the game, adding another short-handed 
goal in the second on 16 shots.

Nottle added his second of the game, 

along with a Magliozzi empty netter with 
less than a minute to go in regulation 
time, for a 5-2 Caledon win.

In total, the Flyers threw 45 shots at 
the Caledon net, the most any Caledon 
goaltender has faced all season. In stop-
ping 43, Cumbo put up a save percentage 
of .955, eclipsing his best of .944 in Cale-
don’s first game of the season: also a win.

The Hawks were coming off a 3-2 loss to 
the Flyers on the road Friday, following a 
six-day hiatus due to a weather cancella-
tion Thursday when the Hawks were to 
take on the Stayner Siskins.

With Caledon leading 2-1 with 12 min-
utes to go on the clock, the Flyers rattled 
off three straight unanswered goals, the 
game winner coming with just over four 
minutes left.

Hughie Sheppard and Tyler Whitten 
both found the back of the net for the 
Hawks. Andrew Ireland made 23 saves on 
27 shots.

The tandem of Cumbo and Ireland have 
split the six wins put up by the Hawks 
this season over 32 games, though their 
individual statistics are not reflective 

of their records. Both have put up solid 
seasons, putting up an .893 and .881 re-
spectively to sit in the middle of the pack 
among Provincial Junior Hockey League 
goaltenders.

The Hawks, meanwhile, remain last in 
the PJHL’s Carruthers division, though 
as a team has put up a record of 2-3-2 in 
December. A slow start to the season still 
has the Caledon team nine points back of 
the Schomberg Cougars for seventh in the 
eight-team division.

The Alliston Hornets and Stayner Sis-
kins have already clinched first and sec-
ond place in the division with just more 
than a month to go, playing to records of 
26-2-1 and 24-3-0 respectively.

Only nine games remain on the regu-
lar season schedule, which continues this 
Friday as the Hawks visit the Huntsville 
Otters (12-17-0).

They return to action following the holi-
day break Dec. 30, hosting the Orillia Ter-
riers (12-19-0) at Caledon East.

Even small amounts of alcohol, illegal 
drugs, and some prescription and over-the-
counter medications can impair one’s judge-
ment. The safest choice when driving is not 
to drink at all.

As people celebrate with family and friends 
this holiday season, they should remember 
to never put themselves and others at risk 
by getting behind the wheel while impaired.

When you are driving, put down the phone 
and focus on the road.

According to the Office of the Chief Coro-
ner, 39 per cent of drivers killed on Ontario’s 
roads in 2013 had either drugs or a combi-
nation of drugs and alcohol in their system.

Distracted driving is a leading cause of col-
lisions on Ontario roads. According to 2013 
collision statistics, one person is injured in 
a distracted driving collision every 30 min-
utes.

Ontario had the lowest impaired driv-
ing offence rate in Canada. In 2015, there 
were 111 offences per 100,000 population, 
which is 44.7 per cent lower than the na-
tional average of 201 offences per 100,000 
population.

It takes time to get one’s blood alcohol 
concentration back to zero after drinking. 
Coffee, food or physical exercise will not help 
one sober up faster.

“Even one impaired or distracted driver 
on our roads is one too many,” Transpor-
tation Minister Steven Del Duca observed.

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HomeJames - Caledon Chairman Tayler Parnaby 
reported things are “terri� c” for the � rst several eve-
nings it has been running this year. As of Dec. 15, he 
announced the program had provided rides to 199 
motorists who were concerned they might have had 
too much to drink, also getting 420 passengers home 
safe too. So far this year, there’s been a major increase 
in the number of rides requested.

“� is year’s number is 54 per cent higher than the 
year before,” Parnaby said. “� at’s a whack of people.”

� e program is making use of SmartPhone tech-
nology this year, and Parnaby said it’s been making a 
di� erence. About 30 per cent of the calls received so 
far have been from SmartPhones.

“It’s incredible the di� erence this thing has made,” 
he declared.

� e program has also received lots of support 
from local businesses.

Car dealers in town have stepped up again, plus 
Enterprise Car Rental, providing shuttle vehicles, 
and Parnaby said they are making additional vehi-
cles available for especially busy nights.

Parnaby also said Tim Hortons outlets throughout 
the area have let HomeJames volunteers use their fa-
cilities as staging areas, putting them in more conve-
nient places from which to respond to calls.

HomeJames is a service which people can call if 
they think they may have had too much to drink and 

are not � t to drive. A team of volunteers is dispatched 
to collect the driver and passengers, and get them 
and their vehicle to their destination. One volunteer 
actually drives the client’s car with the client and 
passengers inside. � e navigator, using SmartPhone 
dispatch system, coordinates the trip. � e other vol-
unteer drives the shuttle vehicle.

Although this is a free service, voluntary contribu-
tions are always gratefully received.

And the supply of volunteers has increased this 
year. Parnaby said all the shi� s up to (but not includ-
ing) New Year’s Eve have su�  cient people lined up.

“We have some work to do for December 31,” 
he observed, adding a party, compete with door 
prizes, is planned for the volunteers that evening.

Parnaby also pointed out it’s clear the program 
works.

“� ere is much more general awareness of 
the dangers of impaired driving and the presence 
of HomeJames,” he said, adding the police have 
expressed their appreciation that the program is 
in place.

“You’re making it safe for a whole lot of others.”

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One of the � rst steps to safe winter driving 
is ensuring that all aspects of your vehicle 
are winter ready. And while many think 

that may stop at getting your winter tires on, there is 
far more involved. 

CAA South Central Ontario (CAA SCO) is 
encouraging drivers to install winter tires sooner 
rather than later in order to be ready for the winter 
driving season.

“A good time to switch from all-season tires to 
winter tires is when the temperature reaches 7°C 
or below and winter tires should be removed when 
the temperature reaches 7°C or higher,” said Ryan 
Peterson, manager automotive services, CAA SCO.

“In the cold weather, all-season tires turn hard and 
lose their elasticity. � is causes reduced grip and lon-
ger stopping distances,” added Peterson.

Drivers should also check their tire pressure once 
a month. As the temperature drops so too does tire 
pressure. For every 5°C dip in the thermometer your 
tire pressure decreases 1 pound per square inch 
which results in reduced handling and control of 
your vehicle.

Depending on your speed and the weather, the 
braking distance of winter tires can be up to 25 per 
cent shorter (or two vehicle lengths) compared to all-
season tires. 

Winter tires consist of a rubber compound that 
keeps tires � exible in cold temperatures and a tread 
design that helps maintain a � rm grip on snow and 
ice packed roads. 

Sets of four matching winter tires will help your 
vehicle maintain control and stability. 

CAA Insurance policyholders save 5% on their 
auto insurance premium when four designated win-
ter tires are installed.

CAA SCO is reminding members to download the 
CAA App and use CAA Service Tracker to track the sta-
tus and estimated time of arrival of their road service call.

More recently, car dealerships, mechanics and 
tire sales businesses have been addressing the issue 
of all-season tires, and some of the myths. Some 
have begun calling them three-season tires, as 
while they are functional in the winter, they do 
not provide the same kind of support, traction and 
safety as winter-speci� c tires, speci� cally in areas 
that receive harsher winters.

In order to help encourage drivers to put on win-
ter tires rather than sticking with their ‘all’-seasons, 

most automotive insurance companies have included 
a discount on insurance packages for drivers. 

Most dealerships or places that will change over 
your tires also provide options for packages to com-
pletely winter-ready your car, including rust-proof-
ing sprays and other techniques to help protect your 
car from the salt and sand that hits the roads. 

With the more recently harsh winters we’ve seen 
in the area, the importance of having both a back-
up-plan and an emergency kit in the car have been 
realized by many. When the 2014 polar vortex swept 
through the county, it le�  Du� erin in a declared state 
of emergency. Several days saw a number of drivers 
stranded on the highways late at night and in the 
middle of a harsh snowstorm. 

� e unfortunate fact of where we live means that 
this could potentially occur to drivers at any time. 
Emergency kits can help drivers who are stranded 
until help arrives, and should contain essential sup-
plies as well as items that can provide comfort and 
safety for all in the vehicle.

According to the OPS, recommended items 
include a snow/ice scraper, shovel, sand or other 
traction aid, tow rope or chain, booster cables, 
road � ares, � ashlight, � rst aid kit, extra clothing 
and footwear, blankets, a candle, a small tin can, 
matches, non-perishable emergency food supplies 
and a � re extinguisher.

Utilizing free resources to help ensure a driver 
is aware of the best winter driving practices and 
strategies is also bene� cial. Last year, Young Drivers 
of Canada released a new website designed 
speci� cally to provide information and safe 
driving tips for winter driving. � e website was 
launched due to a perceived increased need for 
drivers to be more prepared in southern Ontario.

“We have had an increased number of calls from 
people who are either new to the country or really 
never experienced the severity of winter driving prior 
to the last few years, especially with the ice storms,” 
explained Angelo DiCicco, General Manager of the 
GTA Young Drivers in an interview late last winter. 
“A lot of them are too far away for us to be able to 
actually help, which is why we came up with the 
online portion. It is pretty exciting. It allows people 
who are even too far away from a Young Driver’s 
Centre to refresh their skills.”

� e website includes a variety of things such as 
online courses, lists of tips, video clips, and a Winter 

Driving Quiz to test your winter driving IQ.
“� is is something ANY Canadian can ben-

e� t from, anywhere,” added Suzanne Vukosavljevic, 
Director of Public Relations for Young Drivers 
of Canada. “With the treacherous winter road 
conditions there is no better time to drive people 
to the winter driving lessons on the site.  � ere are 
over 200 tips, videos and an online course to help 
drivers stay safe.   � ey can de� nitely bene� t from 
the online tutorial.”

OPS agree that driver readiness and being 
prepared is essential to safe driving, and that starts 
right from the driveway.

“Before leaving your driveway, make sure all 
windows are cleared o�  and defrosted,” said OPS. 
“As well, make sure all lights are cleared o�  so 
that you can be seen. � e most important aspect 
of winter driving is to adjust your speed to match 
road conditions. When driving in stormy weather 
motorists accelerate, brake and steer smoothly.”

It’s also important to remember that driving habits 
need to be changed accordingly. Abrupt accelerating, 
braking and going around corners can cause 
skidding and sliding. Remembering to keep extra 
space to allow time for breaking in the case of the 
emergency is also important for avoiding accidents.

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And, unfortunately, this unexpected arrival 
combines with a lack of driver preparation to 
create a dangerous cocktail of collisions, near 

misses and, in some cases, fatalities.
� e Canada Safety Council would like to remind 

motorists of the importance of preparing themselves 
for winter driving. During the non-winter season, 
bad habits can creep into a driver’s repertoire, includ-
ing aggressive braking and a lack of space around the 
car. � ese same habits just don’t work in the winter-
time, as snow and slush are much more unforgiving 
than dry and clear pavement.

� e council has a few safety considerations to 
keep in mind.

WINTER TIRES
� e only thing between the vehicle and the road 

is tires — four patches of rubber, each about the 
width of a sheet of paper. During winter, the rubber 
compound in tires that are intended for the weather 
stays so� er than other tires, improving traction and 
grip. � ey can also contribute in reducing braking 
distances by as much as 25 per cent.

According to a 2016 study done for the Tire and 
Rubber Association of Canada, 61 per cent of Cana-
dian drivers are using winter tires. � is data does not 
include Quebec, where they are legally required.

� e 61 per cent represents a nationwide increase 
since an identical study was performed in 2014, in-
cluding a nine per cent increase in Ontario.

Winter tires wear out less than all-season tires in 
the winter weather, so any cost savings of sticking to 
all-season tires is negligible over the lifespan of the 
tires. Don’t let a price tag deter you from making the 
smart and safe choice.

Winter tires should be installed when the weather 
drops below seven degrees Celsius, as that is when 
they’re most e� ective. Be sure that the winter tires 
come with the three-peak-mountain-and-snow� ake 
icon designating that the tires meet standards to be 
classi� ed as winter tires, and be sure to use four win-
ter tires of the same type. Don’t mix and match.

ADJUST DRIVING HABITS
When the roads are clear and dry, the conditions 

are more forgiving of braking more aggressively and 
leaving less space between yourself and the car in 
front of you. With ice, slush and snow in play, there’s 
much less margin for error. A slower pace and more 
room around your vehicle will only serve you well. 
Take care to steer gently, avoid cruise control and steer 
in the direction you want to go in the event of a skid.

Winter also brings its own set of unique hazards 
that aren’t present during the summer. Snow banks 
may encroach on the roadways, providing more re-
strictive access to some lanes. � is makes it more 
important than ever to share the road. Give your-
self enough room to manoeuver your vehicle. If that 
means waiting for another driver to pass by, don’t 
speed up and try to squeeze past them. Be patient.

Leave yourself some time before leaving to check 
the weather conditions, and consider canceling or 
delaying your trip if conditions appear to be worsen-
ing. Should you be able to leave safely, clear your car 
of snow and ice before doing so.

LET SNOWPLOWS DO THEIR THING
Always yield the right-of-way to snowplows.
Plow drivers know their vehicles and their limita-

tions. � ey have to drive at slower speeds and stop 
frequently. As with the above, patience is paramount. 
� e plow driver will pull over and allow you to pass 
when it is safe to do so.

Don’t ever attempt to pass a working plow, as you 
risk hitting the blade and causing damage to their 
vehicle and yours. Or you could get buried under a 
pile of snow the snowplow is attempting to clear. Sight 
lines and visibility are reduced, especially during a 
snowstorm, and it’s a dangerous and reckless risk that 
could take your life and the snowplow operator’s.

Be patient. Wait. Snowplows are working to make 
your commute as safe as possible. Give them the 
time and space they need to do their job.

CAR MAINTENANCE
Lastly, make sure your car is winterized and ready 

for the season.
� is includes a fully-charged battery, a topped up 

windshield washer � uid reservoir, fully functional heat-
er and defroster and windshield wipers that can with-
stand the ice and snow without leaving large streaks.

It’s also a great idea to keep an ice scraper, a jug of 
windshield washer � uid that works down to -40 de-
grees Celsius, and an emergency survival kit includ-
ing a charged phone, water and non-perishable food, 
a � ashlight, a blanket, warm clothes, jumper cables, 
a shovel, traction mats or sand, candles and a book of 
matches or a lighter.

You should also get a maintenance checkup done on 
your vehicle. An expert will be the best person to help 
you ensure your vehicle is winterized and ready to roll.

Motorists urged to 
avoid unnecessary 
risks driving on 
icy and dicey roads

Although Canadians are used to snow fl urries, 
ice patches and bone-chilling cold temperatures, 
winters still seem to arrive earlier than anyone 
expects it every year.

Tech Tip

Some reasons why 
fuel economy decreases 
in winter...

WINTER TIRES:
Winter tires are notorious for losing mpg as 
their tread patterns often create more resis-
tance to the road that summer and all-season 
tires.

WINTER GASOLINE BLENDS:
The change in winter fuel blends affects econ-
omy as well, in order to have fuel work in cold 
temps and prevent freezing etc. economy will 
sometimes suffer.

The difference between summer and winter-
blend gasoline involves the Reid Vapor Pressure 
(RVP) of the fuel. RVP is a measure of how easily 
the fuel evaporates at a given temperature. The 
more volatile a gasoline (higher RVP), the easier 
it evaporates.

Winter-blend fuel has a higher RVP because 
the fuel must be able to evaporate at low tem-
peratures for the engine to operate properly, 
especially when the engine is cold. If the RVP 
is too low on a frigid day, the vehicle will be 
hard to start and once started, will run rough.

Summer-blend gasoline has a lower RVP to 
prevent excessive evaporation when outside 
temperatures rise. Reducing the volatility of 
summer gas decreases emissions that can 
contribute to unhealthy ozone and smog lev-
els. A lower RVP also helps prevent drivability 
problems such as vapor lock on hot days, es-
pecially in older vehicles.

The switch between the two fuels happens 
twice a year, once in the fall (to winter-blend) 
and again in the spring (to summer-blend). 

The changeover requires signifi cant work at 
refi neries, so oil companies schedule their 
maintenance for those times when they will 
already be “down” for the blend switches.

EXCESSIVE IDLING:
It is common for people to let their cars idle 
longer in cold weather to warm up their car, 
engine, and clean off their windows of frost. 
Windows can be easily scraped, while most 
new vehicles do not require to idle in the 
winter to warm up, they can be driven right 
away and warm up on the way to where 
you are going.

 
SEAT HEATERS AND DEFROSTERS:
The alternator is turned by the engine using 
a belt. So basically what happens is the 
engine has to work harder to turn the 
alternator that is working harder because 
you are using the seat heater and defrosters 
which are using more than normal 
electricity.  So, when the engine is working 
harder it is using more fuel.

CHARACTERISTIC OF THE 
SEASONAL CHANGE:
So remember if your car is well maintained by 
your favourite technicians, there may be noth-
ing wrong with your vehicle at all it may just be 
a weather infl uenced situation.

The provincial government is reminding vehicle 
owners that auto insurance companies are now 
mandated to offer discounts for using winter tires.
Yvan Baker, Parliamentary assistant to Finance Min-
ister Charles Sousa, recently announced drivers are 
encouraged to take advantage of the discount. On 
average, drivers with winter tires can have their auto 
insurance rates reduced by two to fi ve per cent.
Winter tires enhance safety and lessen the likeli-
hood of collisions by improving braking and han-
dling in snowy, slushy and icy conditions.
“Winter tires don’t just make you more safe, they 
protect those around you, including passengers, 
other drivers and pedestrians,” Baker observed. 
“The winter tire discount doesn’t just lower your 
auto insurance rate by up to fi ve per cent — it makes 
everyone on the road safer.”

The winter tire discount is one of many ways 
the province is reducing insurance costs for On-
tario’s almost 10 million drivers. Other reforms 
include prohibiting auto insurance premium 
increases for minor at-fault accidents and low-
ering the maximum interest rate that can be 
charged on monthly auto insurance premium 

payments to 1.3 per cent from three per cent.
“These reforms have lowered rates for Ontario’s 
almost 10 million drivers,” Sousa commented. 
“Through our Auto Insurance Cost and Rate Reduc-
tion Strategy, we have also brought in new mea-
sures to combat auto insurance fraud and help pass 
on more savings to consumers. Thus far, rates have 
declined by more than eight per cent on average 
since August 2013.”

Discount supports safe travel and 
lower costs for motorists 

When considering winter tires, 
vehicle owners should:
•  Look for models that carry a logo of a 

snowfl ake on a peaked mountain;

• Install them in sets of four;

•  Check their air pressure and 
condition at least once a month;

•  Get new tires if they are worn 
close to the tread-wear indicators.
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My own Mustang is now 10 years old! She only 
has 45,000 kms on it. She’s my rain or shine, 
summer DD (daily driver). It still looks new, 

thanks to never having seen the dreaded Canadian 
road salt. To me it’s worth storing.

� e insurance saving covers the storage fee. Yes, I 
need an additional vehicle. In my case, it’s a cheap-to-
insure pick-up truck 4x4, & all weather (not all sea-
son), chunky tires. We drive it year round, as it’s so 
handy. Christmas trees; lumber yard; & hauling stu�  
to my daughter’s (“Daddy, will you please bring...?”) 
house, which is 2 hours away. Try doing that with a 
sub-compact. I’ve tried to convince my wife & son, 
we really don’t need a truck. So far, I’ve lost that bat-
tle. It is very handy, though. 

You may say having 2 vehicles is foolish. In the long 
run, I say it’s a break even, or maybe slightly cheaper. 
I hope to keep my Mustang for many more years! My 
last pick-up truck lasted 11 years. I replaced it last 
year, with a 2010. My car & truck are probably worth 

approximately $25,000 together. It’s hard to buy a de-
cent sized vehicle today for under $30,000! Do the 
math - that justi� es your summer ride! 

I met an owner of a small engine dealer. He said he 
makes most of his money on repairs, due to old gas. 
He said, “regardless of the size of the engine (whether 
a common 3 ½ horsepower lawnmower, or a big V8, 
ALWAYS � ll the tank with premium fuel, when stor-
ing.”  Add fuel stabilizer. � is prevents the fuel from 
gumming up, & varnishing. Most automotive parts 
retailers carry it.  

Now, the science of fuel. In the past 10 years or 
so, the gas pumps state regular unleaded may contain 
10% Ethanol. It is commonly made from biomass 
such as corn or sugarcane. Mid grade may contain 
5%. Premium contains NO Ethanol.  

I only use premium fuel & stabilizer, in my riding 
lawn mower, weed whacker, & snow blower, too. I’ve 
never had a problem! 

� ere are four problems with ethanol: 

1. Ethanol is hygroscopic – it likes water.  

2. It is corrosive when in contact with certain mate-
rials in fuel storage and delivery systems, including 
some rubber compounds and the zinc and aluminum 
alloys used in carburetors. 

3. It acts as a solvent in older engines, dissolving the 
varnish and other deposits in tanks and lines. � ese 
then are carried to the carburetor or injection system 
where they can clog the small ori� ces involved. 

4. Because it is an alcohol, ethanol dries out the 
rubber components in a fuel system. � is leads to 
cracking and brittle fuel lines, � oats, seals, and dia-
phragms. 

It appears � ne to use in most modern “Flex Fuel” 
vehicles. Also most vehicles have “fresh” fuel put in 
them frequently. In the USA, regular fuel may con-
tain 15% ethanol. Canada is the 6th largest producer 
of ethanol. My Mustang calls for regular fuel, which 
I use during the summer. � e jury is out on whether 
using premium fuel, if your vehicle’s manufacturer 
speci� es regular. Some say, you’re wasting money. 
Some say it’s cleaner on the fuel system. Flip a coin. 
However, some cars require premium fuel, especially 
if turbocharged. Many engines are today. 

In 9 years of storing, touch wood, I’ve never had a 
problem re-starting in the spring. 

� e old-school theory was to put the vehicle 
“up on blocks.” Years ago, I stored my ’78 Z28 that 
way, one time. It accelerated rust on some of the 
suspension parts. 

I hope this helps! Enjoy winter!  
I look forward to getting my “horse, out of the 

paddock,” next spring.

While depressing, I remind myself what my friend’s father said 
about storing his 2006 Mustang ragtop: “yes, sad, but in the spring, 
it’s like driving a new car again!”  

It’s the 
saddest time 
of the year 

HERE IS MY “RECIPE” 
FOR STORAGE: 

• Obtain a secure, & dry storage location 

•  Rust proof if a summer daily driver, 
every 5 years or so 

• Wash & wax the vehicle 

• Vacuum & clean the interior 

• Change the oil. Use the specifi ed grade 

•  Fill the fuel tank & add fuel stabilizer 
(as above) 

•  Buy a breathable cover ($50 and up). 
Prior to covering, use waterless 
car wash spray for touch-ups, 
before covering. 

•  Check the vehicle Owner’s Manual 
regarding storage. Some manufactures 
say, do not disconnect the battery. 
If there is power available, consider a 
trickle-type battery charger 

•  Some say, pump up the tire air pressure 
(5 PSI over specs) 

•  I’ve heard dryer fabric softener sheets, 
keep rodents away. Some place on the 
fl oor around & under the vehicle. 
Luckily, I’ve never had a problem 

•  Cancel liability & collision insurance, 
but keep comprehensive (cheap!) 
coverage on/active 

• Store the car 

•  My car sits unheated, on chip board, 
with rigid 1 ½-2” Styrofoam sandwiched 
above the concrete pad. In the spring, 
there is no rust on the brake rotors! 

•  If you must store outdoors, DO NOT 
park on grass. That almost guarantees 
excess moisture, which equals rust! 
Be sure nearby trees don’t shed 
needles or leaves. They can clog water 
drainage gallies, in the body. In bad 
storms branches may break, or whole 
trees could land on the body 

•  If it’s being stored on ‘unsealed’ 
concrete [rough, dusty, porous], it 
should have a vapor barrier for the 
vehicle to sit on  

•  Start the car a couple of times during 
the winter. Run for 10 minutes. Turn 
on the A/C, to circulate the refrigerant, 
which helps the seals. If you can, put in 
gear/drive, then reverse, just the move 
the power train a bit. 

•  Call your insurance company 1 week 
prior to getting out in spring. This is due 
to the MTO. If their computer system, 
doesn’t see liability coverage, they won’t 
renew the license sticker.

Better have that checked!
I was at an intersection at one of our busy roads recently and spotted to my surprise
a vehicle’s brake pad laying on the road in front of me. What a scary thought to think that 
may have fallen off a vehicle that you and I may be driving with. Surely that driver 
would know there’s a problem immediately as the brakes are not going to work properly. 
This is one of the basic things a car is checked for in a safety inspection. But be aware, 
as of July 1st 2016, the MTO has mandated a stricter more detailed inspection process 
for all inspection facilities to follow. It’s all in an effort to ensure the vehicles on our roads 
are reliable and safe which in the end is safer for everyone on our roads.
