There were a few last-minute 

changes, but none of them im-
pacted on the final figures.

Caledon Council Tuesday 
night ratified basically the same 
budget it had approved last 
week in committee. It calls for a 
blended property tax increase of 
2.83 per cent, which means the 
bill for at the average Caledon 
home assessed at $554,000 will 
be increasing by $134.61 next 
year.

One of the changes dealt with 
the efforts of Bolton resident 
Tony Rosa and other arts groups 
around town to get support for 
an arts centre in Caledon. He 
made a delegation to council 
Tuesday, expressing disappoint-
ment, but not surprise, that the 
budget doesn’t contain funds for 

such an effort. He said he has 
been working on this for three 
years, and he expressed his de-
sire to go before Council in April 
with a reworked proposal involv-
ing partnerships with business-
es and non-profit agencies. He 
added he has been approached 
by a Bolton family named 
Nicoli-
n i 
w i l l -
ing to 
p a r t -
ner.

“ I ’ m 
not pre-
p a r e d 
to put 
t h r e e 
years of 
work on 
the back 
burner , ” 
he told 
c o u n c i l -
lors, as he 
was seek-
ing their 
approval for 
exploring the 
options. “This can’t only be 
my voice. It needs to be a team 
approach.”

Council eventually supported 
Rosa’s efforts to explore a part-

nership opportunity with the 
Nicolini family, as well as with 
other potential partners.

Councillor Barb Shaughnessy 
thought the tax increase was 
too high, and made unsuccess-
ful attempts to get two items 
removed.

One was

Last Wednesday marked the 28th an-

niversary of the Montreal Massacre, in 
which a lone gunman entered École Poly-
technique and shot 28 people, killing 14 
women, before committing suicide.

He claimed he was fighting feminism.
The anniversary was marked with a 

vigil last Wednesday evening, a joint proj-
ect between Family Transition Place and 
Caledon Public Library. It was held at the 
Albion-Bolton branch of the library.

Library CEO and Chief Librarian Col-
leen Lipp observed such events have been 
held regularly for the last 28 years, and 
she said she was sad to observe there is 
still a need for such tributes, as violence 
against women still exists.

“I’m outraged,” she declared, also ex-
pressing hope that more women will 
speak out.

“The courage of a woman alone is not 
enough,” Norah Kennedy, executive direc-
tor of Family Transition Place, remarked.

She observed that after 28 years, people 
still gather to remember 14 women they 
never knew.

She also pointed out Canada is not 
known for having mass shootings. She 
said there have only been 31 of them here 
since 1649, as she observed the United 
States has that many in a month.

Kennedy said it could be argued that 
this was the act of a lone, disgruntled 
person, but such acts are also deeply en-
trenched in accepted norms.

These 14 women were studying engi-
neering, which in those days would have 

been seen as exceptional.
“They were breaking down barriers by 

their very presence in the program,” she 
commented.

She added Marc Lépine, the gunman, 
had been denied access to the program, 
and he evidently believed women has sto-
len his rightful place.

“He could not bear the thought that 
women were receiving the education that 
had been denied to him,” Kennedy com-
mented.

She also pointed out that as one group 
advances in things like education, anoth-
er group must go down, and that can be 
hard to for some to accept.

There are still examples of abuse, but 
Kennedy said more women are speaking 
out, and are being heard and believed. 
One reason for that is groups gather and 
talk about these things.

She also pointed out more community 
leaders are talking about these issue, but 
she cautioned people not to get the idea 
that it necessarily means anything is be-
ing done.

“We have changed the landscape,” she 
said. “We are shifting a culture.”

Kennedy also said there have been a lot 
of cases in which powerful men believed 
they could get away with abusing women 
and would not be held to account.

She said there had been a vigil earlier 
that day at the Family Transition Place 
facility in Orangeville, and a former 
Board member had observed the word 
of the year is “complicit.” He had asked 
men to reflect on how they may have been 
complicit, if it was only making jokes or 
comments about the issue.

“We cannot be complicit,” she said. “We 
need to take a stand.”

Local resident Emily Rowsell said she 
is currently studying public policy and 
women’s issues as she provided a youth 
perspective on the issue. She said she has 
learned that she knows 13 women who 
have been assaulted.

Trustee Stan Cameron, Caledon’s rep-
resentative on the Peel District School 
Board, said he’s been attending the vigil 
every year, and said he last year started 
to reflect on his two daughters and two 
sisters.

He said the violence against women is a 
manifestation of inequality, as some men 
abuse their positions against women. He 
added statistics are not needed to reveal 
there’s a problem, as he pointed to how 
many women are in shelters. He said peo-
ple must commit themselves to ending 
this.

“It is men and boys who must stand to 
hold other men and boys to account,” he 
declared.

Mayor Allan Thompson reflect on the 
events 28 years before, observing that 
14 bright, young, talented people were 
gunned down because they were women.

“It was a shock and this cannot be hap-
pening in Canada,” he recalled thinking 
at the time.

He stressed the need for individuals, 
communities, governments and organiza-
tions to share the vision with no excuses.

“My commitment is for all of us to keep 
the conversation open,” he said, adding 
everyone has to take a stand when they 
see abuse or violence happening.

Library staff member Kelley Potter 
recalled she was 23 when the massacre 
took place, realizing several of the victims 
were her age.

She added that beyond the tragedy, 
there still cases of violence against wom-
en all over the world.

“We are not powerless to help with this 
issue,” she declared.

It was a very special day Tuesday for 

Caledon’s newest residents.
Four families were handed the keys 

to their new Southfields Village homes, 
courtesy Habitat for Humanity.

“What a great day to celebrate home 
ownership,” declared Thomas Fischer, 
vice-president of gift-in-kind donations 
for Habitat for Humanity GTA.

There were several dignitaries and 
Habitat officials on hand for the home 
dedication ceremony, and they were brav-
ing the first real winter blast of the sea-
son in the area.

Habitat partners with low-income, 
working families who are in need of safe 
and affordable houses which they can call 
home. The people who will be moving into 
the 10 Southfields homes have contribut-
ed to their construction. Fischer said that 
has included at least 500 hours of “sweat 
equity” in helping with the building of 
their own homes, as well as those of oth-
ers and helping at Habitat ReStores.

These families make zero-interest 
mortgage payments that are capped at 30 
per cent of their household income. This 
arrangement helps remove the barriers of 
home ownership, enabling them to move 
on to better lives.

“These families have worked so hard,” 
Fischer remarked to the audience. “It’s 
great to be able to celebrate this success 
with you.”

Fischer praised the involvement of the 
Town of Caledon in the project, noting 
the Town waved the normal development 
charges for these homes. He also com-
mented on the contribution of Peel Region 
and its commitment to affordable hous-
ing.

“With a shortage of affordable hous-
ing options across the GTA, we’re proud 
to provide affordable homeownership to 
families in the Town of Caledon for the 
first time in Habitat for Humanity’s his-
tory,” Fischer stated.

Habitat for Humanity GTA Chair Den-
nis Moir also expressed appreciation to 
the Town and Region for their partner-
ship, as well as for the work of the fam-
ilies.

“Welcome to Caledon,” an enthusias-
tic Mayor Allan Thompson told the new 
residents. “Cold or not, we have warm 
hearts.”

“I am extremely proud to officially wel-
come our newest members of the com-
munity to our town,” Thompson added. 
“This project further demonstrates the 
success of the Habitat for Humanity pro-
gram, and I look forward to further part-

nering with Habitat on future Caledon 
initiatives.”

He added there will be future such ini-
tiatives in Bolton area developments.

Thompson stressed that affordable 
housing provides hope.

“Everybody’s entitled to have a home 
they can call home,” he added.

He also pointed out these new residents 
will help add to the local volunteer base, 
which he said makes communities great.

“This is what community giving back is 
all about,” he observed.

“This is a great day for us,” declared 
Build Site Supervisor Dorino Gravina, 
as he praised the partnerships that led 
to the development, including with the 
contractors and trades people, and people 
who came out all the time. “These are the 
great people who actually got the stuff 
done.”

The new residents are grateful for their 
new homes.

“You helped make our family’s dream of 
home ownership possible,” Dionne Lucien 
told those assembled.

A single mother with three daughters, 
she said she’s experienced some rough 
times over the years.

“Sometimes life happens,” she said, 
describing how she tried to get through 
the burdens of being a single mom while 
trying to establish a careering advertis-
ing. She was living in the basement of 
her parent’s house, but that all changed 
when her folks sold their home. Needing 
a three-bedroom apartment to rent, she 
found she couldn’t afford one in the GTA.

She found herself living with her sister 
in overcrowded conditions in a Brampton 
neighbourhood that wasn’t very safe.

Lucien said she heard about Habitat for 
Humanity, but had likened being selected 
to winning the lottery. But she also decid-
ed she had nothing to lose. “You have to 
be in it to win it,” she concluded.

She recalled attending her second inter-
view in July with apprehension, but she 
arrived to find Thompson there, and she 
proceeded to get “the best news I think I 
had ever heard in my whole life.”

“With a lot of persistence, things con 
change,” she added.

“I just can’t wait to see how life will 
happen for us next,” she declared.

“You never gave up hope,” Thompson 
said to Lucien.

“It means so much to finally have a home 
of our own, something I can pass down to 
my children,” she said. “My daughters are 
excited to start painting and decorating 
their rooms, something they could never 
do before.”

The Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) 
kicked off Operation Safe Trucking 
Monday, a province-wide commercial 
motor vehicle (CMV) enforcement blitz 
that is taking an innovative approach 
to targeting distracted transport truck 
drivers.

During the initiative, OPP officers 
will conduct patrols in truck tractors 
(transport trucks), giving them a better 
vantage point for spotting CMV drivers 
who are distracted or engaged in oth-
er dangerous behaviours behind the 
wheel.

The trucks are being used for the 
first time during Operation Safe Truck-
ing, the latest OPP enforcement initia-
tive to support the OPP CMV Mitiga-

tion Strategy. The strategy aims to re-
duce the number of CMV collisions on 
OPP-patrolled roads.

During the five-day blitz, OPP offi-
cers are targeting CMV moving viola-
tions, such as distracted, aggressive 
and impaired driving, speeding, follow-
ing too close, occupant restraint and 
hours of service violations. CMVs found 
with mechanical, load security or other 
safety issues will be subject to inspec-
tions and enforcement actions in col-
laboration with the Ministry of Trans-
portation.

While the focus of the initiative is on 
transport trucks, officers will also be 
addressing dangerous behaviours on 
the part of all drivers.

“Every year, collisions that involve 
commercial motor vehicles are in the 
thousands and they result in significant 
loss of life,” OPP Commissioner Vince 
Hawkes said. “So far this year, the 
OPP has responded to more than 6,200 
transport truck-related collisions, with 
87 people dying in 72 of those crash-
es. Adding truck tractors to our list 
of enforcement tools will enhance our 
officers’ observation and investigative 
skills during Operation Safe Trucking 
and future initiatives that focus on 
Commercial Motor Vehicle safety.

“Road safety is a priority for the prov-
ince, and that is why Operation Safe 
Trucking is so important,” Community 
Safety and Correctional Services Min-

ister Marie-France Lalonde observed. 
“It will enhance OPP efforts to catch 
drivers violating the law and help pre-
vent dangerous behaviour in the future. 
Safe driving is a shared responsibility.”

Driver inattention leads the list of 
primary causes in CMV-involved colli-
sions, with close to 27 per cent of the 
crashes being attributed to this driving 
behaviour, according to OPP.

“It was very clearly laid out,” he said, 
adding it will avoid having an additional 
expense imposed on the new council that 
will be elected next fall.

Mayor Allan Thompson added not an-
nualizing the cost will mean an automatic 
two per cent increase for the new council 
to deal with.

Shaughnessy said she had no problem 
with setting money aside, but said the 
way it was explained to residents gave 
them the wrong idea.

Shaughnessy also wanted an expendi-
ture of a little more than $62,000 dropped. 
It will cover a customer service adminis-
trator in the recreation Support Services 
Division. She was concerned this was go-
ing to be for the new Southfields facility, 
but General Manager of Community Ser-
vices Peggy Tollett told her the position 
will be dealing with all recreation facili-
ties.

Councillor Nick deBoer was able to get 
his colleagues to go along with asking the 
Town’s library board to provide an update 
on the Wireless Internet Hotspots pro-
gram by the end of June. He said that will 
come at no cost to the Town.

The increase in the Town’s share of 
taxes is going to be 5.97 per cent, but the 
total hike will only be 2.83 per cent, once 

the increase in Peel Region’s portion is 
factored in. That’s based on the assump-
tion there will be no change in the rates 
charged for education, and that won’t be 
known for sure until the spring.

There were concerns that the 5.97 per 
cent hike was too high.

Shaughnessy said her residents in 
Ward 1 won’t like it. 

“They’re not getting anything,” she de-
clared.

She had tried at committee to get 
$100,000 committed to a Caledon Vil-
lage Highway 10 Corridor Land Use and 
Transportation Feasibility Study, and she 
reiterated Tuesday that it’s badly needed.

“It’s a very divided council,” Shaugh-
nessy charged, adding she can see a tax 
revolt coming.

Councillor Annette Groves also had 
trouble with the increase to the Town’s 
share, pointing out there are people who 
are struggling and would have trouble 
handling such a hike.

But the other councillors all supported 
it.

“I think it’s a very fair budget,” Thomp-
son said, considering the pressures that 
have been imposed on the town, such as 
the increase in the minimum wage and 
the changes to grants coming from the 
Province. “We covered off the needs to 
handle the growth coming forward.”

Property tax information for newly constructed homes
The following is important information for residents that recently moved into a newly constructed home:
Property Tax Due Dates are the first Thursday of March, May, July and September.  

Tax Assessment Information for Newly Built Homes
• The Town may have calculated and billed your property taxes based on the value of your land only  
    if the Municipal Property Assessment Corporation (MPAC) has not assessed your house yet.
• It may take up to 3 years after occupancy before your property assessment reflects both the land      
    and the house.
• The Town issues supplementary tax bills when MPAC has reassessed a property because of     
    additions or improvements that increase its market value or when MPAC has assessed a new home    
    or building.
• For newly constructed homes that are currently assessed at land only, once the full assessment      
information becomes available, the Town will send a supplementary tax bill.
• The supplementary tax bill can date back three years and will be for taxes payable less any taxes    
    already billed based on the land value.

Pre-Authorized Payment Plan (PAP)
• Your PAP application will be included with your final tax bill. The PAP application form is also          
    available on the Town’s website at:  www.caledon.ca/tax
• Pre-authorized payment withdrawals are made on the first or the fifteenth, January through October   
   OR on tax installment due dates, based on the PAP plan selected. 

Semi-detached and Townhomes
When a large piece of land, such as the land that semi-detached and townhomes are built on, is divided 
into a series of smaller parcels of land, it is often necessary to “apportion” taxes from the original land 
block to the new individual parcels.  MPAC assigns each of the new parcels an individual roll number and 
an assessment value for the land.  When the Town receives this apportionment information from MPAC, 
an adjustment to the taxes is created and bills are issued. Want an estimate of your taxes? Check out the 
property tax calculator at caledon.ca/tax to obtain an estimate of your annual taxes.

THE STUDY
The Town of Caledon has completed the Caledon 
Transportation Master Plan (TMP), a strategic 
planning document designed to identify and 
address the transportation needs of the Town to 
the year 2031 (and beyond). Building on the 
directions articulated in the Town of Caledon 
Official Plan (COP) and the Peel Region Long 
Range Transportation Plan (LRTP), the TMP 
establishes the goals, strategies and initiatives 
necessary to achieve the municipality’s future 
transportation vision. The TMP integrates 
municipal transportation planning with 
environmental assessment objectives and 
land use planning, ultimately providing for a 
transportation system that is sustainable, 
integrated and encourages a healthy and active 
lifestyle.

THE PROCESS
The Caledon TMP was conducted in accordance 
with the master planning process following 
the requirements of Phases 1 and 2 of the 
Municipal Class Environmental Assessment (October 2000, as amended in 2007, 2011 and 2015), 
which is an approved process under the Ontario Environmental Assessment Act. The TMP addresses 
need and justification at a broad level and recommended infrastructure projects will require further 
detailed studies as per the Municipal Class Environmental process.

THE COMPLETION
The TMP has been prepared to document the planning and decision-making process undertaken for 
this study. Key recommendations of the TMP were presented to Council on October 24, 2017 and 
approved November 7, 2017, pending the 30-day public review period that commences with issuance 
of this Notice.

Many wonders have come from a sim-

ple, somewhat sour conversation.
David Nairn, artistic director of The-

atre Orangeville, related the story:
“It all started with a chance remark 

during the run of the first performance 
of A Gift to Last several years ago,” he 
said. “A couple, regulars to the theatre, 
saw me after a matinee performance 
and told me how much they loved the 
show.”

But then the couple asked to be in-
formed the next time  people with men-
tal health issues were going to be ac-
commodated, using a word that many 
might find offensive.

“The conversation went a bit side-
ways,” he recalled “I said, ‘We’ll never 
deny anyone coming to the theatre be-
cause of a disability . . .’ They got in a 
huff and said they were never coming 
back and off they went.”

He shook his head, “It could have 
been handled a lot differently, but it 
got me thinking.”

“I realized that, in many ways, I was 
no better. How many times do we look 
around (at the issue of disability) side-
ways, any way but never straight on?”

“A year or so later,” Nairn contin-
ued, “I was asked to be on the Board 
of Directors of CLD (Community Living 
Dufferin). Then we started doing the 
“R” word at the high schools — all the 
schools. That one chance comment has 
had this company on a journey of true 
inclusion.”

Since the building of the Dream Fac-
tory, as Nairn calls the CLD building 
immediately inside the boundaries of 
East Garafaxa on County Road 3, which 
was raised by the partnership formed 
between Theatre Orangeville and CLD, 
the theatre people and CLD clients and 
employees have been sharing all the 
space.

For the theatre, there is a beautiful 
rehearsal hall, tremendous work shop, 
offices and storage area.

The rest of the building houses the 
offices and meeting rooms for CLD and 
the factory in which members work, 
packing goods for companies.

It means: “We live it every day,” 
Nairn observed. “We live with them.”

The renovations at the theatre are an 
excellent example of the kind of growth 
the theatre company is experiencing. 
Before the renovations were begun, the 
wheelchair accessible spots were “the 
worst seats in the house!” Nairn ex-
claimed.

“They were over to one side; there 
were only two of them,” he added. “The 
view of the stage even had some ob-
struction to seeing the stage.”

Once the renovations were complet-
ed, though, it is a different story.

With some excitement, he remarked, 
“Now, there are 16 wheelchair accessible 
seats and they’re the best seats in the 
house. Why should someone in a wheel-
chair not be able to sit in the best seat?”

As well, the low broad steps have 
been replaced by a smooth slope, as 
they previously impeded any access for 
wheelchairs to move up to the higher 
seats. Now, the majority of the theatre 
can be reached by anyone.

There is equipment to assist people 
with hearing deficiencies to be able to 
hear the entertainment on the stage 
but, as Nairn noted, “We need to bring 
in signing as well.”

“The next step of our enlightenment 
is the Relaxed Performance,” he an-
nounced.

Finally, those next steps to universal 
accessibility, the Relaxed Performance, 
has been a growing part of theatre 
scheduling in Britain for some time, 
where the ambition is to see Relaxed 
Performances scheduled as regularly 
and normally as signed performances, 
one performance during a run.

It has come to Canada, led by the 
Young People’s Theatre, Stratford Fes-
tival, others and, for the first time with 
this season’s Christmas show, at The-
atre Orangeville.

“During the PACT conference at 
Charlottetown, I was invited to sit in 
on a discussion about Relaxed Perfor-
mances,” Nairn said.

It was the moment of decision for 
Theatre Orangeville’s first Relaxed 
Performance to come.

“I wanted it to be the Christmas 
show, the show that a family shares. 
Autism and other challenges or mem-
bers of their families. People with an 
acceptable level of dementia or Alz-
heimers; people can be claustrophobic, 
have anxiety, be afraid of the dark or of 
closed doors,” he said, listing the pos-
sible audience members at a Relaxed 
Performance. “Mothers with young ba-
bies or toddlers, children that have a 
hard time sitting still. It will be okay 
for them to walk around or go in and 
out of the theatre.”

“Trevor (Patt) is creating a video that 
we’ll share online all about the expe-
rience to give people the idea of what 
happening,” he added.

Quite contrary to the norm, the the-
atre doors will be left open with safe 
spaces outside the theatre where chil-
dren can come and go. The lights are 
only half down to reassure those who 
are afraid of the dark.

The cast is very excited about the 
experience. Of them, Trevor Patt has 
some experience of this through his act-
ing at the Stratford Festival.

“With families who might have one 
disabled family member — that per-

son can come so that they don’t have 
leave anybody behind,” he was pleased 
to say. “They can enjoy the music com-
ponent — see it, hear it — understand 
— primarily, enjoy it.”

After the show, the cast stays to meet 
some of the audience. “They can meet 
Liam and Sniffer-dog. They can meet 
John Hughes, the pianist.” 

“They’ll see the masks — how they 
come on and off — the Owl can say, 
look, it’s me, Debbie,” Nairn observed.

“We still have a way to go,” He admit-
ted. “We’re still working for the visual-
ly impaired and signing performances.”

Yet, he said with tentative satisfac-
tion, “I believe Theatre Orangeville 
is the lead for inclusion of people who 
have been marginalized all their lives.”

Looking back on the chance remark, 
some 17 years ago, that really began 
this journey to the Relaxed Perfor-
mance, Nairn expressed a wish: “I wish 
with all my heart that I could have an-
other chance at that conversation.”

The Relaxed Performance is sched-
uled for Dec. 19, at 7 p.m. at Theatre 
Orangeville.

I 
know Christmas is coming when my wife 
sets her clock radio to the station that goes 
through December playing nothing but mu-
sic appropriate for the season, and she has 
me tune into that station on my car radio 
when we travel together (I’m usually able 
to get permission to change stations for the 
hourly news).

But like I said, the music 
of this time of year means a 
lot to me too. It’s part of the 
fondness I have for music that 
dates back to my high school 
days. It’s also part of the en-
joyment so many people, my-
self included, get from singing 
the tunes of the season. It’s 
part of the tradition for me.

And speaking of tradition, 
I took part in what has been 
an annual event for several 
years now, namely traversing 
streets carolling.

Having been in choirs in my 
high school days, it was not uncommon some 
40 years ago for groups of classmates get to-
gether and tour the streets of various neigh-
bourhoods. But I eventually graduated and 
turned my attention to other things.

But the attraction to the singing never left 
me.

Then some 30 years ago, I got involved 
with an organization that has a rather large 
membership. In time, one of the members 
with a certain amount of seniority, named 
Brian, became a good friend of mine. I even-
tually learned about the tradition he had 
started of leading a bunch of people through 
an Etobicoke neighbourhood singing the 
carols of the season. I joined the group one 
year and had a great time as we trooped up 
to the front doors of various homes. It had 
been many years since I had sung in a choir, 
so my voice was way out of practice. But that 
mattered very little, since the whole exercise 
involved a group of people interested in cel-
ebrating the season. And who cares if each 
carol represented a variety of keys?

This event takes place every year, usual-
ly the second Saturday of December, but I 
have not always taken part in it. There have 
times when I had to work, and other distrac-
tions. On the other hand, there have been 
lots of times when I have joined the group, 
and Beth has accompanied me for the last 
several years.

The latest edition of this tradition took 
place this past Saturday night. It came at an 
end of what had been a very busy and tiring 
day (a typical Saturday this time of year), 
and Beth had accompanied me the whole 
day, as is her normal Saturday routine.

I will admit the thought of giving the car-
olling a miss did occur to me. But I knew 
there were going to be friends involved, and 
I was anxious to touch some bases. Besides, 
I wanted to take part in the activity.

Again, harkening back to my high school 
days, I am convinced the most beautiful mu-
sical instrument on this planet is the human 
voice, and while there has been absolutely 
wonderful and splendid music composed over 
the centuries that involved no singing at all, 
it is voices that have made the great music. 
Perhaps my love of choral music slants my 
opinion, but multiple voices joined in song 
will seldom fail to result in something won-
derful. And even if the quality of the singing 
is not quite up to concert-hall standards (I’m 
trying very hard not to be a critic), the simple 
enjoyment involved creates a sense of beauty 
all its own.

Which brings us to Satur-
day night.

The singing exercise was 
part of a much larger annu-
al Christmas party. Only a 
relatively small percentage 
of those in attendance were 
ready to answer the call when 
our CEO Brian (he got that 
title because I personally con-
ferred it on him) told his troops 
to saddle-up (fact is Beth and 
I hadn’t even bothered remov-
ing our coats, knowing the call 
to action was not far away). 
About a dozen of us headed 
out, but the interesting thing 

is the numbers swelled during the roughly 
one hour we were out singing. True, there 
were a couple of party-goers who arrived 
late, but I’m sure a couple of total strangers 
joined us along the way. The more, the mer-
rier.

Brian had parcelled out carol sheets (al-
most 30 pages); the same one that we have 
sung from for years.

The routine involved walking up to hous-
es that looked like the residents might be in 
residence. Brian would ring the bell, and we 
would all start singing. Once the occupant 
opened the door, he or she was handed a car-
ol sheet, and once the singing had stopped, 
Brian would ask the resident to pick a favou-
rite, and the assembly would comply.

That resulted in a couple of memorable 
moments.

One woman requested The First Noel 
(which I think was the first “traditional” car-
ol I learned in school), and we all suddenly 
realized that was one carol that was not on 
the sheet (all these years, and I hadn’t no-
ticed). We did the first two verses anyway, 
as I drew up memories from Grade 2 to get 
me through it.

More touching was one of the last stops we 
made. Brian, who is well familiar with the 
neighbourhood, led us in the singing of Silent 
Night as he rang the doorbell. The woman in 
the house opened the door, accompanied by 
her son, who was in arms and diapers when 
Brian and company first rang her doorbell 
some years ago. She responded to the rendi-
tion by singing the first verse of Silent Night 
in Polish. Lovely!

Does the language really matter? In high 
school choirs, I sang many pieces in Latin, a 
language about which I know next to noth-
ing.

It’s the music, and those who are singing it 
that really matters.

Yesterday (Wednesday) was an anniver-
sary for some people in Caledon, especially 
those impacted by the GTA West Corridor.

Dec. 13, 2016, Transportation Minister 
Steven Del Duca was in town to address the 
membership of the Dufferin-Caledon Provin-
cial Liberal Association, and he told the rep-
resentative of the Citizen who was covering 
the event that he expected there would be an 
update on the status of the Corridor in the 
“relatively near future.”

Fast forward about 50 weeks to comments 
Del Duca made in response to the recent 
appearance of Progressive Conservative 
Leader Patrick Brown in Caledon, when he 
addressed his own party faithful. One of the 
pledges Brown made was that a PC govern-
ment, if elected, will complete the environ-
mental assessment (EA) on the Corridor. In 
response to that, Del Duca said he couldn’t 
give a definite timeline, but he indicated 
some word will be coming in the “relatively 
near future.”

Sound familiar?
We are not unrealistic people. We know 

that the actions of government takes time, 
often more than enough time to try the pa-
tience of those waiting for word on some 
issue or another. And for sure, the govern-
ment would not be doing itself any favours 
by making hasty decisions.

On the other hand, there are many people 
living along or very close to the Corridor who 
would like to know what their future holds. 
Will their homes and farms and businesses 
be impacted by a 400-series highway run-
ning very close to, if not through, their front 
doors?

And in the case of Caledon, we have a mu-
nicipality trying to make crucial land-use 
planning decisions with this major question 
mark traversing the town.

Minister, people want to hear something a 
bit more definite than references to the “rel-
atively near future.”

Moreover, they’re entitled to it.

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Government’s announcement on opioids ‘flawed and disappointing’

It’s hard to not miss the press cov-
erage of opioid-related overdoses and 
deaths for many months now.

Sadly, there is an opioid crisis in Can-
ada and no region of Canada is neces-
sarily insulated from it. It’s a real con-
cern for all Canadians and there have 
been growing calls for action.

In November, the current Liberal gov-
ernment announced the steps it will 
take to address the crisis. While the 
government appears to be supporting 
its commitment to lower the number of 
opioid-related overdoses and deaths in 
Canada, there are valid concerns with 
the changes and projects it is undertak-
ing to address the ongoing crisis.

The opioid crisis is very real. Accord-
ing to the most recent statistics released 
by the Public Health Agency of Canada 
in September, more than 2,800 Cana-
dians died in opioid-related deaths in 
2016. It’s also expected that the number 

will reach at least 3,000 Canadians for 
2017. This is a considerable increase 
and one that has Canadians calling for 
action.

The current Liberal government an-
nounced Nov. 15 they will support new 
treatment options for drug addicts, in-
cluding giving them prescription opioids 
or pharmaceutical grade heroin, back-
ing quality testing of street drugs, and 
helping provinces set up overdose pre-

vention sites in emergencies.
We, as the Conservative Official Oppo-

sition, take drug addiction very serious-
ly. Canada is currently in the middle of 
an unprecedented opioid epidemic. We 
also recognize the harm caused by this 
epidemic. These drugs can tear fami-
lies apart, lead to criminal behaviour 
and destroy lives. We are seeing young 
professionals, blue collar workers and 
teenagers dying at alarming rates from 

experimenting with recreational drugs.
The Liberal plan does nothing to pre-

vent drugs from reaching our streets. 
We, the Conservative Official Opposi-
tion, want to prevent people from be-
coming addicted and we support the 
treatment of addicts. However, we do 
not think it is a good use of taxpayer 
money to pay for drugs to keep addicts 
addicted. It is unfortunate the current 
Liberal government is providing $526 
million to legalize marijuana while only 
committing $7.8 million to the fight 
against opioids.

The current Liberal government’s ap-
proach to fighting the opioid epidemic 
is flawed and disappointing. A stronger 
approach with a focus on prevention is 
needed and one that invests more in 
treatment to help addicts break their 
addiction to drugs. We will continue to 
stand up for Canadians in our country’s 
ongoing battle against the opioid crisis.
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Auditor General highlights Liberals’ waste, mismanagement
Ontario’s Auditor General released 

her largest annual report, with 1,079 
pages in two volumes, Dec. 6.

The report focuses on value-for-mon-
ey audits, as well as measures for the 
government to improve its accountabil-
ity.

The Auditor General is an indepen-
dent and non-partisan officer of the 
Legislative Assembly.

The Auditor General raised concerns 
with the government’s service delivery, 
program implementation and govern-
ment’s complex accounting practices. 
In all, the auditor identified more than 
a billion dollars of waste in 14 govern-
ment programs.

Under the government watch, nine 
energy companies billed ratepayers 
$260 million in ineligible expenses, in-
cluding raccoon traps and scuba gear. 
At a time when families are struggling 

to pay for their hydro, energy compa-
nies submitted inappropriate expens-
es which the government paid without 
confirming the expenses were valid. 
Despite this, the government is not se-
rious about recovering the unpaid inel-
igible expenses. Their inactions leave 
ratepayers paying $80 million in inap-
propriate expenses.

Another major concern the Auditor 
General identified is that the govern-
ment has spent $17.4 million on parti-
san advertising. The auditor said that 
the primary goal of these ads was to 
“foster a positive impression of the gov-
erning party.” These include a $3-mil-
lion infrastructure campaign which the 
auditor said was “self-congratulato-
ry and aimed at ensuring the govern-
ment gets credit for its potential future 
spending plans.”

In an effort to bring greater account-
ability in this area, in March I intro-
duced a private member’s bill, Bill 112, 
End the Public Funding of Partisan 
Government Advertising. The legisla-
tion would have returned the Auditor 
General’s power to review proposed gov-
ernment advertisements before they are 
published or broadcast to verify that 
they meet certain standards. Unfortu-
nately, the government voted it down 
and continues to spend millions on parti-
san advertisements. This is why, under 
the People’s Guarantee, the Progressive 
Conservative party has committed to re-
storing the Auditor General’s oversight 
of government advertising.

Thirdly, as the PC critic for infra-
structure, I was shocked to learn that 
are 812 provincially owned buildings 
that are vacant and costing Ontario tax-
payers $19 million a year. The auditor 
report reveals that 600 of the buildings 
have been unoccupied for more than 
eight years and Infrastructure Ontario 
did not even know when the other 212 
buildings became vacant. This is yet an-
other example of government neglecting 
to its due diligence to ensure your tax 
dollars are been spent properly.

Dufferin-Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones 
has joined calls to have Health and Long-
Term Care Minister Dr. Eric Hoskins to 
finally address the problem of hallway 
medicine in Brampton.

“I have heard from constituents about 
the problems of hallway medicine at 
Brampton Civic in the past, but the rev-
elation that over 4,000 patients between 
2016 and 2017 were put on beds in the 
hospital’s hallways, is truly shocking,” 
Jones said.

This came a couple of days after New 
Democrats at Queen’s Park released in-
formation about the number of people 
waiting in the halls of the Brampton fa-
cility.

“The premier and her Liberal govern-
ment just don’t get it. They do not grasp 
the severity of the overcrowding and 
hallway medicine crisis inside Ontario’s 
hospitals,” NDP Leader Andrea Horwath 
said. “This crisis has been years in the 
making, caused by Liberal budget cuts 
and freezes piled on top of Conservative 

budget cuts and freezes. It’s absolutely 
disgusting that health care in Ontario is 
coming to this.”

“In the spring, PC Leader Patrick 
Brown and I raised concerns regarding 
hallway medicine occurring in Bramp-
ton’s Health Care system, but clear-
ly the Wynne government has done 
nothing to resolve the issue,” Jones 
declared. “Now the Mayor of Brampton 
and former Wynne government cabi-
net minister Linda Jeffrey is adding 
her voice to the families of Peel saying, 
‘Our health care facilities are currently 
in crisis.’”

“The hallway medicine crisis in On-
tario is the direct result of failed Liberal 
government health policies and experi-
ments,” Jones declared. “After 14 years 
of Liberal waste and mismanagement, we 
have thousands of people not receiving 
the care they deserve.”

“It is time for the Liberal government 
to fix this crisis in Brampton’s health care 
system,” she concluded.

Pair of ties to start month

Aysia Maurice named Athletics Ontario Distance Athlete of the Year
Aysia Maurice, of 310 Running, set 

some bold goals for herself in 2017.
In a year with a lot of ups and one 

hard down, she proved that she is one 
of the best 13-year-old track athletes in 
Canada.

One of Maurice’s early-season goals 
was to earn a spot on Team Ontario for 
the Ontario/Quebec Midget Dual Meet 
held in Toronto in February. Leaving 
nothing to chance, she won the 2,000 at 
the trial meet in a U14 Indoor Provin-
cial record time of 6:48.83, securing her 
place on the U16 team.

The youngest athlete competing for 
Team Ontario at the meet, she finished 
as the top Ontario athlete in the 2,000, 
placing second behind the winner from 
Quebec.

At the Indoor Provincial Champion-
ships in March, Maurice showed her 
strength and versatility by taking gold 
in the U14 girls 1,200 and silver in 
60-metre hurdles.

“We use the indoor season to build 
and to sharpen our competition skills,” 
her coach Scott Skimming said. “The 
fact that Aysia finished her indoor sea-
son ranked first in Ontario in the 1,000, 
1,200 and 2,000 was a clear indication 
that this was going to be a year of big 
gains.”

In the transition between the indoor 
and outdoor seasons, Maurice competed 
in the WWF CN Tower Climb for fun in 
April. She managed to ascend the 1,776 
steps in 12 minutes and 53 seconds, 
more than a minute faster than any oth-
er female athlete participating.

The outdoor season started well with 
early personal bests and National stan-
dard times in the 1,200 and 1,500-metre 
steeplechase.

In late June, however, Maurice went 
down hard and fractured both of her 
arms, sustaining what, for most, would 
have been a season-ending injury. Dis-
appointed that she had to give up her 

goal of competing for Team Ontario 
at Legion Nationals, Maurice was un-
daunted. Within days, she was medical-

ly cleared to train and showed up to the 
track sporting two casts.

By the time Outdoor Provincial Cham-
pionships rolled around in late July, 
Maurice was free of her casts and ready 
to run faster than ever before. She earned 
three Provincial gold medals, two per-
sonal bests and an Ontario U15 steeple-
chase record in the 1200, 2,000 and 1,500 
steeplechase over the two day meet.

In August, she joined her 310 Run-
ning teammates at Legion Nationals in 
Brandon, Manitoba. Having qualified to 
compete in four events in the U16 Na-
tional Championships, she settled on 
the 1,200, 2,000 and 1,500 steeplechase. 

In Brandon, Maurice posted three 
personal bests and three top-10 finish-
es, including a 5:02.27 fifth place finish 
in the 1,500 steeplechase to set a new 
Ontario U15 and U16 record.

By the end of the outdoor season, 
Maurice was ranked first in Ontario 
in the U14 girls’ 800, 1,200, 2,000 and 
the U16 girls’ 1,500 steeplechase. The 
13-year-old finished her season ranked 
seventh in Canada in the U20 age group 
for the 1,500 steeplechase.

Not surprisingly, Maurice’s hard 
work and success was rewarded Sept. 
30 when she was named the Athletics 
Ontario bantam girls distance athlete of 
the year. 

“Aysia has had an exceptional year,” 
Skimming declared. “Given what hap-
pened in June, I would say ‘way past 
exceptional’. I am really happy for her. 
And beyond 2017 looks really exciting
