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Councillors not in breach of Code of Conduct, Integrity Commissioner finds

Allegations of Code of Conduct viola-
tions against two Caledon councillors
have been thrown out, but feelings were
still running high at last week’s commit-
tee meetings.

John E. Fleming, Caledon’s integrity
commissioner, ruled in a decision dated
Dec. 18 that Councillors Annette Groves
and Barb Shaughnessy had not been in
breach of the regulations. The complaints
had been filed in October by Mayor Allan
Thompson. As well, there was another
complaint filed in November by a member
of the public that Fleming did not iden-
tify.

The complaints involved a communi-
ty meeting hosted by Groves in October
which Shaughnessy attended, at which
there was discussion of an offer from a
south Albion resident to donate land to be
used for a health care facility.

Fleming’s report stated the offer has
been the subject of continued negotiation
between the owner and the Town, with a
staff report going to councillors in the fall.

“All of the documentation submitted to
Town Council at both its General Com-
mittee meeting of Sept. 26 and the Coun-
cil on October 10, and the discussion of it
was and remains confidential, with con-
sideration held at all times ‘in camera,”
the report stated.

Fleming noted the matter was raised at
the meeting Groves hosted by a member
of the public. Thompson was concerned
that confidential information had been
disclosed at the meeting and in subse-
quent social media communications.

The offer of the land from Bryan Wil-
son, Fleming stated, while still subject to
negotiations, has not been confidential or
secret.

“I understand that the property owner
from time to time may have discussed the
offer made with various individuals,” he

reported.

Fleming also observed planning and
land-use considerations are currently be-
fore the Ontario Municipal Board (OMB),
and accepted the considerations facing
the Town on the land donation are com-
plex.

Fleming’s report was included in the
agenda of last week’s committee meet-
ings, which resulted in some heated dis-
cussions.

Shaughnessy’s husband Tim Forster
came forth with a delegation charging the
process had been a waste of time, resourc-
es and money, adding it was an abuse of
the power of the Mayor’s Office.

“This has not been fun,” he declared.

He also called the complaints “desper-
ate politics.”

“It’s an election year, and this mayor
and certain members of council have lost
the faith of Caledon residents,” Forster
declared, adding their recourse has been
to “attack the councillors that people
know are working for them.”

Thompson replied that it’s his job to re-
spond to the concerns of councillors, so he
asked Fleming if there had been a breach.
He found none, and Thompson said he re-
ported to council what had happened.

“As far as I'm concerned, the book is
closed,” he said.

Groves remarked that she was glad to
see this issue coming to a close,

“I think this was a serious issue,”
Shaughnessy remarked. “I think a lot of
things are done without a lot of thought
and process in it.”

She added that in such a process, a
leader should seek to learn the truth and
talk to the involved parties

Fleming’s report said Grove’s communi-
ty meeting was held Oct. 23, and Thomp-
son filed the complaint Oct. 25. Shaugh-
nessy said she had been at Town Hall all
day Oct. 24, but Thompson never talked

to her, and she said the decision to file the
complaint was made without listening to
all sides.

Shaughnessy also said there had been a
Nov. 7 meeting between herself, Fleming,
Thompson and Groves, which lasted more
than an hour, and Fleming had indicated
that confidential information about the
negotiations had not been divulged. She
also said Fleming had told Thompson this
process was a waste of taxpayers’ money.

She said the Mayor had agreed to with-
draw the complaint.

“We all shook hands,” she said.

She also said Thompson had changed
his mind about withdrawing the com-
plaint Nov. 10.

Shaughnessy charged this matter was a
desperate attempt to ruin her reputation
in an election year. “It was nothing more
than what I would term a witch hunt,”
she declared, also charging that taking
measures like this against councillors
also attacks the wards they represent.

“Your actions have been detrimental to
the people of Caledon,” she added.

She also called the issue a case of “bul-
lying.”

Councillor Johanna Downey said there
1s a process in place, and the mayor used
it because it was his job.

Groves countered that in all her years
on council she had never seen complaints
to the integrity Commissioner.

“We're big girls and boys,” she said,
adding when they got into politics, they
knew they were subject to criticism.

She also thought the complaints were
“politically driven,” adding the need for a
medical facility is not political.

“It is not a luxury, but it is a necessity,”
she added.

Groves also said it was unfortunate
that tax dollars had to be spent on this
investigation.

“Residents don’t expect us to be quib-
bling,” she said. “They expect us to
work.”

She said there has been a lot of atten-
tion paid to the GTA West Corridor, but
there are other traffic issues beyond that,
including extending the 427.

“It certainly is in our best interests,”
she remarked, also stressing the need for
advocacy regarding the Caledon village
bypass and upgrades to Highway 9.

General Manager of Strategic Initiatives
David Arbuckle said that according to his
experience, the goal is to have a stream-
lined number of priorities. He added the
transportation priorities provide several
avenues to proceed, including the Corridor
and commuter rail service. Other items
can be discussed as things move forward.

He added the purpose here was not to
make policy decisions, but to promote
items Council has already taken a posi-
tion on.

Shaughnessy countered council has
passed motions on the bypass, and sent
them to Peel Region.

She also noticed that staff was promot-
ing cycling, which was fine with her.

“Cycling can’t happen in Caledon vil-
lage because of the road situation,” she

pointed out.

Groves observed the community has
been advocating to have Highway 427 ex-
tended to Highway 9 for some time. She
agreed the road’s not in Caledon, but the
lack of the extension adds truck traffic to
Highway 50, running through Bolton and

Palgrave. She also pointed to the truck
traffic heading to the Honda plant in Al-
liston, observing the road can’t be wid-
ened in Bolton and Palgrave.

The road south of Bolton is at capacity,
Groves remarked, adding a lot of Bolton
residents use it to get to and from work.

“For them to get to work and home
from work; it’s crazy the amount of hours
they’ve got to spend on the road,” she said.

Councillor Nick deBoer agreed about
the need to extend the highway.

“It was the current government that ac-
tually stopped it,” he observed.

OPP and OFSC kick off Safe Showmobile Week

Ontario Provincial Police responded to
27 snowmobile deaths during the 2016-
2017 season, marking the highest num-
ber of fatalities since the winter of 2003-
2004.

Last season was also the worst on re-
cord for snowmobilers whose rides took
tragic turns while travelling on frozen
waterways, according to OPP. One third
(nine) of last season’s victims died as a
result of their snowmobiles either going
through the ice or entering open water.

As OPP kicked off Safe Snowmobile
Week (Jan. 20 to 28) with the Ontario
Federation of Snowmobile Clubs (OFSC),
they urged snowmobilers to leave all
forms of risky behaviour behind when
heading out for a ride, especially when
riding on frozen waterways.

“The spike in snowmobile fatalities and
all-time record high in ice-related deaths
last season are unacceptable,” Deputy
Commissioner Brad Blair remarked. “The
vast majority of the 27 snowmobilers who
died took unnecessary risks instead of
making it a safe, enjoyable ride that got
them home safely to their families. With
very few exceptions, speeding, driving too
fast for the conditions, consuming alco-
hol, riding on unsafe ice and other risky
behaviours are what lead to snowmobile
deaths every year.”

“Snowmobiling occurs in an unpredict-
able and uncontrollable natural setting
with inherent risks that demand constant
rider preparedness, vigilance, caution,
unimpaired reaction and smart deci-
sions,” Lisa Stackhouse, manager of par-

There have been no fatal or serious
injury accidents in Caledon during
nights when HomedJames as been oper-
ating.

The program, which provides free des-
ignated driver services to people request-
ing a safe ride home within Caledon and
its immediately surrounding neighbour-
hoods if they think they might have con-
sumed too much alcohol while celebrat-
ing, operated over 15 nights leading up to
the holidays.

It was a time last Thursday to offer ap-
preciation to the volunteers who provided
the service.

“Job well done,” Mayor Allan Thompson
declared.

He said he was out the last Friday night
of the year, on a team that included Cale-
don OPP Inspector Ryan Carothers. He
was also impressed that there have been
no serious accidents the nights when it
operates.

“I have to say the track record still
stands,” he commented.

“Getting people home is the key func-
tion,” he added.

“Nothing happens without good people
doing good work,” HomeJames — Cale-
don Chairman Tayler Parnaby observed,
pointing out the program has been op-
erating in Caledon for 10 years, first as

Operation Red Nose and later changing to
Homedames. That means a lot of people
have arrived home safe over those years.

“That’s because of people like you,” he
declared.

The program ran Friday and Saturday
nights, starting Nov. 17 and going until
the end of the year, as well as New Year’s
Eve, which fell on a Sunday.

Parnaby said there were 380 runs
which resulted in 1,210 people getting
home safe. It ran through the efforts of
126 volunteers, who averaged 2.77 shifts.
They travelled almost 10,000 kilometres
over the 15 nights.

The service is free, but most clients
offer some money as a contribution, and
that came to a total of $8,276.53 this year.

There were a few complications this
year. One of them involved the comput-
er system used for the program. Parnaby
said they had to scramble to get things go-
ing, but they did. He added the dispatch
system they used is world-class. Dis-
patchers were able to keep track of where
teams were at all times, meaning they
were able to have calls answered by the
nearest available group. Parnaby called
that system “enormously efficient.”

Assistance came from other sources too.

Parnaby commented on the former Citi-
zens on Patrol program, which had to fold
a couple of years ago because of problems

getting insurance. The program had some
assets, so Caledon OPP saw that a large
number of gas cards went Homedames’
way. Parnaby called it “the biggest pile of
gas cards you could imagine.”

“Thank you very much for saving lives
in our community.” Carothers told the
volunteers, pointing out their efforts help
prevent tragedies. “Thank you for taking
the time away from your family and you
friends. We do save lives and we do pre-
vent injuries.”

He added the programs spares his of-
ficers the ordeal of going to the homes of
accident victims to break the news to fam-
ilies.

Carothers also said he volunteers for
the program because it’s important, but
he added it’s also fun.

“Homedames exists in our commu-
nity because of you,” Dufferin-Caledon
MPP Sylvia Jones said in a statement
that was read by Parnaby. “Thank you for
making a difference.”

“Homedames is truly a large and collab-
orative effort,” Dufferin-Caledon MP Da-
vid Tilson commented, adding it’s a real
feat to organize it all. “HomedJames seems
to do it seamlessly.”

“Your success has meant that our roads
are safe,” he added. “You’ve made a posi-
tive difference in our community, and it’s
deeply appreciated.”

A class action on behalf of students of the Ernest C. Drury School for the
Deaf (“Drury”), the Sir James Whitney School for the Deaf (“Whitney”),
and the Robarts School for the Deaf (“Robarts”) and their predecessors
(collectively, the “Schools™), has now settled.

If you attended Drury at any time between September 1, 1963 and August 23,
2016, Whitney between September 1, 1938 and August 23, 2016, or Robarts
between September 1, 1973 and August 23,2016, the proposed class action
settlement will impact you.

If you opted out of the class action, the settlement will not impact you.

The Province of Ontario and the plaintiff have agreed to settle for a $15
million settlement fund. The settlement includes legal fees, disbursements
and applicable taxes, which will be deducted from the total settlement
amount.

There will be a court hearing on April 30, 2018 at the Superior Court in
Toronto to decide whether the settlement of the lawsuit and lawyer’s fees
should be approved.

There is no money available now. If the court decides after April 30, 2018
that the settlement should be approved and you are part of the lawsuit, you
can then make a claim.

You are affected by the settlement if:

a) you attended or resided at Drury or its predecessor as students from
September 1, 1963 to August 23, 2016;

b) you attended or resided at Whitney or its predecessor as students from
September 1, 1938 to August 23, 2016;

c) attended or resided at Robarts or its predecessor as students from
September 1, 1973 to August 23, 2016;

d) you are a family member of someone who attended one of the Schools
between March 31, 1978 to August 23,2016, and that person was living on
or after August 10, 2013; or

) you are an estate trustee for a person who was a student at one of the
schools during the time periods described above and that person was living
on or after August 10, 2013.

3.4 million ‘second-class citizens’

Big news recently was U.S. President
Donald Trump’s expressed concern over
the number of immigrants coming from
places like Africa, Haiti and El Salvador,
rather than Scandinavia.

Coincidentally, that week also saw an-
other head of state visit Florida to decry
the fact that the Trump administration
was treating his 3.4 million residents as
“second-class citizens.”

Puerto Rican Governor Ricardo Rossello
slammed the administration’s response to
Hurricane Maria, saying residents of the
island, who are U.S. citizens, are being
treated like “second-class citizens.”

The governor and other critics have
complained that the federal aid given to
Puerto Rico after its worst natural disas-
ter ever has not been anything like that
given to Florida, Texas and California af-
ter similar disasters.

“One hundred years of U.S. citizenship,
but not quite equal,” Rossello lamented
during a news conference.

The Puerto Rican governor, a Republi-
can, is pushing for a supplemental disas-
ter-aid package and relief from a federal
tax-reform bill. He urged federal lawmak-
ers to grant the island supplemental Med-
icaid funding and to eliminate cost-shar-
ing requirements, something he said had
been done in Louisiana. (He acknowledged
Puerto Rico was competing with Florida,
Texas and California for such help.)

“It is completely unacceptable, it is in-
humane and you have to ask yourself if
this would happen in any other state. The
answer is no. The reality is this would
only happen in Puerto Rico because we
are treated as second-class citizens,” he
said.

Strangely, he warned that voters would
remember this come this year’s midterm
elections, “so that everyone in Congress
knows that if you turn your back on the

people of Puerto Rico . . . there will be con-
sequences.”

We say “strangely,” because Puerto Ri-
cans will have no vote in the elections un-
less they have fled the island for the U.S.
mainland. Unlike former territories Ha-
wail and Alaska, the island remains a col-
ony in the same position Massachusetts
was at the time of the revolution-trigger-
ing Boston Tea Party, when the issue was
being subject to taxation without having
any representation in Parliament.

Breaking months of relative silence
in contrast to the stance taken by San
Juan’s mayor (a Democrat), Rossello also
condemned Trump’s comments about im-
migrants, saying they were unhelpful as
the island struggles to find equality.

“It is surreal that this was said by the
president. The United States is the great-
est nation in the world but we need to act
like it . . . That’s why we're here today,
addressing this,” because Puerto Ricans
were being treated as second-class citi-
zens.

His comments may already have borne
some fruit. About 100 Duke Power line-
men and their trucks headed to Puerto
Rico to help restore power lost when Hur-
ricane Maria swept across the island four
months ago. With the help of some other
U.S. power utilities, they hope to get the
power restored by the end of March.

The Duke Power move may be seen as
in part recognition of the role played by
Ontario’s Hydro One and many other util-
ities in restoring power to millions of Flo-
ridians in just two weeks.

As matters stand, it’s estimated that 10
to 15 per cent of Puerto Ricans still have
no access to safe water and almost as
many have no roof over their heads.

Let’s hope a similar calamity in our
northern territories would get a much bet-
ter response from Ottawa.

Street hockey’s Canadian too

I confess I was a little surprised, and
very pleased, that the pond hockey tour-
nament went ahead pretty much as
planned Saturday at the Fire and Ice
festival at Alton Mill Arts Centre.

Forecasts during the week had been
ominous. We were told to expect a mild
weekend, and such conditions would not
be conducive to good ice for skating.

The ice was water for last year’s event.
On the other hand, organizers were able
to come up with Plan B pretty quick, and
changed it from pond hockey to street
hockey. It was not quite what people
had been expecting, but the important
thing is it worked. Games
were played and partici-
pants and spectators alike
had a good time.

Don’t argue with success.

As I drove to the Mill
Saturday, aware that tem-
peratures were a couple of
ticks above freezing, I was
ready to take pictures of
more street hockey action.
Such, however, was not the
case. The ice was there and

er hand, I was lucky, because he could
very easily have caught up with me in
those circumstances. It’s hard to run
very fast when you're laughing as hard
as I was at the time.

Incidentally, I bumped into Andy at a
high school reunion in the fall, and we
chatted for at least 20 minutes. I think
I've been forgiven. No, I did not bring
that incident up in the conversation.

And it was a good shot.

By the way, don’t get the wrong idea
that these street hockey games end in
the high ideals of good sportsmanship
and fair play, the way adults are sup-
posed to act.

No, being kids, we be-
haved the way adults ac-
tually do act. The winners
were obnoxiously sanctimo-
nious, while the losers at-
tributed their lot to things
like cheating, breaking the
rules or luck. Blows were
frequently exchanged at
roughly the time our par-
ents called us in for dinner.

You see that behaviour

people were playing on it.

The fine old tradition of
pond hockey was secure.

But is there really any-
thing wrong with street hockey? It, too,
is a Canadian tradition. Perhaps not
as time-honoured as playing on a pond,
but with pretty broad roots. I predict
there are a lot of people out there who
grew up in this country who may never
have learned how to skate, but who still
played a lot of street hockey as kids. In
a lot of cases, all one needs is a street.

I was lucky enough to pretend to grow
up on a cul-de-sac in the west end of To-
ronto, and few places are better suited
for street hockey. For the most part,
people living there were accommodat-
ing. If there’s a game going on, and a lot
of kids are taking part, the local parents
know roughly where their offspring can
be found, knowing also that they are
reasonably safe.

True, there is some potential for inju-
ry, but kids are used to that. All kids oc-
casionally fall down and go boom, with
the odd scrape or bump. We usually
played with a tennis ball, and stopping
a such a projectile when it’s propelled by
a slap shot can sting, especially if the
ball is wet.

I once launched a mighty shot (more
of a golf-type shot actually) with a soak-
ing wet tennis ball. It was a little after
dusk, so the visibility wasn’t very good,
but the shot was. I felt good connection
and a fine follow-through. Next came a
sudden “whap” sound somewhere near
where I fired my missile, followed by one
of the most horrible screams to which
I have ever listened. I hit a poor kid
named Andy in the thigh, and he spent
the next minute or two trying to ampu-
tate my head with his hockey stick. He
might well have succeeded, but owing to
the owiee I administered to his leg, he
wasn’t able to run very fast. On the oth-

a lot at municipal council
meetings, as well as in a
lot of other settings that
attract adults. As I have
often stated, if you want your kids ex-
posed to adult behaviour, don’t let them
hang around adults.

I actually encountered an even better
connection between politics and street
hockey about 20 years ago, during the
days when I was working in Toronto.
At that time, one of the hot issues was
traffic calming, especially in residential
areas.

One of the City councillors in the area
was a very nice guy and one of the pur-
est populists I ever met. He often made
a point of working in the words “power
to the people” when I interviewed him.

His way of gleaning public input into
traffic calming was through a series of
front lawn meetings. He got obliging
constituents to host Saturday morn-
ing sessions on their front lawns. He
showed up with the appropriate boards
and information, and he let the people
take over.

At one such session, two men got into
a heated argument. One complained
that there were already enough obstruc-
tions to cars with kids playing street
hockey. The other guy pointed out this
is Canada, and it is the God-given right
of every Canadian youngster to play
street hockey. His opponent objected to
the fact that God was dragged into the
debate.

If God was watching from His Heaven,
T'll bet He was amused. The councillor,
being the man he was, let things unfold.
I was entertained.

And street hockey still goes on.

Pond hockey is still fun, and will be
played as long as there is ice. But street
hockey will be played as long as their
are streets.

How Canadian.
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We may sometimes assume that litera-
cy isn’t an issue here in Canada.

Gas plant trail leads to guilty verd/ct

Last week, the verdict for the gas
plant trial of two of then premier Dalton
McGuinty’s most senior advisors was
handed down.

McGuinty’s Chief of Staff David Liv-
ingston was found guilty of destroying
documents in relation to the cancelation
of two natural gas power plants, one in
Mississauga and another in Oakville.
Deputy Chief of Staff Laura Miller was
found not guilty. The cancellation would
cost Ontario taxpayers $1.1 billion.

Initially, the Liberals dismissed any
problems with the cost of the cancella-
tion by saying that it would only cost
taxpayers “less than a cup of coffee a
year.” The actual cost was revealed by
the independent officer of the Legisla-
ture, the Auditor General. The Auditor

Aggressive action needed
to curb tobacco

What is Canada’s leading preventable
cause of disease and death?

It’s tobacco.

This week is National Non-Smoking
Week, providing a reminder that tobacco
is still our number one public health is-
sue. Smoking kills 45,000 Canadians ev-
ery year and is responsible for about 30
per cent of all cancer deaths.

Based on the number of Canadians it
kills, tobacco should be treated as an ep-
idemic. It is well established that compre-
hensive, well-financed and sustained gov-
ernment strategies are highly effective at

reducing smoking. With the current Fed-
eral Tobacco Control Strategy expiring in
March 2018, we urge federal Minister of
Health Ginette Petitpas Taylor to bring
forward an aggressive new strategy with
far better funding to achieve the goal of
less than five per cent tobacco use by 2035.
Canada has made significant progress,
but an enormous amount of work remains.

very January, the North American Interna-

tional Auto Show in Detroit brings automotive

journalists from all over the world to the Mo-
tor City for big new automotive reveals and the latest
concepts. For the American auto manufacturers, De-
troit is one of the biggest, if not still the largest, show
to release their brand-new products for the North
American market. This year marked a historic year
for new trucks, but also unravelled some automotive
folklore as well. Detroit welcomed new pickup trucks
from every Big 3 manufacturer as well as a new Mer-
cedes G-Wagen, first all-new since 1979 and also a
new Mustang to mark the 50th anniversary of Bullitt.
With this reveal, Ford also revealed the missing Bul-
litt hero car from the movie. The larger focus this year
was on production vehicles rather than concepts, but
still play just as important a part of the industry.

This year, FCA used NAIAS to reveal two new
products, one release being very large and monu-
mental. The all-new 2019 Ram 1500 was revealed
with an all-new sleek design, new trims, and all new
technology as well. A very large seller, this new Ram
will prove to gain some more market share with a
great design and features such as a new 12” infotain-
ment screen and a 19 speaker Harman-Kardon sys-
tem in the higher-end models. FCA also revealed the
mid-cycle refresh of the Cherokee, for 2019. This new
Cherokee gets rid of the controversial dual lighting
on the previous Cherokee and replaces it with a more
handsome look in line with the new Compass and
larger Grand Cherokee. A new 2.0L Turbo 4-cylinder
putting out 270hp was also revealed for the Cherokee

and new JL Wrangler. General Motors usually has a
larger presence at the show, but this year focused on
celebrating the 100th anniversary of Chevy Trucks
and revealed the all-new 2019 Chevrolet Silverado.
The next generation Sierra is also soon to follow in
the upcoming month or so, but the new Silverado re-
vealed a striking new design that is more functional
and more stylish. The new truck uses mixed materials
such as high-tensile steel and aluminum in the hood,
doors and tailgate. Every bit of the truck is all new, in-
cluding a new 3.0L Duramax I-6 diesel engine for the
2019 Silverado 1500 and the Sierra 1500. With the
use of high-tensile steel, the bed gained more width
and depth to haul even more cargo.

Ford marked the return of the Bullitt Mustang to
celebrate the 50th anniversary of the film and the
most famous car chase. They released the special edi-
tion 2019 Bullitt with more power, unique exterior
treatment in Highland Green or Shadow Black, with
the signature Torque Thrust wheels and badgeless
grille. Ford made history with this reveal however,
showing the new car alongside the long-lost hero car
from the movie, Steve McQueen’s 1968 Mustang GT
from the film. The car had not been seen for about
40 years but rumours surrounded the cars condition
and location. One family has owned it since 1974 and
the car has remained in original condition, save for
the air cleaner. Ford also presented a Heritage Ford
GT, marking the anniversary of Dan Gurney’s Le-
Mans win and that original car’s livery. Dan Gurney
signed the GT and the opening day of the auto show,
passed away peacefully at the age of 86. A sticker was
added later in the day in memory of the well-known
American race driver. Historic cars were not the only
reveal, Ford also released the new Ford Ranger for
the North American market. This truck had been
sold overseas and Asia and Down Under, but was
on hiatus here while the Tacoma and GMC Canyon
gained market share in the mid-size truck market.
The ST lineup also grew, adding the Ford Edge to the
performance vehicle lineup, showing how important
crossovers have become today.

Other big reveals from the import manufacturers
included vehicles from Volkswagen, Hyundai/Kia,

Mercedes, BMW, Toyota, Honda and Nissan. Volk-
swagen released the all-new 2019 VW Jetta based on
the new world platform that underpins the new Golf.
The car grew in size and provides plenty more options
and new engine choices. VW also released a perfor-
mance variant of the Passat, a VR6-powered Passat GT
that has a sporty GTI look to it. Hyundai/Kia released
the updated and new Veloster, as well as the new Ve-
loster N performance model with 275hp. This marks
the first N performance model in North America,
while Europe already has the i30 variant. Kia showed
off their new Forte sedan, a sleek compact that takes
styling cues and characteristics from the hyped Stinger
GT sports sedan. The look is far sportier than previ-
ous, while maintaining the same functionality and
economy of the previous model. Mercedes released
a new AMG engine line-up, but more importantly,
the all-new G-Wagen which has never been fully re-
vamped since its release in 1979. BMW presented the
new funky X2 crossover while Toyota launched the
new restyled Avalon.

While the auto manufacturers release all this new
product, awards are also given for the North Ameri-
can Car, Utility and Truck of the Year as well. This
year, the all-new 2018 Honda Accord won the North
American Car of the Year, 2018 Volvo XC60 won the
Utility of the Year and the 2018 Lincoln Navigator
won the Truck of the Year. All brand-new launches,
these vehicles were tested up against a panel of judges
and selected.

This show only marks the beginning of the auto
show season, with many more new reveals to come
at Chicago, New York, LA and next month, our lo-
cal Canadian International Auto Show in Toronto as
well. Expect these great new production launches to
be at the Toronto show, but don’t get your hopes up
for the original Bullitt or Dan Gurney tribute to make
an appearance. This year will be a big year for new
products, especially if you are in the market for a new
pickup truck.

yet another testament to King’s green ideol-
ogy, councillors and residents alike are em-
bracing electric vehicles.

King’s discerning motoring public is definitely
seeing green when it comes to their preferred mode
of transportation.

Mayor Steve Pellegrini has asked staff to review
their plans when it comes to vehicle replacements. He’s
hoping the Township can move to electric vehicles.

“We need to be leaders and technology has pro-
gressed far enough that any replacement vehicle will
be electric. We were early adopters with hybrids, how-
ever, it’s time to move to electric. We are provisioning
our Township facilities with charging stations as well.”

King Township will install car charging stations at
its new municipal office and it’s also asking that new
developments consider installing them onsite as well.

Kingscross resident Steven Dengler has had a long-
time love affair with Tesla and the company philoso-
phy. He was one of the first in Canada to get his hands
on the Tesla Model X in the fall of 2016. Everything
about this car is “ridiculous” - in a good way.

“Its ridiculous how amazing it is;” Dengler ob-
served. Its spacious, comfortable, well designed and
incredibly quiet. It's also quite nimble, and Dengler
boasts that off the line, few sports cars can match its
launch capabilities.

The P100D model goes from 0 to 100 km/h in a
lightning fast 3.1 seconds!

The X is heavier than the popular Model S sedan
and so it’s not intended for long distance travel. How-
ever, the vehicle boasts an operating range of between
381 and 465 kilometres.

Dengler pointed out that the vehicle’s moving parts
have nothing to do with propulsion, so it’s amazingly
low-maintenance.

Tesla backs its vehicles with a solid 4-year, 80,000-ki-
lometre limited warranty, and an 8-year, infinite kilo-
metre battery and drive unit warranty.

Dengler said he doesn't worry about traveling mod-
erate distances, noting there’s a growing network of
charging stations and “superchargers” dotting the
landscape. He regularly drives from his home to To-
ronto and back, using the HOV lane to boot.

He admits the car is “really cool,” and the head-
turning feature is the rear falcon-wing doors.

Cooler still is the upcoming Tesla Roadster, an all-elec-
tric supercar reported to be the fastest car in the world.
Tesla’s website indicates this car has a top speed of 400
km/h and goes from 0 to 100 km/h in 1.9 seconds!

Dengler said he’s always been a fan of the green con-
cept and recalls his first visit to the Tesla factory in the
US. in 2006.

There are many things about this vehicle to love
— no emissions, a linear power curve, safety, space,
visibility, the list goes on. Dengler, at 6’5, has plenty
of room in the driver’s seat and visibility is amazing,
thanks to the panoramic windshield.

“It’s the best vehicle I've ever owned,” he said.

The all-wheel-drive Model X can accommodate seven
adults and is reported to be the safest SUV on the road.

Rural King resident Charlotte Livingston loves her
BMW i8, a hybrid sports car unlike anything else on
the road. The combination of an electric motor and a
powerful gasoline engine provides the foundation for
one of the most innovative sports cars of our time.

Livingston loves the look and feel of this racy automo-
bile, that can accelerate from 0 to 100 km/h in 4.4 seconds.

Sliding behind the wheel, you think you're piloting a
starship. Getting into the sleek machine can be a bit of
a challenge, so Livingston did an online video centred
on getting in and out of the i8.

The BMW i8 offers far more than aesthetics and
performance. The powerful plug-in hybrid system,
combined with the BMW eDrive technology and a
BMW TwinPower Turbo 1.5-litre, 3-cylinder gasoline
engine, brings together the benefits of an electric mo-
tor and a gasoline engine to produce an outstanding
driving experience.

Charlotte and her husband George have been fans
of green cars for some time. They owned the first die-
sel Smart car and George was one of the first to drive
the Toyota Prius. He currently drives a Smart fortwo
Electric Drive.

The Smart Fortwo coupe, at just 2.69 metres long,
basically launched the energy-efficient market. The
electric model, which is the epitome of cute, retails for
roughly $28,000 and is the perfect urban driver.

Local entrepreneur Angelo Santorelli of Trisan
Construction sees his family’s pair of Teslas as good
business sense.

They are definitely the way of the future, and are so
economical to operate. Santorelli says it costs him $12
a week. They cost literally “nothing to run” and insur-
ance is cheaper, too.

They have owned the S sedan and X SUV for rough-
ly two years now. He admitted it took him a while to
get used to the car’s range, and all of its features. But
he says you just have to be organized. More and more
charging stations are popping up across the GTA so
there are no worries.

He frequently uses the auto pilot feature and said it’s
very useful, but you still have to be in control of the
vehicle. You have to be patient while driving in this
mode because the vehicle tends to be cautious.

He will definitely upgrade to new models when they
arrive on the market. Hed love to get his hands on the
first Tesla pickup truck.

“Were moving from a fossil-fuel, carbon-based
economy to an electric economy””

Former King resident Wilf Steimle founded a high-
tech company in 1983 and served as its president until
2014 when he sold his shares to pursue his passion for
sustainable energy and electric vehicles. In 2015 he
completed Al Gore’s climate reality training and lives
off-grid as a demonstration of his commitment to a
zero-carbon footprint.

Steimle said the advantages are huge over conven-
tional vehicles. He lauds Tesla, noting without their

efforts, “we wouldn’t be as far ahead”

While Tesla offers premium models, Steimle point-
ed out there are five current models that come in un-
der $20,000 with the rebate.

Many European countries are ahead of the curve.
Countries like England, Germany, Holland and Den-
mark have announced they plan to ban the sale of gas-
power cars starting in 2025.

“The writing is on the wall,” he said. “We're moving
from a fossil-fuel, carbon-based economy to an elec-
tric economy””

He also pointed out that North American manu-
facturers will convert to electric drivetrains within the
next three to eight years.

The infrastructure network of chargers is huge and
growing. Battery life is also being extended. While still
in its infancy, it’s predicted the lifespan of an electric
vehicle will be well beyond 20 years.

His five-year-old Tesla S is nearing 200,000 kilome-
tres without a single problem.

Wilf embarked on a 14,000-kilometre coast-coast
trip in 2016 to meet and help unite leaders of electric
vehicle groups throughout the country.

It's a family affair for the Steimles. His father drives a
Chev Bolt and his wife loves her Chevy Volt.

Prices will come down, and in the end, electric ve-
hicles will benefit those in lower income groups, who
spend a disproportionate amount of money on gas and
maintenance.

“We need to do this (convert to EVs) for so many
reasons, he said.

In 2016 he joined the board of directors of Electric
Mobility Canada and serves on several committees. In
the same year he accepted the role of President of the
Electric Vehicle Society.

The EV Society is a leading non-governmental
group that delivers province-wide owner to potential-
owner engagement based on experience, knowledge,
and boundless enthusiasm.

Passionate EV owner Keith Beckley of King is an-
other cheerleader.

Consumers are looking for something different, he
noted, and he puts EV adopters into four categories.

There are “performance junkies (this is a large per-
centage of Tesla drivers)” The performance of these
cars is remarkable.

Green lovers and anti-oil motorists. And the “tech
adopters” who love the newest technology.

“The other big force has been Tesla itself;” he said.
“They have created a very desirable brand. Every guy in
the room at my men’s hockey now wants to own one””

The trend will continue and these EVs will overtake
conventional cars in the near future.

“Once the capital cost comes to parity (a few years
out) the ongoing costs are going to be fractional com-
pared to an ICE. An electric drive train (including
battery) should last 1.6 million kilometres. That is
game changing”

Will they change the landscape entirely? Yes.
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“Think about your ICE vehicle having negative equi-
ty once EVs are widely adopted. No one will want one”

Tesla, he said “is exceptional - a clear leader who
is absolutely killing the high end sedan market” The
German automakers, Beckley pointed out, are the big-
gest electric car developers.

“Tesla is on a mission to get us off carbon. That
helps command tremendous customer loyalty. It's not
just another car company.”

The future will only get brighter for EVs. They’ll
become cheaper and consumers will have many more
choices.

There are only two minor issues regarding EVs,
Beckley said.

The initial purchase price tends to run higher at the
moment, but this will change dramatically in the next
few years.

The charging infrastructure is another minor issue,
but huge changes are on the horizon.

“When I got my Tesla Model S five years ago (one
of the first 10 in Canada) there were only a few char-
gers around anywhere. Long distance travel was an
adventure. Now I don't even think about it. Idrove
from King City to Sarnia in my wifes Model X. My
wife, daughter and I are going to drive to Florida in
March for free!”

The Beckleys do not own an internal combus-
tion engine of any type. The Teslas are “technological
marvels that get free functionality updates every two
months. It simply feels great to drive””

Beckley pointed out that many people don't understand
that charging is a solved problem because you charge
where you park. You leave every day with a “full tank”

Conservatively, batteries are improving at 5+% per
year in all metrics. If you understand compounding it
is not hard to see where it is going.

Electric cars are inherently safer with huge front
crumple zones and a very low centre of gravity.

“EVs are superior in every way except, for maybe
one or two more years, the cost of buying a a compa-
rable ICE car”

Sales of electric vehicles continue to grow expo-
nentially. There are roughly 40 different models of EV
vehicles in Canada to choose from. At the end of the
second quarter of 2017 nearly 37,000 electric vehicles
have been sold. This past June set a new record of 1,824
sales. The split between all electric battery EVs to plug-
in hybrid EVs is 50:50.

Initially offered exclusively to plug-in hybrid-hun-
gry Quebec consumers, Toyota Canada Inc. (TCI) has
sold 649 Prius Prime plug-in hybrids since its launch
in June. In the first two months alone, TCI sold more
Prius Prime units than it did in the first full year of its
previous generation.

Whether you're looking for something practical, or
want to turn heads with the latest technology, an EV may
be the way to go. You'll be doing our planet a favour.

Learn your vehicle’s air pressure requirements
and check tire pressure monthly to ensure a safe
ride and reduce tire wear and fuel consumption.

One of the easiest ways to check your pressure
is to buy an accurate tire gauge at the local
automotive store — digital models are especially
easy to use.

HOW TO DO BASIC TIRE MAINTENANCE

Most dealers offer free tire inspections.
You can also keep your tires in tip-top shape
by following a few simple steps:

« Visually inspect your tires once a month for
bumps, tears or any unusual markings.

« Rotate tires every 8,000 to 10,000 km for even
wear or as recommended in your vehicle
owner’s manual.

o Check the air pressure at least once a month.

o Benefit from proactive, professional care —
book an alignment if your vehicle pulls or
wanders in one direction or check your
balancing if tires shimmy or shake to ensure a
safe ride and optimal wear.

o If one of your tires hits a pothole or suffers
a road hazard, take your car to your dealer
to rule out any internal tire damage.

HOW TO READ A SIDEWALL

The markings on a tire’s sidewall provide a lot of
information about the tire. Knowing how to
read your sidewall can save you time and help
you make an informed purchase.

TIRE WIDTH

The three-digit number refers to the overall
width of the tire in millimetres. A wider tire will
out-corner a slimmer one.

ASPECT RATIO

The relationship between the tire height and
width. In this example, the tire height is
approximately 65% of the tire width.

RADIAL

The letter “R” indicates a radial construction of
the carcass plies. The carcass plies run across
the tire from lip to lip, helping to provide
strength, stability, flexibility and ride comfort.

WHEEL DIAMETER

The number indicates that this tire fits on a
wheel with a 15-inch diameter.
