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OR GET 
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Caledon council wants feedback from 
residents on the establishment of cannabis 
retail stores.

An open house presentation was set up in 
town hall from 5 p.m. to 7 p.m. before the 
regular council meeting on Tuesday, Dec. 
18. A survey is also available online on the 
Town’s website until Jan. 4 2019. 

 A majority of councillors want to opt out 
but the final decision will be delayed until 
January as they consult with the public and 
receive more information. 

“We just don’t have enough information 
yet and it also gives us time to see what 
some of our neighbouring municipalities do 
and see what kind of best practices we can 
share there, said Ward 1 Area Coun. Lynn Ki-
ernan at a Dec. 11 commitee meeting. We’re 
being asked to make a decision with really 
not enough due diligence, in my opinion.”

The Alcohol and Gaming Commission of 
Ontario (AGCO) is responsible for authoriz-
ing and siting cannabis retail stores thereby 
minimizing the control which municipali-
ties may have over locations, according to 
a Town report.

It further notes municipalities have a one-
time window to opt-out of permitting canna-
bis retail stores within their boundaries. If 
council chooses to opt out, they must pass 
a resolution by Jan. 22 2019 stating their de-
sire to not host cannabis stores.

This follows a late development Thursday, 
Dec. 13 where the provincial government 
announced plans for a phased approach to 
cannabis retail licensing due to a national 
supply shortage. 

“It is the federal government’s responsi-
bility to oversee cannabis production and 
to provide a viable alternative to the illegal 
market by ensuring there is sufficient sup-
ply to meet consumer demand, a statement 
reads. Yet, we continue to see severe supply 
shortages across the country in legal, li-
censed recreational cannabis stores.”

At a recent meeting of federal, provincial 
and territorial finance ministers in Ottawa, 
Provincial Minister Vic Fedeli, raised the is-
sue of a severe shortage of supply across the 
country with Federal Minister Bill Morneau, 

according to a news release.
Ontario’s government will issue up to 25 

licenses for operators to open their business 
on April 1. 

The AGCO will implement a lottery sys-
tem to determine who is eligible for the 
initial licenses to legally operate a store in 
Ontario. All interested parties will be able to 
submit an expression of interest form online 
to the AGCO from Jan. 7 2019 to Jan. 9, ac-
cording to a news release.

“I think this is really one of the biggest de-
cisions we’re going to make as council, said 
Mayor Allan Thompson. We want to make 
sure we want to get it right and we need 

to have the community understanding why 
we’re doing it. I do believe the majority of 
the community doesn’t want it but we want 
to make sure we’re protecting it.”

Town staff confirmed that if they opt out, 
they have the option to opt in at a later date. 
If they opt in, however, they can’t opt out 
later on. Subsequently, cannabis stores can 
be placed in every village in Caledon with a 
privatized model.

TOWN OF CALEDON  
PROPOSES A

NEW TAX



A tax increase may come for Caledon resi-
dents in the New Year.

The Town is asking for a 5.79 per cent bud-

get increase resulting in a 2.66 tax increase 
when budget numbers and a tax levy are 
accounted for, according to the Town’s pro-
posed budget draft.

Homeowners of a house valued at $590,000 
may see an added $131.82 to their property 
tax bill.

The town is looking at a $3,203,691 
increase to their operating budget and a 
$1,836,581 increase to their tax capital base. 
Furthermore, an increase from the school 
board is assumed to be zero until new infor-
mation is released in 2019.

The budgets are reduced by 50 per 
cent from revenues in town’s assessment 
growth bringing the operating budget down 
to $2,557,260 and capital base down to 
$1,190,150.

Total revenue from the operating budget 
sits at $96.1 million with expenses at $98.7 
million, requiring the $2,557,260 to make up 
for the shortfall.

The cost for homeowners may change, 
however as the Region of Peel finalizes their 
budget in January 2019. 

The proposed budget has no service level 
decreases, enhancements and staff addi-
tions, including nine full time employees in 

customer service, corporate services, stra-
tegic initiatives, finance and infrastructure 
services and community services sectors, 
three contract or part-time workers to full-
time status, refurbishment of the Albion 
Bolton Library Branch and funding for Phase 
3 of the Johnson Sports Park featuring a full-
size lit soccer pitch, irrigation system and 
a shade structure, according to staff docu-
ments available online.

It also includes funding to start the con-
struction of the Caledon East Community 
Complex expansion featuring a new gym, 
fitness centre, walking track and commu-
nity room, town hall and provincial offences 
court expansion, $18.2 million or roads, $2.4 
million for bridges capital and funding to 
phase in a public transit service system.

An online budget survey has been 
launched. It is available from Dec. 11 to Jan. 
10, 2019.

An open house will be held on Jan 9. and 
a general committee meeting will be held on 
Jan. 15. A regular council meeting will then 
be held on Jan. 22 at 7 p.m. for a final deci-
sion.

Peel Paramedics will be hosting three pub-
lic education sessions to discuss their new 
divisional model. 

The transition will happen in January 2019. 
Paramedics that used to report to work in 
Caledon Village and Bolton will not attend a 
reporting station in Brampton.

“Regional council asked us to educate the 
Caledon community about upcoming council 
endorsed changes to our divisional model, 
said Brian Gibson, deputy chief of Peel 
Regional Paramedic Services in an email 
interview. Caledon is one of the last areas to 
move into the divisional model, which has 
been in place in others areas for some time. 
Public drop-ins are part of our approach to 
meet council’s direction.”

Meetings will happen on Saturday, Jan. 5 
2019 from 10 a.m. to noon at the Caledon 
Centre for Recreation and Wellness, Satur-
day, Jan. 12 from 10 a.m. to noon at the May-
field Recreation Complex and on Saturday, 
Jan. 19 from 10 a.m. to noon at the Albion 
Bolton Community Centre.

“The drop-in sessions are designed to be 
informal, so residents can get answers to 
their individual questions, said Gibson. We 
hope to chat with lots of people and provide 
them the information they are looking for to 
ease their minds.”

The move has caused a lot of uproar online 
with many residents, and working para-
medics questioning the validity of the plan, 
according to Citizen archives. Many believe 
paramedics starting in Brampton will receive 
calls for that city and Mississauga. They also 
believe paramedics will be too away for calls 
in Caledon, especially in rural areas.

Further, an online petition, started by Lau-
rie Raynard, directed to Mayor Allan Thomp-
son, Peel Regional Paramedic Services Chief 
and Director Peter Dundas and Nancy Polsi-
nelli, commissioner of health services for 
Peel Region has received 823 signatures, 
stating “this relocation of paramedic crews 
to Brampton and Mississauga locales will 
without question, according to those work-
ing inside of the system, cause serious and 
potentially life threatening delays and cir-
cumstances including an increase in timely 

access to emergent care from primary and 
advanced care paramedics and a complete 
failure of the system for residents in the 
Town of Caledon.”

“No-one should live in fear because of mis-
information circulating in the community, 
said Gibson. Caledon has been and will con-
tinue to be prioritized for ambulance service 
delivery because of its unique geography. We 
want to give residents the truth, so they can 
understand that the only thing changing is 
where paramedics report to work. The same 
number of ambulances and paramedics 
assigned to Caledon today will be in Caledon 
once the system changes on January 14. And 
the number of ambulances will increase as 
call volumes and Caledon grows.”

During each shift, ambulances are moved 
into zones to cover for other ambulances 
that respond to calls. This is done on a min-

ute-to-minute basis to make sure paramed-
ics are in the right place at the right time, 
according to a news release.

Dundas refuted the statements saying the 
first two ambulances that start at 5:30 a.m. 
every day will be assigned to Caledon. They 
will replace the ambulances in Caledon that 
will be coming off a shift at 7 a.m. This will 
happen again with the night shifts.

The release states that during a life-threat-
ening emergency, the closest ambulance will 
respond with the next available ambulance 
replaces it. If the replacement ambulances 
receive a call, another one is sent over. Dis-
patchers will also look for the closest ambu-
lance in Dufferin, Simcoe, York and Halton 
to move closer to Caledon Border.

Local 277 Paramedics have stated that 
they do not, and have never, supported this 
change running advertisements in town 
newspapers information residents they want 
to keep paramedics in Caledon.

They state call volume in Caledon has 
grown 263% in the last ten years and that 
the system is not perfect. “That is why the 
Peel Paramedic Union is advocating for a 
plan that brings a divisional book on sta-
tion to Caledon by 2022. Enhancements that 
account for this growth in call volume will 
ensure the residents of Caledon are covered 
effectively,” according to their website.

Tilson announced his retirement after a 
sixth consecutive term as MP.

“It’s something that tweaked in me that I 
thought would be an interesting and a nat-
ural evolution from what I had been doing,” 
said Shaughnessy.

“I think the advantage for me is the fact that 
I have knocked on so many doors through-
out Caledon and you have a much better 
understanding of where people are at from 
a political perspective, what their needs and 
wants are, their concerns and things they’re 
not happy with or that they are happy with.” 

Kevin Weatherbee, former chief of staff for 
Dufferin-Caledon MPP Sylvia Jones, Harza-
dan Singh Khattra, owner of Orangeville Taxi 
and Jeremy Williams, former Mayor of Oran-
geville are the three other candidates vying 
for the vacant MP seat.

Shaughnessy notes running for a federal 
nomination is different than running for a 
municipal seat.

“You have to go out and get people who 
are willing to support you at the nomination 
meeting, said Shaughnessy. Anybody that is 
running, that is their focus to go out and get 
members to say ‘yes I support her’ and they 
show up at the meeting whenever it’s held.

While the makeup of a federal riding is far 
greater than that of a ward, Shaughnessy 
said Caledon and Dufferin are similar in its 
needs and how they look.

“You have Orangeville, a large urban area, 
with somewhere around 30,000 (people). 
(That’s) the same thing in Bolton, Caledon, 

said Shaughnessy. Then you’re made up of a 
lot of agricultural areas and of course I grew 
up in the agricultural area in Caledon.  

“Then you have the wonderful little vil-
lages and hamlets. We’ll call Shelburne a vil-
lage because I think it’s around 8,000 to 9,000 
people which is comparable to Caledon East 
or Mayfield West.”

Shaughnessy has been reaching out to res-
idents from Mono to Grand Valley hearing 
their thoughts and concerns. 

“I think what people in the grassroots of 
any riding (think) is they don’t feel they have 
a big enough voice when they get up to the 
higher levels of politics, said Shaughnessy. 
I want to assure those people that they do 
have a voice. That their concerns are going 
to reach Ottawa.”

“A member of parliament doesn’t neces-
sarily grow out of the grassroots. Quite often 
they come in from various sectors. I just 
think coming from the grassroots, you have 
a better understanding of the people and the 
people in your riding, which makes you a lit-
tle more unique.”

She was first elected into public office as 
regional councillor for Ward 1 in 2014 gain-
ing 1,442 votes defeating Richard Paterak 
and Jim Pattison in 2014.

“I have that advantage over others who 
have not gone through that process. I have 
been in two campaigns now personally, run-
ning as regional councillor in 2014 and run-
ning as mayor, campaigning in 2018. I think 
I have an advantage and my name is well 
known because of that.”

The night was clear and the temperatures 
mild, a perfect December evening to remem-
ber those who have passed in the annual 
outdoor ceremony. 

“Each of you are giving the gift of light to 
someone special,” Vanderburgh continued, 
who then went on to announce that thus far 
the fundraiser had raised a record $125,000 
in support of Bethell Hospice, making this 
year’s event the largest and most successful 
to date.

As former friends and family members of 
hospice patients made their way down the 
snow paved driveway of Bethell Hospice, 
there was a reverence to the procession that 
harmonized well with the echoes of the Cho-
rus ahead.

Some councillors in favour of opting out

“That’s why we’re recommending in the 
report to opt out and do some public con-
sultation, look at how other municipalities 
are dealing with it and if there’s appetite 
later on, we can then opt in at that time,” 
said Laura Hall, interim general manager of 
corporate services. 

Ward 5 regional coun. Annette Groves ta-
bled a motion to opt out while Ward 2 Re-
gional Coun. Johanna Downey wanted to 
refer it back to January. 

“I think the general population tends to 
continue to look at it through an illicit lens, 
said Downey. My instinct says I’d rather be 
at the table in disagreement than not at the 
table at all.”

The motion was amended to have town 
administration report back with more in-
formation, host the open house and subse-
quently release a survey for public input. 
The documents will then come back to a 
committee meeting on Jan. 15 and then Jan. 
22 for a final decision.

There are some drawbacks, however if 
council does decide to opt out. 

“The only thing we would lose out on if 
we opt in after January 22 2019, is funding, 
said Hall. From what I understand from the 
Province, if you opt in before that time, you 
can have the possibility of receiving funds 
through the Ontario Tax Revenue if the rev-
enues exceeding $100 million. 

The Province has confirmed that it will 
distribute $40 million over two years to help 
municipalities with the implementation 
costs of recreational cannabis legalization. 

“That’s the only crux of opting in after, is 
potentially losing out on funding. Funding 
can be only be used towards cannabis. It’s 
not just a blank cheque with money you can 
use for anything.”

If no decision is made by Jan 22, mu-
nicipalities will automatically be opted in.  
Thompson called the $29,000, that the pro-
vincial government is offering, a trick.

“It is a drop in the bucket, said Groves. 
This is how provincial governments and the 
federal government; they give us all these 
things and then at the end of the day, we’re 
stuck with it. We have to keep finding fund-
ing to deal with it, enforce it and do every-
thing we need to do, forever.”

“We really need to protect our community. 
I certainty will like to hear from the police, 
as well on their thoughts on this because 
they are our enforcers and they are dealing 
with this.” 

Nearby municipalities had previously tak-
en steps towards opting out such as King 
Township which adopted a resolution to 
advise the Province of their opposition and 
Markham authorized their city clerk to pro-
vide notification of their intent to opt out. 

“Now that we understand what they’re 
talking about, we need to opt out at this 
point and time to understand where things 
land but I think the public needs to under-
stand where council decisions are going, 
said Thompson. January is going to come 
quick and fast and before we know it, it’s go-
ing to be the 22nd where we have the final 
decision where it has to be made by.”

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What is wonderful about the Alton Mill 
Arts Centre in Alton is being able to  meet 
the artists whose work is on display either 
elsewhere in the Centre or/and in their own 
studios. A person can meet them, talk to 
them about their work and, in many cases, 
attend their workshops. 

Sunday afternoon seemed a good time 
to get to know at least a few of the artists 
who have their studios located upstairs at 
the Mill. So, we popped into the office to say 
hello to Pearl Schachter, manager of market-
ing and went with her upstairs to meet Kar-
en Brown, the most recently installed of the 
artists, and the new co-owner of The Hive, 
the Encaustic studio. 

“Encaustic is an ancient beeswax based 
paint which is applied and heated to create 
rich layers of unique depth and luminosity,” 
says the studio’s hand out card.

Encaustic artist, Karen Brown, was hap-
py to elaborate about the art form and why 
she and Kim Kool, another encaustic artist,  
have taken over the studio.

“Andrea and Dan were here for eight or 
nine years,” she began. “When they said they 
were closing the encaustic studio [for per-
sonal reasons], the community panicked. I 
had been doing mobile workshops and liked 
the idea of being settled in a studio and Kim 
had been mobile too. So, I called her and 
asked her, ‘What you think about taking it 

over ?’ I couldn’t handle it on my own and 
she didn’t say no right away.”

They opened the studio, now under their 
auspices, on October 1, this year, with a good 
take on workshops: “We want to keep the es-
sence of the Hive, although Andrea and Dan 
did more technique. Kim and I are offering 
workshops for beginners where they get to 
go home with a piece in wax. We do photos 
in encaustic which is really popular.”

Here is how that works: “You send me a 
photo over email and I print it on hand made 
paper. Then, in the workshop, you put your 
photo into an encaustic painting. There are 
some beautiful and unique results.” 

As well, she said, “We do advanced class-
es; we let people come and use our stuff and 
charge for it by the hour. They like it because 
it’s hard to have all this in your home. En-
caustic means using heat with the beeswax.”

Naturally, they have their our own original 
paintings for sale too. 

“People love the encaustic,” said Ms 
Brown. “We’re going to  be fine here.”

Relatively new to the Alton Mill is Sherry 
Park, portrait artist in oils, primarily, while 
she also does watercolour paintings of na-
ture and flowers.

“I’ve been here since March,” she informed 
us. “I went to OCAD (Ontario College for Art 
and Design) to study painting and visual arts 
for four years. I painted in Florence (Italy) 
for a year as part of the course. I still go to 
a portrait sessions at a studio in Brampton. 

You can go and just sit in on the sessions to 
paint the models.”

As we looked at her quite interesting 
approach to faces, she went on, “I started 
painting when I was five years old. After 
OCAD, I did pharmaceutical technology and 
I have been doing that for 15 years. I’m still 
doing that work. It gives me good balance. 
At work, there’s lots of interaction with peo-
ple. Then, painting is creative and you work 
alone. It’s very engaging.”

In a studio big enough for three artists, 
Lynden Cowan, Robert Chisholm and Jo-
anne Lomas display their work and create 
more. It is, at once, a busy and a calm place 
to visit. 

Ms Cowan has a list of commendations 
and awards that have seen her work dis-
played in London, England with the Viva 
Canada and, in association with the Cir-
cle Foundation, to Lyons in France, which 
pleased her very much.

She and eight other artists have formed 
their own group, Southern Ontario Visu-
al Artists (SOVA), doing four shows a year 
only. Beside those, they each participate in 
other shows throughout the year. Four of 
them travelled together to the Maritimes to 
enjoy the inspiration other scenes could of-
fer.

Ms Cowen’s style loves the detail of na-
ture, which she reflects in imposing paint-
ings, with boldness and rich colours, not 
straying particularly from nature’s own 
choices. Her paintings offer a challenge to 
the viewer to see into her detail and, per-
haps, wish to be there.

Mr. Chisholm’s, SOVA, works are primari-
ly long landscapes, tending to big paintings 
and he was working on one while we were 
there. It was, as he told us, the rail junction 
at the Tim Horton’s on the west end of Or-
angeville.

Across the hall is Margaret Sarah Pardy, 
another Alton Mill member of SOVA, who 
discovered a few years ago, the art of black 
painting, as it were. In her case, she buys 
hard boards, painted stark white and, then, 
covered in black, perfect for scratching out 
art. Fabulous.

She has a tool with five little needles or 
pins bonded together and installed in a small 
holder, which she uses, holding it this way 
and that, to make different strokes and an-
gles. Some of her pictures are straight white 
on black; some, she involves colour into the 
white, once she has etched out the details of 
the figures. 

Wildlife dominates Ms Pardy’s work and 
she travels the country to observe them, es-
pecially in animal sanctuaries, and contin-
ues to engage in workshops with eminent 
Canadian wildlife artists.

One of her paintings is going to be in-
stalled in the Ontario parliament buildings at 
Queens Park next year. She is quite excited 
about that. This year, she was also accepted 
into the Ontario Society of Artists.

Our next studio-of-call was the office/
studio of Margi Taylor-Self, the longest term 
artist’s studio at the Alton Mill, at 15 years. 
Ms Taylor-Self loves the Alton Mill.

Says she, “We were here before the Arts 
Centre was official. It’s just everything: so 
much inspiration. Some mix of quiet time to 
work and then there’s interaction with the 
public and other artists.”

Ms Taylor-Self handles the leasing side 
of the Mill’s affairs and is looking for the 
right person to lease a corner studio; could 
be someone who does visual art that is not 
painting.

The main floor of the Alton Mill is given 
over to artisans and galleries. For longevi-
ty at the Mill, after Margi Taylor-Self, Anne 
Marie Warburton with her Gallery Gemma 
has been there the longest. Ms Warburton’s 
space is a glamorous jewellery gallery, of-
fering her work and that of selected jewel-
lery designers from around the world. Ms 
Warburton decided mid- career to re-invent 
herself. She abandoned her sales work and 
went back to school to study making jewel-
lery at a very high end with precious metals 
and fine gems; she went back to school to 
also study jewellery as a business.

For this Christmas season, Gallery Gem-
ma is open Monday, Christmas Eve, using 
the smaller entrance into the Alton Mill, as 
the rest of the Mill will be closed that day.

The new Rare Threads gallery, as it were, 
a beautiful space running adjacent to Gallery 
Gemma, will also be open Christmas Eve.

Over this coming weekend, as every 
weekend, Alton Mill, Headwaters Gallery, 
Noodle Gallery, the artists’ studios upstairs 
and Mark Grice downstairs are all open 
from today, Thursday through to Sunday, ev-
ery week.

Anne Marie Warburton commented of her 
extra opening hours, “When men want to 
shop, they don’t look up our website, they 
just drive here and show up. What would be 
a better Christmas present than something 
hand made?”

How to write a business plan
One of the best parts of my job at the Town 

of Caledon is working with entrepreneurs 
who come to the Caledon Business Innova-
tion Zone (CBIZ) at Town Hall seeking help 
or information.

It’s exciting to see their energy and enthu-
siasm and gratifying to help them work 
towards making their dreams a reality.

Often a first step is creating a business 
plan.

The challenge is that, if you haven’t done it 
before, it’s easy to feel isolated or lost.

Every business needs a plan. Of course, the 
complexity and strategy of the plan will vary 
by business type, but having it is essential to 
realize a vision.  A business plan is not an 
application for bank funding.  Rather, it is a 
guide to your corporate values, the nature of 
your market (competition and competitive 
advantages), and a strategy for how you are 
going to sell your product or service – and be 
profitable doing so.

Without a plan it is easy to lose direction. 
Developing a business plan can take time, 
yes.  But it is a worthwhile investment. It can 

guide you, help you stay you organized and 
focused -- and yet still evolve and change 
with time. 

There is no one-size-fits-all plan.  Here are 
a few of the basics you need to get started:

1.	 Description
•	 Name of your business and why you 

chose that name
•	 A short history of your business 

(including registration date, address and 
contact information)

•	 The purpose of your business
•	 The products and/or service you 

offer
•	 The legal structure of your business 

(sole proprietorship, partnership, corpora-
tion or co-operative)

2.	 Market Analysis (competitive 
analysis)

You need to show who your customers 
are and what your competition (direct and 
indirect) is. As this landscape is constantly 
changing you will need to check your anal-
ysis regularly – indeed for as long as your 
business is in operation. To get the informa-

tion you need there are several sources: the 
internet, the library, CBIZ, etc.  And don’t 
forget to talk to people. Customers, compet-
itors, suppliers…these are some of the best 
sources of information about your market.

3.	 Operations
This section will discuss the current and 

projected (for the next 3 to 5 years) opera-
tional requirements of your business, such 
as:

•	 Facilities
•	 Information technology 
•	 Human resources (including organi-

zational structure)
•	 Environmental and/or social respon-

sibility
•	 Online business resources
•	 Growth plan

4.	 Marketing 
This is how you plan to find and keep cus-

tomers. This section evolves in parallel with 
the Market Analysis section which will pro-
vide you with information on your custom-
ers and competition as it evolves over time. 
The Marketing plan will:

•	 Define your brand

•	 Identify your customers
•	 Understand your competitors
•	 Identify your company’s strengths, 

weaknesses, opportunities and threats
•	 Define what makes your business 

different
•	 Map your customers’ purchase jour-

ney
•	 Create your marketing action plan
•	 Monitor, measure and improve your 

marketing tactics
5.	 Financial Analysis
This section can make or break your busi-

ness, yet it is often the most overlooked. 
No matter how good your offering or how 
creatively marketed it is, if it doesn’t make 
a profit the business will eventually close. 
Understanding your revenue, expenses, 
assets, liabilities, debts, balance sheet, cash 
flow, and income statement can be over-
whelming but to be successful it is necessary 
to have a good grasp of the financials to start, 
establish or expand your business.

My wife asked me that question the 

other day as we did the avoiding dance in 
the kitchen.

How right I am. 
Humans have been trying to answer

We can’t even answer some of the ba-
sic biological questions about our pres-
ence here on this blue ball in space. 

While I understand the mechanics of 
conception, it’s still very miraculous no 
matter how you look at it.

No answer to the question of 	
existence 

The holiday season is upon us as we 
gather with our friends, family and loved 
ones in the next few weeks.

During the end of the year, it’s common-
place for many to share alcohol, canna-
bis and other mind-altering substances. 
Those enable them to bask in the eupho-
ria after a hard-worked year.

This time of the year, however should 
be used to celebrate our times with the 
people we love and not act carelessly, rad-
ically and wreak unnecessary havoc. 

Driving impaired is a problem that can 
and must be avoided. There’s absolutely 
no reason to drive impaired. You will only 
put yourself and those on the road at risk 
if you choose to drive drunk, high or under 
any other influence.

Police reported 72,039 impaired driv-
ing incidents in 2015, according to Sta-
tistics Canada’s latest data. Of that total 
number of incidents, 122 were cases of 
impaired driving causing death and 596 
were cases of impaired driving cases caus-
ing bodily harm.

The impaired driving rate in 2015 was 
65 per cent lower than the rate in 1986 
and 4 per cent lower than the rate ob-
served in 2014, however one life lost to 
impaired driving is one too many. 

Alcohol impairment and the affects it 
has on driving are well-recorded, however 
those who choose to drive while under the 
influence of cannabis should not drive at 
all even if they believe they’re still capa-
ble of driving. 

Impairment from cannabis begins al-
most immediately and can last up to six 
hours or more, depending on factors such 
as THC levels and how it’s consumed, ac-
cording to a reported by the Canadian So-
ciety of Forensic Science. 

Frequent high-dose THC users may 

experience even longer periods of impair-
ment, however, since the effects of canna-
bis vary, there is no way to know exactly 
how long to wait before it is safe for you 
to drive. The best way to avoid impaired 
driving is to not take a chance. If you’re 
using cannabis, plan another way home.

Among the aforementioned police re-
ported impaired driving incident in 2015, 
nearly 3,000 involved drug-impaired driv-
ing, include seven incidents causing death 
and 19 causing bodily harm. 

The data is also broken down by gender 
and age. About 80 per cent of individuals 
charged by police with impaired driving 
in 2015 were male but the proportion of 
females, at 20 per cent, has increased over 
the last three decades. Men were respon-
sible for most of the decrease in police-re-
ported impaired driving incidents over 
the last 30 years.

In terms of age, the highest police-re-
ported impaired driving rate was among 
drivers aged 20 to 24. Ontario, among 
Quebec, New Brunswick and Saskatch-
ewan have extended a zero tolerance for 
impaired driving to all young drivers, 
whether or not they are new drivers.

If you plan to hit the road and drive to 
someone’s house to celebrate with the in-
tent of being inebriated, be sure to plan 
ahead. Whether that means telling your 
friend to hold on to your car keys, bring-
ing an extra pillow or blanket to sleep 
over or calling Home James or other car 
driving services, plan ahead before you 
hit the road.

As well, even if you don’t plan to get in-
toxicated but end up doing so, make sure 
you tell someone who can help you when 
you’re unable to help yourself.

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The Origins of Christmas Wreaths and 
Christmas Trees

At heart, Caledon is about people

Coming soon to a store near you!

The Christmas season is here again 
and with it many of our beloved tra-
ditions. Each year, we look forward to 
seeing house after house decorated with 
beautiful Christmas light displays, gath-
erings with loved ones, Christmas cook-
ies, and of course, Christmas wreaths 
and Christmas trees. Both are widely 
recognized symbols of Christmas; how-
ever, we may not even realize that by 
some accounts, these merry traditions 
date back at least hundreds of years and 
have very interesting origins. 

	 There are different accounts of 
the origins of the wreath. One account 
is that the tradition is rooted in Christi-
anity, used to symbolize Christ with its 
circular form representing eternity and 
everlasting life. It has been said that the 
art of wreath-making dates back as far 
as 1,000 years before the birth of Christ 
when pagans would gather to mark the 
winter solstice, the shortest day of the 
year, which represented both death and 
rebirth to them. Wreaths were made to 
symbolize their will and strength to sur-
vive the severe winters, as well as op-
timism for the following spring season. 

Such wreaths were often crafted from 
evergreens and included four candles 
to represent the four elements: earth, 
wind, fire, and water. 

	 There are accounts that the 
wreath’s history may be traced back 
to the ancient Greece and Rome where 
wreaths were a symbol of success and 
importance. Members of these ancient 
civilizations would wear handmade ring-
shaped wreaths as headdresses or head-
bands, composed of fresh tree leaves, 
twigs, small fruits, and flowers. Such 
designs would symbolize an individual’s 
occupation, achievements, status, and 
rank. Victors of the ancient Greco-Ro-
man Olympic Games were crowned with 
a laurel wreath, the most common type 
of wreath at that time. Military leaders 
also wore them to signify victory and 
wreaths were also hung on doors follow-
ing a victory in battle. 

	 By the 16th century, Catholics 
and Protestants in Germany had em-
braced the tradition established by the 
pagans to celebrate Advent, which rep-
resented the preparation for the birth of 
Christ. During this time, traditional Ad-

vent wreaths were constructed with four 
candles. There are also accounts that 
some Advent wreath traditions includ-
ed a fifth candle. A candle would be lit 
at dinnertime followed by another can-
dle lit every week until the last candle, 
the one in the centre of the wreath, be-
ing lit on Christmas Eve, representing 
the birth of Jesus and everlasting life 
brought through him. 

	 The ever-popular Christmas 
tree dates back to sixteenth century 
Germany. During that time, trees were 
decorated both indoors and out with ap-
ples, roses, candies, and coloured paper. 
During the seventeenth and eighteenth 
centuries, in both Austria and Germa-
ny, the tops of evergreens were cut and 
hung upside down in a living room cor-
ner. They were decorated with apples, 
nuts, and strips of red paper.

	 The first record of Christmas 
trees in America was for children in the 
German Moravian Church’s settlement 
in Bethlehem, Pennsylvania in 1747. 
The actual trees weren’t decorated; 
however, wooden pyramids covered with 
evergreen branches were decorated with 

candles. 
In 1834, Queen 

Victoria’s hus-
band, Prince Al-
bert, was credited 
with bringing the 
first Christmas 
tree to Windsor Castle for the Royal 
Family. By 1850, the Christmas tree 
had become fashionable in the eastern 
part of the United States. Before this 
date, the tradition was considered a 
quaint foreign custom. The first retail 
Christmas tree lot opened on the streets 
of New York in 1851.

	 The hustle and bustle associated 
with Christmas can be challenging for 
each of us; however, our beloved Christ-
mas traditions, such as Christmas 
wreaths and Christmas trees, remind 
us of the true meaning of this magical 
time of the year. They’re a reminder 
to slow down and partake in the spirit 
of the season. I hope you may share in 
the peace and joy during the holidays. 
As your Member of Parliament, I wish 
you and your loved ones a very Merry 
Christmas!

This 
holiday season please remember to give 
where you live.

It’s time to come clean, make a con-
fession and reveal to you my deepest, 
darkest secret. In the words of Bill Clin-
ton, “I never inhaled.” Whether I did or 
didn’t it now looks like if I want to, I’ll 
have my chance. I can simply click a few 
buttons on my computer and have some-
thing “discreetly” mailed to my home 
or, by April 2019, walk or drive to my 
local cannabis retailer to purchase a 
stash anytime I want. All of this is now 
perfectly legal. (BTW - Is it still called 
a “stash” if you don’t have to “stash” it 
away somewhere?) What’s your position 
on the legal sale of pot coming soon to 
a store near you? Stores that are near 
homes, schools, places of worship or 
locations in the community where you 
shop, dine or work? 

I am known, both personally and 
professionally, as a person of balance. 
Someone who is able to see both sides of 
an issue, listen objectively to arguments 
and for trying to forge a path graceful-
ly down the middle road – keeping most 
people happy. My friends know me as 
the objective listener and I’ve been lis-
tening intently to the ongoing debate 
regarding the sale of this now legal sub-
stance in our community. Objectively, it 
is no less “harmful” than the sale of li-
quor is at the LCBO. Liquor is an addic-
tive substance for some, it’s a problem 
when a person drinks and drives and 
liquor is the subject of attempts by un-
derage minors everywhere to obtain it 
under false pretenses. All of which will 

also apply to the sale of pot except in 
the case of marijuana, perhaps without 
the same strict controls under which the 
LCBO now operates. Who controls who 
has access to cannabis and who polices 
the people controlling the access? Until 
we have more clarity, it’s hard to be ob-
jective and I find myself leaning heavily 
on the side of “NIMBYism.” That is to 
say, not in my backyard thank you very 
much.

If I understand the nuances of pot 
sales (notice everyone is referring to it 
as cannabis now, sanitizing the name 
for public consumption) those who re-
quire its use for medicinal purposes are 
able to obtain it relatively easily or at 
the very least, with no more difficulty 
than you or I would have attempting to 
fill a prescription and being required to 
drive to our local pharmacy to pick it up. 
With the government looking to license 
retailers across the province, it seems 
far more likely the only people for whom 
there might be some benefit are the “ca-
sual” users who no longer have to rely 
on a “friend of a friend” to hook them 
up or young adults who might now find 
themselves in a better position to access 
the drug easily. Of course the theory is 
this weed will be safer, not tampered 
with and perhaps there’s an advan-
tage to avoiding back-alley deals but I 
wonder; are we now going to see par-
ents wandering the aisles of the grocery 
store, price-matching varieties of pot or 
filling tanks with gas then running in 

for a double 
and a gram? Are drive thru’s that far 
behind? You think I exaggerate? Who 
thought Donald Trump would ever be-
come President? 

I foresee scenarios where people might 
loiter in the general vicinity of canna-
bis outlets, where after hours activities 
might be higher and where unscrupu-
lous retailers will disregard the rules 
in the interest of sales. I predict trouble 
too. Did you know that in Toronto, just 
this past October 2nd, a security guard 
was shot dead at an illegal dispensary? 
Think that won’t happen just because 
pot is legal now? Is this something we 
want taking place potentially near our 
schools? Unless you plan to take your 
computer across the border into the 
US and are worried about what a bor-
der guard’s search of your Internet his-
tory might reveal (in which case I’m in 
trouble just based on research for this 
article) I think it’s just as easy to order 
your supply online and have it mailed to 
your home. (Who protects Canada Post 
workers is another whole topic for dis-
cussion….) 

While I am no fan of excessive govern-
ment interference or launching study 
after study, the fact remains not enough 
research has gone into this decision, or 
for that matter, into the long term, po-
tentially harmful side effects of extend-
ed marijuana use. The government has, 
in my opinion, offloaded responsibility 
for a heavily loaded issue onto the backs 

of small towns and 
regional municipal-
ities – asking local 
Town councils to 
make the big deci-
sions it has refused 
to make. That’s 
an unfair burden 
to place on local representatives – not 
because they aren’t capable – we have 
some excellent people in office – but be-
cause this issue is bigger than any one 
town, city or region. If Caledon votes 
no, are we pushing potential problems 
to the south or north of us? If Bramp-
ton votes no and we vote yes, we don’t 
want the increase in traffic or potential 
fallout of problematic pot stores either. 
Who pays for the extra policing? How 
do we address the very real concern of 
driving stoned? Highway 50 is already 
a nightmare, can you imagine it “high?” 

On the whole – I don’t believe we are 
yet in a position to make an informed 
“middle of the road” decision on pot sales 
in Caledon and in the absence of all the 
facts it is important that we refuse to 
act. In other words, no pot, Mary-Jane, 
weed, reefer, dope, herb, boom or ganja 
here thank you. Oh and if you thought I 
was going to answer the question about 
whether I’ve used, you didn’t really ex-
pect me to answer? I’m pretty certain no 
one cares anyway!

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Nando Iannicca appointed as chair of Peel Region

An 11-term Mississauga councillor has 
been appointed as Chair of Peel Region.

Nando Iannicca was selected with a vote 
of 15 to 9 for the 2018 to 2022 term at the 
inaugural meeting on Thursday, Dec. 6.

“It’s a little overwhelming, I have to tell 
you, said Iannicca. It’s ironic. I’ve sat in the 
chamber for 30 years and I’ve dealt with 
several regional chairs but to think that I’d 
end up in that higher seat, it wasn’t the orig-
inal plan, so it’s almost surreal but it is an 
incredible honour and privilege to be sitting 
up there and to be leading such a wonderful 
group of councillors and mayors.”

Iannicca was nominated by Mississau-
ga Mayor Bonnie Crombie with Brampton 
coun. Martin Medeiros seconding the mo-
tion. He is the fifth regional chair in Peel’s 
44-year history.

He served 30 years as Mississauga Ward 
7 coun. and was up against Charles Sousa, 
former Ontario Minister of Finance and 
11-year-MPP for Mississauga South under 
the Liberal Government.

Brampton Mayor Patrick Brown nominat-
ed Sousa with Caledon Mayor Allan Thomp-
son seconding the motion.

Mayor Crombie, Coun. Dipika Damerla, 
Coun. Chris Fonseca, Coun. John Kovac, 
Coun. Sue McFadden, Coun. Matt Mahoney, 
Coun. Karen Ras, Coun. Stephen Dasko, 
Coun. Gurpeet Dhillon, Coun. Pat Forti-
ni, Coun. Martin Medeiros, Coun. Rowena 
Santos, Coun. Paul Vicente, Coun. Anette 
Groves and Coun. Ian Sinclair voted for Ian-
nicca. 

Coun. George Carlson, Coun. Carolyn 
Parrish, Coun. Pat Saito, Coun. Ron Starr, 
Mayor Patrick Brown, coun. Michael Palles-
chi, Mayor Allan Thompson, Coun. Johanna 
Downey and Coun. Jennifer Innis voted for 
Sousa.

Iannicca recognized former Chairs Frank 
Dale and Emil Kolb who were present in 
council chamber during his appointment. 

He holds degrees in journalism, political 
science and economics and has worked in 
the financial services sector for a Bay Street 
firm before getting into public office. Iannic-
ca said he wasn’t initially considering a run 
for Chair of Peel Region.

“I sort of stumbled into politics, 30 years 
ago as a local councillor, said Iannicca. I 
didn’t think I’d stay for 30 years but when 
my 30 years was done, I announced a year 
ago I was leaving politics and I was hoping 
to go back into the financial services sector 
and communications, but then the Premier 
(Doug Ford) announced there would be an 

election for Chair. 
“Chairman (Frank) Dale, announced he 

wasn’t running. I was approached by several 
people to run and thought about it. I thought 
I would, and the premier changed those 
rules and said there’d be no more election 
and I said okay, but I’d let my name stand 
and others said I should and that’s how I 
ended up here.”

The position as chair was to be voted in 
during the municipal election in October 
however Doug Ford abolished the elections 
of a regional chair for Peel, York, Niagara 
and Muskoka regions while dismantling the 
size of Toronto City Council.

Region of Peel councillors decided to re-
turn to the appointment system to select a 
new Chair. 

Iannicca believes he his 30 years of expe-
rience on a variety of files makes him a good 
fit for Chair. He sat on the police commis-
sion twice and sat on the conservation au-
thority for about 20 years among numerous 
boards and committees during his term as 
councillor.

“I really think I cover the whole package 
in terms of experience, said Iannicca

“After 30 years you acquire a lot of insti-
tutional knowledge. You know the way we 
perform, how we’ve gotten to this point. You 
don’t know how to go forward if you don’t 
know what your history is. After 30 years I 
know quite a bit of how we ended up here 
and the marvelous way we’ve gotten here 
and maybe I can keep that in mind and bring 
that to bear as we move forward.”

He reflected on the new regional council 
and the diversity represented on it. He also 
notices a lot of youth and familiar faces.

“It’s amazing, said Iannicca. Just look at 
that group. As I was sitting in the audience 
for the first time for 30 years, just as a normal 
citizen hoping to be nominated and elected, 
the first thing that hits you is the diversity. 
It’s just marvelous.

“People like Rowena Santos. What a bril-
liant and young councillor. Dipika Damerla, 
that represents my Ward, in Ward 7, is the 
first person of colour on the City of Missis-
sauga Council and born outside of Canada as 
well. The diversity they bring. I think we’re 
almost up to 10 women. Half the council is 
women. I am a real believer that the diversi-
ty you have on council, the more you mimic 
those that you govern, by definition, you’re 
going to lead a better community, you’re go-
ing to have better outcomes because you’re 
representative of the people that you’re 
making decisions for.”

He discussed the councillors from Cale-
don noting they have “always punched 

above its weight in regional council and that 
tradition continues with the strong contin-
gent that the Caledon folks have sent us to 
regional council this election.”

“I have a tremendous amount of respect 
for Allan Thompson, said Iannicca. We 
spend a lot of time together on council. I 
don’t know that you will find two brighter 
young women than Johanna Downey and 
Jennifer Innis. That having been said, I don’t 
know that you will find a more dedicated 
individual on your council than Annette 
Groves. She has given her heart and soul to 
that role. And then to have Ian Sinclair come 
back, just a wise old sage. He’s sort of our 
social conscious and he understands that 
you have to methodically put together a plan 
that works for everyone.”

He said a priority for council is to control 
growth and discuss where to properly have 
it.

“You know we have to grow, you know 
we have to prosper, you know we have to 
create jobs and taxes but at the same time 
let’s not do it at the expense, as your council 
colleagues have told me many times, of the 
beautiful, rural, special character of Cale-
don, said Iannica.

“We have a job to do. I think it can be done 
with the work of all our Caledon councillors 
and the regional councillors and I think we 
have to take advantage of infrastructure, I 

think we have to build where servicing and 
infrastructure is and in so doing, perhaps in-
tensify along those corridors, which means 
you can preserve the other 95 per cent of 
Caledon.”

Preserving Peel Regional Government and 
keeping it alive, policing, housing affordabil-
ity, transportation and traffic congestion are 
among other issues he said they have to pri-
oritize as they continue to pressing provin-
cial and federal governments for a new deal 
and partnership.

“As much as the region gets 26 per cent of 
its money from the provincial governments, 
overall municipalities and regions only col-
lect 10 cents on the dollar of all taxes, rela-
tive to provincial and federal governments 
but we own 60 per cent of all the roads and 
bridges, etc.”

“We need a new deal from our federal and 
provincial partners to get them to pay more 
of the hard costs of running a city because 
the property taxes alone cannot and has 
never really been able to do it.”

“You look at the case of Caledon. I always 
found it amazing. Caledon by itself is bigger 
than Brampton and Mississauga combined. 
You think of the challenge that you have in 
delivering services then try to do it on 10 
cents of every dollar from your tax payers 
when you own 60 per cent of all the infra-
structure.”

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Big plans for clinic in the New Year

Said Dr. Carly, as her staff refer to her, “I 
have a massage therapist, Vicky Oliver. She 
actually came from Shelburne, a medical 
clinic there but she wanted to come back 
into town,  maybe, go back to Sommerville. 
Then she thought she wanted to rent a room 
from me. It was perfect. She’s a great mas-
sage therapist. We’re all females here, the 
front desk -Susan and Carol. They were pre-
viously at Sommerville. They wanted to go 
on this adventure with me. They said, ‘Suc-
cess is always closer when you know your 
tribe.’

We’re really comfortable here. There’s 
no pressure, no stress.  Everyone is so wel-
comed.”

Of her background, Dr. Carly told us, “I 
was born in Kitchener. I grew up there. I have 
two brothers. My mother died when I was 
10; it was very sudden. She had something 
with her heart, a virus. It was unexpected. I 
grew up with two brothers and dad. One of 
my brothers played rugby , the other was a 
swimmer – I just copied them – they were 
both absolute jocks.”

Her husband is a computer software engi-
neer. “I think my husband mellows me out. 
It’s funny because he’s actually South Amer-
ican . We met on line but, later, he told me, 
‘I’m South American but my roots are Ger-
man and my father was Canadian”

Talking about chiropractic methods,  “We 
actually get to the cause of the problem and 
then,  we deal with it and then take care of it. 
Usually, extended health care product cov-
ers most of it. “

She was very enthusiastic about her clin-
ic’s beginning, “It’s been a fantastic first 
month. Most of my patients came with me 
which is great. I have a few that are pregnant 
and those babies are in my clinic. 

Thinking in terms of her business grow-

ing, she commented, “Probably in 2019, I’ll 
take on a new chiropractor, a graduate as an 
associate. We’re so close to the college here. 
There are only two chiropractic colleges in 
Canada – the other one is in Quebec. 

“I bet we have close to 20 chiropractors 
here in Orangeville” she went on to say.”We 
all complement each other so nicely. We 
all have our own niche – I do more family 
– some do more athletes. People bounce 
around a little bit and then settle down. 

“We all know each other.  Last year Christ-
mas we got together to have dinner. We speak 
well of each other. We all have a common 
goal – making people better. You couldn’t 
hope for a better group of people to do this.”

She talked about the issues, “I think the 
body is complex. Pain is the last to show up 
and the first to go.  It’s a like a weed – you can 
cut the top of the weed  but the root will still 
grow another weed. But we get to the root 
of the problem before it becomes a problem. 
You can’t medicate yourself out of a problem 
you worked yourself into.

“I’m a huge believer in maintenance. If you 
don’t maintain the things we’ve done for you,  
in all honesty, it is a lot cheaper to keep you 
in good condition, than for me to keep deal-
ing with renewed problems. Once a month 
come and see me– that ‘s a lot better than 
fixing the problem after it flares.” 

Should everyone come to see a chiroprac-
tor, even if they think they are fine?

“How you feel is independent of how you 
function.  I think everybody can definitely 
benefit from visiting a chiropractor. If we 
think you don’t need a chiropractor, we’ll say 
so. In today’s world we do a lot a repetitive 
work; we don’t eat good nutrition. Our rest is 
never good enough.”

About her new clinic, “I’ve been truly 
blessed. I really connect with my patients  I 
could not be happier with how we’re starting 
this new business.”

Once again, the community in Caledon 
stepped up this year for Caledon Communi-
ty Services (CCS) Santa Fund, ensuring the 
less fortunate can enjoy Christmas.

Since 1982, the Santa Fund has helped 
families in times of need. The contributions 
go to 213 individuals and families and 199 
children in Caledon that live below the pov-
erty line.

“It’s the whole community rallying to-
gether for Caledon residents,” says Nicole 
Dumanski, CCS employment specialist. “It’s 
one of the biggest things that we do all year.”

Toys, food, gift cards, clothes, stocking 
stuffers and wrapping paper were donated 
for kids and young teenagers. Draws are giv-
en for special items, such as tablets or video 
game consoles. 

“The community is extremely generous,” 
says Michelle Veinot, CCS’s director of com-
munity resources, with the gift cards geared 
more towards the teenagers. “We really en-
courage the community to buy gift cards be-
cause it’s more of a social gift, it helps them 
stay connected with their peers. A gift card 

for a movie, or Tim Horton’s, they can go 
and hangout, which is really important when 
you’re that age.”

She adds every individual gets a full tur-
key dinner. “They’re walking away with a 
gift card for a turkey, bag of potatoes, car-
rots, apples, onions, gravy, cranberry, and all 
the fixings.”

“It’s so amazing to see. It gets you so emo-
tional and you can see what the commu-
nity has done. Just knowing that all these 
families are going to have a holiday season 
just like everyone else, it pulls your heart 
strings,” Dumanski describes, noting they 
see regular donors. “The support out there 
is overwhelming.”

Clients are a mixture of regulars and 
those reached out through schools and so-
cial work, as well as referrals from other ser-
vice organizations. 

Though the last day to drop off donations 
was Friday, Dec. 14, and clients having al-
ready picked up the items, CCS notes that 
more donations will still come in.

Danuta has moved out of Caledon and 
now calls Toronto home, yet she still makes 
the trip back to Caledon to attend her week-
ly Knotty Knitter group meetups. These la-
dies meet once a week to knit and crochet 
but it’s much more than that for all of them. 
They’ve built a support system here with one 
another where they can express themselves 
without any filter. Danuta credits these la-
dies to the betterment of her health, “You 
hear all this talk about seniors and depres-
sion. Makes you realize how important so-
cializing is. Here we laugh and we cry. When 
I wasn’t well they would call me and I really 
appreciated that. It goes beyond the group 
for me. It’s nice to know someone cares.”   

Silvija, one the group leads says that 
knitting was always in her blood. “I always 
thought that I started Knitting later in life 
but I just found out in these old letters writ-
ten by my parents that I was knitting as a 
little girl.” She also has found memories of 
learning to knit as an adolescence.  “When I 
was twelve a man a taught me how to knit. 
He came from the countryside in the winter, 
and they have nothing to do in the fields so 
everyone knits because it’s something you 
can do with your hands inside. He actually 
taught me how to knit socks.” Socks is a 
common theme among the group members. 
Many of the Knotty Knitters joined with the 
goal of learning to make socks. Barbara, 
Monique and Danuta all had sock making 
as a top priority when joining. “When you’re 
learning something new it all seems very 
challenging and you make a lot of mistakes 
along the way. I still remember the first time 
I did socks. I couldn’t believe that I made 
these socks!” Monique recalls.  However, 
socks aren’t the easiest thing to Knit and 
they would suggest starting out with making 
something easier like a scarf. 

Even as the world changes around them 
these ladies want to keep the knitting tra-
dition alive. “It’s a different time now with 

computers, TVs and cellphones. In the old-
er days there was none of that, knitting was 
entertainment. It was practical entrainment 
and we created something while keeping 
busy. Watching television is very passive, 
while knitting is very engaging and good for 
your hands.” Says Silvija. She’s right, if you 
suffer from arthritis, knitting can actually 
improve the dexterity in your hands and fin-
gers. Several different studies support that 
knitting and crafting in general can also help 
ease anxiety and can protect your brain from 
aging and has similar benefits to meditation. 
Staying physically and mentally active is vi-
tal for seniors’ health and wellness.

Sandra taught herself how to knit after 
graduating from university and starting her 
first job. She wanted to do something with 
her hands.  “I would see things in magazines 
and I thought I want to make that!  I liked 
that it was the other side of it, a change from 
the academics. Its nice working on some-
thing with your hands. It’s an enjoyable and 
a relaxing art.” 

Another thing that sets the Knotty Knitters 
group apart is that it’s organized and run by 
senior volunteers as part of Caledon Com-
munity Services’ Seniors Helping Seniors 
program. The program encourages seniors 
to run their own senior activities within the 
community, and provides financial support 
to purchase any supplies they might need. 
The yarn they use is donated to them by 
CCS and they in turn pay it forward in a big 
way. “When the group started everything we 
made was donated. We have donated wraps, 
lap blankets to the Sick Kids Hospital, Beth-
el Hospice, and nursing homes just to name 
a few. We are giving back to the community 
in one way or the other.” Silvija explains. 

Even in the short while that I interviewed 
these women I felt included into their group 
where everyone is free express themselves 
and its okay to make mistakes. Whether 
you’re an expert knitter or have zero expe-
rience, all are welcome here. This support-
ive environment encourages them to never 

give up explains Barbara. “For me being in 
this group allowed me to learn. I don’t think 
I would have learned otherwise because I 
would have given up. I even gave up here.” 
She laughs. “But coming to the group pro-
vides extra motivation, and for me having 
good teacher is what makes the difference. 
There are some good teachers here and 
they are very patient.” Silvija and Danuta 
take leadership in teaching but all these la-
dies bring something special to this group. 
“Come join us and see what we are all about. 
We will teach you, if you are willing to learn. 
And if you don’t want to knit, still come.” Sil-
vija laughs. 

“You meet the nicest ladies here. I’m 

very happy I joined this club because I’m 
by myself and I look forward to Thursdays 
because I see all my friends. It’s a beautiful 
thing.” Explains Hilde. 

This knitting crew will have you creating 
beautiful articles of clothing for yourself, 
family, and donations to the community!

CJ Shelton - “Illuminating the Creative

On the rough wall, a large painting in black 
hangs, of a powerful horse, heavy footed, 
stamping its way toward you. Head down, 
nostrils flared, this horse is broaching no 
nonsense. The horse’s details and determina-
tion are clear. The painting is called “Cour-
age.”

“I’m going on nine years here in the Alton 
Mill, in 2019.” said the artist, CJ Shelton, also 

a  mandala artist, to begin her list of talents. 
“I do all sorts of painting and I teach a lot. 
I am painting a series of horses depicting 
human virtues.”

Talking about her classes with the older 
generation, “Using art as a way of discover-
ing the world around us and our place in it, 
a lot of my clientele is probably between 50

70  -a lot of them are retired and learning to 
do the things they never did while they were 
working and raising kids. Now they’re learn-
ing about themselves and the next phase of 
their lives.”

She said, “The people who find me, they’re 
searching: there has to be more. People who 
have not thought to indulge in that sort of 
thing – some simply have more time. They’re 
not in jobs or raising kids, they ask, what 
more can I do with my life?

“Drawing and painting, people want to 
reconnect with that. I teach classes, start 
them seeing with new eyes, developing new 
skills. It’s more than that – art is very healing.

Teaching kids is not the biggest part of 
what I do. Showing a different way of  look-
ing at the world for people who are looking 
for a bit more. I go deep with people --seniors 
to young persons.

“I do a lot of different things,” she 
explained. “ always with the art, nature and 
spiritually, underlying all my work, whether 
I’m doing a class or one on one counselling.”

A Shamanic practitioner , CJ Shelton 
employs indigenous methods of working 
with a circle and traditional healing and the 
wisdom of nature, teaching these lesson 

both inside and out of buildings
“I use feathers and touch stones from 

nature in my work. There are feathers and 
stones arranged always in my studio. Circu-
lar shape is what’s central to spirituality and 
Indigenous healing.”

“I’ve been calling myself CJ for the last 20 
years. When I was doing technical illustra-
tions in the 70’s and 80’s, it was so nobody 
would know I was a woman. In high school, I 
was the first girl doing drafting – it’s actually 
good because people remember it.”

To learn the skills of Shamanic practice, 
she studied with Pete Bernard, an Algonquin 
medicine person about 10 years ago.

“I did three years of training with him, I’ve 
been doing this work for 12 or 13 years. This 
is a direct result of my own healing journey: 
I suffered from repetitive stress injury, had 
surgery and was angry about that. I was 
attracted to shamanism to heal myself and 
that becomes service to others. I bring my 
own experience of walking that path.

“I have certain gifts,” she acknowledged. 
“Now I understand them and I wanted to 
learn what went from there. You start by 
healing yourself and end up being of service 
to others.

 “People will see my art  but there’s much 

more to it. I do energy work as well. Mostly, 
right now, I’m working out of my own stu-
dio. I moved to this area almost 9 years ago – 
kind of starting from scratch. My own space 
is highly tuned so I try to work here.”

Of her reasons for loving the Alton Mill 
Arts Centre, CJ said, “I love  the blend of 
nature, architecture and nature . I did a lot 
of heritage work  at one time. This place is 
a  beautiful setting. I moved here from New-
market. I made a decision to move here and 
start over – this is such a beautiful area.

“I write too. That’s is another one of amy 
passions. My newsletter is very well received.

The winter solstice, is a matter of balance. 
When we’re in troubling times, we remember  
everything is always in constant change. We 
need the dark to appreciate the light. 

“If you look at nature, it just is, everything 
is balanced. It is the understanding that this 
too will pass. Everything has a beginning 
and an end. Humans that were out of of step, 
thinking that things in nature are good or 
bad.”

She said of the coming Solstice and new 
year, “This threshold point between the old 
and the new is where hope lives.”

The Caledon Golden Hawks faced their 
toughest challenge of the season head on, 
and came out on the other end as the recipi-
ents of three of four possible points.

Going up against the top two teams in 
the Provincial Junior Hockey League’s Car-
ruthers division outside of the Hawks in a 
pair of weekend games, Caledon came out 
with a tie against the Stayner Siskins and a 
win versus the Alliston Hornets.

Thursday’s matchup with Stayner had the 
Hawks facing a Stayner team at the height 
of their potential, winners of nine of their 
last ten games including a 6 – 4 win over the 
Hawks one game prior.

Needing to be at the top of his game 
against the league’s most high-powered 
offense, Sebastian Woods was stellar be-
tween the pipes for the Hawks in the first 
period, stopping eleven of the twelve pucks 
he faced.

cluding Woods making a stop on Stayner’s 
Ryan Bell in a penalty shot early in overtime.

The tie was the second in four games this 
year between the league’s top two squads.

It didn’t get much easier for the Hawks 
on Sunday in hosting the Alliston Hornets, 
a crucial matchup between two teams sepa-
rated by just one point in division standings.

Woods once again shone in net in stop-
ping 29 of the 31 shots he faced, while the 
Caledon skaters solved Alliston goaltender 
Tyler Ryan often and early in cruising to a 
5 – 2 victory.

Magliozzi led the way up front with a 
three-point night, while Jake Semmens, Ke-
gan Hoover, and Darius Kondrotas all found 
the back of the net as well.

With the win, Woods brings his total to 
fourteen on the year, in elite company along 
with Stayner goaltender Zach Levac. Oril-
lia’s Jason Cumbo is the only other keeper 
in double digit numbers with ten.

The win is a nice bounce-back for a team 
caught in one of its very rare ruts of the year, 
going three games without adding to the win 
column for just the second time all season. 
The Golden Hawks (19-8-2-1) gained some 
breathing room from the ever-buzzing Hor-
nets (18-9-9-1), now three points up, albeit 
with a game in hand for Alliston.

Stayner (22-4-2-2) continues to pace the 
division standings, seven points up on the 
Golden Hawks.

With the holiday break looming, Caledon 
has just one game on the schedule for this 
week, hosting the Orillia Terriers (12-11-1-2) 

at Caledon East Arena on Sunday. Puck drop 
is set for 7p.m.

They return to action to visit with the Hor-
nets at New Tecumseh Rec Centre on Dec. 28.

Town of Caledon recognizes first Sport Hall of Fame inductee

It is only fitting that the first Caledon 
Sports Hall of Fame inductee be the man 
dubbed “The Commissioner.”

Over a decade since his passing, Jerry Cal-
laghan will become the first to be inducted 
into the new Hall over the holidays, which 
will be located in the Caledon East Commu-
nity Complex.

“We have seen a number of Caledon ath-
letes over the years who have achieved great 
success at the local, national and interna-
tional levels, and we’re extremely proud of 
them all.” said Mayor Allan Thompson. “It’s 
very fitting that we first induct Jerry, as he 
was someone who exemplified leadership 
in sports, was widely respected by his peers 

and known fondly as ‘The Commissioner’.”
A retired Toronto firefighter of 29 years, 

Callaghan passed away from complications 
following surgery at the age of 63 in 2008. He 
was instrumental in the establishment of the 
now-defunct junior A Caledon Canadians in 
the 1990s, a building block to what would 
become the North Bay Battalion of the OHL 
in later years, thanks to Callaghan’s partner-
ship with Battalion owner and Trivial Pursuit 
inventor Scott Abbott.

“Jerry’s commitment to hockey, whether 
at the junior A or OHL level or in minor and 
men’s hockey, was all-encompassing,” said 
Abbott at the time of Callaghan’s passing, 
add he was a “tireless volunteer” in terms of 
community service.

His nickname comes as a result of his par-

ticipation in, and service to, a number of 
local hockey organizations. He served three 
years as the head of the Caledon Senior 
Hockey League, taking to the ice for it for 
plenty more.

He also established the Sunday Night 
Hockey League throughout the Bolton and 
Mayfield arenas, a recreational league going 
strong now for 32 seasons, with the motto 
“It’s not whether you win or lose, it’s who 
you meet along the way that really matters.”

Other groups that were touched by Mr. 
Callaghan’s commitment included the Bolton 
Minor Hockey Assocation, the Bolton Men’s 
Slow-pitch League, and more.

His work with the Caledon Meals on 
Wheels, as well as Caledon Community Ser-
vices, has also not been forgotten.

We are all volunteers from 
various professions, who think the service we off er 
makes a diff erence. Th ere are around 60 volunteers 
who help us run the program every Friday and 
Saturday night from mid November to New Years eve. 
Th ere are four ways people can contact us. Th ey can go on 
our smartphone app, visit the website, e-mail, or call us.”

Several local business have partnered with 
Home James as sponsors and eight local automotive 
dealers, Bolton Hyundai, Bolton Kia, Bolton Nis-
san, Fines Ford Lincoln, Bolton Toyota, Bolton GM, 
Caledon Chrysler and Bolton Honda, have stepped 

up and allow Home James to use their courtesy 
vehicles as part of the program.

Th e bonus of calling Home James is that not only 
will you get home safely, they will take your vehicle 
home for you as well.

Every time Home James dispatches a team to a call, 
they arrive with a driver, and escort driver, and a navigator.

Th e escort driver and navigator will driver the cus-
tomer’s car and car owner and passengers home while 
the driver follows.

Th e service is free to local residents, however they 
do accept donations to help cover the cost of gas and 
operating costs.

“We do not charge at all for the service,” Mr. Ser-
geant explained. “We do accept donations – there is 
a cost to running the program. People generally are 
generous when you factor in the cost that you would 
have to pay for a taxi or Uber anyway, and you’d still 
have to go back the next day to get your car. We like to 
think we a making a real diff erence.”

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Road trips make for excellent 
getaways. Whether you’re  
embarking on a weekend  
excursion or a lengthy vacation, 
driving yourself to your  
destination is a great way  
to travel, especially for families 
looking to save money.
Though no one wants to think about the possibility  
of a vehicle breakdown while out of town, such things 
do happen. How prepared drivers are can go a long 
way toward determining how affected they and their 
passengers will be if this happens.

Get a checkup befoRe skippinG toWn.  
It sounds simple, but many drivers may overlook  
the importance of vehicle checkups before departing 
on weekend getaways or longer trips. A full checkup 
(including an oil change if the recommended interval  
has passed or is approaching) can uncover any  
problems that might derail a trip.

examine youR options in ReGaRd to 
emeRGency Roadside assistance. Insurance  
providers typically offer emergency roadside assis-
tance to policy holders for a nominal fee, and mem-
berships in clubs such as AAA also are inexpensive. 
That’s especially true when drivers compare the cost 
of extra coverage or AAA membership to the poten-
tial price tag of a tow truck and out-of-town repairs.  
Drivers should note that out-of-town repairs may  
require costly overnight shipping of parts so travel-
ers can get back on the road as quickly as possible.  
Roadside assistance offered through an insurance 

company or motor club may include tow trucks  
free of charge up to a certain number of miles,  
allowing travelers to get their cars back home without 
breaking the bank.

inspect tiRes, includinG youR spaRe. 
Many a road trip has been derailed or thrown off 
schedule due to a flat tire or tires. Before departing, 
check the condition of your existing tires, including  
the spare, as well as the air pressure in each one.  
Firestone notes that many vehicle manufacturers  
recommend replacing tires at six years, regardless 
of tread wear. Tires that get heavy usage should be  
replaced even more frequently. To determine if  
tread wear is something to worry about, Firestone 
recommends the penny test, which involves placing  
a penny head first into several tread grooves across  
the tire. If the top of Abraham Lincoln’s head is always  
visible, then your tires are shallow and worn and  
need to be replaced. But if part of Lincoln’s head is 
always covered, your tires can probably withstand 
the trip. Worn tire treads can make it hard for tires 
to safely navigate roads in inclement weather, so don’t 
discount the importance of this simple step.

bRinG alonG some basic tools. Pack some 
basic tools, such as screw drivers, wrenches, pliers, 
a trolley jack, a battery charger, and, of course, duct 
tape, which may help you temporarily solve some 
issues on your own. This is especially important for 
drivers who intend to visit remote locations where 
mobile phone networks may be inaccessible and  
the nearest tow truck might be far away. Hone your 
tire-changing skills before hitting the road and make 
sure tools are still capable of performing the kind  
of basic maintenance that might help your vehicle 
safely return to civilization.

Vehicle breakdowns happen, even while on vacation. 
Some advance preparation can help drivers avert out-
of-town disasters.  

How to prepare for  
an out-of-town breakdown 

after home and work, the 
next most common place 
people spend their time is 
in their vehicles. statistics 
canada indicates that most 
of the canadian population 
averages 1.2 hours per day 
behind the wheel. 

Because they spend so much time  
behind the wheel, drivers need to be  
prepared for breakdowns. Packing an 
emergency kit in the car can help people 
make the best of such situations.

A car emergency kit can help drivers  
get back on the road promptly. Without 
such kits, drivers may be stranded for 
hours after a breakdown. Emergency kits 
also come in handy during weather-related 
events that can sideline cars until roads 
become passable. Getting caught in a  
vehicle during a snowstorm and failing to 
have the proper gear can be a life-threat-
ening scenario under extreme conditions.

It is always wise to plan for the worst and 
hope for the best. These key items should 
always be included in a car emergency kit.

Being prepared can make a difference  
when vehicles are sidelined. In addition to  
an emergency kit, cars and trucks should be 
regularly maintained to prevent breakdowns. 
This includes ensuring all fluids are at proper  
levels, filters are changed, batteries are  
in good working order, and tires are inflated 
correctly.

oVeR the past decade, the automotive market has 
seen both major changes in innovation and big changes 
in the type of vehicle consumers are buying. While 
technology is transitioning over to diff erent propulsion 
sources and autonomy, the cars that these technologies 
were being released in are selling less due to a shift  in 
crossovers, SUVs and pickup trucks. Finally, in the last 
few years, hybrid, diesel and fully electric powertrains 
and autonomous features are becoming available largely 
in SUVs and newly released at LA Auto Show in pickup 
trucks as well.
 While SUVs have been a major focus, pickup trucks 
are coming into the spotlight in large numbers with the 
midsize pickup segment being the fastest growing auto 

segment, as well as more companies are developing 
pickup trucks to release into the market. At the LA Auto 
Show, Jeep revealed its fi rst pickup since 1992, the Gladi-
ator which is bringing Jeep to the midsize truck market 
with a Wrangler based pickup that off ers Wrangler fea-
tures such as a removable roof, doors and folding wind-
shield, as well as an available diesel next year. Chevrolet 
also showed off  its new Silverado 2500HD, with a full 
reveal coming in February and the new Sierra HD fol-
lowing shortly thereaft er as well. 

Another big buzz into the truck segment and 
EV market was the announcement and reveal of the 
startup EV company, Rivian, based out of Plymouth, 
Michigan. Rivian revealed their R1T truck concept, 

which is a fully electric pickup concept with a range 
of over 400 miles and plenty of cool storage options 
and an impressive look. Th e company also revealed a 
large SUV concept that shares similar styling and the 
same platform with seating for 8 and the same range. 
Th is company could be a promising Tesla competitor 
and would also bring vehicles that North America 
love to buy to an eco-friendly and growing segment. 
Th ese vehicles could be in production by 2020 as the 
company also has an unnamed major investment 
behind them and a retired Mitsubishi factory in Illinois 
as well. Th e future is changing even more with our trucks 
and SUVs, keep an eye out for even more coming in 
the next few years.
