Caledon Councillors have decided to fund 
an item that was previously cut from Cale-
don’s 2024 budget.

At Caledon Council’s April 9 General Com-
mittee meeting, Ward 6 Councillor Cosimo 
Napoli brought forward a motion asking that 
Council support the Caledon Public Library’s 
(CPL) strategic plan in the initially-requested 

amount of $50,000. 
The plan was proposed in Caledon’s 2024 

budget and discussed by Council at a Febru-
ary 14 General Committee meeting. It was 
removed from the budget at that meeting after 
Ward 3 Councillor Doug Maskell brought for-
ward a motion suggesting the creation of the 
plan could wait a year and happen in 2025, as 
the CPL had recently presented its comprehen-
sive growth plan to Council.

Council reverses  funding cut for
Caledon Public Library strategic plan

Caledon will continue to prohibit 
retail cannabis stores

Those looking to purchase legal cannabis 
must continue to do so outside of Caledon.

At Caledon Council’s April 9 Gener-
al Committee meeting, Councillors nearly 
unanimously voted to continue to opt out of 
having legal cannabis retail stores in Town.

Ward 3 Councillor Doug Maskell was the 
lone voice of support for allowing the stores.

When cannabis was made legal by the Fed-
eral Government in 2018, it gave municipal-
ities the option to opt in or out of allowing 
stores within their boundaries. In January of 
2019, Caledon councillors chose to opt out. 

Since then, a new term of Council has be-
gun. In October 2023, a motion from Mas-
kell asking Town staff to review the feasi-
bility of permitting cannabis retail stores in 
Caledon was passed by Council. The motion 
directed Town of Caledon staff to report 

back to Council in the first quarter of 2024, 
which they did at the April 9 meeting.

The report from staff included data from 
a recent survey conducted by the Town on 
the topic.

In 2024, 56 per cent of survey respondents 
were against allowing cannabis stores, while 
41 per cent were in support and two per cent 
were undecided. 323 people participated in 
the survey.

Petition supporting proposed spiritual centre garners 
nearly 1,300 signatures
Caledon Council deferred 
vote on allowing centre 

after planning staff
recommended refusal

A petition supporting a proposed spiri-
tual centre in Caledon had received 1,295 
signatures as of April 9. 

Bhavesh Patel, a Caledon resident, start-
ed a petition in support of the proposed 
SMVS Swaminarayan Spiritual Centre af-
ter Caledon Councillors deferred a vote on 
Official Plan and bylaw amendments that 
would permit the centre’s construction at 
a February 13 Planning and Development 
Committee meeting. 

A Town of Caledon staff report submit-
ted to Council at the meeting recommend-
ed refusal of the amendments. As a result 
of the deferral, the amendments are now 
set to come back to council this spring.

Rushi Patel, a volunteer for SMVS, 
which stands for Swaminarayan Mandir 
Vasna Sanstha, explained that it’s an inter-
national socio-spiritual and charitable or-
ganization that’s committed to sharing the 
principles of Lord Swaminarayan.

“The principles revolve around the vi-
sion that every individual should lead a 
life in harmony with themselves, their 
families and community… they should 
strive to attain inner peace amongst the 
uncertainty of life and become the best 
version of themselves” said Rushi. 

Rushi said SMVS has weekly assem-
blies for children, youth, and adults that 
focus on personal growth and learning. 
This is done currently at its Canadian 
headquarters in North York, as well as at 
its locations across the world. SMVS also 
hosts community activities such as sports 
and speech competitions for youth, food 
drives, and yoga and meditation sessions.

Rushi said SMVS is looking to build 

a spiritual centre in Caledon as it did a 
survey of its community and many of its 
members live in Caledon or surrounding 
municipalities. While SMVS is a Hindu 
faith organization, Rushi said its spiritual 
centres and programs are open to anyone, 
regardless of their faith. He also noted 
there is no cost associated with attending 
the centre. 

“The spiritual centre is the pinnacle of 
the vision… a lasting solution to focus 
on inner peace and mental health,” said 
Rushi.

He said Caledon is the perfect place for 
a spiritual centre as its rural nature allows 
people to experience inner peace and tran-
quility.

Bhavesh said he was inspired to start his 
petition in support of the temple as there’s 

currently nowhere in Caledon for follow-
ers of the Hindu faith to gather, despite 
a clear need for it. He said Caledon resi-
dents who follow the Hindu faith have to 
travel to places like Brampton and Missis-
sauga to practice.

The Caledon SMVS Swaminarayan 
Spiritual Centre is proposed to be built 
at 6939 King Street, which is where King 
Street intersects with Centreville Creek 
Road.

“It’s a beautiful location… such a centre 
would fill a crucial gap in our Town’s cul-
tural landscape,” said Bhavesh.

He said support for the petition has been 
heartwarming to see and that the spiritual 
centre would serve as a vital hub for spir-
itual fulfilment, cultural exchange, and 
community cohesion.

“The primary goal of the petition is to 
urge Caledon Council to consider the pro-
posal positively and demonstrate the com-
munity’s collective needs for such a cen-
tre,” said Bhavesh.

Kapil Vaidya, a volunteer for SMVS and 
said if the spiritual centre is permitted, it 
will make Caledon a more complete com-
munity. He said SMVS wants the spiritual 
centre to be a beautiful place for the com-
munity to gather for long into the future.

“You plant the mango tree not for your-
self, but for the generations to come,” said 
Vaidya. “We see Caledon as an opportu-
nity for us to develop a place where peo-
ple can come and have that mental peace, 
which is very much needed in this world.”

Headwaters Health Care announces five-year Strategic Plan

Headwaters Health Care Centre (HHCC) 
has unveiled its new plan to develop the 
hospital’s operations over the next five 
years. 

The local hospital announced the launch 
of its official 2024-2029 Strategic Plan in 
a press release on Monday, April 8. The 
new five-year plan will act as a roadmap 
for developing the hospital with an aim at 
addressing the evolving health care needs 
of the growing community. 

“The strategic plan epitomizes our un-
wavering dedication to the people we serve 
and to everyone who works and volunteers 
at our hospital,” said Kim Delahunt, Presi-
dent and CEO of Headwaters Hospital. “It 
reflects our shared values and our commit-
ment to delivering excellent care that makes 
a meaningful difference in people’s lives.” 

Headwaters began the process of devel-
oping the five-year strategic plan in July of 
2023, and over the months received input 
from nearly 3,000 individuals including 
staff, physicians, volunteers, patients, fam-
ilies and community members. 

“I really believe that it reflects our shared 
commitment,” said Delahunt about the of-
ficial plan. 

The plan outlines four key strategic di-
rections that will guide advancements in 
the hospital’s operations over the next five 
years. The four key strategies are:

•	 Empower Our People
•	 Deliver Patient Centred Quality Care
•	 Get Even Better 
•	 Connect Through Partnerships.
“We are proud to endorse our hospital’s 

new strategic plan, which reflects our com-
mitment to excellence in healthcare deliv-
ery. This plan charts a bold course forward. 
With commitment of the staff, physicians 
and the support of our community, we 
are confidence that this plan will position 
Headwaters for continued success in pro-
viding excellent care to all those we serve,” 
said Dr. Hugh O’Brodovich, Chair of Head-
water’s Board of Directors.

Empower Our People

Through the ‘Empower Our People’ strat-
egy, the hospital will look to attract, retain 
and recognize existing staff members and 

teams. The strategy also looks to provide 
staff and teams with resources and tools to 
help deliver quality care. 

One specific project the hospital will be 
implementing for the “Empower Our Peo-
ple” strategy will be the addition of four 
awards, which will be handed out during 
their annual general meeting in June.

With the “Connect Through Partnerships” 
strategy, Headwaters will be concentrating 
on establishing more partnerships with lo-
cal organizations that will help expand their 
support abilities of patients. 

Next year, Headwaters Health Care Cen-
tre will be launching a new academic affil-
iation that will go live during the second 
year of the strategic plan. 

Deliver Patient Centred Quality Care

The hospital will focus on gathering more 
information from patients and their families 
to further support specific needs. To do this, 
the hospital will look to expand the number 
of patient and family advisors with the goal 
of having one on each of their individual 
unit teams. 

Delahunt said that the hospital has roughly 
13 patient and family advisors and is looking 
to double the number within the next year. 

“As a patient family advisor, I believe that 

with this strategic plan, our hospital will 
continue to improve patient care and patient 
family experience by creating an environ-
ment where patients and families feel truly 

valued and heard,” said Pat Spencer.

Illegal Land use
On April 8, the Town launched 

an online survey about illegal 
land use on its civic engagement 
website, haveyoursaycaledon.ca.

Town staff said input from 
residents will help support en-
forcement initiatives around ille-
gal land use —  specifically with 
regards to illegal trucking opera-
tions.

Caledon launched an “Illegal 

Land Use Task Force” in 2019 to ad-
dress what staff call growing land-
use issues related to the parking 
and storage of tractor-trailers and 
commercial vehicles.

“In the last few years, more 
than 300 properties in Caledon 
have been investigated for po-
tential illegal truck storage vi-
olations,” said staff in a media 
release.

COLLISION INVESTIGATION 
CONTINUES

Officers from the Caledon Detachment of 
the Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) continue 
to investigate a fail to remain collision where 
two pedestrians were hit.

“On November 21, 2023, shortly after

Ad-
ditionally, both vehicles were impounded for a 
period of seven days, and their driver’s licence 
suspended for a period of 90 days.

“The OPP remains committed to keeping our 
communities safe through enforcement and 
public education. Drivers who are impaired 
by drugs or alcohol continue to pose a signifi-
cant threat on Ontario roads. Whether a driver 
is impaired by alcohol or drugs, impaired is 
impaired, and impaired driving is dangerous 
regardless of the source of impairment. Ontar-
io has a zero-tolerance policy when it comes 
to driver’s consuming alcohol that are; age 
21 years or younger, a driver of any age who 
holds a G1, G2, M1, or M2 licence, or driving 
a vehicle that requires an A-F driver’s licence 
or Commercial Vehicle Operator’s Registra-
tion (CVOR).”

Mental health, bereavement supports for first responders
announced by MPP Jones

More than $3 million will be invested by 
the Ontario government to support families 
of first responders and public safety person-
nel who are killed in the line of duty or have 
died by suicide, said Deputy Premier Sylvia 
Jones at an Aurora announcement on Friday 
morning.

Minister Jones outlined funding for the 
Ontario Immediate Family Wellness Pro-
gram at Central York Fire Services’ Station 
4-5 on April 5.

Before members of the local fire depart-
ment, York Regional Police, and other first 
responders, Jones, who also serves as Minis-
ter of Health and MPP For Dufferin Caledon, 
said Ontario’s first responders go “above and 
beyond every day, sometimes putting their 
lives on the line to provide safety, care and 

support” across the Province.
“Through our government’s investment in 

this new program, we are ensuring that loved 
ones of fallen paramedics, and all first re-
sponders, have access to the compassionate 
supports they need to begin their journey to-
wards healing.”

The new program will allow family mem-
bers to access mental health services like cri-
sis support, counselling, and therapy online 
or over the phone. Services will be offered 
through a three-step care model which will 
include, “professionals who provide crisis 
and care planning 24-hours a day, seven days 
a week; comprehensive mental health ser-
vices, including rapid access to counselling; 
and proactive care that supports families re-
gardless of location or services required.”

“Families of our first responders and public 
safety personnel face unique mental health 
and addictions challenges when coping with 
the death of a loved one in the line of duty,” 
said Michael Tibollo, Associate Minister of 

Mental Health and Addictions, in a state-
ment. “The new Ontario Immediate Family 
Wellness Program will provide reliable ser-
vices to families of our frontline heroes who 
lost their lives while on duty or by suicide. 
This program aligns with our Roadmap to 
Wellness plan which is treating mental health 
with the seriousness it deserves and building 
a world-class mental health and addictions 
system.”

On behalf of police officers, John Cerasuo-
lo, President of the OPP Police Association 
said the trauma and grief from a death in the 
line of duty or a member suicide is far reach-
ing within and beyond the traditional family.

“In dealing with the loved ones left behind, 
we often learn of people deeply impacted 
who are not immediate family, many who are 
not covered under traditional benefit plans for 
professional services,” he said. “We welcome 
the creation of a program to help the people 
closest to our members and thank the Ontario 
government for the additional support to help

A similar survey conducted by the 
Town in 2019 found that 52 per cent of 
residents supported allowing cannabis 
stores, while 43 per cent were against 
them and three per cent were undecided. 
602 people participated in that survey.

Ward 1 Councillor Lynn Kiernan said 
neighbouring municipalities that have 
opted in and allowed cannabis stores 
have seen negative ramifications from 
the decision. She said she doesn’t like 
how once a municipality opts in to al-
lowing the stores, they can’t choose to 
opt out again.

“I’m not against cannabis… but I 
don’t think we need shops in Caledon,” 
said Kiernan.

Regional Councillor Mario Russo 
said he doesn’t like how the Province 

would be in charge of everything sur-
rounding the stores. Municipalities do 
not have jurisdiction, enforcement or li-
censing authority in the retail cannabis 
industry — this is all under the control 
of the Alcohol and Gaming Commis-
sion and the police. 

“It takes away the autonomy of the 
municipality to decide certain bylaw re-
strictions that we’re allowed with every 
other business out there,” said Russo. 

Ward 4 Councillor Nick de Boer said 
the residents he’s been speaking to hav-
en’t said they want Caledon to opt in to 
allowing cannabis stores. 

Maskell said he believes a cannabis 
store is a business just like any other 
and should be treated as such. He said 
the market for the stores would regulate 
itself.

“If they’re selling a product that 

people want, then they’ll stay in busi-
ness. If they’re not selling a product 
that people want then they’ll go out of 
business,” he said. “We’re missing the 
boat because we’re not actually looking 
at this in the way it needs to be looked 
at, which is a purely business decision. 
I’m shocked that we’re actually turning 
business away in this Town and turning 
away places that would rent a store.”

Maskell said Caledon residents are 
purchasing cannabis anyways in other 
municipalities. 

“Why don’t we bring it here and al-
low people in Caledon to purchase a 
legal product in their community?” he 
asked.

Council’s decision to continue to not 
allow retail cannabis stores will come 
up for final approval at Council’s April 
30 meeting.

Council voted on whether to opt in to allowing
the stores at an April 9 meeting

all loved ones of our members to grieve and 
heal from unspeakable tragedies.”

Added Greg Horton, President of the On-
tario Professional Fire Fighters Association: 
“First responders are routinely exposed to 
disasters and emergencies that often leave an 
imprint. Firefighters struggle with mental ill-
ness and suicide rates at levels that are much 
higher than what is found in the general pop-
ulation. It is estimated that suicide is three 
times more likely to happen in a fire depart-
ment than a line of duty death. In the wake of 
a line of duty death or suicide, the family and 
friends of the victim often experience great 
loss and grief, with little support or counsel-
ling. We applaud this government for not only 
investing in firefighter health and safety, but 
for taking the necessary steps to care for the 
ones left behind when tragedy strikes.”

The news was welcomed by announcement 
host, Acting CYFS Fire Chief Rocco Volpe, 
who said he was “moved” by support from 
Queen’s Park in “addressing the mental health 
challenges that affect the families of our fallen 
public safety heroes.”

“This funding represents a pledge to the 
journey of healing and well-being of the fam-
ilies that have already sacrificed so much,” he 
said. “This support acknowledges the unique 
burdens our families bear and underscores our 
collective commitment to their well-being as 
they navigate this difficult journey. Togeth-
er, we’re providing unwavering support and 
commitment that will echo through our or-
ganizations for future generations of first re-
sponders.”

Ward 1 Councillor Lynn Kiernan, 
Ward 2 Councillor Dave Sheen, Ward 4 
Councillor Nick de Boer, and Regional 
Councillor Christina Early were against 
cutting the strategic plan from the bud-
get at the time.

Napoli, Maskell, Ward 5 Councillor 
Tony Rosa, Regional Councillor Mario 
Russo, and Mayor Annette Groves sup-
ported cutting the strategic plan from the 
budget at the February 14 meeting.

At the April 6 session, Kiernan said 
she was happy to see Napoli bring the 
strategic plan item back for consider-
ation. 

“I’m happy to support this, I was very 
much in favour of this the first time 
around,” said Kiernan. 

Russo said he was also happy to see 
it brought back. He said during budget 
time, Councillors are trying to find effi-
ciencies, but since then it became clear 
how important the strategic plan was to 
the CPL.

“We want to make sure that we’re be-
ing as efficient as possible, but we don’t 
want to be creating shortfalls or chal-
lenges for our community groups,” said 
Russo.

At the April 9 meeting, Council unani-
mously voted to fund the CPL’s strategic 
plan.

Back in February, CPL CEO Colleen 
Lipp explained the strategic plan is an 
essential part of the CPL board’s gover-
nance of library actions. 

“What we are looking to do with the 
assistance of consultants is cater a plan 
that is specific to the needs of Caledon,” 
said Lipp. “The comprehensive growth 
plan is that long range vision, the strate-
gic plan is the baby steps that allow us 
to ultimately get there in a manner that 
is effective and efficient.”

Democracy Caledon to host meeting on 
Mayor’s housing decision

A group of Caledon residents are concerned 
about a recent mayoral decision.

Democracy Caledon, a volunteer group made 
up of citizens with a long record of civic engage-
ment, is planning to host a citizens’ forum at 6 
p.m. on April 17 at St. James Anglican Church in 
Caledon East (6025 Old Church Road). All are 
welcome to attend. 

There, they will discuss Mayor Annette 
Groves’ March 26 decision to advance zoning 
bylaws for 12 development applications slated to 
bring 35,000 housing units to Caledon over time.

Groves issued the decision using her provin-
cially-appointed Strong Mayor powers. There 
will be a single public meeting held by the Town 
about the 12 applications on April 25. They will 
then come to Caledon Council at its April 30 
meeting, where they will be approved if one-
third of Councillors support Groves’ decision. 

In a written statement, Democracy Caledon 
volunteers said the decision is an affront to the 
democratic process and good planning. 

“Caledon is at a pivotal crossroads and its res-
idents are on the precipice of losing any say in 
how the Town is planned and governed,” said the 
volunteers.

Debbe Crandall, a member of Democracy 
Caledon, said the group felt they had to speak up 

after Groves’ recent decision. 
“This advanced rezoning, I’m calling it a 

Strong Mayor’s zoning order,” said Crandall. “It 
cuts out all public consultation… it’s so worry-
ing.”

Crandall said she’s very concerned the ap-
plications can be approved if only one third of 
Councillors support them. 

“We have to stand up and say to Mayor 
Groves, ‘this is not right’,” said Crandall.

She said she hopes the upcoming citizens’ 
forum will get people talking about the recent 
mayoral decision and sharing the news with their 
friends and family. Crandall said Democracy 
Caledon wants to get as many people engaged 
as possible.

“If we fill that Council chamber and get 
enough people asking questions, maybe, just 
maybe, (Groves) might say, ‘We’re rushing 
things too much here’,” said Crandall. “What’s 
the rush? Please explain to us why you are doing 
this.”

In their statement, Democracy Caledon vol-
unteers said there are many unsettling questions 
that remain unanswered as a result of Groves’ 
decision. 

“At stake here is not just that these develop-
ments will proceed with little citizen input, but 
that Mayor Groves is willing to use these Strong 
Mayor powers in the first place,” they said. 

Democracy Caledon volunteers said the pur-
pose of their April 17 forum is to create aware-

ness of Groves’ decision, move people to action, 
and present options that might be able to influ-
ence Caledon Council’s decision on the 12 ap-
plications. There will also be a question-and-an-
swer session at the forum. 

“This is a critical issue of concern to all resi-
dents, no matter what part of Caledon they live 
in,” said Democracy Caledon volunteers in their 
statement. “If Strong Mayor powers can be used 
to push through development in one area, those 
same powers can be used in other areas.”

Groves previously told The Citizen she made 
the decision to get ahead of growth and take a 
proactive approach to development. 

Town of Caledon staff said Groves’ decision 
is expected to expedite planning procedures by 
one to two years for the 12 development ap-
plications, which are generally in the areas of 
Mayfield West, Tullamore, Alloa, Wildfield and 
Bolton.

“This is to streamline the process… having 
said that, this is not a final approval… there 
are holding provisions within the bylaws,” said 
Groves, adding the development applications 
will still have to go through a secondary plan-
ning process.

The Town’s public meeting about the appli-
cations is being held at 7 p.m. on April 25 and 
residents can attend it online at caledon.ca or in 
person at Caledon Town Hall (6311 Old Church 
Road).

Staff said illegal land use in Caledon is causing damage 

to sensitive soil and water; resulting in farmland being 
paved over; increases in air, noise, and light pollution; in-
creasing large-truck traffic on residential roads; making 
Caledon look unwelcoming; impacting property values; 
and discouraging potential residents from moving to Cale-
don.

The town’s survey asks residents a number of questions, 
including how illegal land use has impacted them and their 
community. 

Caledon’s municipal law enforcement staff will host a 
workshop for Caledon Council on May 1 to discuss illegal 
land use in Caledon and the next steps they will be taking.

The town is also encouraging residents to report sus-

pected illegal trucking operations whenever they see them. 
Residents who see a property where they believe trucks are 
being illegally, improperly, or unsafely stored can contact 
Service Caledon by calling 311 or emailing info@caledon.ca

Southfields Village Parking Strategy
On April 5, Town staff announced that they had initiated 

a parking strategy study for the community of Southfields 
Village. 

Town staff said Southfields Village is a relatively-new 
community that has a high auto dependency, and there-
fore an increasing demand for additional parking. 

“This high demand for residential parking has resulted 
in an increase in on-street parking, vehicles being parked 
on boulevards overhanging onto sidewalks or roadways, 
widening driveways, paving front yards, and removing 

landscaping to be used as additional parking spaces, which 
negatively affects the community,” said Staff in a state-
ment.

Staff said the Town is looking to develop a parking strat-
egy to minimize negative effects in the Southfields Village 
community. Staff said a study will be undertaken to assess 
demand and identify actions to take to address increased 
demand for parking.

During the study process, residents are invited to share 
their feedback on parking in Southfields Village by com-
pleting a survey on the Town’s civic engagement website, 
haveyoursaycaledon.ca.

The Town will also host two public open houses on the 
issue, though the dates and times of the open houses have 
yet to be announced.

It wasn’t all that long ago when most people en-
tering public life, whether they were a politician, 
an educator, or anyone with a pulpit, did so to, as 
the old saying went, “win the hearts and minds 
of the people.” Increasingly, however, it feels that 
it’s less of a matter of winning hearts and minds 
than meeting those hearts and minds where they 
live and even governing one’s self accordingly.

Maybe I’m old fashioned, but I’ve never been 
one to vote for someone at any level of govern-
ment solely because I could see myself sitting 
down with them for a beer and chin wag.

Don’t get me wrong, face-to-face voter engage-
ment is invaluable, but my vote has always gone 
to (a) the person or party that best represents the 
direction I would like to see the community, prov-
ince or country move over the duration of the job 
they’re applying for, and/or (b) the person that’s 
best equipped to deliver on that vision. If the 
promise is status quo, or looking in the rear-view 
mirror, why bother?

It’s important to recognize that no one candi-
date can do it alone. No one person is the elu-
sive magic bullet that can solve all the ills they’ve 
identified. Instead, it’s essential that in addition to 
the skills, experiences and gifts they bring to the 
table themselves, they surround themselves with 
the people who have the skills, experienced and 
gifts needed to fill in the gaps – including experts 
and people with relevant knowledge.

To this end, I was dismayed, and even bewil-
dered, by an email from the Conservative Party 
of Canada last week deriding just that.

“We aren’t going to be taking advice from so-
called ‘experts,’” they boasted. “Those are the 
same ‘experts’ who were telling us that inflation 
was ‘transitory’ and interest rates would stay low 
forever! Now, these ‘experts’ are living comfort-
ably while forcing a 23 per cent hike on Canadi-
ans already struggling to pay the bills.

“We are done listening to the so-called ‘ex-
perts.’ Conservatives will always listen to the 
common sense of the common people.”

Listening is always important, particularly to 
electors – although I am still unsure just who they 
mean by “the common people” – but it doesn’t 
have to be at the expense of experts, no matter 
what the political football of the day is. (In this 
case, the football in question was carbon pricing) 

They have put in the hard work, they have in-
valuable knowledge to impart, knowledge that 
used to be placed at a much higher value than it 
is today, alas, and any decision that is made in a 
vacuum is almost always a terrible one. 

On a day like today, I’m more than happy to lis-
ten to the so-called experts – here, meteorologists 
and astronomers – that have been tracking move-
ments in our solar system for millennia in favour 
of preparing for any of the doomsday scenarios 
being perpetuated by certain elements masquer-
ading as “common sense,” something which feels 
in shorter and shorter supply these days.

If you’re reading this, congrats on coming 
through to the other side with me.

Now, let’s get back to work celebrating facts, 
knowledge, and true common sense.
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I’m the tax man

Want to fix the economy?
Start by fixing our tax system 

“If you drive a car, I’ll tax the street,
“If you try to sit, I’ll tax your seat,
“If you get too cold, I’ll tax the heat,
“If you take a walk, I’ll tax your feet.”

In case you don’t recognize those lyrics, they 
are from the song Taxman, written by George 
Harrison and released on the Beatles album “Re-
volver” in 1966.

At the time, the Beatles were making a lot of 
money, and most of it was disappearing in taxes 
thanks to the progressive tax system in the U.K. 
at the time.

I’ve never understood why people who make 
more money must pay more of a percentage of 
their money in taxes. Why is a person penalized 
for being successful?

The thought process by the government is, if 
you make more, you can afford to pay more of a 
percentage of your earnings.

If there is going to be an income tax, it should 
be a fair, across the board rate.

Several years ago, a poverty group in Toronto 
staged a protest in the Forest Hill neighbourhood.

For some reason, they decided to protest 

against affluent people who had a lot of money, 
and blame them for others not having as much.

The protest pretty much fell flat, because it 
made no sense to blame others for being success-
ful.

One home owner, who wasn’t too happy about 
having protesters in front of his house blaming 
him for their situation, had a good response.

He stated, that he and his neighbours, were 
wealthy because they worked hard for 30 years 
building a business, and also employed a lot of 
people who relied on them to feed their families.

Taxes are necessary to keep our society func-
tioning and pay for things like roads, parks, in-
frastructure, defence, and government programs.

However, there comes a point where you are 
just crushing your citizens under the tax burden.

You are taxed before you even collect your 
pay cheque when your basic income is reduced 
by taxes before the money is even in your bank 
account. And that’s just the start of it.

Everything you do, just to live, is taxed is some 
way or another.

Buy a car to get to work? You’ll pay 13 per 
cent extra on that vehicle, then pay taxes on the 

required insurance, tax on auto repairs to keep it 
running, and a huge amount of tax just to put gas 
in the tank – and you haven’t even driven to work 
yet.

You’re taxed on the home you live in, the in-
surance you pay to protect it, and all necessary re-
pairs to keep a roof over your head. You are even 
taxed on a lot of food items. Why is there a tax 
on a hamburger just because someone else pre-
pared it for you? You still have to eat regardless 
of where the food comes from. Then the business 
that sold the hamburger is taxed on the few dol-
lars they made for putting a slice of tomato and 
some lettuce on that burger.

Then there’s the hidden taxes you probably 
don’t even know about.

During race season, I enjoy going to Woodbine 
Race Track to watch the thoroughbreds compete. 
I don’t bet a lot, but I know enough about it to 
come out even or a few bucks ahead every week.

Every time a bet is placed at a racetrack, the 
government gets a piece of the action through 
the provincial Race Track Tax. Every bet has a 
percentage deducted by the race track and paid 
in tax.

You’re being taxed 
on something that may 
or may not happen in 
your favour, and pro-
duces no real product. 
You’re being taxed for 
having some fun.

Then there are the huge taxes on things like li-
quor, beer, and tobacco, called “sin-taxes.” That’s 
why a bottle of Jack Daniels is so expensive. It 
seems your rate of punishment is determined by 
how much you enjoy something.

Canada is a wealthy nation with much of the 
government’s income coming directly from its 
residents.

For the most part, those taxes are spent respon-
sibly and there are enough checks and balances to 
make sure those dollars are well spent.

However, it is still the responsibility of all of us 
to be aware of government spending and how all 
of our money is used.

When we are paying as much tax as we are, it is 
every citizens responsibility to be aware of where 
that money goes.

For most Canadians, April is the time of year 
when frustration and anger over our convoluted, 
loophole-ridden tax system is at its highest. 

For those looking for tax relief this year, there’s 
not much hope. On the contrary, Canadians got hit 
with several tax hikes earlier this month, includ-
ing payroll tax increases and an increase to the 
carbon tax levied on gas and home heating fuel. 

Those hoping for simpler, easier-to-fill-out 
forms will also be disappointed. With each pass-
ing year, the tax system gets more complicated, 
with new forms and new layers of tax credits for 
everyone from remote workers to families who 
add a second living unit to their home. 

Everyone knows the tax system is broken and 
needs to be fixed, but nothing ever gets done to 
make it simpler, fairer and easier. 

Over the years Canada’s personal income tax 
code has swelled in size and gotten more complex 
with thousands of mind-boggling passages like 
the following: 

“Subsection 18.1(10) applies where (a) a tax-

payer’s particular right to receive production to 
which a matchable expenditure (other than an ex-
penditure no portion of which would, if this sec-
tion were read without reference to subsections 
18.1(7) and 18.1(10), be deductible under subsec-
tion 18.1(3) in computing the taxpayer’s income) 
relates has expired or the taxpayer has disposed of 
all of the right (otherwise than in a disposition to 
which subsection 87(1) or 88(1) applies).”

As the example above shows, the current tax 
system is far too tangled to ever unknot. It needs 
to be scrapped and replaced with something far 
less complicated. 

In terms of personal income, I would create a 
dead-simple, black-and-white income tax formula 
with a clear progression in tax rates. Like the cur-
rent system, those making more would pay more. 
The main difference, however, is there would be 
no loopholes or write-offs, and the tax rates would 
be much lower for the majority of Canadians. 

Come tax filing time, to figure out how much 
you owe, all you would need are two numbers – 

the tax rate for your income bracket and the exact 
amount of income you earned. 

The end result of this proposed reform is 
that our personal income tax system would be 
straightforward, clear-cut and easy to understand. 
Most Canadians would pay less. And because of 
the elimination of all exemptions, loopholes and 
write-offs, the very rich would end up paying 
more.   

I would further overhaul the tax system by un-
dertaking a number of other major reforms. 

The most important of these would apply to 
small businesses, the main drivers of economic 
prosperity and job creation in Canada. I propose 
completely eliminating corporate income tax for 
small businesses with fewer than 300 employees. 

For large and medium-sized companies with 
more than 300 employees, I would replace the 
current corporate income tax with a corporate 
sales tax and eliminate all deductions, tax credits 
and exemptions. The new tax rate would be some-
where between two to eight percent and would be 
applied only on annual sales. 

The one guiding 
principle with all of 
these tax reforms is 
simplify, simplify, sim-
plify. 

The proposed reforms, if enacted, would also 
make our tax system fairer. Instead of doling out 
breaks to the rich and other special interests, the 
system would provide badly needed tax relief to 
the average working Canadian and small busi-
nesses. 

If we want to get our economy firing on all cyl-
inders, we need to first fix our tax system.

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Climate: The Anomaly
It was bound to happen sometime, and the 

time could well be now. We know that when 
there was strong warming on our planet (like at 
the end of the last Ice Age around 11,000 years 
ago), there were sudden big leaps in the global 
temperature. It wasn’t a smooth process at all.

The worrisome part of the current warming is 
not just that it has given us the hottest year on re-
cord. We’ve been breaking old records for some 
time now, as you would expect when you keep 
putting forty billion tonnes of greenhouse gases 
into the atmosphere every year. It’s the scale of 
the rise in temperature this year: two-tenths of a 
degree Celsius (0.2°C).

Climate scientists are calling it an “anoma-
ly”, which is not so much an explanation as an 
admission that they can’t explain it. Changes in 
average global temperature from one year to an-
other tend to be quite small. This one is gigantic.

Through all the decades since the 1950s, as 
the carbon dioxide, methane and other warming 
gases piled up, the actual rise was calculated to 
be 0.18 of a degree C per decade. Not per year, 
per decade.

Renowned climate scientist James Hansen 
recently claimed that around 2010 the rate of 
warming increased to 0.27 of a degree per de-

cade – a 50% acceleration in the warming, and 
well worth worrying about. But Hansen’s num-
ber still implies that it would take almost four 
decades to raise average global temperature by 
one full degree.

Whereas if this year’s rate of warming per-
sists, it would give us two full degrees of extra 
warming by 2034. Add the warming we have 
already caused (1.5 degrees), and average glob-
al temperature in 2034 would be 3.5 degrees C 
higher. That’s mass dieback at the very least, and 
probably the collapse of our current civilisation.

I’m not trying to scare you, and I don’t think 
we are really on that catastrophic track. But it is 
clearly a very big deal, and the climate scientists 
have no ready explanation for why this is hap-
pening at all. 

There are also other signs that something big 
is happening to the climate. The sea surface tem-
perature over much of the world has also been 
hotter than ever before – by a full degree or 
more, and for the entire past year.

There is a list of likely tipping points that cov-
ers all the known contingencies – permafrost 
thawing, Amazon rainforest dieback, loss of the 
West Antarctic ice sheet, etc – but this anomaly 
doesn’t fit any of the known categories.

Scientists simply don’t know what is causing 
the anomaly, and they don’t like making guess-
es. However, a recent hypothesis by James Han-
sen may be relevant, even though he wrote his 
latest paper before the scale and longevity of the 
anomaly became clear.

Hansen suggested that cleaning up sulfur di-
oxide emissions over the past 10-15 years both 
in industrial cities, especially in China, and in 
emissions at sea from 60,000 large commercial 
vessels has been too successful. The sulfurous 
clouds were hard on people’s health, but they 
also reflected a lot of sunlight back into space 
and cooled the climate.

Cutting the sulfur emissions considerably 
worsened the planet’s energy imbalance (more 
energy coming in than going out again), and that 
translates directly into more heat. Whether that 
is a big enough change to account for the current 
anomaly remains to be seen, because measuring 
cloud effects is a murky business, but that would 
be a reassuring answer.

If it’s the sulfur dioxide, then at least it’s a 
known and self-limiting event. We could choose 
to live with it, or we could try to get that lost 
cooling back by putting some alternative, harm-
less aerosol into the air, but either way it’s not 

a world-changing phe-
nomenon.

If, on the other hand, 
it’s not the lost sulfur 
dioxide, then it could 
mean practically any-
thing, including even 
large and rapid jumps in global temperature. The 
brutal truth is that the Intergovernmental Panel 
on Climate Change, the United Nations’ main 
instrument for dealing with the climate crisis, 
has systematically downplayed the risks we are 
running.

The predictions it makes are almost all based 
on the assumption that global warming will be a 
slow, smooth, predictable process, whereas ev-
erybody there knows that it is unlikely to be true. 
The tipping points are real, they may be quite 
abrupt, and sooner or later we are bound to trip 
over them if emissions are not cut drastically in 
the near future.

As Gavin Schmidt, the director of NASA’s 
Goddard Institute for Space Studies, wrote re-
cently: “If the anomaly does not stabilise by 
August, then the world will be in uncharted ter-
ritory.”

faces and I realized, I like the photos to be anon-
ymous because when you show a face, it imme-
diately closes the story,” said Maher. “When you 
don’t show the face, it could be anybody.”

Maher said she likes her photos to be open; for 
people to be able to see them and say “that could 
be me, it could be my sister or my daughter.” 

She said she often gets messages from people 
who say they identify with the feelings evoked 
from her photos. 

“It’s amazing how much emotion you can 
evoke just by the posture,” said Maher. “When 
I take photos, I have the shutter just clicking, 
clicking, clicking because I want to capture that 
right moment.”

Not showing faces in photos has the added 
benefit of it not being hard to find models to work 
with. Maher said when people learn they do not 
have to show their face, they are excited to model 
for her. She said most of her friends have mod-
eled for her over the years.

“They can be a part of the art… they don’t feel 
like I’m taking a picture of them,” said Maher.

Maher has been painting for years, but real-
ly started to get deeper into the art form during 
the pandemic. With lockdowns in place and not 
much to do, Maher found that painting was an 
amazing way to spend her time. For her current 
exhibition, Maher said she wanted to paint a lot 
of flowers to celebrate spring.

“Painting flowers is really joyful,” she said.
Maher said she was excited to have a solo 

show at the Alton Mill Arts Centre and said it is 
an amazing opportunity. She said she loves the 
environment there and that it’s a beautiful place 
to be. 

“It’s great to meet everybody and get people’s 
feedback, people are so nice,” she said. “It’s been 
a wonderful experience.”

Dropped at Union 
Station by her parents for the night train to New York, she made her way to the port upon arrival and aboard 
the ship to set sail for the one-week journey across the Atlantic - fully excited and eagerly looking forward 
to what may lay ahead. This was quintessential Kay.

Upon return to Toronto, she continued being an active member of the youth group at Timothy Eaton 
Memorial Church. It was here she began a lifelong relationship with God and the church. 

She also joined a social club for tall people called Tip Toppers where she met the handsome David MacGregor. 
They married in 1953 and set up house in Toronto. Life took them in different directions though and in 1970, 
she moved herself and her 4 children (David, Andrew, Tammy & Kim) to the town of Orangeville where she 
felt she could raise her children to have a good life. It was in this small town that Kay threw the force of her 
zest, drive, creativity and love of family & community to build a life that would enrich so many around her. 

Her children were always the most important thing to her. Driven by the need to provide for them, she 
continued to display the tireless energy & work ethic that so defined her: commuting to her job every day 
in Toronto and staying two evenings per week to teach night school.
