SMVS Canada wanted to 
build centre near

intersection of King Street 
and Centreville Creek Road

Planning staff and Caledon Council do not 
agree with the proposed location for a spiri-
tual centre.

At Caledon Council’s April 16 Planning 
and Development Committee meeting, Coun-
cillors unanimously voted to refuse official 
plan and zoning bylaw amendments for a 

proposed spiritual centre near the intersection 
of King Street and Centreville Creek Road.

Council had previously deferred the matter 
at a February 13 Planning and Development 
Committee meeting. 

Council’s April 16 decision will come to a 
future Council meeting for final approval. 

The spiritual centre was proposed by Swa-
minarayan Mandir Vasna Sanstha (SMVS) 
Canada, a Hindu faith organization.

A Town of Caledon staff report on the topic 
said the proposed centre was not consistent 
with the Region of Peel and Town of Caledon 
official plans.

“The proposal does not represent good 
planning nor is it in the public interest,” reads 
the report. “It is recommended that Council 
refuse the applications.”

The centre was proposed on lands that are

currently zoned agricultural, so the zoning 
would have had to be changed to permit the 
centre.

Kevin Bechard, a senior associate with IPS 
Consulting, which is managing SMVS’ ap-
plication, maintained throughout the process 
that the application for the centre represented 
good planning and that much work had gone 
into meeting necessary requirements. 

At the April 16 meeting, Bechard said IPS 
Consulting’s agricultural impact assessment 
determined the impact of the loss of agricul-
tural lands would be “negligible in terms of 
the overall context.”

Caledon resident Bhavesh Patel started a 
petition in support of the spiritual centre and 
it received over 1,300 signatures. 

He told the Citizen he was inspired to start 
the petition as there’s currently nowhere in 
Caledon for followers of the Hindu faith to 
gather. He said the proposed location for the 
centre was a beautiful one and that the centre 
would fill a much-needed gap in Caledon’s 
cultural landscape.

Rushi Patel, a volunteer with SMVS and 
supporter of the petition and centre, noted the 
centre would be open to anyone of any faith, 
and shared that SMVS is a socio-spiritual and 
charitable organization that strives to give 
back to the communities it’s in.

Regional Councillor Mario Russo said he 
sees the need for a spiritual centre in Caledon 
but said there’s challenges because of the land 
use. 

“With it not being in the urban boundary… 
with all the other land use restrictions and pro-
hibitions, it makes it very challenging to sup-
port at this time,” said Russo. “We’re just not 
ready, the services aren’t there.”

Ward 3 Councillor Doug Maskell said he’d 
be supporting Town staff’s recommendation 
to refuse the proposal because Caledon should 
be preserving agricultural land.

“I don’t think it should be any surprise that 
that was going to be deemed to be prime ag-
ricultural land,” said Maskell. “The farmland 
that we have in that prime agricultural must be 
preserved for future generations.”

Regional Councillor Christina Early said 
the proposed centre is wonderful and does 
have a place somewhere in Caledon — just 

not on the agricultural land that’s not ready 
for it. 

Ward 1 Councillor Lynn Kiernan agreed. 
“It’s not about the what, it’s the where,” she 

said. “They’re not making any more farmland 
and we’re using it.”

New sap-based beer from GoodLot to benefit 
Credit Valley Conservation Foundation

A Caledon brewery has launched a unique 
new beer that’s made using locally-sourced 
maple sap instead of water.

On April 10, GoodLot Farmstead Brew-
ing, in collaboration with Wilder Climate 
Solutions and Credit Valley Conservation, 
released “Tree Hug” to the world. 

The new beer is created with maple sap 
sustainably sourced from the Terra Cotta 
Conservation Area, which is run by Credit 
Valley Conservation. 

Phil Winters, co-founder of GoodLot, said 
the Terra Cotta Conservation Area protects 
natural systems which provide important 
ecosystem services such as capturing carbon, 
cleaning water, and providing habitat for 
wildlife. That’s why GoodLot decided 100 
per cent of the proceeds from sales of Tree 
Hug beer will go to the Credit Valley Conser-

vation Foundation.
“By partnering with Credit Valley Conser-

vation and Wilder Climate Solutions, we are 
taking a significant step towards fostering a 
more eco-conscious brewing industry,” said 
Winters.

Blaine Pearson, CEO of Wilder Climate 
Solutions, partnered with GoodLot on the 
Tree Hug beer project. 

“By harnessing the power of nature, we 
are demonstrating the potential for sustain-
able solutions to combat climate change. 
‘Tree Hug’ is not just a beer; it’s a symbol 
of our collective interest in celebrating the 
environment, which we know is the first step 
in protecting it for future generations,” said 
Pearson.

Winters said maple sap is a very unique 
ingredient that’s very Canadian. Tree Hug 
isn’t the first sap-based beer GoodLot has 
made, but it’s by far the brewery’s biggest 
sap-based beer project.

“We’ve always tapped into sap as an ingre-
dient… it tastes so good coming out of the 
tree,” he said. 

In the past, GoodLot has made small runs 
of sap-based beer with sap harvested from 
their own property. This year, Credit Valley 
Conservation offered them a large amount of 
sap — enough to make 3,000 cans of beer.

GoodLot has a great relationship with 
Credit Valley Conservation and received a 

corporate leadership award from the conser-
vation authority in 2023.

Winters said GoodLot is not trying to cor-
ner the sustainable market; it wants to help 
other businesses become sustainable. He said 
GoodLot is open to sharing its strategies and 
sustainable practices and has already done so 
with several breweries.

Gail Winters, co-founder of GoodLot, said 
one of the great parts of being a community 
brewery is the ability to make amazing col-
laborations.

“You take opportunities like this and run 
with them,” said Gail. “It creates hope that 
you can run a business with ethics in mind… 
it’s about embracing that lifestyle and the cul-
ture of trying to do good.”

Gail said she wanted to give a special shout 
out to Laura Wills, who does all of GoodLot’s 
branding —  including the naming of Tree 
Hug and the designing of the can for it.

DRUG TRAFFICKING 
CHARGES

Members of the Community Street Crime 
Unit (CSCU) from the Caledon Detachment of 
the Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) have laid 
charges against four individuals in connection to 
a drug trafficking investigation.

“In February 2024, the Caledon CSCU en-
tered into a drug trafficking investigation,” say 
Police. “Investigators utilized a variety of inves-
tigative techniques and were assisted by multi-
ple CSCU’s, including City of Kawartha Lakes, 
Dufferin, Muskoka, Nottawasaga, Orillia, and 
Wellington County.

•	 $2,345 of Canadian currency;
•	 2018 BMW M2 - seized as proceeds of 

crime.
As a result of the investigation, four individu-

als were arrested and charged.
A 22-year-old from Brampton, was charged 

with:
•	 Possession of a Schedule I Substance for 

the Purpose of Trafficking - three counts.
A 23-year-old from Mono, was charged with:
•	 Trafficking in a Schedule I Substance – 

Fentanyl;
•	 Possession of a Schedule I Substance for 

the Purpose of Trafficking - five counts;
•	 Failure to Comply with Release Order - 

two counts.
A 25-year-old from Mississauga, was charged 

with:
•	 Possession of a Schedule I Substance for 

the Purpose of Trafficking - four counts;
•	 Possession of Proceeds of Property Ob-

tained by Crime under $5000;
•	 Possession of a Schedule I Substance – 

Methamphetamine.
A 31-year-old from Caledon, was charged 

with:
•	 Possession of a Schedule I Substance for 

the Purpose of Trafficking.
The accused parties are scheduled to appear at 

the Ontario Court of Justice at a later date to an-
swer to the charge(s).

Officers from the Caledon Detachment of the 

Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) have charged an 
individual involved in a collision with numerous 
offences.

“On April 13, 2024, shortly after 9:00 p.m., 
officers responded to a report of a motor vehi-
cle collision involving a pedestrian on Kennedy 
Road, at Dougall Avenue, in the Town of Cale-
don,” say Police. “The pedestrian sustained only 
minor injuries as a result of the collision. During 
the course of the investigation, officers formed 
grounds that the driver’s ability to operate a mo-
tor vehicle was impaired by alcohol and was sub-
sequently arrested.”

As a result, Gurbakhshish Cheema, 66, of 
Caledon, was charged with:

•	 Failure to stop after accident;
•	 Operation while impaired – alcohol;

BEWARE OF
PAVING SCAMS: POLICE

The Ontario Provincial Police (OPP) would 
like to warn community members of a crime 
trend involving paving and construction fraud.

“With the warmer months approaching, res-
idents inspecting their property from winter 
damage are reminded to be cognizant of repair 
deals,” say Police. “Fraudsters are persistent, 
persuasive, and sometimes aggressive.”

Here’s some considerations:
•	 Examination of these “contractors” of-

ten reveals the absence of an official 

online presence, registration with local 
chambers of commerce, the Better Busi-
ness Bureau, or similar reputable orga-
nizations;

•	 Fraudsters often contact individuals di-
rectly at their homes or via telephone, 
employing persuasive tactics to con-
vince homeowners of the necessity for a 
contract or service they neither request-
ed nor require. It is advisable to exercise 
caution when opening your door to un-
expected visitors or solicitors offering 
items or services;

•	 Fraudsters employ professionally de-
signed flyers and websites that have a 
legitimate appearance;

•	 Most contractors will know how much 
material they need for a job, so if they 
show up at your door saying they have 
“leftover” from another job, be cautious;

•	 If there’s no written contract with a quote 
written up front and the price changes 
mid-job due to “unforeseen problems,” 
you’re at their mercy;

•	 Fraudsters target vulnerable populations 
such as the elderly and request cash pay-
ments for “today only” deals;

•	 It’s a red flag when a payment is asked 
for up front before the job is completed.

“If an offer seems too good to be true, chanc-
es are it is and it’s someone trying to scam you 
out of your money.”

Hillert is a Bolton resident and started his company 
in 2016. He’s always been a lover of the outdoors, and 
got the idea for his company when his son asked him 
to build a treehouse. Hillert had just finished some 
other projects and was feeling burnt out, so he thought 
to himself: what if there was a kit I could buy?

“I went down a rabbit hole… I designed a kit, fig-
ured out a lock system to use that was easy to build… 
we made a design and put it online and it absolutely 
blew up,” said Hillert. “We started a whole company 
around the concept of easy, affordable extra space that 
you can use for anything.”

Hillert said he was proud to showcase his business 
at the Caledon Home and Lifestyle Show. 

“Being able to bring this here was really special be-
cause I am from Bolton,” he said. “It’s an engaging 
feature that people get excited about.”

New integrated 
palliative care 
model to be
implemented by 
clinical coach

Local groups are working to 
improve access and quality of 
palliative care services in Cale-
don and Dufferin County. 

The Hills of Headwaters Col-
laborative Ontario Health Team 
(HOHC OHT), in collabora-
tion with Bethell Hospice and 
the HOHC OHT’s palliative 
care working group, recently 
secured funding for a clinical 
coach through Ontario Health. 

Bethell Hospice Executive 
Director Margaret Paan said 
the clinical coach will guide 
and support the implementa-
tion of a framework to improve 
access to, and quality of, hos-
pice palliative care in Dufferin 
and Caledon. 

The HOHC OHT’s integrated 
palliative care model is focused 
on earlier identification and im-
proved connection for those in 
need of palliative care.

“We are so proud of the 
work being done locally and 
are thrilled to receive funding 
to help further this work,” said 
Paan. “The success of our ap-
plication for funding from On-
tario Health is a testament that 
by working collaboratively, we 
can accomplish more than the 

sum of our parts.”
Paan said with rapid popula-

tion growth, Dufferin and Cale-
don have a great need to bolster 
current palliative care services 
to keep up with changing de-
mographics. 

The new clinical coach is go-
ing to lead implementation of 
the HOHC OHT’s integrated 
palliative care model; create a 
single intake for palliative care 
services in collaboration with 
primary and acute care provid-
ers; provide support to commu-
nity nurses and primary care 
providers focused on palliative 
care; and develop an interdisci-
plinary team for further coordi-
nation. 

Tracy Coffin, Executive Di-
rector of the HOHC OHT, said 
the clinical coach will help im-
prove access to palliative care 
services and increase the num-
ber of health care professionals 
who can provide those services. 

“Our goal is to identify those 
who require palliative care 
services earlier in their care 
journey and provide them and 
their caregivers with quality 
care and support,” said Coffin. 
“This work would not be pos-
sible without the financial sup-
port of the Ontario Palliative 
Care Network (OPCN), and 
the tireless efforts of HOHC 
OHT’s palliative care working 
group. Their dedication and 
commitment to improving care 
in our community is truly in-
spiring.”

In the coming months, 
Bethell Hospice, the OPCN, 
and HOHC OHT will work 
together to recruit the clinical 
coach.

We try to make sense of the carbon tax 
and look for bargains in a world of rising costs of 
consumer goods.

I consider myself and my family lucky and 

blessed. And yet, I’m quite familiar with lines of 
credit, overdraft and credit card interest charges.

I try to make my family members smile and 
laugh, while wrestling with my own inner demons.

I lose sleep but make up for it when one of my 

puppies asks for a belly rub. I laugh until I cry, em-
bracing those moments when the air is light.

Just like our families, our society and our entire 
world relies not on fossil fuels but on humanity.

The combustible material is love, joy and com-
passion.

We all know this. Yes, I understand that it’s hard, 
sometimes, to keep a brave face but it’s increasing-
ly necessary. We have to constantly work at forg-
ing a new mentality.

And this work, this daily effort, spreads beyond 
the confines of our comfy homes. It filters through 
society and ideally, thoughts become actions and 
actions heal, save, feed and create hope.

When I think of this conflict, and the one in the 
Middle East, images of crumbling cities come to 
mind. Entire city blocks are gone, leaving moun-
tains of rubble behind. Market places and town 
squares have been replaced by dust, debris and 
death.

This is not how people should live. This isn’t 
what the Almighty had in mind.

And yet, modern day philosophers and musi-
cians go about their daily routines, redecorating 
the interiors of their bubbles.

We must work together to forge
a new mentality
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Creativity around the 
house (or home)

to our natural world, but most of us can agree 
that, as a result, it’s also a time for renewal of 
our collective spirits.

Yet, there are few things better at this 
time of year than grabbing the reading materi-
al of choice at the end of the workday and go-
ing straight out again to your backyard, porch 
or nearest greenspace to both enjoy the gold-
en hour light and make a dent in your library.

That, in turn, must go a long way in goosing 
up that mental creativity.

Although I am not a homeowner at pres-
ent, one can see this springtime creativity 
in abundance as our communities host home 
and lifestyle shows, exhibitions that highlight 
scores of business and service providers close 
to home that can help make your living space 
the best it can be.

Visiting these shows, I always marvel at the 
ideas people have to improve and reimagine 
their spaces, indoors and/or outdoors, at var-
ious price points, of course – whether their 
properties echo our once-sprawling parcels of 
farmland or offer little more than a balcony or 
postage stamp-sized patio.

These shows open your eyes to what feels 
like a limitless number of possibilities and 
ways to make it happen.

A decade or two ago, who could have en-
visioned that the humble shipping container 
could not only be transformed into beautiful, 
functional homes, large and small, but also 
into prime exemplars of what’s possible? 
Well, creative builders who have breathed 
new life into smaller-scale decommissioned 
Victorian churches into comfortable sin-
gle-family homes, and factories and schools 
into modern lofts with a nod to the past, prob-
ably had an idea or two – but, with the hous-
ing crisis continuing unabated, others seem to 
be taking to this idea with renewed vigor. 

After all, many of us these days have no 
alternative than to look at, well, alternatives 
to the traditional housing model.

As much as government supports and, most 

importantly, action, are key to easing this cri-
sis, if not solving it outright, creativity has to 
be on the table here as well.

I think we can all agree that the current 
housing model in this country needs a fair bit 
of help, so a healthy dose of thinking “outside 
the box” will be essential in re-thinking that 
aforementioned art of the possible.

Municipalities within the GTHA have a fi-
nite amount of space in which to live, move 
and develop. Many of our communities are 
running out of greenfield lands for new de-
velopments, so infill is and will be very much 
the name of the game.

Residents in well-established neighbour-
hoods across the area are rightly focused on 
maintaining the character of their existing 
neighbourhoods in the face of infill, but this 
needs a bit of a re-think as I fear this specific 
focus will not be sustainable in the long run.

Municipalities need to recognize that when 
parcels of land that could be subject to in-
fill come on the market, they have to exer-
cise some creative muscle in maximizing that 
space and opportunity – and that includes the 
approval of fourplexes. Making sure such 
builds maintain the look and feel of the neigh-
bourhood in question will be a challenge at 
the municipal level, but they have the re-
sources – human or otherwise – to rise to the 
challenge.

Yet, Premier Ford has nixed the very idea 
of fourplexes.

Speaking to reporters last month, he said: “I 
can assure you 1,000 per cent, you go into the 
middle of communities and start putting up 
four-storey, six-storey, eight-storey buildings 
right deep into the communities there is going 
to be a lot of shouting and screaming. That is 
a massive mistake. We’re not going to go into 
communities and start building four-storey 
or six-storey buildings beside residences like 
this. It is off the table for us. We’re going to 
build homes, single-dwelling homes, townho-
mes – that’s what we’re going to focus on.”

Yet, at the same time, his government, ac-
cording to Minister of Municipal Affairs and 
Housing Paul Calandra, said what is very 
much on the table is potentially considering 
temporary lodgings, such as student housing, 
and rooms and suites in retirement settings as 
units towards Ontario’s housing goals.

“We will continue to explore data sources 
for tracking the numbers of other institutional 
types of housing such as student residences 
and retirement types of housing such as stu-
dent residences and retirement homes for fu-
ture program years and commit to engaging 
municipalities on the same,” said Calandra in 
a letter to the City of Mississauga, per a re-
port from CP24.

Counting some of these types of housing 
units towards the overall goal prescribed to 
municipalities by the Province of Ontario is 
just a little too creative for my taste. 

There is no debating that for seniors living 
in these residences it’s very much a home. 
But, by and large, these are congregate liv-
ing settings that do not dovetail with the 
Premier’s commitment to the housing types 
above – no matter how creative you get – at 
the expense of fourplexes… which, with a lit-
tle creativity, need not get anywhere close to 
four-, six-, or eight-storeys. Or stick out like 
sore thumbs, as some put it.

No matter the type, size, or configuration of 
your own home or living situation, I hope the 
spring and everything it has to offer inspires 
creativity – we’re certainly going to need it! 
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Stop a thief – go to jail

How do we boost productivity? Give 
workers a piece of the action  

Several years ago, someone I know was woken 
up at about 3 a.m., by the unmistakable sound of 
someone in his house – who shouldn’t have been 
there.

He picked up the baseball bat he always kept bed-
side for just an emergency and went to instigate.

Upon making his way to the first floor, he realized 
the sound was coming from the garage.

He opened the door to the garage and was con-
fronted by an unknown male in the dark, who pro-
ceed to approach him.

My friend swung the baseball bat and dropped the 
intruder to the floor, where he was held until police 
arrived and arrested the man for breaking and enter-
ing, or some similar charge.

Later, I asked him why he felt the need to clobber 
the guy with the bat.

His response was, “It was the middle of the night, 
it was dark and there was a stranger in my house. I 
wasn’t going to wait until he shot me to find out if 
he had a gun.”

That made perfect sense. In a threat type of situa-
tion, you shouldn’t have to wait until you are hurt in 
order to stop an attack.

In Canada, the laws around self-defence aren’t 

very clear. In fact, if you’re a home owner, you may 
end being charged with a crime if you try to stop 
someone from entering your home illegally and you 
crack them across the head with a nine-iron.

The law states that how you respond to a threat 
should be considered “reasonable under the circum-
stances.” That is a wide definition considering the 
way you feel during a threat will be a lot different 
than how a judge feels about that same threat, hear-
ing of it as third party and not experiencing the terror 
of a home invasion.

Being the victim of a robbery can be a terrifying 
experience. Many people who have experienced 
this have never returned to work at the same place or 
the same type of job because of the trauma involved.

During a robbery you are confronted by a stranger 
making demands. Mostly likely you can’t even see 
who it is because they are wearing a mask or some 
kind of disguise. They are probably holding a weap-
on and threatening to harm you if you don’t comply.

The experts say, remain calm and just hand over 
the money.

That’s an easy solution when you are speaking 
from your desk in an office somewhere, offering 
advice. It’s a different situation when someone is 

pointing a gun at you.
What if you are being robbed by someone hold-

ing a knife or gun? Do you simply wait until that 
person stabs or shoots you? Then – it’s too late.

You may remember Barbara Turnbull - an 
18-year-old store clerk in Mississauga, who fol-
lowed the advice of staying calm and handing over 
the money. She was shot in the throat, for no reason, 
and left a quadriplegic.

There is a case in Peterborough that will be going 
to the courts.

A store clerk was working the midnight shift at a 
convenience store. He was speaking to a customer 
when another man entered the store with a baseball 
bat.

A scuffle ensued and the clerk was struck by the 
bat. The clerk managed to get a hold of the bat and 
went after the suspect striking him with the bat.

The clerk has been charged with aggravated as-
sault – for beating a robber who entered his store, 
threatened him, then struck him with a weapon.

I think the reaction of the clerk was “reasonable 
under the circumstances.” He was probably scared, 
and worried the guy would come back.

It wouldn’t be the first time a criminal returned 

to the scene of a crime 
and killed someone in 
retaliation.

The man who tried 
to rob the store was 
charged with assault 
with a weapon, posses-
sion of a weapon and robbery. If convicted, he prob-
ably won’t see more than a few months in jail.

The clerk, who was doing his job, is facing a 
charge that could net 14 years in prison if the max-
imum sentence is applied. Think about that for a 
moment.

“Reasonable under the circumstances” only ap-
plies to someone who wasn’t there.

I don’t believe in the “stand your ground” laws 
in some southern U.S. states, where you can pump 
a guy full of lead for trespassing, but you certainly 
should be allowed to defend yourself when threat-
ened.

Police were just following the law in the Peterbor-
ough case, but I think it would have been better if 
they, and the City Council just gave the convenience 
store worker a pat on the back, and thanked him for 
stopping a crime in progress.

As the former CEO of Magna International, one 
of Canada’s largest manufacturing companies, my 
philosophy was always that employees don’t work 
for you – they work with you. 

At Magna, we backed that statement up by mak-
ing every employee a partner in profitability. It was 
the secret to our success: giving workers a piece 
of the action to generate greater productivity and 
ingenuity.

However, overall productivity in Canada has 
been deteriorating for quite a while now, so much 
so that the Bank of Canada recently declared it a 
“national emergency.” Carolyn Rogers, the Bank’s 
Senior Deputy Governor, said productivity in 
Canada has essentially flatlined over the past few 
years. When a longer timeframe is considered, the 
productivity picture is much worse, showing signs 
of steady and significant decline over the past four 
decades. 

So, if we truly are in the midst of a national 
emergency, then how do we go about boosting Ca-
nadian productivity? 

Investing more in modern machinery, equip-

ment and new technology is one sure-fire method 
for spiking productivity, at least in the short-term. 
So too is training workers and upgrading job skills. 

But for me, the best way is still one of the oldest 
and simplest: make employees partners in prof-
itability and let them share in the success of the 
business. 

The profit-sharing culture that we established at 
Magna gave everyone at the company a stake in 
the outcome and a share of the profits. After we 
started sharing profits with all of our employees, 
productivity went through the roof, and we began 
generating spectacular growth in sales and profits. 

But Magna is just one of many companies that 
have shown that sharing profits with employees is 
a tried-and-true formula for increased productivity.

A landmark study from the National Bureau of 
Economic Research in the US published a num-
ber of years ago concluded that profit sharing can 
in fact boost productivity. What’s more, the report 
showed that profit sharing programs lead to better 
pay, enhanced job security, and better employee/
management relations. 

Profit sharing carries a number of other benefits, 
as well – primarily for workers. For example, some 
studies have shown that profit sharing not only 
puts more cash in the pockets of employees, but it 
also can improve job satisfaction. 

A survey conducted last month by recruitment 
firm Hays Canada showed that 71 percent of Cana-
dian workers indicated a desire to leave their jobs 
in the next year due to rising dissatisfaction. One of 
the main reasons for wanting to leave, according to 
the study, is that workers feel “unmotivated.”

Is it any wonder why Canada has a productivity 
crisis?  

But if employees have a real and tangible fi-
nancial stake in the company’s success, they are 
more motivated because they know that their con-
tributions will be rewarded, and they will be more 
driven to find ways to improve productivity and 
enhance quality. 

It’s just common sense: when workers get a per-
centage of the profits, when they feel they have 
something at stake, then they care more, they work 
harder, and they think about ways to make their 

business more produc-
tive. 

Profit sharing is one 
of the key economic 
principles in the nation-
al economic charter of rights that I’ve been advo-
cating for the past year.

If we want to end the national productivity emer-
gency dragging our living standards down, we 
need to start making Canadian employees partners 
profitability.

Profit sharing will make companies more pro-
ductive. It will raise the incomes of employees. 
And it will lift Canada’s sagging living standards.

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There Really Are Rules
History is mostly a matter of dates, and the key 

date is always that of the last conquest. All pre-
vious conquests are then magically forgiven and 
forgotten.

This observation is prompted partly by the cur-
rent wars in Ukraine and the Gaza Strip, but equal-
ly by the confused apology that a young student 
union official made on the website of a Canadian 
university where I spoke recently.

In Canada, the world capital of apologies, al-
most every public event begins with an acknowl-
edgement that it is taking place on the “unceded 
territory” of one or more “First Nations” (although 
these statements never end with a promise that the 
“settlers” are going to give the territory back).

This assumption of collective historical blame 
even leads to declarations of personal guilt like 
that of the student union leader I mentioned above. 
“My name is [name withheld],” she wrote on the 
website. “I use she/they pronouns, and I am a set-
tler and uninvited guest on the unceded territories 
of the Songhees, Esquimalt, and WSANEC First 
Nations.”

It would be funny if it weren’t so sad. She was 
born in Canada, as were her parents for several 
generations past, and she has no other home. She 
feels guilty only because she doesn’t understand 

how history works. The people she is apologising 
to were almost certainly once conquerors them-
selves.

There have been human beings in the Americas 
for at least fourteen thousand years. Unless the cy-
cle of perpetual conquest and re-conquest worked 
differently there than it did everywhere else in the 
world, there can be no patch of ground that did not 
change hands violently several times during that 
long period. We just don’t know the details.

The cycle was certainly still going strong when 
the Europeans arrived five centuries ago. The Az-
tec empire in what is now parts of Mexico and the 
Inca empire in the Andes, both founded on con-
quest, were less than 300 years old. Aztec rule was 
so brutal that most of that empire’s subjects united 
with the Spanish conquistadors to overthrow it.

History always worked like that. The wars of 
the European great powers in the “modern” era 
were just variations on a theme, and nothing really 
changed until 1945. Then everything changed.

The politics of the Second World War were fa-
miliar, but the technologies had grown too power-
ful: the Second World War killed at least 40 mil-
lion people and by the end they were using nuclear 
weapons. People were rightly frightened, and they 
collectively concluded that the endless wars and 

the constant changing of borders by force had to 
stop.

A lot of borders were changed immediately after 
that war – Poland, for example, was moved more 
than a hundred km. west – but once the United Na-
tions Charter went into effect in late 1945 the new 
rule was clear: force and even the threat of force 
between member states is prohibited, and above 
all borders may no longer be changed by force.

This involved the freezing of many historical in-
justices, because almost all borders were the result 
of past wars, not of free votes or legal decisions. 
However, allowing the borders to be changed by 
force again would open the door to future wars ad 
infinitum, so they would have to stay where they 
are – forever.

It made sense. Indeed, there were no good alter-
natives, and the new rule is still being observed in 
the vast majority of cases even eight decades later. 
All the colonial borders remained intact when the 
European empires collapsed, including the inter-
nal borders of the old Soviet Union. As a result, 
there have been no more great wars, only local 
ones.

Some of those wars were quite big, but none has 
killed even one percent of the people who died in 
the Second World War. Despite occasional excep-

tions like the Russian 
invasion of Ukraine 
and the various wars 
over the borders of Is-
rael and Palestine, the 
new rule has been a 
huge success.

So why is it right to call Israelis who build Jew-
ish settlements in the occupied West Bank “set-
tlers”, but wrong for the young Canadian woman 
to see herself as a “settler and uninvited guest” in 
her own country? It really is a question of dates.

Canada’s borders, like those of the vast majority 
of countries, are older than the UN Charter and 
were fixed by the freeze. Those of Israel and Pal-
estine were fixed by the UN partition of 1948 but 
were immediately changed by the war of that year. 
They can only be finally settled by mutual agree-
ment, and seizing more land in the meantime is 
illegal.

Whereas the border between Russia and 
Ukraine already existed before 1945, was ratified 
by Moscow on several later occasions, and cannot 
legally be changed by force. There really are rules, 
although their enforcement is distinctly spotty.

“Parents were calling me saying their chil-
dren wanted to cut their hair… they felt their 
identity wasn’t being heard,” said Kaur. “Imag-
ine a seven-year-old sitting in a crowd, not fit-
ting in… you just don’t know how to voice your 
identity.”

Kaur said parents were asking if she had any 
literature about patkas available, and she was 
inspired to start writing poems. She began writ-
ing every day until she realized she had enough 
for a book. One of her first poems was about a 
mother tying a patka on her child, feeling the 
power within her, and blessing her child to be 
strong. Kaur said the poem really hit home with 

her husband, which inspired her even more.
Kaur published her book of poems and it be-

gan to gain traction, with school libraries pick-
ing it up and great feedback coming in. 

Not long after, another phone call came that 
drove Kaur to action. 

“Another child was saying, ‘Mom, I don’t 
want to wear my patka to school anymore… I 
want to cut my hair, I don’t feel powerful any-
more, I always get bullied’,” said Kaur. “I feel 
sorry for this child, I feel sorry this child has 
been put in this place.”

Kaur knew at that moment the theme of her 
next book, and shared it with her husband: knots 
of affirmation. 

“I need to affirm the Sikh identity,” said Kaur.

A Caledon woman has reached a major 
milestone in her charitable efforts. 

Peggy Dickey recently passed the $10,000 
mark in funds raised for Bethell Hospice 
through sales of her “Pixie Properties”.

Since her project has become more 
well-known, she said people have started to 
drop off items at her house for her to use in 
her work.

“I find a bag on my front porch every once 
in a while… jewelry and things like that,” she 
said. Dickey even got a bundle of cedar shims 
to use in her art donated to her from the Rona 
in Brampton, which has since closed down.

“I only buy the necessities, but that’s my 
contribution, that and the time — but it’s a 
hobby, I have fun with it,” said Dickey, who 
has no plans to stop any time soon. Since 
many generous people in her area have al-
ready purchased a Pixie Property, she’s look-
ing to expand her selling area and let new 
people know all about her charitable project.

When people want to give back, many 
look to support national charities and other 
causes that they hold near and dear. Cer-
tainly, these are worthwhile causes. How-
ever, giving back on a local level is a great 
way to help the people you see every day.

Schools are the heart of many communi-
ties. School buildings may serve as gather-
ing spaces for sports practices or meetings 
for various organizations. Even though 
schools are likely to receive municipal 
funding for certain operations, budgets 
are frequently being cut and schools may 
need all the help they can get. This year the 
boundaries of the budget may be pushed 
even further as schools revamp their spac-

Teach-
ers often have to supplement their classrooms 
with supplies bought out of pocket. Reach 
out to teachers to see which items they need 
and do your best to supply them. 

• Join the PTA or a similar school-sanc-
tioned organization. Many groups perform 
functions that facilitate strong connections 
between home and school. Joining and work-
ing with such organizations can improve the 
school experience for everyone.

• Buy “Box Tops”-affiliated products. The 
Box Tops for Education program donates 
$0.10 per box top label collected and submit-
ted by schools back to that school. More than 

80,000 elementary schools have earned mon-
ey through the program to buy equipment and 
supplies. Box Tops can be found on many 
different food packages.

• Treat the teacher. In addition to supporting 
Teacher Appreciation Days and other school 
events, send in an uplifting note, snack or an-
other way of showing you appreciate his or 
her efforts. 

Schools play integral roles in many com-
munities, and efforts to give back can begin 
on campus or through school-sponsored pro-
grams.

Giving back to one’s community can pro-
vide a sense of purpose and improve an in-
dividual’s overall well-being. Data from 
Volunteer Hub indicates that people who 
volunteer improve their health by strengthen-
ing their bodies, improving their moods and 
reducing stress. Volunteerism also produces 
additional benefits, including boosting one’s 
positive perception of others. A study from 
CareerBuilder found that 60 percent of hiring 
managers see volunteerism as a valuable as-
set when making recruitment decisions. Fur-
thermore, human resources executives attest 
that contributing to a nonprofit can improve 
leadership skills.

By understanding the value behind volun-
teer work — for the people or organization 
on the receiving end as well as the volunteer 
— more individuals may decide to donate 
their time and services.

• Start small. Wade into a volunteer oppor-
tunity slowly to see if it is the right fit. This 
may include volunteering one day a week or 
a month. Increase the time you spend volun-
teering once you’ve found the right place for 
you.

A Golf Adventure in Arizona: Cursin’ Amid the Cacti

If you’re interested in embarking on an 
eight-day, seven-night Golf Adventure in 
Arizona, I have a tried and true itinerary 
for you. 

Last week, I was invited as a journalist 
to join a slightly-grizzled “Group of Sev-
en” Canadian golfers who know their way 
around the USA, its best bargain courses, 
and the kitchen!

Three gate changes including 
direction to a mythic gate, a cancelled 
flight, and a rescheduled delayed flight 
kept us hopping through Terminal 1.

Consequently, we arrived at Sky Harbor 
Airport in Phoenix too late to pick up our 
rental van which was cancelled, despite 
our SOS call from Toronto. RG and I re-
sembled the exasperated Steve Martin and 
hapless John Candy characters in a remake 
of Planes, Trains, and Automobiles, drag-
ging our luggage and oversized golf bags 
off the carousel, lugging the unwieldy 
multi-sized luggage items across three 
Terminals and up escalators to board the 
Sky Train, spewing invective at an absent 
rental car rep who closed the rental store 
three minutes early, and ending up in an 
eerily-empty taxi zone with no taxis or 
Ubers. 

When all looked lost at Sky Harbor, Earl 
the Good Samaritan Taxi Driver picked 
us up in a deserted corner of the airport 
before we became crime statistics in the 
desert, much like the fate of many extras 
in Breaking Bad. We stuffed Earl’s Al-
tima with suitcases in the trunk and two 
oversized golf bags in the back seat be-
hind which RG reclined rather uncomfort-
ably.  The congenial cabbie carted us to La 
Quinta hotel in Phoenix at 2.30 a.m. (5.30 
EDT). 

However, the sun did come up the next 
day at La Quinta, a hot breakfast was en-
joyed with delightful Babbs from Minne-
sota, and our first full day in Phoenix went 
off without a glitch. After a “kick save and 
a beauty” by RG and the CAA secured us 
a last-minute minivan, we collected the 
remaining six-pack of golfers arriving at 
Sky Harbour to round out our Octet.

We donned our cool glasses to witness 
the 64% totality of the Solar Eclipse at the 
airport, secured our second minivan, and it 
was off to a patio lunch and the pleasures 
of a covered, state of the art driving range 
at Dobson Ranch Golf Course in Mesa to 
warm up for a week of cursin’ amid the 
cacti.

After the range work, we reveled in the 
amenities of The Oasis—the aptly-named 
3345 square-foot home we rented for the 
week in Peoria. We picked fresh lemons 
off the backyard trees, chipped and putted 
on the artificial turf putting green, enjoyed 
a refreshing swim in the 72-degree F back-
yard pool; and gobbled down a great BBQ 
meal of RG’s classic home-made burgers, 
fries, and a kale salad while watching the 
NCAA Purdue-UConn final on a 70” TV 
in a great viewing room.

Alas, Toronto’s Zach Edey, the biggest 
Boilmaker, lost in the title game, but his 
brilliant play throughout March Madness 
raised his draft stock. The Raptors are 
picking 6th, 17th, and 31st in June.  Fin-
gers crossed.

This annual Arizona Golf Vacation in 
April is timed to coincide with March 
Madness’s climactic game on Monday and 
the four rounds of the Masters on Thurs-
day, Friday, Saturday, and Sunday.

Traveling with seven seasoned veter-
ans of Arizona Golf adventures featured 
the fine cooking of  RG, FG, DC, JK, 
and EH who prepared symphonies for 
the tastebuds; JS, JL, and TD served as 
cleaners. The cooks delivered a series of 
preplanned gustatory delights including 
lasagna with an array of grilled vegeta-
bles and garlic bread; chicken Marbella; 
grilled flank steak; grilled pork tenderloin; 
a smorgasbord of leftovers for Saturday; 
and the traditional Sunday meal to coin-
cide with the final round of the Masters:  
Pizza and Wings from Ray’s, the top-rated 
pizzeria in Peoria. It was the only take-
out we ordered all week. All meals were 
washed down with the requisite amount of 
California red and white wine or a range 
of US beers.

A healthy breakfast – cereal, banan-
as, yogurt, orange juice, toast or bagels, 
coffee or tea – was consumed before 
our 6.30 departures. Our 7.30 tee-offs beat 
the early-April Arizona heat where after-
noon  highs climbed to 88-90 F. An allot-
ment of Gatorade, water, and trail mix was 
placed on the kitchen table for each golfer 
to Grab and Go. This savvy group remind-
ed me that it’s incredibly important to stay 
hydrated when playing desert golf so this 
daily care package assured we could flour-
ish on the fairways and play six rounds in 
six days. 

We kicked off the Golf Adventure at idyl-
lic Rancho Manana GC in Cave Creek, AZ 
on Tuesday and Wednesday. The course’s 
sweeping vistas and abundant wildlife 
provided a perfect backdrop for fun in the 
Arizona sun. Great-tailed grackles and 
white-winged doves seemed to mock our 
efforts;  wild boars and prairie dogs am-
bled across the fairways on the 5407-yard-
high desert tract. The 6th is certainly the 
Club’s signature hole with a spectacular 
view of thousands of Cacti and mesquite 
trees dispersed across Camelback Moun-
tain, Mummy Mountain, Piestews Peak, 
and Lookout Mountain.

The scorecard even included helpful 
hints for each hole. For example:  Hole 1: 
“The largest mound is your target. Andora 
Wash is on your left. DON’T GO LEFT 
OFF THE TEE!” Talk about Arizonian 
hospitality.

My playing partner, EH, put on a short 
game scramble clinic to card a 41 + 41. 
Your faithful scribe rolled out a 43 + 48 
to improve Day 1’s score by three strokes. 
Two great rounds featuring welcoming 
marshalls, friendly Pro Shop reception, 
and spectacular high desert vistas made the 
experience at Rancho Manara a steal of a 
deal.  Cost of 18 holes and an electric cart: 
$55 US. 

Playing each of the three courses two 
times was a great feature of the itinerary.

On Thursday and Friday, the Octet took 
on Coyote Lakes GC in Surprise, AZ, a 
rabbit lover’s haven (RG and I counted 47 
rascally rabbits), but the landscape is a wee 
bit dangerous, too. Two seven-foot rattle-
snakes were spotted in the waste bunkers 
of their signature hole “The Ridge”. Your 
faithful scribe played two terrific rounds 
at CLGC, breaking 90 both days. Round 1 
featured a Back 9 of 41 and Round 2 fea-
tured a Front 9 of 39. The early-morning 
tee-offs and heat of Arizona seemed to 
agree with me as did the cool swimming 
pool at “The Oasis”.  It was a great way 

to refresh the aching cables after getting 
acclimated to dry, 30-degree heat. Cost of 
18 Holes and an electric cart: $75 US.

The Extraordinary League of Golfing 
Gentlemen concluded our six-round golf 
marathon on Sunday morning at The 500 
Club in Phoenix. We enjoyed the course’s 
signature Number 4 Island Green as well 
as its hills of black volcanic rock, mesquite 
tree-lined fairways, and lightning-fast 
greens. I was thrilled to birdie the elevat-
ed and charming 162-yard Par 3 13th by 
dropping a steep 25-foot downhill putt. It 
was our second weekend round at 500 and 
the greens were lightning fast compared to 
Rancho Manara and Coyote Lakes.

The 500 Club is surrounded by a Speed-
way, Water Park, and Conservation Park 
so there is a juxtaposition of the cacoph-
ony of car racing and the tranquility of 
the desert depending on which side of the 
course you’re playing. Coyotes roam free-
ly through the golf course and its adjacent 

conservation area. Cost of 18 Holes and an 
electric cart: $101.50 US.

Golf Vacation reading, you ask? As a 
nod to March Madness, I read “I Came as 
a Shadow” by John Thompson, a timely 
tribute to the towel-toting Georgetown U 
coach who won the NCAA championship 
forty years ago in 1984! It was compelling 
reading – at night in the rental as well as 
on the plane – about a legendary champi-
on basketball coach who passed away in 
2020. I read til midnight in a perfectly-qui-
et house sipping Earl Grey tea with fresh 
Arizona lemon. The golfers were in bed 
by 10 p.m. every night to respond to our 
“Wings Up” departure time of 6.30 every 
morning.

Staying with this theme of basketball 
within a golf vacation was meeting  the 
iconic Steve Nash on and after our flight to 
Phoenix. I got a chance to thank him per-
sonally for setting such an MVP standard 
for Canadian NBA players. What a person-
able, modest, and approachable star! Nash 
took the time to make our day as big fans! 
The basketball star still looks like he could 
lace ‘em up, even though he was coming 
off a connecting flight from Barcelona 
with his young family. 

Meeting Steve Nash was our celebrity 
moment on the vacation and cheering Scot-
tie Sheffler to an impressive Masters victo-
ry was the apex of our celebration of golf.

These seven seasoned travellers planned 
and executed this trip on budget.  Securing 
the house as well as trips for food and booze 
at Costco made the trip very economical. It 
saved us a fortune in hotel and restaurant 
meals. In fact, our resident logistics ex-
pert TD budgeted $2k for food, wine, and 
beer for 8 guys for 8 days. TD refunded 
us $50 each at the airport for coming in 
under budget. Beer and wine are tremen-
dously inexpensive in AZ and we secured 
chicken for 99c a pound at Costco. We ate 
and drank like kings of the links, as this 
esteemed group of semi-retired Canadians 
have been doing for over thirty years.  

I hope I get an invitation to join them in 
April 2025 when they head to San Diego 
for more fun in the sun.

Enjoy the golf season in Ontario! It is 
upon us!

Born in Toronto on May 18, 1929, Katie Speer was the youngest of 3 children born 
to Doris and Fred Speer. Her creative gifts were many: dancing, singing, painting, 
designing/sewing dresses & other outfits. 

Kay studied Fashion Design and upon graduating she worked as a buyer’s assistant and 
eventually was in charge of production with Toronto clothing manufacturers. 

Always fearless and with a zest for life, at the age of 21, Kay took the Holland Amsterdam 
ship by herself across the Atlantic to Europe, where a school friend was visiting family. Dropped at Union 
Station by her parents for the night train to New York, she made her way to the port upon arrival and aboard 
the ship to set sail for the one-week journey across the Atlantic - fully excited and eagerly looking forward 
to what may lay ahead. This was quintessential Kay.

Upon return to Toronto, she continued being an active member of the youth group at Timothy Eaton 
Memorial Church. It was here she began a lifelong relationship with God and the church. 

She also joined a social club for tall people called Tip Toppers where she met the handsome David MacGregor. 
They married in 1953 and set up house in Toronto. Life took them in different directions though and in 1970, 
she moved herself and her 4 children (David, Andrew, Tammy & Kim) to the town of Orangeville where she 
felt she could raise her children to have a good life. It was in this small town that Kay threw the force of her 
zest, drive, creativity and love of family & community to build a life that would enrich so many around her. 

Her children were always the most important thing to her. Driven by the need to provide for them, she 
continued to display the tireless energy & work ethic that so defined her: commuting to her job every day 
in Toronto and staying two evenings per week to teach night school. After a close call one night returning 
home, she took a position in Orangeville at Patterson’s Carpet & Drape Shoppe where she proved to be a 
natural salesperson with a large personality and sense of humour that resonated with all.

6 years later, when told that the business was going to close because of the owner’s desire to retire, Kay 
walked to the bank on her lunch hour, and convinced the manager to loan her enough money to buy the 
business. Kay MacGregor Custom Draperies operated from its Broadway location for the next two decades 
producing high-end custom draperies and window treatments for local homeowners. 
Kay and her family attended St Mark’s Anglican church where she was a member of the choir. Along with 
the curate, she founded the St. Mark’s Choral Society, which grew into Orangeville’s Gilbert & Sullivan 
Society. As productions and audiences became larger, the group evolved eventually to become what is today 
the Orangeville Music Theater.

In the late 1970s, Kay became an active participant in the local church group that supported 2 Vietnamese 
families fleeing the war-torn country. Not only did Kay provide the group with housing for a year, but she 
provided two of the women with employment as seamstresses, sharing the blessings and opportunity she 
herself felt so fortunate to have received. 

Kay retired in her 70’s and moved to the country to be surrounded by the nature she loved so much. Her 
retirement years saw her begin to volunteer at Theatre Orangeville where she became House Manager and 
oversaw the volunteer program. These years and the people she met brought her great joy. She also began to 
tap dance again and participated in local shows and concerts. 

When she decided to ‘slow down’ in her early 80’s, she stepped back from the Theatre, and again took up 
the paint brush. For the next several years she kept a studio at the Alton Mill and enjoyed being part of this 
community of artists. Well into her 80’s, she transitioned to her home studio where she continued to paint 
and create. 

Despite her many accomplishments, Kay was most proud of her family which was at the core of who she 
was and everything she did. She was the very best mother, grandmother, and great grandmother; her ability 
to love seemed endless, her grace never failed, and words can’t describe how she will forever be missed. 

Funeral services will be held on Sunday February 25th, 2024 at the Dods & McNair Funeral Home, Chapel 
and Reception Centre, 21 First St., Orangeville beginning with a visitation at 12:00 pm and service at 1:00 
pm followed by a reception/luncheon.
