Caledon) and April 25 public meeting (held
by the Town of Caledon) on the zoning by-
laws for the 12 development applications.

The mayoral decision residents took issue
with was issued by Groves on March 26.

There were around 150 people at the cit-
izens’ forum, and even more at the April
25 public meeting, which had well over 30
delegates.

to Province on Bill 185

Cutting Red Tape to Build More
Homes Act has many
implications for Region of Peel

The Region of Peel will see many impacts from the
Province’s Bill 185, the “Cutting Red Tape to Build
More Homes Act”.

In a staff report submitted to Regional Council at its
April 25 meeting, staff said through Bill 185, Peel’s
planning responsibilities under the Planning Act will be
transferred to its lower tier municipalities and the Prov-
ince by July 1.

“As the date for implementation has now been identi-
fied, staff are working with Regional Council, the Transi-
tion Board and local municipalities to finalize the imple-
mentation plan in the coming weeks,” reads the report.

Bill 185 will also give Peel’s lower tier municipalities
the ability to pass bylaws providing for the allocation of
water supply and sewage capacity to support develop-
ments approved under the Planning Act.

Introduced on April 10, Bill 185 proposes a wide va-
riety of amendments to existing legislation in Ontario,
according to the staff report. Among them are changes to
the Hazel McCallion Act that confirm the Region of Peel
will not be dissolved.

Among other changes, the Development Charges Act is
being changed through Bill 185 to restore studies, such
as development charge background studies, as eligible
development charge (DC) costs.

“In general, many of the changes to the DC Act appear
positive for municipalities by reversing some changes
originally introduced in Bill 23, which limited the abil-
ity of municipalities to collect DC revenue,” reads the
staff report. “While the DC Act amendments in Bill 185
do make some progress towards restoring municipalities’
ability to fund growth-related infrastructure, they do fall
short of making municipalities financially ‘whole’.”

In their report, Region of Peel staff asked Regional
Council for approval to provide their comments on Bill
185’s impacts to the Province. Councillors provided
unanimous consent for this.

Bill 185 was referred to the Standing Committee on Fi-
nance and Economic Affairs on April 17. As of April 25,
the committee had not met to consider the bill.

Residents packed Town Hall on April 25 for public
meeting lasting almost seven hours

Caledon’s Town Hall was packed past
capacity, and the meeting didn’t finish un-
til nearly 2 a.m. — it lasted around seven
hours.

Groves said there were nearly 200 peo-
ple at the public meeting, while Democracy
Caledon volunteer Nicola Ross said there
were 350.

“The Council chamber was filled, the atri-
um was filled, the cafeteria was filled, the
basement was filled... then they took peo-
ple over to the community center which is
where we asked the meeting to be held in
the first place because we knew it was going
to run over this space here,” said Ross in
a delegation at Caledon Council’s April 30
meeting at Town Hall.

Regional councillor Christina Early also
estimated around 350 people were at the
public meeting, and called it unprecedented.

As a result of residents’ concerns, Groves
removed the 12 zoning bylaws from the
agenda of Council’s April 30 meeting,
where they could have been approved if just
one-third of Caledon Councillors supported
Groves’ decision.

At the April 30 meeting, Groves said
there were questions and concerns about the

zoning bylaws that weren’t addressed.

“The message was loud and clear that peo-
ple in Caledon need and deserve more infor-
mation, information about the process and
why we are considering this action, and the
details about each of the 12 parcels of land,”
said Groves. “We’re scheduling three public
information sessions for the next month in
different areas of the town to provide more
transparency and share detailed information
with residents and stakeholders.”

Groves said she’ll address the questions
and concerns of residents, and encouraged
residents to keep checking the Town of
Caledon’s website (caledon.ca) and social
media feeds for information about the up-
coming public information sessions.

“Thank you, Caledon for helping us real-
ize we must do better,” said Groves.

Groves’ decision, now on hold, was ex-
pected to expedite planning procedures by
one to two years for 12 development appli-
cations which are generally in the areas of
Mayfield West, Tullamore, Alloa, Wildfield
and Bolton. Loopstra Nixon, an outside law
firm, was used to draft the zoning bylaws
for the 12 applications.

During her April 30 delegation, Ross said
the minutes from the April 25 public meet-
ing do not accurately represent the com-

ments made by many of the delegates on
April 25.

“I could not find reference to the criticism
many delegates expressed... from reading
the notes, the unassuming reader may un-
derstand that the delegates were in favor of
the process with only minor technical com-
ments,” said Ross, reading a letter from a
delegate. “You were there... you know it
could not be further from the truth.”

Later in the Council meeting, Caledon
Council unanimously voted in favour of re-
ferring the minutes from the April 25 pub-
lic meeting back to Caledon’s town clerk
so they can be amended to more accurately
represent what was said at the public meet-
ing.

Democracy Caledon volunteer Deb-
be Crandall also delegated at the April 30
Council meeting.

“Zoning is not supposed to precede sec-
ondary planning, zoning is not supposed

to precede detailed environmental studies,
fiscal analysis, transportation planning, al-
location of water and wastewater servicing,
and community building,” said Crandall.
“Zoning is supposed to codify all of that
work; zoning is a municipal tool to ensure
that all the work is done properly and that
it reflects what is truly needed to meet the
affordable housing crisis with input from all
of council and input from the public.”

Crandall said Democracy Caledon will be
attending the three public information ses-
sions and continuing to ask questions.

“We will continue to ask you, Mayor
Groves, why you are using your Strong
Mayor powers to pre-zone to allow 35,000
homes that far exceed the 2031 housing
pledge,” said Crandall.

Caledon’s housing pledge to the Province
says Caledon will have 13,000 new housing
units by 2031. Council endorsed this pledge
in 2023.

CAMSafe PROGRAM
LAUNCHED

The Caledon detachment of the Ontario
Provincial Police (OPP) has implemented the
CAMSafe program. CAMSafe is a program
aimed at creating a database of residential and
commercial security cameras within a com-
munity that may act as a resource for police
when investigating offences/crime.

“When a police officer uses the CAMSafe
database, they will see a map of the local
area,” say Police.” Officers can click on reg-
istered addresses to view further details, such
as property owner contact information. Offi-
cers cannot access your security cameras or
cloud-based accounts. If police would like
to examine camera footage, they can make a
request to the property owner using contact
information from the database.

Interested community members (both resi-
dential and commercial) are only required to
provide basic contact information and cam-
era location but, can include more details if
desired, such as direction the camera faces,
footage retention details or screenshots of the
camera view. Registrants can only view their
own information and can delete their account
or change their information at any time.

“I am excited to launch this crime-preven-
tion tool in Caledon. CAMSafe is a simple,
yet cutting-edge solution that will provide
our investigators with information with the
goal to solve crimes faster and more efficient-
ly. We are stronger together. Public safety is
a shared responsibility”, said Inspector Ma-
ryLouise Kearns, Detachment Commander,
Caledon OPP.

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Province to “crack down” on cell phone use,
vaping in schools

The 2024-2025 school year will see
stringent new rules across the Province
when it comes to cell phone use and va-
ping within the educational environment.

On Sunday, Ontario Education Minis-
ter Stephen Lecce announced sweeping
changes which will come into effect in
September.

Students in Kindergarten through Grade
6 will be required to keep phones on silent
and out of sight for the entire school day,
unless “explicitly permitted” by an educa-
tor. For older students up through Grade
12, there will be a slight relaxation of the
policy, with the ban in force only within
class time, unless otherwise permitted by
a teacher.

“We have heard loud and clear from par-
ents and teachers alike that cellphones in
classrooms are distracting kids from learn-
ing,” said Minister Lecce in a statement.
“Our government is introducing the tough-
est policy in Canada to tackle this issue by
cracking down on cellphone usage during
class time, as well as banning vaping in all
schools. When it comes to cellphones, our
policy is ‘out of sight and out of mind,’
as we get students back to the basics by
restoring focus, safety and common sense
back in Ontario schools.”

The Minister also announced on Sunday
that the Ministry would be “strengthen-
ing” rules around students caught using —
and also carrying — vapes or cigarettes. In
these instances, students will be “required
to surrender these products, along with
parents being notified immediately of the
situation.”

$30 million, the Government added, has
been allocated within the 2024 Budget to
install vape detectors and other security
measures in schools.

“To support these initiatives, the Gov-
ernment is investing in $17.5 million in
new wrap-around supports for student
mental health and parent engagement,”
said the Province.

These measures and supports will in-
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clude $15 million to provide supports for
students at risk of addictive behaviours;
$1 million to partner with School Mental
Health Ontario to develop webinars and re-
sources “targeted to parents and students”
across Ontario to “learn how to talk about
the adverse effects of vaping and exces-
sive cellphone usage; and$1.5 million to
Parent Involvement Committees and stu-
dents to run local prevention campaigns to
“deter” vaping and cellphone distractions.

“Our government is taking action to pro-
tect children and youth from the harmful
risks of vaping and build healthier com-
munities across the province,” said Minis-
ter of Health Sylvia Jones, who also serves
as Ontario Deputy Premier and MPP for
Dufferin-Caledon, in a statement. “We are
building on the changes we have already
made to restrict the sale of flavoured vapour
products by taking this next step to make
students surrender vape, tobacco and nic-
otine products in student possession to en-
sure our children receive their education in
a safe and healthy learning environment.”
Added Dr. Kieran Moore, Ontario’s Chief
Medical Officer of Health: “Ontario is see-
ing a growing number of youth in Grades
7 through 12 report using vaping products
that contain and emit many toxic substanc-
es. These products can affect the respira-
tory, immune and cardiovascular systems,
and nicotine in these products is particu-
larly harmful to youth brain development.
Removing vaping products from Ontario
schools will help protect our students from
these preventable threats.”

Since the April 28 announcement,
groups representing educators have ex-
pressed concerns about how they will be
equipped to enforce the new rules.

The Elementary Teachers’ Federation of
Ontario (EFTO), for instance, said during
recent bargaining, they fought for im-
provements that would address what they
describe as “increasing violence and dis-
ruption in schools” and noted that some of
the concerns they outlined to the Ministry
were reflected in last week’s announce-
ment.

But, they added, measures to address vi-
olence are yet to be reflected.

“Despite our attempts to make im-

provements to school environments in
a collaborative way with this govern-
ment, ETFO was not given the opportuni-
ty to review the revisions before the Ford
government released them,” said the group
in a statement. “This is extremely disap-
pointing, but true to form for a government
that has, for years, consistently disregard-
ed input from its education partners.”
Their recommendations included clear
definitions when it comes to “unaccept-
able” student behaviour and the enforce-
ment of consequences for non-compliance,
defining such behaviours as including
“bullying, cyberbullying, intimidation,
harassment, racism, discriminatory be-
haviour, physical violence, sexual assault,
shoving and pushing, profanity, disre-
spectful behaviour that shows disregard
for a teacher’s or other supervising adult’s
position, failing to follow directions, sig-

nificant disruptions to the learning envi-
ronment, misuse of technology and social
media, and repeated use of tobacco or
e-cigarettes.

“Education is a shared responsibility,
and decisions affecting our schools should
be made through transparent and inclusive
processes that prioritize the well-being of
students and the professionalism of edu-
cators,” they said. “It is only through re-
spectful dialogue and true collaboration
that we can develop policies that reflect
the diverse needs of our school commu-
nities and uphold the highest standards of
education.”

Caledon South Asian Association hosts mental health

awareness event

Community groups come

Local non-profits came together to pro-
mote mental health awareness last Friday.
On April 26, the Caledon South Asian
Association (CSAA) hosted a mental
health awareness event at the Southfields
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Community Centre.

For the event, the CSAA brought togeth-
er community partners such as Caledon
Community Services (CCS), the Caledon
OPP, Soch Mental Health, and the Malton
Women Council.

Hunar Kahlon, Vice-Chair of the CSAA,
explained the non-profit wanted to host an
event as May is Mental Health Awareness
Month.

“We’ll get a jumpstart on that... we’re
putting a spotlight on what resources are
available for mental health,” said Kahlon
“Our goal at the CSAA is to bring people
up to date...sometimes people don’t know
these services are available to them.”

Kahlon said newcomers to Canada face
many challenges adjusting to a new lan-
guage and culture.

“They don’t have those community
connections already... we want to bridge
those gaps,” said Kahlon.

Dr. Vikas Puri, Chair of the CSAA, said
as a non-profit it’s great to be accomplish-
ing goals.

“The fact that we are able to do this
more and more... I think we’re on track
to accomplishing our mission and vision,
opening up opportunities for people,” said
Puri.

Puri explained the CSAA is going to be a
part of Culture Days in Caledon this Sep-
tember and October.

“We’re going to be able to bring South
Asian culture to people and educate them
on some of the history, the culture, tradi-
tions, dance, music and so forth,” he said.

Uzma Aziz Irfan, Executive Director of
the Malton Women Council, a non-prof-
it dedicated to empowering women, ex-
plained the group, which started in Malton,

recently held its first meeting in Caledon
and had 45 women come out.

“We are offering many services like
mental health services, programs for sur-
vivors of domestic abuse, one-on-one
counselling, skill-building workshops, as
well as the women’s support group,” said
Irfan.

At the first meeting, Caledon women
shared ideas for the types of programs that
could be offered by the Malton Women
Council in Caledon.

“We will support as much as we can the
residents of Caledon, this is our first step,”
said Irfan.

Maneet Chahal-Gill is a registered nurse
and one of the founders of Soch Mental
Health, a non-profit that’s goal is to en-
hance mental health awareness in the
South Asian community by using culture
and language. She explained that “Soch”
means “to think” or “a thought”.

“We identified a huge gap in the South
Asian community... the stigma was so
large no one was really addressing (men-
tal health),” said Chahal-Gill. “We do a lot
of community workshops, we do online
anti-stigma campaigns, and we’re really
present in ethno-cultural media outlets.”

Chahal-Gill said many people from
Caledon have reached out to her as they or
someone they love is struggling with their
mental health.

“This is my first presentation here, but
with the power of social media... we’ve
already had a presence here,” said Cha-
hal-Gill.

Attendees of the mental health event re-
ceived refreshments and were able to lis-
ten to a variety of presentations from all
the groups in attendance.

Orangeville-Brampton
Railway Corridor to
become multi-use trail

Caledon residents are invited to share their
thoughts on a future rail trail that will run through
the municipality.

In July of 2022, the Region of Peel, alongside
Caledon, Brampton, and Mississauga, came
together to acquire the Orangeville-Brampton
Railway Corridor. It was acquired so it can be
converted into a new north-south multi-use trail-
way for residents and visitors to enjoy.

The municipalities are sharing responsibility
for the cost of developing, designing, construct-
ing, and maintaining the future trail.

The Town of Caledon recently launched a sur-
vey about the Caledon section of the trail.

“The Town of Caledon is responsible for con-
verting the 36 kilometre section of rail line within
our boundary to a multi-use pedestrian and cy-

clist trailway,” wrote Town staff on haveyoursay-
caledon.ca, which is where residents can take the
survey on the trail. “The decision for the Town of
Caledon to acquire 36 kilometres of the rail line
was passed by Council in April 2022.”

The survey on the trail opened on April 22, and
will remain open for residents to complete until
June 17.

The Town held two open houses about the trail
— one on April 29 in Southfields and another on
May 1 in Caledon East.

Some of the Town’s goals with the new trail
include: connecting communities in Caledon;
promoting walking and cycling for recreation
and enjoyment of nature; and supporting healthy
living, economic development and tourism.

There are three phases of the trail project and
Caledon is currently in the first phase: initial
consultation, safety review, defining scope, and
public consultation to inform preliminary design.

Phase Two includes preliminary trail design,
public consultation on the design, and comple-
tion of studies relevant to trail construction.

Phase Three of the project is detailed design
and construction of the trail.

Phase One of the project is expected to be
completed in 2024.

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Out of sight,

I don’t know about the rest of you, but I get a
rude awakening just about every Sunday morning.

Despite my best efforts, and valiant attempts to
stop and find alternatives, I’'m in the terrible hab-
it of charging my phone overnight on the bedside
table. It’s a practical location, sure, but leaving it
there to do its thing is not only habit forming in
and of itself, but it also leads to other habits. For
example, it sometimes seems like a wasted morn-
ing if I don’t solve the daily Wordle puzzle before
getting out of bed to truly start the day, but, at the
same time, it’s made getting up and at ‘em as soon
as possible every day more and more of a chore.
Completely my fault.

And yet, just about every Sunday morning,
comes an on-screen notification on just how much
of my time was spent looking at the device over
the previous seven days and the percentage change
from week to week.

It’s informative, I’ll grant them that, but it can
also feel a little judgemental when the number
ticks up, particularly if one already knows not-so-
deep down one’s usage is up.

If you’d told me when I got my first mobile
phone back in my high school days that this would
ever be a worry, it would have been laughable.
The first mobile phone I ever encountered was not,
as is the case of many of my generation, seeing
Mark-Paul Gosselaar’s Zack Morris in Saved By
The Bell talk into his oversized, hulking device.
Instead, it was a groovy little number my grand-
father had installed in his car, which gave him to
my young eyes a sort of super-villain mystique.
But it was a good decade before I got my own, and
even then it was only secured by my mother after a
spate of threats were made to my school. Given its
intended use, I thankfully had little reason to use it,
but it was nice to have just in case.

Now, not having a connection like that readily
available at all times, is almost unthinkable. Yet,
I'm interested to see how the Provincial Govern-
ment’s Sunday announcement of a crackdown on
cell phone use in Ontario schools will go over and
evolve before its targeted implementation in the
fall.

“We have heard loud and clear from parents and
teachers alike that cellphones in classrooms are
distracting our kids from learning,” said Minister
of Education Stephen Lecce. “Our government is
introducing the toughest policy in Canada to tack-
le the issue by cracking down on cellphone usage
during class time, as well as banning vaping in all
schools. When it comes to cellphones, our policy
is ‘out of sight and out of mind,” as we get students
back to the basics of restoring focus, safety and
common sense back in Ontario schools.”

Should the new rules come into force as written,
students in Kindergarten through Grade 6 will be
“required to keep phones on silent and out of sight
for the entire school day, unless explicitly permit-
ted by an educator.” Further, social media websites
will be “removed” from all school networks and
devices and, if that wasn’t enough, report cards this
fall will include remarks from teachers on “stu-
dent’s distraction levels in class.”

Older students — those in Grades 7 to 12 — will
have a little bit more leeway with cellphones being
permitted during class time only with the explicit
direction from the teacher or educator.

“Atatime when young people are facing so many
distractions, mental health pressures, and even po-
tential dangers, such as addictions, cyberbullying
and online predators, we are taking measures to
protect students by cracking down on vaping and
other addictive substances, removing social media
from school networks and devices, and increas-
ing student mental health supports,” said Burling

out of mind?

MPP Natalie Pierre, Parliamentary Assistant to the
Minister of Education in a statement. “Students
deserve positive and distraction-free schools that
promote positive mental health and allow for un-
interrupted learning.”

One can’t argue with the sentiments, but I feel
a missing piece of this puzzle is just exactly what
kind of role parents and parenting will play in
this. After all, in most cases, the phones and de-
vices provided to students are done so within the
household, as is the amount of data they are able
to use, and, when push comes to shove, the content
they’re able to consume.

I also question whether the principle of “out of
sight out of mind” will hold water in this case.

The very absence of a device could, in my view,
prove an even greater distraction and make “out of
sight out of mind” simply wishful thinking.

In March, for instance, the Peel District School
Board, Toronto District School Board, Toron-
to Catholic School Board, and Ottawa-Carleton
District School Board, joined together to begin
legal action against the owners of such popular
platforms as Facebook, Instagram, SnapChat, and
TikTok for “disrupting student learning and the ed-
ucation system” and calling for the tech giants to
provide resources to the Boards to address mental
health costs and costs related to “redesigning prod-
ucts to keep students safe.”

“The lawsuit claims that social media products,
negligently designed for compulsive use, have re-
wired the way children think, behave, and learn,
leaving educators and schools to manage the fall-
out,” the plaintiffs said in a statement. “Students
are experiencing an attention, learning, and mental
health crisis because of prolific and compulsive
use of social media products. The fallout of com-
pulsive use of social media amongst students is
causing massive strains on the four school boards’
finite resources, including additional needs for in-
school mental health programming and personnel,
increased IT costs, and additional administrative
resources.”

Added Brendan Browne, Director of Education
for the Toronto Catholic District School Board:
“Fostering a nurturing environment of learning is
critical to student success and stands at the heart
of our educational mission. Yet, the intricately
crafted and inherently addictive nature of social
media platforms can hamper a students’ capacity
to absorb knowledge. Social media has an undeni-
able toll on student mental health which cannot be
overlooked. In the absence of effective measures
from the architects of these digital platforms, our
educators find themselves increasingly involved in
mitigating social media-induced matters, diverting
precious time away from academic instruction.”

Social media has indeed had an “undeniable
toll” on student mental health and, I would argue,
mental health for people in just about every demo-
graphic, but pressing measures from the aforemen-
tioned digital “architects” would go further than
an outright ban. Further, it shouldn’t be forgotten,
that as harmful as these platforms are, students and
people of all ages might be using them to seek out
those individuals and resources that offer coping
mechanisms and other methods to deal with many
of the listed problems — and apps that offer music
for concentration and study, that help comfort and
calm the individual, and expand educational hori-
Zons.

The upcoming rules are well-intentioned,
well-reasoned and practical — but if these platforms
have “rewired” the way youth think and behave, I
certainly hope going in this direction doesn’t exac-
erbate an existing issue, or create an entirely new
set of challenges.

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Democracy impeded by unrest,
conflict and politics

Our love-hate relationship with democracy is
unique to the western world.

While we find ourselves constantly at odds with
government policies and decision-makers at all
levels, we forget just how lucky and blessed we
are.

We’ve enjoyed ever-expanding human rights
under our Charter since 1982. The anniversa-
ry was April 17 and every year we quietly (very
Canadian) celebrate its anniversary. It solidifies
the very essence of democratic rights — religion,
speech, media, assembly and more.

We get stuck on minor hurdles in our evolution
to become truly “woke.” But that’s okay. And we
constantly ask for more. And that’s okay, too be-
cause we are allowed to.

Essential elements of a democracy include plu-
ralistic political parties, fair elections, transparent
governance, politically engaged citizens, civil lib-
erties, and free media.

We have those in spade, but many, many coun-
tries do not.

According to the Democracy Index, the Scan-
dinavian countries all rank as the most democratic
nations on the globe. Canada, in 2021, was ranked
5th. That’s impressive. The U.S. has the title of a
“flawed democracy.”

Believe it or not the least democratic country in
the world is oil-rich Saudi Arabia.

Just recently, the African nation of Mali banned
the media from reporting on political parties and
associations, and also suspended all political ac-
tivities.

How’s that for a kick in the proverbial pants? It
couldn’t get more anti-democratic.

But this country is not alone.

A Freedom House report in 2019 says some 57
countries are not free because they fail to hold val-
id elections, don’t have active independent media,
and do not endow their citizens with basic civil
rights.

North Korea is controlled by a dynastic total-
itarian dictatorship, which maintains its harsh
control with extensive surveillance, arrests and
brutal punishment for those suspected of political
offenses. The report adds that camps for political
prisoners often implement “torture, forced labor,
starvation, and other atrocities.”

The ruling Communist Party in China has
grown more restrictive with state agencies, the
internet, religious groups, universities, and busi-
nesses.

Under Cuba’s one-party communist rule, dis-
sent is stifled and citizens lack basic civil liberties.

Thailand is ruled by a unit of military leaders

that has suppressed political opposition and exer-
cised “unchecked powers” secured in the constitu-
tion that restrict citizens’ civil and political rights.

In Qatar, other political parties are not permit-
ted, and elections don’t affect the highest levels of
government. The report notes that Qatari citizens
are among the wealthiest in the world, but the vast
majority of the population are non-citizens with
no political rights, few civil liberties, and limited
access to economic opportunity.

Political parties are banned within the seven
Emirates and hereditary rulers hold all power,
with which restrict civil liberties of citizens and
visitors alike.

The Communist Party’s control over Vietnam
has created a dangerous environment for human
rights, as citizens and activists alike face restricted
freedoms in speech, press, work, and religion.

Many of these are not developing (Third
World) nations and they do have modern technol-
ogy, decent economies and resources.

They just look at things differently. Yes, I real-
ize that’s a massive, somewhat facetious under-
statement.

Most of these are rampant with corruption. It
seems humankind’s hunger for power and greed
are alive and well, and reducing citizens to serfs.

Some of these countries are also popular among
western tourists, for various reasons. We seldom
look for, or care about, such things when booking
a vacay. Oh, what evil lurks in the hearts of men.

According to the World Bank, roughly one-
third of the world’s population — 2.6 billion — are
not connected to the internet. The top countries
with people offline include India (684 million),
China (336 million) and Pakistan (131 million).

Many of these are not what we consider devel-
oping nations by any means and all have the re-
sources to increase their country’s digital literacy.

Government regulations and censorship of
course impede internet access and freedom of ex-
pression in certain countries. For those with ac-
cess, it amplifies marginalized voices, facilitates
grassroots organizing, and fosters global solidar-
ity around important issues. The vast source of
knowledge can empower individuals with demo-
cratic goals.

By censoring the internet or barring access, au-
thoritarian governments and dictators can more ef-
fectively keep their citizens oppressed, and people
in these countries lose a vital tool that would help
them set up fairer, more democratic institutions.

We see the problems; have identified the coun-
tries and leaders with poor track records. And yet,
world trade, political dinners and pats on the back
still take place among world leaders.

If we truly believe in furthering democratic
principles around the globe, I say we take stronger
actions.

I believe we should decrease ties, implement
sanctions and shame those who routinely suppress
human rights, imprison and harm their citizens.

Iknow the United Nations and its member
countries have called out “offenders.” And yet, we
still happily trade in arms, oil and goods to anyone
with a cheque book.

Enjoy our freedoms and embrace them in your
very soul. And, at every possibly opportunity,
thank those who helped make it happen.
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Phones In the classroom

If you have ever been in a conversation with
someone and their phone rings, and they answer
it, you know what an awkward situation you are
thrust into.

Suddenly, you are the person who doesn’t mat-
ter. Whoever the person is on the other end of the
phone, has replaced you in that conversation.

For me, that’s pretty much a conversation fin-
isher. I won’t stand there like an idiot, while the
other person discusses their upcoming fishing trip
or who’s coming over for Christmas dinner, and
relegates you to being a bystander.

Unless you are on a heart transplant list, or your
wife is going into labour at any time, the polite
thing to do, is let the call go to voice-mail, listen
to the message later, and return the call if neces-
sary.

When [ was a kid, I was helping (sort of) my fa-
ther do some work on a drain pipe in the backyard
of our house. It was a summer day, and I heard the
telephone ring through the open window.

When I pointed this out, my father said, “let it
ring.”

I insisted we should answer the phone. He said,
“I’'m not a slave to a machine. Just because a bell

Arctic seals and coral reefs: Every little bit helps

“Without extinction, there would likely be in-
sufficient ecological ‘space’ available for new spe-
cies.”

What? Is this person saying that extinction is a
good thing? But what about the scarlet-throated
goat-botherer? There’s only 23 of them left in the
wild, and half of them live on the slopes of an ac-
tive volcano. We must do something.

Not necessarily. I was idly leafing through the
pages of a textbook on Historical Geology, and I
chanced on this passage:

“The pattern we see in the fossil record is not
one of continuous diversification with new species
being added, but none ever removed. Instead, the
average species lasts a few million years, and then
vanishes forever from the face of the planet. It goes
extinct.”

Human beings are uncomfortable with this fact,
because we feel guilty for accelerating the extinc-
tion of so many other species. Our attempts to
make amends began with simple measures like
nesting boxes for rare owls and wildlife bridges
over busy highways — local fixes for local prob-
lems — but global warming requires more complex
interventions.

Consider, for example, the ringed seals of Lake
Saimaa, the biggest lake in Finland. They are

is ringing, doesn’t mean I'm going to stop my
valuable work here. If it’s important, they will
call back.”

That really stuck with me. Before cell phones,
people really did run to answer the telephone, just
because a bell told you to.

Most of the telephone calls I get via my land-
line these days are nonsense calls. There is either
no one there, or someone is trying to sell me
something. I still have a landline because it makes
a huge difference when doing a telephone inter-
view.

However it is still frustrating to answer a call
and hear dead air, which is a signal that someone
at a call centre is waiting for someone to answer
an automatically dialed call before flipping a
switch and deciding to speak.

I usually hang up before they start their spiel
about telling me my computer is infected with a
virus and I need to pay them to “fix it.”

The province has just announced it is introduc-
ing “new measures” to crack down on cellphone
use and vaping in a school. It’s not legislated, so I
assume it’s guidelines for teachers.

Reports say both parents and teachers have

freshwater seals unique to this lake, and 30 years
ago they were nearing extinction. In winter they
used to build shelters into snow-banks on the ice to
protect their pups from storms and predators, but
in a warming climate the deep snow-banks have
disappeared.

So, people from Finnish parks and wildlife
agencies are going out each winter with hand-held
snowplows to create manmade snowdrifts on the
ice. They even stomp the piled snow down tight,
although they leave the final excavation of the dens
to the seals themselves. And the seal population
has recovered on Lake Saimaa — up to 400 adults
at last count.

It’s a much bigger deal when an entire existing
ecosystem threatens to go extinct, but the first such
event is now knocking at our door: the mass death
of the coral reefs.

Almost all the world’s shallow-water coral reef
systems are now suffering bleaching episodes that
leave them severely damaged or just dead. It’s a
direct result of global warming: the added heat
causes the little coral animals to expel the algae
that provide most of their food. Then they starve to
death, leaving only the bleached “bones” behind.

That’s a poor design for the present circumstanc-
es, although it must have had some practical ben-

Small business is bleeding

Everyone knows you don’t kick someone when
they’re down.

But that’s what the federal government’s recent
budget did to many small business owners who
are struggling to stay afloat or striving to take
their new ventures to the next level of growth.

While the budget did include some small busi-
ness relief measures, it also increased the capital
gains inclusion rate.

The capital gains hike generated blowback
from groups such as the Council of Canadian In-
novators (CCI), who claimed the new taxes will
stifle tech entrepreneurs trying to grow their busi-
nesses and cause “irreparable harm” to Canada’s
entrepreneur-based economy.

Other groups worried the tax increase was an-
other nail in the coffin for Canada’s small busi-
ness sector. Dan Kelly, president of the Canadian
Federation of Independent Business (CFIB), said
he was concerned that the budget measures had
the “potential to demotivate Canadians from get-
ting into business in the first place.”

It’s not just crushing taxes that are hurting
small businesses. It’s also job-killing regula-
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tions. Earlier this month, the CFIB published a
blog by Simon Gaudreault, Chief Economist and
Vice-President of Research at the organization.

Gaudreault argued that we could dramatically
increase Canada’s productivity by reducing un-
necessary red tape and regulation. According to
Gaudreault, we could free up 205 million hours of
time, or approximately $11 billion of squandered
money, which could have otherwise gone toward
more productive tasks.

The CFIB’s most recent “Canada’s Red Tape
Report,” published in 2021, had a revealing find-
ing: although red tape ties up many businesses, it
chokes the life out of small business. According
to the report, the 2020 cost of regulation per em-
ployee for small businesses with fewer than five
employees was an incredible five times more than
for businesses with over 100 employees.

Canada’s small business owners tell me all the
time how they’re being stifled. An entrepreneur
shared the following with me a few months ago:
“The barriers to entry, compounded by the burden
of taxation and the absence of incentives, have in-
creasingly cast a shadow over the once-thriving

shared the “growing problem of cellphone dis-
tractions in class.”

What took them so long, and why does it need
some kind of provincial decree to tell a kid not to
be on their phone during class time?

Akid shouldn’t have to be told not to be on their
phone during class. That’s just common sense.

It must be frustrating for a teacher to be at the
head of a classroom only to see a student focused
on a phone rather than listening to the lesson.

The problem obviously starts at home.

I don’t know why a kid needs a phone in the
first place. Anyone they want to speak to, and
if you’re a kid, that’s another kid you know at
school, is probably only a few feet away for the
entire day.

The parents are paying for the kid’s phone.
They should explain the phone is a privilege, and
should apply rules about its usage before the kid
leaves home.

Pretty simple — this phone is for emergencies
only, don’t use it in the classroom.

The fact that this problem requires action by the
Ministry of Education is disturbing. The report
says teachers will undergo mandatory training re-

efit in the past to make it through the evolutionary
process at all. Given how many other environmen-
tal crises we are now facing, however, we could be
excused for just letting the corals go.

Extinction is not a measureless catastrophe, just
the normal end-point in the evolutionary trajectory
of the vast majority of species that have flourished
on this planet. Whatever is lost will be replaced
with something else, often something more inter-
esting than its predecessor.

The thousands of coral species died back, or
even died out, in each of the five great extinction
episodes of the past half-billion years, only for
identical or similar creatures to recolonise the reefs
when the climate moderated again. As Ariel sug-
gests in The Tempest, nothing is ever really lost. It
just “suffers a sea change into something rich and
strange.”

However, the current array of coral species has
a certain economic value to human beings (though
surely not the six trillion dollars claimed by the
World Wildlife Fund). Moreover, the corals have
a powerful emotional importance to the divers (in-
cluding my entire family) who actually spend time
with them. So many people are trying to save them.

The effort that has made the most progress is an
attempt at “assisted” evolution. It’s really a glori-

entrepreneurial spirit. Like many of my peers, I
find myself at a crossroads where the perceived
risks outweigh the potential rewards, a realiza-
tion that saddens me deeply. It is disheartening
to witness the erosion of confidence in the entre-
preneurial journey, particularly when confronted
with the stark reality that the risk-reward balance
no longer tips in our favour.”

One small business owner and founder be-
moaned the current state of affairs by saying that
“entrepreneurs are swimming upstream in Cana-
da today.” And yet another said: “I will certain-
ly not be endorsing any young person to start a
business in this country until things change dras-
tically.”

These heart-felt sentiments are a devastating
indictment of a system that is crushing the life out
of Canada’s once-proud entrepreneurial spirit.

Canada’s small businesses are bleeding, and
if we don’t stop the haemorrhaging by reducing
taxes and slashing red tape, a growing number of
them are going to go under or simply close up
shop.

fied form of selective
breeding, choosing the
most heat-resistant of
each generation of cor-
al polyps as the parents
of the next generation
and discarding the rest.
This may or may not include direct genetic modifi-
cation of the corals or their symbiotic algae.

A second intervention is working on a sort of
“coral IVF” (in vitro fertilisation) in which the goal
is to ensure that a large proportion of the “gametes”
(male and female) that are released into the ocean
when corals breed actually take root.

This may involve “coral condoms” to capture
large numbers of the gametes in a cone-shaped net
and move them to heat-devastated areas when they
can create new colonies. Weirdly intrusive, but it
seems to work.

And then there is the direct method: Marine
Cloud Brightening (MCB). Stop the bleaching at
source by putting a very fine mist of seawater into
low-lying clouds so that they reflect incoming sun-
light and cool the reefs beneath.

And if it all fails, don’t feel bad. The corals will
be back for the next iteration, even if we aren’t.

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Premier Ford announces construction of Highway 413
to beginin 2025

“We’re getting shovels in the ground for
new roads and highways... Highway 413
is going to be a game changer for the re-
gion,” said Ford, citing job creation and
travel time reduction.

Tim Gray, the Executive Director of En-
vironmental Defence, a non-profit that’s
been leading advocacy efforts against
Highway 413, said the announcement was
just “bluster.”

“The Premier is hoping that bluster is
going to help make people stay at home
and not say anything about this, but I think
he’ll be proven to be wrong...” said Gray.

Gray said Highway 413 will not save
drivers any more than 30 seconds. He said
allowing trucks to use the 407 would be a
much better way to alleviate congestion on
the 401.

“This highway 1is really not about
transportation, it’s really about enabling
sprawl,” said Gray. “It’s about building
a highway to enable big boxes and ware-
houses and low-density sprawl on land
owned by developers connected with the
Provincial Government.”

The Premier said the Province is going to
continue building highways and roads and
said “we have more exciting announce-
ments to come.”

The Province has started planning for
the release of the first early works con-
tracts for the highway, said Ford.

“It’s expected during construction, this
project will support 3,500 jobs each year
and add $350 million to Ontario’s GDP,”
said Ford. “We look forward to building
the 413 and to building Ontario.”

In an emailed statement, Caledon Mayor
Annette Groves said environmental impact

and road safety are key priorities for Cale-
don residents.

“With the Province moving forward with
the 413, Caledon will bring a strong voice
to protect the environment and consider
impacts to species at risk to the joint en-
vironmental working group announced
April 15,” said Groves. “We will also bring
road safety and traffic flow, especially at
planned interchanges in Caledon, to the
planning and design tables, so the needs of
residents and the business community are
balanced.”

Phil Pothen, the land use and land de-
velopment program manager for Environ-
mental Defence, said Ford’s April 30 an-
nouncement was “wishful thinking.”

Pothen said Highway 413 will not be
built so long as the federal government de-
nies permits that would see federally-pro-
tected species at risk and their habitats

destroyed; and, acts quickly to designate
Highway 413 for a full impact assessment
under the updated Impact Assessment Act.

“It’s not difficult to see why Premier Ford
chose (April 30) for his press conference.
(April 30) proposed updates to the Impact
Assessment Act, which were tabled by the
federal government as part of its budget
implementation law — very clearly restore
the power of the federal Minister of Envi-
ronment, and the federal Cabinet to ensure
the impacts of Highway 413 are thoroughly
examined — by once again designating 413
for Impact Assessment,” said Pothen.

Feds, Ontario subsidize
Honda for creation of new EV
production facilities

Honda will invest $15 billion in Canada to
create an electric-vehicle supply chain, including
four manufacturing plants.

The project will be subsidized by the federal
and provincial governments to the tune of $5 bil-
lion.

The announcement was made at the Alliston
Honda plant by Prime Minister Justin Trudeau
and Ontario Premier Doug Ford on Thursday,
April 25. The press conference also included
Deputy Prime Minister Chrystia Freeland, On-
tario Finance Minister Peter Bethlenfalvy, and
Vic Fedeli, Ontario Minister of Economic De-
velopment, Job Creation, and Trade.

New Tecumseth Mayor Richard Norcross, at-
tended on behalf of the Town.

“This is a very big day for the region, the prov-
ince, and the country,” Prime Minister Trudeau
said during the announcement. “Today, Honda
is making Canadian automotive history. With
this announcement, we will be investing to cre-
ate Canada’s first comprehensive electric ve-
hicle supply chain from start to finish. A whole
eco-system will be built with four new manufac-
turing plants in Ontario including an EV assem-
bly plant, a stand-alone battery manufacturing
plant, and two plants for battery components.
These investments will create well over 1,000
well-paying manufacturing jobs as well as many
construction jobs, and of course jobs all across
Ontario and the country for auto parts suppliers.”

Honda has set a goal of having electric vehicles
represent 100 per cent of vehicle sales by 2040.

“This deal is another example of our two gov-
ernments working together to rebuild our econo-
my, to create better jobs with bigger paycheques,
and we’re getting it done,” Premier Ford said.

It is expected that Honda will take advantage

The potential growth in sales from new people in
the community and new jobs in the community is
terrific and we’re really excited to see it happen.”

Mother’s Day is a special

fime for children to show their
appreciation for their mothers,
grandmothers and the other
special women in their lives.

Older children typically are capable of designing their
own Mother’s Day crafts or even shopping for gifts for
Mom, while younger children will likely need some
help from an adult.

Youngsters may not be able to take charge of Mother’s
Day festivities alone, but they certainly have the
energy and enthusiasm to chip in. Handmade craft
gifts are a thoughtful way for young kids to show their
love for Mom. Here are a few ideas that can occupy
even the youngest of hands.

HANDPRINT BUTTERFLY PHOTO CARD

All that is necessary for this craft is a printed
photograph of the child’s face, paper, scissors, glue,
and finger paints. The child should dip their hands
into the paint and make four handprints on paper in
some preferred colours. When dry, cut around the
perimeter of the handprints. These will serve as the
“wings” of the butterfly. Glue the picture of the child’s
face in the middle of a piece of paper or card stock.
Draw a butterfly body underneath it (or print out
a stock image to use). Draw antennae sticking out
of the child’s head and attach the handprints around
the head and butterfly body to make the wings.

HEARTFELT MASTERPIECE

Children can draw and colour all over a large sheet
of construction paper or another durable paper.
An adult can then use another sheet of paper to make
a frame mat of sorts, cutting out a heart shape from
the middle. Both pieces of paper are then trimmed
to the dimensions of a photo frame. The artwork
is placed first and then the heart matting on top so
that the artwork will show through the heart shape.
Frame everything together for a lasting memento.

FUZZY FLOWERS

Kids can make Mom a bouquet of flowers that will
never wilt. Print a photo of the child’s face and attach
it to a piece of circular card stock that is roughly six
inches in diameter. Have the child paint a popsicle
stick green, and then attach that to the back of the
round card stock. The child then glues small fuzzy
pom poms to the cardstock surrounding the picture to
make a flower. If desired, attach a magnet to the back
of the flower so it can be secured to the refrigerator.

Caledon Cavaliers RFC Spring Preview

Growth ontherugby pitchin 2023 and full speed ahead
in 2024 with Cavaliers Cup

Michele Iacovelli, President of the Caledon Cav-
aliers Rugby Football Club, has overseen much
growth and many improvements to his fledgling
local sports organization over the last year and sees
2024 as year to expect more of the same.

“We’ve managed to get more young people into
key volunteer and communication positions to
grow our program.”

Tacovelli announced in our interview that the
first-ever Cavaliers Cup will be played on Friday,
May, at Humberview Secondary School.

“Our Junior Girls Co-Captain, Lara Morrison,
has done a great job organizing our first high school
tournament and managing our organization’s so-
cial media. Our leadership is growing from with-
in the organization. Lara and her Co-Captain Lexi
Thompson are playing a key role in our five-year
plan. They’ve recruited like crazy and they’ve
done great work on and off the pitch. Seeing our
Junior player leaders thrive in positions of respon-
sibility has been a big plus for the organization.”

The Bolton resident, who hails from Worcester-
shire, UK, also spoke proudly of his son Nicolas
whose recent on-pitch accomplishments include
being selected for a GTA All-Star Team that played
in the Tropical 7’s tournament in Tampa Bay, Flor-
ida on March 29 and 30th.

“It was a very good experience for Nic. He’s
been heavily-involved with rugby for the last eight
years. Nic worked out with the Barbarians over the
winter in the Sports Dome in Aurora and managed
to secure a spot with the U16 Toronto Reds travel
team. He had a fantastic time playing in great fa-
cilities against strong club teams. The Americans
are pouring lots of money into rugby and I was im-
pressed with the quality of their teams in Florida.
The sheer size of the tournament was impressive
and the US is building rugby academies for year-
round outdoor training. He and Eli Giannopoulos
of the Aurora Barbarians were the youngest players
on the team. Nic was really happy to be there.”

The Toronto Reds Tropical 7’s squad that Iacov-
elli and Giannopoulos competed for was comprised
of five players from the Peterborough Pagans, two
players from Brock RFC, two players from Toron-
to City, and one player each from the Toronto No-
mads, Aurora Barbarians, Barrie Rugby Club, and
Caledon Cavaliers. Iacovelli noted that “The Reds
have put out their call for roster spots for the Trop-

ical 7’s as the organization rebuilds the U16 team
for travel in 2025. This is a great opportunity for
Nic and Eli to be core players after their experienc-
es with the team in 2024.”

Seeing players in his organization thriving in
these competitive settings is satisfying for the
President of the Caledon Cavaliers and Iacovelli
discussed other accomplishments during the 2023
season.

“Apart from being named the Minor Rugby Pro-
gram of the Year by Rugby Ontario, our biggest
achievement last year was to get together a Girls
Program with Lara taking the lead. She was able to
bring a whole number of girls from Brampton and
from Hall. We qualified for an $8K “Girls in Sport’
grant to get the program started. Developing the
girls’ program goes back to the organization’s roots
when it started over twenty years ago as a Girls
Rugby Club. A number of our female players are
putting back into the program already by assum-
ing leadership roles in the organization and getting
their referee certification so we can grow the sport
in Caledon.”

Tacovelli also pointed to so many of the players
in the organization getting certified in “Emergency
First Aid and Athletic Taping which is a good re-
sume item to help our student-athletes get summer
jobs in recreation.”

In addition to the initiatives undertaken by so
many individual Cavalier players, lacovelli also
spoke fondly of upcoming improvements to Pal-
grave Park that will be the home of the Cavaliers
RFC.

“The Town of Caledon is retrofitting the facil-
ities at Palgrave to create storage spaces for both
baseball and rugby teams. We’re looking forward
to changing the field’s football uprights to rugby
goalposts and for the additional fields to be built.
The Town has been so helpful in helping us secure
municipal grants to improve Palgrave. We’ll be
running our Minis Festival at Palgrave again this
season so that will showcase the improvements to
the pitches and help us grow rugby in Caledon.”

The most significant addition to the Cavaliers
for the 2024 season is Dr. Karen Chrobak who is
taking the reins of the club’s Junior Girls’ U16 and
U18 program.

In her introductory video to the community,
“Coach Karen” discusses her 27 years of playing
experience and notes proudly that she “plays every
Saturday for the Guardian Angels Rugby Club and

the Canadian Classics team.”

Chrobak—a Level 2 Coach and Level 1 ref-
eree—also notes in her video that she played for
Team Ontario for ten years and her range of playing
experience stretches from high school to national
levels of competition.

In addition to serving as a Chief Medical Offi-
cer for Rugby Ontario, Dr. Karen brings a wealth
of experience to the Cavaliers as their Junior Head
Coach. She preaches the importance of “the sister-
hood of rugby” and she loves serving as a “mentor
to young women in rugby and facilitate them not
only in their game of play, but in life.” She is fo-
cused on “growing grassroots rugby” in Caledon

and her cross-country network will be deployed
all season with visits by guest coaches to Cavalier
practices as well as former and current players from
across the country arriving in Caledon to work on
“special skills” with the U16’s and U18’s.

With a top-notch Head Coach leading the bur-
geoning Girls Program, a growing number of play-
ers achieving within and outside the organization,
the prospect of an improved facility in Palgrave,
and accolades pouring in from Rugby Ontario, Mi-
chele Iacovelli and his young leaders are steering
the Caledon Cavaliers toward achieving the imme-
diate and long-term goals of their five-year plan.

A new artificial turf field will increase
sports and recreation opportunities in Aurora.

Last week, a deal was reached between the
Town of Aurora, St. Anne’s School (SAS),
and Shining Hill Group to construct a state-
of-the-art $7 million turf field and park for the
Aurora community.

The facilities will be located near St.
Anne’s, which is located on the north side of
St. John’s Sideroad, just west of Yonge Street,
and will be part of Shining Hill’s Gates of
St. Anne’s community, currently being con-
structed at the intersection’s northwest corner.

“In partnership with St. Anne’s School
and Shining Hill Group, the Town of Aurora
is proud to support the development of this
state-of-the-art neighbourhood park inclusive
of an artificial turf, splash pad, playground,

and pickleball courts,” said Mayor Tom
Mrakas in a statement. “Partnership plays
an important role in fostering a strong sense
of community and has proven successful in
Aurora. The addition of the turf field and
park will not only benefit the students of St.
Anne’s but will enhance the overall quality of
life for all residents. We look forward to see-
ing the positive impact this project will have
on our Town for years to come.”

The new turf field and park will include the
field itself, which will be branded appropri-
ately for St. Anne’s and the Town, 500-seat
stadium-style bleachers, lighting for evening
games, facilities suitable for flag football,
rugby, field hockey and soccer, pickleball
courts, multi-use courts for basketball and
like sports, a splash pad, parking, and wash-
room facilities.

St. Anne’s Head of School Sabrina D’An-
gelo says the new field and facilities will help
the school “move into next-level program-

ming, which is really exciting.”

“It is a unique situation in that we have
partnered with the Town and Shining Hill
group. We have been conversing about it
since Shining Hill Group purchased all of this
property.”

As St. Anne’s is partnered with the nearby
St. Andrew’s College, which lies on 126 acres,
there has been “no shortage of field facilities”
for SAS students, but this new deal was a
missing piece that will enable St. Anne’s to
serve the needs of its growing population and
develop a “comprehensive athletics program”
that will parallel SAC’s offering.

“It’s important that we invest in our stu-
dent-athletes,”” says D’Angelo. “Because
of the unique connection and partnership
we have with the Town of Aurora and Shin-
ing Hill Group, we started to devise a plan
around the various opportunities that could
be afforded to the school, that would com-
plement and strengthen the relationship For
us, it was important to be able to leverage
some of the Town land for the school, and we
are also very big believers in having strong
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St. Anne’s School, Aurora, Shining Hill reach deal
on new turf field

connections with the community, so it was a
win-win-win — a win for St. Anne’s, a win for
the Town of Aurora and the local communi-
ty, and a win for Shining Hill Group,” says
D’Angelo.

“One of the really great features, particu-
larly with the two-acre turf field, is that it is
outfitted for field hockey, flag football, soc-
cer, and rugby, but we are also really excited
about it being lit, which we don’t have at St.
Andrew’s. Currently at SAC, games can’t be
played post-dusk, but now we have an oppor-
tunity to leverage the facility and host differ-
ent events. St. Andrew’s is very eager to see
this introduction as well as it adds a dimen-
sionality to their offerings.

Under the shared user agreement, St.
Anne’s will have the opportunity to use the
turf field for academic and co-curricular pur-
poses throughout the academic calendar.

Construction of the field is underway, and
it is hoped to be operational and open to the
public by the start of the 2024-2025 school
year this fall.
