Advocates hail new, “overdue”
aggregate policies in Caledon

Policies adopted at
Special Council meeting

Caledon has adopted new aggregate pol-
icies.

After a lengthy supplementary aggregate
policy study process, Caledon Councillors
voted to adopt new aggregate policies at
an October 7 Special Council meeting.

As a result, Caledon’s official plan will
be updated to prioritize environmental
stewardship, infrastructure development
and community well-being when it comes
to aggregate extraction.

The new policies are two years in the
making.

In 2022, a study found Caledon’s aggre-
gate policies were the weakest out of all of
Ontario’s top ten aggregate producing mu-
nicipalities. Caledon implemented a year-
long Interim Control Bylaw to prevent
new pits and quarries, which it renewed
for a second year, so it could update its
aggregate policies.

Eligible residents of Caledon and Duf-
ferin can now book referral-free breast
cancer screening.

On October 8, the Hills of Headwa-
ters Collaborative Ontario Health Team
(HOHC OHT) and Headwaters Health
Care Centre announced that women,
Two-Spirit, trans and non-binary people in
Ontario aged 40 to 49 can now be screened
for breast cancer without a referral. Prior
to October 8, referral-free screening was
only available for people aged 50 to 74.

The change comes as an expansion to
the Ontario Breast Screening Program
(OBSP).

“The expansion will provide greater ac-
cess and allow more people to take action
for their breast health,” reads an HOHC
OHT news release.

“In addition to being a certified centre for
the Ontario Breast Screening Program,
Headwaters Health Care Centre runs a
Breast Diagnostic Assessment Program
which helps expedite diagnosis and refer-
ral to a breast surgeon.”

For Canadian women, breast cancer
is the most common cancer. It’s estimat-
ed that one in eight women will develop
breast cancer in their lifetime. The disease
is treatable and curable, and the earlier one
is diagnosed, the better one’s chances for
survival.

Dave Pearson, Executive Director of the
HOHC OHT, said early detection helps to
save lives.

“According to 2023 data, only 62 per
cent of eligible individuals in our com-
munity are up to date with mammogram
screenings. In collaboration with commu-
nity partners and physicians, our goal is
to increase that number and decrease the
risk of breast cancer in Dufferin and Cale-
don,” said Pearson. “The OBSP expansion
will allow more people in our communi-
ty to self-refer for a mammogram earlier
in their life, increasing access to care for
those who may not have otherwise been
able to receive a referral.”

Statistics from April
to June showcased
at October 8 general
committee meeting

Highway Traffic Act charges have increased
by nearly 70 per cent year-over-year in Caledon.

On October 8, Caledon OPP detachment com-
mander Natalie Majer presented the police’s
quarterly report for the months of April to June.

One notable statistic from the report is the
number of Highway Traffic Act charges laid by
police.

From January to June in 2023, 6,683 charges
were laid. From January to June this year, 11,252
were laid. That represents a nearly 70 per cent in-
crease.

Majer said police have been able to patrol the
roads more through overtime shifts, leading to the
increase in charges laid.

“Our detachment has participated in a number
of provincially-driven traffic campaigns and local
ones,” said Majer.

The Caledon OPP’s Easter long weekend cam-
paign saw 676 offence notices written. During
Canada Road Safety Week in May, 795 were
written. During the week of Canada Day, 884 of-
fence notices were written.

In May, Caledon OPP collaborated with po-
lice airplane services and laid 26 charges, towing
three vehicles in which drivers were stunt driving.

Also in May, police did a joint blitz with the
Ministry of Transportation (MTO) on Highway
10. Police laid 107 charges and the MTO laid 24.
From 34 commercial motor vehicle inspections,
the MTO took eight vehicles out of service.

From January to June this year, there were
seven fatalities from motor vehicle collisions in
Caledon, four of which took place between April
and June.

Between April and June, police caught 67 im-
paired drivers in Caledon and 903 drivers not us-
ing their seatbelts. Police also caught 73 distract-
ed drivers.

In her presentation, Majer provided an over-
view of other crime statistics and police initia-
tives in Caledon, and answered questions from
Councillors.

Mayor Annette Groves thanked Majer for her
presentation and said she always finds the OPP’s
presentations helpful.

Town to complete
eco-friendly projects
thanks to Energy
Revolving Fund

Lighting, heater retrofits
among projects

The Town of Caledon will soon under-
take some energy and greenhouse gas-sav-
ing projects.

Caledon has a Corporate Energy Re-
volving Fund (CER) that is self-sustain-
ing. Money is added to the fund from rev-
enue generated by three town-owned solar
projects, energy incentives received by the
town, and repayments from CER-funded
projects by the energy savings realized on
utility operating budgets.

At Caledon Council’s October 15 plan-
ning and development committee meet-
ing, Councillors approved the use of
$207,711.20 from the fund to complete
five projects.

The projects include a lighting retrofit
at the Caledon Centre for Recreation and
Wellness; retrofitting end-of-life gas heat-
ers to electric serving arena stands in Pad 2
at the Caledon East Community Complex;

retrofitting end-of-life gas furnaces and a
water heater at the Albion Bolton Commu-
nity Centre to air source heat pumps and
an electric water heater; and changing a
failed gas water heater to an electric one at
the Lloyd Wilson Centennial Arena.

Ward 4 Councillor Nick de Boer said the
CER is great for Caledon as it continues
to save taxpayers money and contributes
to Caledon reducing its greenhouse gas
emissions.

A Town of Caledon staff report notes that
projects funded by the CER contribute to
Caledon’s energy and emissions goals as
set out in the council-approved Corporate
Greenhouse Gas Reduction Framework.

Staff estimate that the projects that will
be completed will save 700,478 equivalent
kilowatt hours of energy, remove 120.71
tonnes of carbon dioxide equivalent, and
lower operating costs by $37,069.23 annu-
ally.

Staff said the amount of energy saved
is enough to power 25 Canadian homes
for an entire year, and that the emissions
reduction is equivalent to removing 37
passenger vehicles from the road perma-
nently.

Invention, Innovation, and
Back to the Starting Line

It’s often said that necessity is the mother of
invention.

There is a lot of truth in that statement. How-
ever, maybe “invention” just has a better public
relations team behind it to push this idea.

It’s more accurately the case, in my observa-
tion, that necessity doesn’t always give birth to
invention, but rather innovation.

We don’t have to look very hard to find a few
examples of weird and wonderful — and, indeed,
not-so-wonderful — brainstorms that have given
way to equally weird and wonderful ideas rein-
venting the proverbial wheel. More often than
not, though, the most useful “inventions” are
innovations on something that already exists in
a bid to make whatever it is sturdier, easier to
use, streamlined, more user-friendly for people
of various abilities, more automated than its
predecessors, or even more equipped to pick
up your household or workplace wifi signal —
although, at this moment, I’m unconvinced on
why one would ever need a standing mixer that
is wifi equipped, but maybe those who spend
more time in the kitchen than I do can shed
light on that particular conundrum.

This week I had the pleasure of interviewing
a gentleman with a particularly practical inno-
vation.

Having embarked on a cancer journey at a
very young age, the resident, who thankfully
now has a clean bill of health, used his lived
experience and his academic know-how to
take an already-existing product, the humble
boxer-brief, in an entirely new and helpful di-
rection — specially engineered underwear to
provide additional, near-tailored support for
individuals who are living with or recovering
from pelvic injuries ranging from orchiecto-
mies to hernia procedures.

His is not a product created from whole cloth,
if you pardon the pun. Instead, it’s a clear im-
provement on a garment that has supported its
wearers in one way or another since the early
1990s. Still, the new spin opens up the door to
new users, customers, and the opportunity for
partnership with companies that make cooling
packs and other support products.

Yet not all innovations are created equal.

When I got to the office on Tuesday morn-
ing and washed my hands before settling into
a full day of writing, somehow the soap in the
bathroom, the label for which trumpeted the
viscous liquid inside as “2x Ultra” without go-
ing into further details on just what exactly had
been multiplied, ultra-fied, or turbo-ized didn’t
exactly impart the idea that the soap, cleans-
er and detergent market had been upended by
apparently “new and improved” super-sudzer.

As a kid, when staying up way past one’s
prescribed bedtime seemed like an exciting and
daring prospect, it was game over once I got
a small TV of my very own around my eighth
or ninth Christmas. Once it was installed in
my bedroom — well, it seemed like the world
was my oyster when I wanted to be particularly
rebellious and stay awake until 1 or 2 in the
morning just on principle.

Maybe I was weird, but try as I might, I’d of-
ten get sucked into infomercials while whiling
away those hours — again, on principle.

As much as all those “set it and forget it” ap-
pliances introduced by Ron Popeil found their
way onto my wish list for my ninth or tenth
Christmas, I questioned other innovations and
inventions that were also peppered in. I didn’t,

for instance, see the practical use in those odd
little gizmos that would pierce one end of your
egg and beat the whites and the yolks before
you even needed to crack open the shell — after
all, cracking an egg and beating it with a fork
isn’t exactly labour intensive and has done the
trick ever since the Renaissance made forks a
go-to eating and cooking utensil.

But, then again, the 90s were prime time
for unusual products and innovations. Who,
for instance, asked for clear colas? Don’t get
me wrong, for the brief period it was on the
market, Crystal Pepsi was my go-to bevvy, but
other than being the colour of Sprite or club
soda, what else did it really have going for it?
The same can be said of the also-clear drink,
Orbitz, which, for some reason, had colourful
globs of nothingness floating in it, apparently
just for kicks — but, unlike clear cola, I guess
the argument could be made that Orbitz walked
for a brief period of time so Boba could fly and
crack the North American market, but that’s not
always the case!

As much as we innovate, there are also plenty
of examples of everything old being new again.

Over the weekend, I couldn’t help but chuck-
le when turned from an evening newscast just
before bed, turned the channel, and settled in
with a head-clearing game show on a channel
dedicated to just that. Almost as soon as I land-
ed on the network, I was greeted with a com-
mercial for a “party line” in which the GTA’s
apparently “hottest” singles were congregating
for a night of yakking. Not having seen a com-
mercial such as that since the days when the
Ronco Food Dehydrator was the hottest, driest
new appliance on the market, I was astounded
that in the age of dating apps and other venues
that these phone lines have been rolling on un-
der the radar.

Then again, you might be reading this and
finding equal astonishment I haven’t “cut the
cord” on my regular cable service — let’s be
truthful with ourselves there, too. Another ex-
ample of everything old being new again.

When streaming services such as Netflix
first hit the market, what set them apart from
other “corded” services was they were cheap-
er, accessible from anywhere with an internet
connection, and commercial free. Given their
tremendous initial success, dozens of similar
competitors came up, as did streaming services
by big networks to recapture some of their mar-
ket share.

But, as the market flood slowed, and people
had to be more conscious about which sub-
scriptions they could afford and handle, Netflix
and its imitators began to limit where their con-
tent could be viewed, raised their prices, and
reintroduced humble commercials to their fare
— unless you wanted to pay an ever-rising extra
fee for the privilege of viewing what you sub-
scribed for in the first place.

The cord grew back — and is more innovative
now than ever before!

In this role, it’s always a pleasure to see how
members of the community are stepping up
with their ideas on how to innovate, whether
for their community or the wider world. Some
ideas might fizzle, some might go the distance,
some might draw upon old ideas, or offer a new
use for a venerable product — and as much as
the end result is important, so too is the journey.

Let’s keep ‘em coming!

Sharing The Road (& Costs)

In 1969 I moved from Montreal to Georgetown
where there was no public transit to Caledon to get
to the Mayfield Rec Centre at Bramalea Road and
Mayfield Road and no one ever thought of driving a
bicycle along unlit Highway 7 or Mayfield Road —
way too dangerous.

Fast forward to now where we see everything on
the roads, electric scooters, electric bikes, mopeds,
gas scooters, and so much more. So, now we are
seeing bike lanes everywhere, which isn’t a bad idea
but it doesn’t stop there; now many have pylons to
keep them and cars apart.

All of this makes road maintenance as well as
snow clearing a lot more difficult and perhaps very
costly. So, who pays to use these roads? Recently
the Ontario Government stopped charging passen-
ger vehicles for license stickers. Well, not exactly

true. A year before the passenger vehicle charges
stopped, I paid approximately $16,000. for the an-
nual stickers for my commercial vehicles. After the
passenger vehicle charges stopped, my bill for my
commercial vehicles jumped to over $30,000. So,
some of us are still paying to use and maintain the
roads.

But what about all these other vehicles, scooters
etc. that appear to be costing a lot more to maintain
these same roads as they are now very divided?
They are not licensed and no money collected to use
these roads.

I am fine sharing the road, so long as the costs to
maintain and repair them are also shared.

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Keep the momentum going...

Is that the sound of momentum building?
Just lately, if you lean in and listen, we seem
to be hearing more and more about the state
of illegal truck yards, ongoing traffic woes
and even truck and vehicle driver training
school scams. These are all issues signifi-
cantly impacting driving conditions particu-
larly around Caledon, but also those of our
neighbours to the north, south and east of us.
Indeed it seems according to a recent CBC
marketplace investigation, the entire prov-
ince is feeling the impact. While it seems to
have taken a long, long, time to get here, per-
haps we’re finally at a tipping point and the
momentum for meaningful change is grow-
ing?

Momentum looks like this: certain of our
elected, local municipal representatives are
working hard - both in the forefront and be-
hind the scenes - quietly making things hap-
pen when it comes to road safety. It looks like
the continued advocacy we’ve already seen,
plus hosting meetings with the kind of peo-
ple who can actually make key decisions im-
pacting our local roadways. It also looks like
elected officials voting in favour at Council
meetings, specifically to support recent mo-
tions that will help to direct more resourc-
es towards the fight against illegal trucking
yards by declaring a road safety emergency.
The hope is in doing so, our municipal gov-
ernment will begin to see more support from
our provincial partners.

Within some of the many small commu-
nities that comprise Caledon, momentum
also looks like this: the installation of speed
bumps to slow traffic down; flashing lights

atop certain stop signs in an effort to enhance
visibility and safety, and future promises of
pedestrian crosswalks or new full sets of traf-
fic lights at dangerous intersections, along
with installing advanced green lights at oth-
ers. These efforts are not going unnoticed
and while a fatal collision occurred just this
past week at one of these “enhanced” inter-
sections, it’s important we continue to do all
we can to prevent them.

Momentum looks like community involve-
ment: including the vocal, well-organized
and persistent new community group that
decided, after the tragic passing of a young
Bolton resident, enough was enough and that
advocacy for change needed the cumulative
voice of a united community behind it in or-
der to be heard. It seems to be working be-
cause momentum also looks like major news
outlets picking up (or revisiting) some of
the stories of what’s going on in our town,
putting Caledon squarely in the public eye.
Hopefully such actions will draw more at-
tention from those at the provincial level of
government who could fast-track the kinds of
decision-making that needs to happen now,
not over the next 3-5 years, in order to make
our roads safer for everyone.

Speaking of the uptick in Caledon’s “news-
worthiness,” I’d encourage everyone to take
a look at the CBC Marketplace investigations
available on YouTube. It’s pretty scary stuff
and one that requires the immediate attention
of our Minister of Transportation Prabmeet
Sarkaria. The investigation uncovered truck
driver training schools effectively “selling”
licenses, often after far fewer hours of “man-
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TALK CALEDON

datory” driver training than is legally re-
quired, and in many cases with NO in-class
or theoretical instruction, you know, like un-
derstanding weight and distribution of loads
and the corresponding distances required to
safely stop. Some are also apparently “teach-
ing to the test,” identifying ahead of time
which provincial testing locations demand
which type of testing (i.e.; specific forms of
reversing skills) and then teaching only that
version to ensure a passing grade is issued. It
further identified, thanks to a whistle-blower,
that some employees of the private company
overseeing licensing on the province’s behalf
have been caught taking bribes. The same
was shown to be true in a previous expose
on passenger vehicle licensing, with driver
training schools submitting paperwork “ver-
ifying” a mandatory number of both in-class
and in-car training hours had taken place,
(allowing for a reduced insurance premium)
when in fact they had not.

When questioned by the CBC, and also
while appearing on a talk show called “The
Truth Pill,” Minister Sarkaria acknowledged
there “are some bad actors,” out there and
that when the legislature opens on Octo-
ber 21 (reminder — it’s been closed for four
months!) “we are going to come with a leg-
islative package” to address concerns. One
hopes it’s a legislative package that will
meaningfully address the trucking and traffic
chaos happening now, but I’'m not convinced.

As evidence of skepticism, while the Min-
ister specifically mentioned hiring more
enforcement officers and the government’s
building of a $30 million facility in Thun-

der Bay to monitor
trucks along a key
transportation corri-
dor, Lise Vaugeois,
MPP for Thunder
Bay-Superior North
has pointed out the
facility seems to be closed more often than
it’s open. That’s not a good sign.

Some in the trucking industry are advocat-
ing for truck driving to be considered a skilled
trade, taught through vocational schools and
with apprenticeship style mandated hours
of on the job training. Indeed, technically
speaking, driver training schools fall under
the mandate of the Ministry of Colleges and
Universities, not the Ministry of Transporta-
tion so perhaps there’s an opportunity here to
regulate the industry differently, with more
“teeth” behind any new legislation.

Reputable truck driver training schools are
using tools like driving simulators and a va-
riety of new technologies to train, monitor
drivers and enhance road safety and these are
good things. But —and it’s a big one — contin-
ued forward momentum means we need more
action by our provincial partners to help get
rid of these so-called “bad actors,” because
the bad driving and life-altering consequenc-
es of accidents caused by these “actors” is
not an act.

With illegal trucking yards (and their re-
sultant increase in truck traffic) springing up
all over our community, Caledon residents
are at risk every, single, day. Momentum is
building, let’s make sure it continues.

50 years ago, women with a passion for
policing shattered a glass ceiling when
the Ontario Provincial Police welcomed
its first female recruit class — and, at their
Aurora detachment last week, trailblazers
came together to celebrate a half-century
of excellence.

“Today we not only celebrate the
achievements of all past and current
women in the OPP, but also the history
of women and leaders everywhere,” said
OPP’s Nicola Morris. “We each have
women leaders in our lives who inspire us
each day, whether they are a loved one, a
colleague, a friend, or maybe even some-
one we do not know well.”

The event brought together what Morris
described as “an inspiring group of wom-
en” who have travelled journeys of “per-
severance, aspiration, leadership and ex-
cellence.” It not only trained the spotlight
on women of policing; it also celebrated
trailblazers in the Canadian Armed Forces
and the Central York Fire Services.

“As a member of the OPP’s Commis-
sioner’s Command Team, and as a police
officer, and as a woman, I am proud of the
Women in Uniform members who serve
in the OPP today and who have served
over the past 50 years in all ranks and po-
sitions. We have come such a long way
over the past five decades,” said OPP Act-
ing Deputy Commissioner Karen Meyer,
noting women are now fully integrated
into all uniform roles across the Province.
“This is truly an incredible accomplish-
ment and a complete shift in our culture.”

Meyer currently leads OPP Corporate
Services and said with each new class
that comes through, she sees a talented
group who will “contribute to public safe-
ty, serve with excellence, and help change
lives in our communities.”

“When I began my career many, many
years ago there was a lot of pressure to
conform to being ‘one of the guys,” ‘one
of the boys.” There were very few women
constables; there was often only myself
as the one woman on platoon. There were
very few women in leadership or even se-
nior leadership roles, and there were very

few women to look up to as mentors. The
culture of policing was very male-dominat-
ed.... Fast forward, we know things have
improved, we know things are better. Wom-
en are regarded as equal partners. The po-
licing culture has evolved into one where
women are welcomed and respected.”

A self-described tomboy while growing
up, Police Constable Elizabeth Newton, who
serves the OPP in the Protective Services
Unit, assigned to Ontario Lieutenant-Gover-
nor Edith Dumont, the King’s representative
in the Province, said she “considered myself
one of the guys” when she began her career.

“I was once asked what challenges I faced
over the years,” said Newton. “I almost felt
insulted by the question because I never re-
ally thought about it, because I am one of the
guys — that’s how I perceived myself, that
it made no difference to me. Then I had a
lot of time to think about it and I would say

that truthfully, to me and my experiences,
the more challenging and difficult times that
I have had in my career have been with other
women.

“I don’t know why that is and I'll proba-
bly never figure it out, but my advice to ev-
erybody would be to be kind and bring other
women up with you; help them, it’s our job
to mentor those who are coming behind us.
That is our responsibility and we need to take
it seriously.”

Powerful messages were also delivered
by Inspector Jennifer Neatmz, Central York
Fire Services Captain Tamara Roitman, Mil-
itary Medic Captain Shannon Tyrrell (Argyll
and Sutherland Highlanders of Canada), Noa
Oirik, a previous OPP Youth in Policing Ini-
tiative Student, and Canine Officer Melissa
Pirie with Tytan. Live music was offered by
students from Richmond Hill’s Alexander
Mackenzie High School.

Meyer is now one of two Deputy Commis-
sioners within the OPP, serving as members
of the Commissioner’s Command Team,
which “makes decisions affecting police ser-
vices across the Province on a daily basis.”

“The OPP now has female members serv-
ing in roles where only a few decades ago it
would be unthinkable to appoint anyone oth-
er than a male officer. For today’s uniformed
members, having women serving in every
role is the norm, not the exception. We have
truly come a long way. While we have made
amazing strides, it’s still critical that we con-
tinue to expand diversity in our workforce....
Our community needs to see itself reflected
in its police department.

“Thanks to the bravery of those first pio-
neering women... and to those who serve to-
day. In the decades since, women today can
look forward to a successful policing career

in which no doors are closed to them.”

Classic Cream of Mushroom Soup

Prep time: 10 minutes Cook time: 25 minutes Makes: 6 servings

INGREDIENTS:
2 tbsp (30 ml) oil

1.5 Ibs (680 grams) mixed mushrooms (crimini, shiitake, oyster), sliced

1 cup (250 ml) yellow onion, finely diced
3 cloves garlic, minced
1tsp (5 ml) Italian seasoning

1/2 tsp (2 ml) each, salt and fresh ground pepper

4 thsp (60 ml) butter

1/4 (60 ml) cup all-purpose flour

4 cups (1L) chicken or vegetable broth

1 cup (250 ml) heavy cream

Fresh thyme or chopped parsley for garnish

DIRECTIONS:

1. Heat oil in a large soup pot or Dutch oven
on medium-high heat. Add mushrooms and
onions; cook, stirring occasionally until the
mushrooms are browned and the onions are
translucent, about 8-10 minutes. Remove
half of the mixture from the pot; set aside.

2. Add garlic, Italian seasoning, and salt and
pepper to the pot; cook 30 seconds until
fragrant.

3. Add butter, stirring until melted. Add flour,
stirring to coat mushrooms, about 30 seconds.

4. Slowly add broth, stirring to combine.
Allow soup to simmer, about 10 minutes.

5. Using an immersion blender, blend the
soup until smooth. Return reserved mush-
rooms to the pot.

6. Add cream, stirring to combine. Allow
the soup to simmer for about 5 minutes,
until thickened and creamy.

7. Serve hot, garnished with fresh thyme
or parsley.

Tips:
e Remove and discard the stems from
shiitake mushrooms as they can be woody.

 Replace the heavy cream with half-and-half
cream (10 per cent fat) to reduce the fat.

(voyNowadays, losing your
phone or tablet can feel like
losing a vital part of your
identity. With a significant
amount of personal and
financial information stored on
these devices, unauthorized
transactions can become a
major concern, To safeguard
yourself, it's crucial to follow
these preventative and

retroactive measures.

PREVENTATIVE MEASURES

1. Know where your data is stored: Wallets
store payment information either in the cloud, on
the device or on the SIM card. Knowing where the
info is stored is helpful in the event a phone is lost
or stolen.

2. Secure your data: Use strong, unique pass-
words or biometric locks, like fingerprints or facial
recognition, to protect access to your device. En-
abling two-factor authentication on your accounts
adds an extra layer of security. Never share your
PIN or password, and use different passwords for
your device and payment approvals.

3. Keep devices updated: Regularly update
your phone and tablet to ensure you have the latest
security patches.

5 ways to protect yourself online

(NC) BETWEEN WORK, entertainment and
staying in touch with friends and family, we
spend many of our waking hours living in a
digital world. While there are certainly many
benefits of being connected to the online
world, we're also increasingly at risk of cyber
attacks. Here are five ways to protect yourself
online.

USE PASSWORDS WISELY

By now, most people know that you shouldn’t
use easy-to-guess passwords for websites
and apps, like your child’s name or the word
“password.” Create a unique password for
every site you register with. That way, your
other accounts won’t be at risk if the site
is hacked. Each password should be at least
12 characters long and have a combination
of uppercase and lowercase letters, numbers
and symbols. If you’re worried about remem-
bering these, another more secure option is
to use a passphrase. This is a mix of four or

more random words, using a minimum of 15
characters, that are strung together that you
can remember but would be very hard for
someone else to guess.

SIGN UP FOR MULTI-FACTOR
AUTHENTICATION

Multi-factor authentication (MFA) adds an
extra step to the login process and an extra
layer of security to your accounts and devices.
MFA can be something about you (like a fin-
gerprint or facial recognition), something
you know (like a PIN or security question) or
something you own (like tokens or authen-
ticators). MFA helps ensure it really is you
trying to log into your account.

SHARE INFO SAFELY

Before entering your credit card number or
other personal information on a site, make
sure it’s legitimate. Scammers have set up
countless spoofed (fake) websites that pre-

tend to be the homepages of retailers and
banks to try to steal from you. Make sure the
URL is accurately spelled out, has HTTPS at
the beginning (the S stands for secure) and
has a locked padlock symbol beside it.

BE TECH SMART

Set up all your devices so that they require a
password to open them. Be vigilant in install-
ing software updates and patches as soon
as they’re available and set up automatic up-
dates wherever possible.

Be cautious when using Wi-Fi outside of
your private network. Avoid using public Wi-
Fi if possible; but if necessary, use a virtual
private network (VPN) to help protect your
information while using.

When you’re done working on a secure
site, use the log-out function. You can also
clear your browser’s cache and history
before and after you log onto a secure site
like your bank.

MONITOR YOUR ACCOUNTS
Even if you take all these precautions, there
are still chances a scammer could sneak past
your defences. Use an anti-virus software and
a firewall to help prevent and detect suspi-
cious activity on your devices and network.
You should also regularly review your bank-
ing and credit card statements for unusual
charges. If you do see something suspicious,
contact your bank immediately.

Hall Wolfpack stays undefeated
with edgy 25-21 comeback win
over Lorne Park Spartans

Robert F. Hall’s Senior Football team kept its
perfect record intact by defeating Lorne Park
25-21 in front of over 300 fans at the East Cale-
don high school on Wednesday afternoon

The two gridiron squads offered an electrify-
ing opening salvo for the fans assembled. Hall
(3-0-0) scored a touchdown on its first play from
scrimmage and Lorne Park (0-3-0) returned the
ensuing kickoff for a major to knot the score
at 7-7. However, the frenetic introductory pace
transitioned to a grudging war of attrition in
sunny, but very windy conditions.

In a sustained drive to open the second quar-
ter, Hall quarterback Tyler Ferlito and running
back Lucas Carson-Pedri spearheaded a four-
play combo that restored the Wolfpack’s lead.

Ferlito’s keeper Carson-Pedri’s bruising
off-tackle rush, and Ferlito’s gain off the end led
to a one-yard pass to a wide-open Carson-Pedri
in the end zone put Hall up 13-7. Liam Healey
kicked the convert and the Wolfpack led by sev-
en.

As Lorne Park’s impressive ground game
created yardage almost at will with a series of
off-tackle rumblings, the Spartans tied the score
at 14-14 on a recovered goal-line fumble and a
convert with 3:15 left in the second quarter to
cap off a 91-yard drive.

With 10.9 seconds on the clock, Healey
hoofed a 35-yard field goal attempt into the
wind and through the uprights to give the Wolf-
pack a 17-14 lead at half-time.

After a scoreless third quarter, Lorne Park
took the lead on an entertaining 90-yard pass
and run play.

With the conversion, the Spartans lead 21-17
with 7:13 left in the fourth quarter.

In a game featuring short kickoffs by both
sides, the Spartans tried squibbing the ball to re-
cover their own kick at centerfield but the strat-
egy backfired when the kickoff didn’t travel ten
yards. With Joseph Ferlito taking the reins of
the offence from his brother Tyler, the younger
Hall quarterback threw an impressive series of
strikes to Kymani Stanley and Nicholas Pagani.

Stanley’s athleticism was on display with
4:25 remaining in the game. The talented wide
receiver kept the Hall drive alive when he

caught a tipped pass in heavy traffic and was
tackled on the 1-yard line. Quarterback Tyler
Ferlito re-entered the game, handed off the ball
to Carson-Pedri, and the burly running back
rumbled into the end zone for the game-win-
ning touchdown at 4:14. Healey’s convert gave
Hall a precarious 24-21 lead.

After Hall linebacker and co-captain Mason
Burke sacked Lorne Park’s quarterback at 2:59
to force a Spartan punt, the Wolfpack recovered
a dribble kick. Healey provided insurance by
kicking a booming 65-yard single that bounced
through the end zone to give Hall a four-point
lead at 1:48.

Wolfpack defender Aadis Archarya ended
any hope of a Lorne Park comeback when he
recovered a Spartan fumble on Lorne Park’s 30-
yard line. Carson-Pedri put the game away by
grinding out his tenth first down of the contest
and the Wolfpack ran out the clock to preserve
its perfect record.

Carson-Pedri, who rushed for over 140 yards
and scored two touchdowns against the Spar-
tans, credited his offensive line for his remark-
able numbers.

“They were working really hard and the holes
they created were gigantic. I had lots of help
this afternoon.”

When asked how it felt to preserve the team’s
perfect record with his strong ground game, the
affable running back remarked, “It feels amaz-
ing.”

Carson-Pedri’s backfield partner, Tyler Ferli-
to, credited the Wolfpack fans that assembled
on the sidelines for the game.

“It was beautiful to play in front of our fans.”

He also offered kind words to his brother and
quarterback partner Joseph.

“It’s always fun to watch my younger brother
carve up the other team’s defence.”

Ferlito was pleased with his offence’s effec-
tiveness.

“I thought we were on the same page this af-
ternoon. Being in synch is the key to our suc-
cess. We had some big plays out there today and
Lucas ran the ball for big first downs.”

Behind the Camera at Thanksgiving

The family unit has changed with sur-
prising contradictions and complexity.

The rate of divorce is declining but more
people are choosing not to get married, and
the dissolution of those relationships is not
noted in Canadian Statistics. A whopping
1 in 5 children witness their parents sepa-
rate before they turn 18. Young adults liv-
ing with parents is the new norm with over
50% of adults in their twenties living with
a parent in Ontario and yet adult children
are cutting their parents out of their lives
on an unprecedented scale.

There is a rising tide of family estrange-
ment with 1 in 4 adults acknowledging that
they have terminated a relationship with
a family member, contributing to a ubig-
uitous cloud of loneliness that has seeped
into every corner of society.

The black and white statistics trickle
down into holidays and translate into es-
calated conflict between partners, in-laws

banging on doors or refusing to pick up
the phone, kids fought over and shuttled
like sheep from one home to the next;
raised voices, sobs, and silence. For most,
Thanksgiving was an echo of Easter, a
wash and repeat of family drama, seeming-
ly inescapable and unchanging.

I sometimes ask my clients in distress,
“If you knew this relationship wouldn’t
change, that it would look and feel the
same in five years’ time as it does today,
would you stay?”

We walk away when we give up hope;
and yet walking away can be as costly
as staying. If you knew Christmas 2024
would look very much like Thanksgiving
2024, would you make any changes?

Many of us feel hopeless and helpless
in the face of chronic family conflict. Our
families are like tangled webs of wire
twisted, welded, cut and scrap thrown
away. It seems an impossible task to right

the wrongs, reunite son with father, wife
with mother-in-law, and heal the riffs that
divide us.

In many instances, we are correct; it is not
possible to force an estranged child to the ta-
ble, or turn the volume down on a toxic ex.
There is no reverse button on time. We can
only move forward from here; but we can
move forward.

The old axiom holds true, we can’t control
what other people do, what they think, feel
and how they behave, but we can choose what
we do, what we think, and how we feel. As
Einstein famously said, “insanity is doing the
same thing over and over again and expecting
different results.” The challenge is in deciding
what to change.

Shortly, other brothers followed, one being Karl, a master carpenter. In 1955 they all moved first to v
Toronto doing construction sub-contract work and then to Orangeville. Soon afterwards Willy and Karl formed
Edelbrock Bros Ltd in 1958, which included both a construction division and a lumber yard, Northway Lumber,
later to become Mono Plaza. During the mid ‘50s through into the ‘70s numerous houses, cottages, offices, stores
and factories, about 700 units, were built throughout Orangeville, Shelburne, Fergus, Aurora, Guelph, Owen Sound
and Brampton to name a few locations.

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Old Mill Hub spreads its wings with new Phoenix
Gallery, providing unique space for local art

A building in Orangeville that was dev-
astated by a fire in the summer of 2022 has
risen from the ashes.

The Old Mill Hub (28 Mill St.), former-
ly known as the Mill Street Mall, is in the
process of converting its north hall into the
Phoenix Gallery, featuring work from local
artists.

“The reason we’re doing the Phoenix
Gallery is because after the big fire and the
devastation that we had, what I really want
to do is bring the arts back, and rise from
the ashes,” said Marshal Bobechko, Chief
Property Manager of the Old Mill Hub.

“We had five people lose their homes, we
had 19 businesses displaced, and at the end
of the day, I decided to not allow a trag-
edy to define us. But instead, build upon
that destruction and create something more
beautiful than it ever was before. That’s
the goal.”

By the end of the year, he said he’s hop-
ing to complete the Phoenix Gallery with
chocolate brown walls, vines, plants, and
an earthy feel to surround the art hung
there.

“It’s going to look like you’re walking
into a forest with art everywhere,” said
Bobechko. “That’s the vision I have in my
head.”

It’s completely free for artists to be fea-
tured in the Phoenix Gallery — the only re-
quirement is that they are local.

The gallery will also feature the build-
ing’s history, highlighting the beginning of
its story in 2021 when it opened the Els-
peth Art Gallery and was later rebranded
from the Mill Street Mall to the Old Mill
Hub. Its evolution over the years, the fire,
and its comeback will also be shared.

“I’'m really hoping that this will help
heal the community after that travesty, es-

pecially the people that lost their homes
and their pets in the fire, knowing that we
didn’t just leave it as a scar, but we made
it something beautiful out of it,” Bobech-
ko remarked.

Before the 2022 fire, the Old Mill Hub
was home to nearly 20 businesses. Since
reopening at the start of the year, it has
brought in several new and former busi-
nesses from a variety of industries. The
businesses that now make up the hub in-
clude a pharmacy, crystal store, art studio,
Jamaican cafe, denture clinic, and elec-

tronics repair store, among a few others.

Several newly renovated units located
along the north hall, adjacent to the Phoe-
nix Gallery, recently became available for
lease.

The footprint of the building is a bit
smaller than before the fire, but the park-
ing lot has been expanded, and there are
future plans to beautify a plot of land ad-
jacent to the hub.

Bobechko plans to further freshen up the
Old Mill Hub with an uplift at the front of
the building.

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Advocates hail new,
“overdue” aggregate
policies in Caledon

The Forks of the Credit Preservation
Group (FCPGQG), a local non-profit advo-
cacy group, followed the process closely
and advocated for clear, prescriptive, sci-
ence-based policies throughout.

In a statement, Caledon Mayor Annette
Groves said Caledon’s new policies are
forward-thinking and take into account
the needs of a growing community while
protecting the environment for future gen-
erations.

“A lot of work has gone into this over
the years, and I’d like to extend a sincere
thank you to our Town of Caledon staff,
stakeholders, environmental experts and
community members for contributing to
this comprehensive study,” said Groves.

FCPG member David Sylvester said the
group is thrilled Caledon Councillors re-
sponded to calls for stronger community
protections when it comes to aggregate
extraction.

“After enduring for years excessive dust,
noise, and traffic from the aggregate in-
dustry, policies grounded in cutting-edge
science to safeguard our families were
long overdue,” said Sylvester. “Most no-
tably and in what is thought to be a Cana-
dian first — Caledon adopted the World
Health Organization’s (WHO) 2021 global
air quality guidelines for particulate matter
associated with dust from aggregate oper-
ations. Many residents and health organi-
zations have long questioned why Canada
was sticking to the WHO 2005 limits for
PM2.5 when it is a proven carcinogen.”

A Town of Caledon news release states
the municipality’s new policies include
provisions to ensure sustainable extraction
practices in line with provincial regula-
tions; address community concerns such
as air quality, land rehabilitation and water

resource and natural heritage area protec-
tion; support infrastructure development
that benefits the community, including
road maintenance and transportation plan-
ning; and provide clear guidelines for the
review of future aggregate extraction de-
velopment applications, ensuring trans-
parency and accountability.

Caledon’s Commissioner of Planning
and Economic Development Eric Lucic
said the town has listened closely to the
community.

“We believe this policy strikes the right
balance between responsible resource use
and protecting Caledon’s environment,
providing a stable framework for business-
es while protecting natural landscapes and
local ecosystems,” he said in a statement.

A news release from the FCPG states
the new policies incorporate the latest sci-
entific research in areas such as air qual-
ity standards and monitoring; dewatering
and private wells; wetland and woodland
protection; safeguarding environmental-
ly sensitive groundwater recharge areas;
and requirements for blasting and flyrock
management.

The FCPG’s legal counsel, David Don-
nelly, said in a statement that Caledon has
become a leader in environmental action
through its new policies.

“There’s no justification for neglect-
ing critical scientific issues like wetland
preservation, climate change and human
health. Caledon is setting an example for
Ontario,” he said.

The FCPG noted in its news release that
the journey is not yet over — the group
said Caledon residents and councillors
must advocate to the Provincil Govern-
ment to sign off on and approve the new
policies.
