Caledon East will have a new public
school in time for the 2026-2027 school
year.

On December 19, a ground-breaking
ceremony was held to mark the start of
construction on a new public school in
Caledon East.

The existing Caledon East Public
School was built in 1971 and expanded
in 1998 to accommodate 254 students. As
Caledon East has grown, the school can
no longer accommodate the area’s grow-
ing population.

In response to Caledon East’s growth,
the Ministry of Education awarded the
Peel District School Board (PDSB) with
$32.4 million to construct a new school
that can accommodate up to 650 students.

The new school will have a four-room
childcare centre, creating 73 licensed
child care spaces for infants, toddlers and
preschool-aged children. The school will
also feature six dedicated kindergarten
rooms to support early learners.

The new Caledon East Public School
will be built by Quad Pro Construction
based on designs from MG Architects.
Construction is scheduled to be complete
by June 2026.

The old Caledon East Public School
will be demolished in July and August of
2026, and the new school will open its
doors in September of that year.

PDSB Chair David Green said he’s
deeply grateful to the Ministry of Educa-
tion for the funding for a new school in
Caledon East.

“Education is the cornerstone of prog-
ress and this new school will be an en-
vironment where students, teachers, sup-
port staff and community will be inspired
every day,” said Green.

Caledon’s PDSB Trustee Stan Camer-

on said the new school is a tremendous in-
vestment and marks a pivotal moment for
Caledon East.

“It’s not just about classrooms; it’s about
creating a space where families can con-
nect, children can thrive, and the entire
community can feel supported,” said Cam-
eron. “The replacement building not only
addresses the needs of our growing com-
munity but also sets the standard for mod-
ern, sustainable educational spaces — a
win for students, families, and staff alike.”

Rashmi Swarup, the PDSB’s Director of
Education, said the school will nurture the

future of the Caledon East community.

“With modern learning spaces and a
dedicated childcare centre, the new Cale-
don East Public School will be a first-rate
learning environment that will inspire both
students and families,” said Swarup.

Ontario Minister of Education Jill Dun-
lop said families in growing parts of Ontar-
io need to have access to modern schools
close to home.

“Our government is proud to deliver the
largest one-year investment in new schools
in Ontario history and I'm excited to work
with all our partners in education to sup-

said Dunlop.

By increasing the number of
students accommodated from 254 to up to
650, we are ensuring students and staff can
thrive in a new, state-of-the-art school for
years to come,” said Jones.

Caledon firefighters will get new cover-
alls with help from a Provincial grant.

On December 19, the Town of Caledon
announced Caledon Fire and Emergen-
cy Services had received a $74,000 grant
from the Fire Protection Grant Program,
an initiative of the Province of Ontario and
Solicitor General’s Office.

With the grant money, Caledon Fire will
purchase new polyfluoroalkyl substances
(PFAS)-free coveralls to use for non-fire
suppression activities.

Firefighters are often exposed to carcin-
ogens that can lead to cancer, and stud-
ies have shown firefighters are up to four
times more likely to develop cancer than
the general population.

According to the Town, the new cover-

Tall orders in power

vacuums

As the dawn of a new year approaches, a
particular tradition in my family is to pause
during the Christmas hubbub and tune into
the King’s Christmas Message as both a time
for calm and a source of inspiration for the
year ahead.

These messages are one of the rare instanc-
es where the Monarch speaks from their heart
in a speech that is not drafted by any of the
14 governments that share the same King,
giving us a unique insight as to what makes
them tick, and what’s inspired them over the
previous 12 months, through a non-partisan
lens.

Given this lack of politics, there are usual-
ly pearls of wisdom that set the tone for — and
remind us of where we might want to be — in
the year ahead.

This year was no exception. The King
spoke of his pride of being with Common-
wealth veterans this past spring to mark the
80th anniversary of D-Day.

“Their example of service and selflessness
continues to inspire, across the generations,”
said the King. “During previous commem-
orations, we were able to console ourselves
with the thought that these tragic events sel-
dom happen in the modern era. But, on this
Christmas Day, we cannot help but think of
those for whom the devasting effects of con-
flict — in the Middle East, in Central Europe,
in Africa, and elsewhere — pose a daily threat
to so many people’s lives and livelihoods. We
also think of the humanitarian organizations
working tirelessly to bring vital relief.

“All of us go through some form of suffer-
ing at some stage in our life, be it mental or
physical. The degree to which we help one
another — and draw support from each other,
be we people of faith or of none — is a mea-
sure of our civilization as Nations. That is
what continually impresses me, as my family
and I meet with, and listen to, those who ded-
icate their lives to helping others...

“On our recent visit to the South Pacific
to attend the Commonwealth Summit, I was
reminded constantly of the strength which
institutions, as well as individuals, can draw
from one another. And how diversity of cul-
ture, ethnicity, and Faith provides strength,
not weakness. Across the Commonwealth,
we are held together by a willingness to lis-
ten to each other, to learn from one another,
and to find just how much we have in com-
mon. Because, through listening, we learn to
respect our differences, to defeat prejudice,
and to open up new possibilities.”

We are lucky to come from communities
where the tireless work of so many to im-
prove the lives of their neighbours and to
better their streets, neighbourhoods, and the
towns they call home better places to live,
work and play, are routinely underscored,
recognized, and celebrated. The best part is
that these people rarely do any of their good
deeds for the kudos, but they are bestowed
nonetheless.

Yet, at the same time, when we look be-
yond our local communities to the province
and the country, the principles of learning
from one another, finding our commonalities,
and listening to what others have to say — so
long as there is no harm intended or done — to
gain perspective are often left by the wayside
due to partisan games. And there is certainly
little effort to build something special from a
foundational common ground.

Monday’s announcement by Justin Trudeau
of his intention to resign as Prime Minister

and leader of the Liberal Party as soon as
his successor is chosen by party faithful was
timely in underscoring this as well.

Given the pre-Christmas resignation of
Finance Minister and Deputy Prime Minis-
ter Chrystia Freeland, Monday’s announce-
ment really comes as no surprise as pressure
mounted on Trudeau from all parts of this
country to step aside and make way for either
a leadership contest, a Federal election, or an
unwieldy combination of both.

The timing, however, had something of
the surprise element as the writing has been
on the wall for Trudeau ever since the party
lost the June 24 by-election in the riding of
Toronto-St. Paul’s, a win which should have
been a slam-dunk for the governing Liberals
in almost any other circumstance.

Many pundits described the race, not inac-
curately, as a review of Trudeau’s leadership
as much as it was a bout between the Liber-
als’ Leslie Church, the NDP’s Amrit Parhar,
and ultimate Conservative victor Don Stew-
art.

The results being what they were, and polls
being what they were and continue to be, it
was confounding that Trudeau chose to stay
in place for a further six months and counting
until the resignation of his long-time Depu-
ty and one of his most staunch defenders
called it a day on her cabinet points, sending
a pointed message to the leader while doing
so, shaking the party to its core.

Now, with Monday’s decision to prorogue
parliament, kick off a Liberal leadership con-
test, and resign, we’re left with a power vac-
uum as the first pages of an extremely chal-
lenging chapter of our political history start
to be written.

Having a leadership vacuum as a new U.S.
administration takes place is best avoided
under the best of circumstance, but these cir-
cumstances are nothing to write home about
— and could have been avoided had common
sense — in the broadest of terms, not how any
one party defines it — prevailed.

Now, here we are — not only facing tariff
threats that will be nothing short of crippling
for Canada should they transpire as proposed,
but also facing increasingly audacious, un-
thinkable and downright ridiculous sugges-
tions and taunts from the incoming President
that our nation become the 51st state of the
union. Statements from the new Finance
Minister Dominic LeBlanc, who was present
with Trudeau at the Mar-a-Lago event where
the suggestion was first made, stating that it
was merely a joke from the once-and-future
leader certainly don’t inspire confidence and
suggest he’s learned nothing about how this
man operates from his first go-round.

So, where does that leave us?

Well, one inevitability that seems to be
coming out of this mess is there will need to
be a lot of soul-searching in Canada this year
on what constitutes the kind of country we
are, the kind of country we want to be, and,
essentially, who we are as people in order to
make that happen.

As the King suggested, a “willingness to
listen to each other, to learn from one anoth-
er, and to find out just how much we have in
common...[to] learn to respect our differenc-
es, to defeat prejudice, and to open up new
possibilities” is a good start.

It might be a tall order, it might be a very
basic blueprint, but taking the advice of our
Head of State certainly couldn’t hurt!

We are glued to the
set for shows such as Jeopardy, Who Wants to be a
Millionaire and Weakest Link. Along with the brain
teasers, the show hosts and contestants provide us
armchair trivia buffs with endless entertainment.

We are walking
super computers, capable of millions of computa-
tions per second.

All of our brain is constantly in use and consumes
a tremendous amount of energy.

Caledon Meals on Wheels
to receive funding

Dufferin Community Foundation (DCF) has
awarded its 2024 fall grants to five recipients.

The local community foundation announced
in a press release at the end of 2024 that five char-
ities have been awarded their first-ever Arts and
Culture Fund and Environment Fund grants.

“We are so pleased to be funding these proj-
ects, some of which would not be taking place
without these grants,” said Michele Fisher, Ex-
ecutive Director of Dufferin Community Foun-
dation.

The Arts and Culture Fund was awarded to
four local charities — Dufferin Children and Fam-
ily Services, Streams Community Hub, Caledon
Meals on Wheels and The Brave Canoe.

The Arts and Culture Fund provides grants to
organizations that advance the public’s appreci-
ation and awareness of the arts, community her-
itage and cultural traditions taking place within
Dufferin County. Each charity receives a grant of
$2,000 to be used for programs, projects, public
performances, forums and events.

“Arts and culture bring so many benefits to our
lives. Thanks to these grants, local non-profits
are engaging seniors through the arts, amplifying
young voices, and facilitating our understanding
of Indigenous teachings. The sheer diversity of
the programs is fantastic,” said Fisher.

Dufferin Children and Family Services
(DCAFS) will be allocating the funds toward

GLOW, a 2SLGBTQ+ drop-in support group, to
self-publish “Glowetry: The Word Book”, a col-
lection of art and poetry created by the GLOW
youth aged 14-18. The grant will allow the youth
to make physical copies of the book and distrib-
ute free copies to libraries, schools and commu-
nity organizations county-wide.

Caledon Meals on Wheels will use the grant to
fund an interactive program for seniors in Duffer-
in County that highlights different art forms and
cultural experiences while fostering social con-
nection, mental stimulation, and appreciation for
the arts. The program features four sessions with
a focus on visual arts and painting workshops,
dance and movements, and cultural storytelling.

The Brave Canoe, a community-based not-
for-profit focused on bringing Indigenous and
non-Indigenous communities of Dufferin Coun-
ty together, is looking to offer a three-session se-
ries in the new year which will feature interactive
and foundational Indigenous teachings. The goal
of the program, which will be open to all at low
or no cost, is to strengthen community connec-
tions and cultural understanding and to provide
insights into Indigenous worldviews.

Streams Community Hub will utilize the grant
funding to help amplify the voices of local youth
by purchasing upgraded microphones and au-
dio equipment, which will be used by their Sing
Song Club and Centre Stage programs. The new
equipment will enhance the quality of recording
sessions and live performances including con-
certs, recitals and theatre shows.

“This year, one of our goals is to increase the
capacity for our theater program. We want devel-
op the programming around drama on the stage a
little bit more for young people,” said Juli-Anne
James, Executive Director of Streams Commu-

nity Hub. “This grant is going to help us to get
some really significant equipment that is going to
quite literally amplify the voices of our youth.”
Dufferin Community Foundation also awarded
the National Wildlife Foundation with an Envi-
ronmental Fund grant, valued at $2,500.
The Environmental Fund grant is aimed at

organizations taking innovative approaches to
community-based environmental management,
including technological advances, environmental
education and stewardship of land and natural re-
sources.

“In the past, it has been tough to know who to
call when you see an injured animal. Now the
National Wildlife Centre is opening a facility to
serve wildlife in Dufferin County. We’re proud to
be supporting this with our second annual Envi-
ronment Fund grant,” said Fisher.

The grant money will be used at the new Na-
tional Wildlife Centre, which is scheduled to
open in January, to help provide critical medical
care to over 200 injured, sick and orphaned wild-
life in Ontario. The grant money will also be used
to train student interns in wildlife medicine and
inform communities about protecting wildlife.

They did so through Oshawa MPP and
Opposition Critic for Infrastructure, Trans-
portation and Highways Jennifer French.

French tabled the petition on December
12, and the province must respond to it by
April.

Carmela Anzelmo, a volunteer with
CCRSA, said it was great to work with
French to bring the petition forward. In
less than a week, the CCRSA was able to
gather 16 pages of signatures in support of
its petition.

Recently, the CCRSA has also begun
advocating to neighbouring municipalities
like Orangeville, Vaughan and Brampton
to join in the fight for safer roads.

“It’s not just a Caledon situation, it’s
happening everywhere,” said Anzelmo.

Anzelmo said the current fines for
those operating illegal truck yards are not

enough, and that the owners of these yards
just regard them as a cost of doing busi-
ness. She said if the province implements
stricter fines and penalties, it will make a
big difference.

“You can’t just take farmland and con-
vert it to whatever you feel like,” she said.
“We have to say ‘this is enough, we can’t
have any more’.”

Anzelmo said the CCRSA is organized
and ready to fight for safer roads for as
long as it takes. She invites anyone inter-
ested in joining the fight to join the CCR-
SA’s Facebook group, which it uses to or-
ganize and communicate.

The CCRSA was started in September
last year after Bolton woman Adrian-
na Milena McCauley, 23, was killed in a
four-vehicle collision at the intersection of
Coleraine Drive and King Street West in
Bolton.

Residents encouraged

“Everyone has mental health and it’s
likely we all will experience a mental
health issue at some point in our lives.
By pushing up and learning about mental

health, we hope to break down the stigma
so that Canadians don’t think twice about
reaching out for help.”

The Push-Up Challenge is free to partic-
ipate in and fundraising is optional. How-
ever, participants can choose to fundraise
and support the Canadian Mental Health
Association through the challenge.

“Participants of all ages and abilities
will push-up while learning about mental
health, with the number of daily push-ups
changing to reflect a vital mental health
fact,” said CMHA Peel Dufferin in a press
release. “Alternatives to push-ups are also
encouraged, such as sit-ups, squats or oth-
er alternative exercises. Progress can be
tracked through a dedicated app which
also allows you to easily fundraise and
see how your friends are going with the
event.”

The Push-Up Challenge has been taking
place in Australia for the past eight years,
with over 700,000 participants completing
1.2 billion push-ups and raising over $50
million for mental health.

This year marks the second time the
event will take place in Canada, run by
CMHA.

Last year saw over 49,000 Canadians
challenge themselves to complete 2,000
push-ups and raise an incredible $2.4 mil-
lion dollars.

After initial consultation with Groves,
Town staff began doing research on other
YACSs in Southern Ontario and their terms of
reference. Staff also consulted with Ward 3
Councillor Doug Maskell and Ward 5 Coun-
cillor Tony Rosa, both of whom have exten-
sive experience working with youth in the
education system.

Caledon’s YAC mandate is proposed as fol-
lows: “provide a voice for the youth of Cale-
don, while advising Council of important
professional, recreational, and social issues
concerning the Town’s younger population.”

“The purpose of applying this broadened
perspective is to maintain long-term flexi-
bility in topics that currently affect and may
in-future affect the youth population in the
Town of Caledon,” said Town of Caledon
staff in a report. “The Youth Advisory Com-
mittee could advise which types of initiatives
or events could effectively address the issues
they advise on without the need for the Terms
of Reference to mandate a specific youth-
based event or activity be held.”

The YAC will consist of between four and
eight community representatives (youth), two
members of Caledon Council, and three com-
munity liaisons.

Community representatives will be be-
tween the ages of 14 and 24, and representa-
tives in high school can earn volunteer hours
for serving on the committee.

The YAC will work to enhance quality of
life for Caledon youth by representing their
perspective on municipal projects, issues and
trends; identify opportunities to improve the
quality of life for local youth, inform budgets,
and promote programs, resources, initiatives,
and policies that impact youth in Caledon;
create and implement an annual work plan
that supports the identified priorities of the
2023-2035 Town of Caledon Strategic Plan
and goals of the Community and Human Ser-
vices Commission; and plan and implement
youth events, programs and initiatives in
partnership with recreation and culture staff.

She said skating on Palgrave Pond can be done
safely under the PPCl's extensive safety proce-
dures.

“While climate has meant the opportunity for
skating has been reduced, it has not changed the
safety procedures, so when the ice is open, it is
just as safe as it always has been, and when it’s
less safe, the rinks are closed — something the
community has always respected,” reads a docu-
ment prepared by Wilkins in response to the TRCA
and Town of Caledon’s decision.

In a December email to the Citizen, Caledon’s
Commissioner of Community and Human Ser-
vices Catherine MclLean said changing climate,
reducing ice cover and inconsistent temperatures
means that the pond ice is unstable and risky in
more spots every winter.

In a December email to the Citizen, TRCA Di-
rector of Development and Engineering Services
Sameer Dhalla said a changing climate and in-
consistent temperatures pose an increased risk
to anyone utilizing the Palgrave Pond for skating.

Caledon Admirals cool off in New
Year after 4-1 win in North York
and hard-fought 2-2 tie against the
#1-ranked Trenton Golden Hawks

Rookie-laden hockey teams like the
Caledon Admirals are prone to peaks and
valleys in their performance as players ad-
just over the course of 56-game schedule to
the rigors of the OJHL.

After a sustained improvement to close
out the 2024 portion of their schedule, the
young club started 2025 with a pair of dis-
appointing losses: a 5-0 whitewashing at
the hands of the Mississauga Chargers and
9-4 loss on home ice to the King Rebellion.

Head Coach Chris Taylor took the latest
setbacks in stride and felt that the Christ-
mas layoff affected his surging hockey club
adversely.

“We had been off for ten days when we
played Mississauga. The guys came out flat
and it was a lack of maturity. To their cred-
it, the Chargers came at us from the start.

4-1 in North York in their last Sunday game
before Christmas. Even more impressive
than their decisive road win in Toronto was
the Admirals’ hard-fought 2-2 double over-
time tie earned on Thursday night against
the high-flying Trenton Golden Hawks—
the #1-ranked team in the Canadian Junior
Hockey League.

The Admirals’ recent remarkable run,
during which they have compiled a 5-8-1-0
record after opening the season 1-20-0-0,
has had an impact on the team’s demeanor
and this was evident in North York during
their matinee at Herb Carnegie Arena.

Although the Rangers opened the scoring
when Tyron Fevry beat Caledon goaltender
Blake Sloan only 36 seconds into the con-
test, the Admirals responded immediately
to the home side’s opening cannon fire. At
1:28, the Admirals fired back when Stefano
Fiorini beat North York netminder Nico-
las Morvan, a PJHL callup who was hav-
ing a fine year between the pipes with the
Schomberg Cougars. Fiorini’s tying goal
was set up by Curtis Freeman’s 13th assist
of the season.

Just over two minutes later, Cam Lang’s
team-leading 20th assist set up Nasser
Abou-Marie’s power play goal to give the
visitors a 2-1 lead and the young Caledon
team exuded confidence for the rest of the
contest.

Coach Taylor noted that the Lang and
Abou-Marie have been a potent combina-
tion for the team.

Shylen McGahey augmented the Admi-
rals’ lead at 6:40 of the middle frame and
Lang’s unassisted marker one minute into
the third period provided Caledon with a
three-goal lead to subdue North York.

Lang’s marker had a big impact on the
team, according to Coach Taylor.

“Cam’s breakaway goal put the game
away. It gave us some relief on the road
and you could tell that the goal finished off
North York.”

Beating the Rangers on the road was an
uplifting win for the Admirals, but steal-
ing a point from the best Junior A team in
Canada the following week at the Mayfield
Icebox served as a high water mark for
Caledon thus far in the 2024-25 campaign.

Caledon netminder Calem Yorke turned
aside 41 of 43 shots to earn the tie versus
the juggernaut that is the Trenton Golden
Hawks (28-3-2-0). Trenton’s .879 winning
percentage led the OJHL at the Christmas
Break, but the Admirals seemed unfazed
when it hosted the nation’s top-ranked Ju-
nior A club.
