Black bear reported at Island Lake Conservation Area

Credit Valley Conservation (CVC) is
advising area residents and visitors to
Island Lake Conservation Area in Oran-
geville that a black bear has been report-
ed on the big island by Bob’s Bridges (part
of the Vicki Barron Lakeside Trail) inside
the conservation area.

CVC 1is coordinating with police and
conservation officers, and have posted
warnings at all entrances to the conser-
vation area.

CVC advises that, until further notice,
all visitors are to stay away from the lands
and waters making up the eastern arm of
the Island Lake Conservation Area (any
area east of Hurontario Street North).
People are also asked to notify conserva-
tion area staff if a bear is observed any-
where in or near the site by calling 519-
941-6329.

Bears are complex, intelligent animals
and no two encounters are alike. If you
encounter a black bear, there is no single
strategy that will work in each situation,
but you can minimize your risk by follow-
ing these guidelines provided by Parks
Canada:

* Keep calm. Think ahead; your brain is

your best defense against a bear attack.
Plan how to respond if you encounter a
bear.

* Don’t run. Bears can easily outrun you.
By running you may trigger an attack.
Make yourself less vulnerable. Pick up
small children and stay in a group.

* Give the bear space. Back away slowly
and talk in a soft voice. Do not approach
the bear or make direct eye contact.

* Leave the area or make a wide detour.
If you cannot leave, wait until the bear
moves out of the way and ensure that it
has an escape route.

* The bear may approach you or rear up
on its hind legs. Bears are often curious.
If one stands on its hind legs, it is most
likely trying to catch your scent; this is
not necessarily a sign of aggression. Back
away slowly and talk in a soft voice.

* Do not drop objects, clothing or food
to distract the bear. If the bear receives
food, it will have been rewarded for its
aggressive behaviour, thereby increasing
the likelihood that it will repeat that be-
haviour again.

+ Watch for aggressive behaviours. A
bear may display aggression by swinging

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Judge found no basis for allegations against Mayor

The ruling was decisive.

Mr. Justice Peter Daley of the Superior
Court of Justice came down with his 15-
page ruling last Wednesday that threw
out conflict of interest allegations against
Mayor Allan Thompson, and awarded
costs.

The allegations had been brought by
Kelly Darnley and later by Charles Bris-
toll.

It was also clear in the days that fol-
lowed that Thompson was very relieved
and happy with the decision.

He also pointed out it was not a trial,
but a preliminary hearing to see if there
was sufficient evidence to go to trial.

Daley noted Darnley’s action was start-
ed in July 2015, and Bristoll’s followed in
February.

“I have concluded that, on examining
the entire record, there is an absence of
evidence with respect to critical aspects of
the applicant’s claims,” the judge wrote in
reference to Darnley. “In several instanc-
es, there are also evidentiary gaps, and
as such no reasonable inferences in Darn-
ley’s favour can be drawn.”

“It is clear upon review of the applicant
Darnley’s evidence that at the heart of the
application is her concern over planning
and development, particularly in Bolton
when compared with Mayfield West,”
he added. “Further, there is no evidence
whatsoever that the respondent had a
pecuniary interest that was present and
real at the time of any impugned vote. A
potential or speculative pecuniary inter-
est is not sufficient.”

Daley added the application from Bris-
toll was “simply piggybacking on the
Darnley application and its evidentiary
record contains no cogent evidence what-
soever in support of the allegations made
by that applicant.”

The allegations centred around lands
Thompson had interest in while land use
planning decisions were being made at

the Town and Peel Region.

The ruling noted Thompson held no mu-
nicipal office until November 2003.

Caledon’s Official Plan calls for growth
to be centred around Bolton, Caledon East
and Mayfield West, and that was estab-
lished before Thompson was on council.

The Town and Region started a detailed
planning process for Mayfield West in
2003, and the Region established the first
phase settlement area in Mayfield West
in December 2005, when Thompson sat
only on Caledon council.

The Province had also brought in the
Places to Grow Act, which set out where
population and employment growth could
occur, and the ruling noted that about 80
per cent of Caledon’s land area is restrict-
ed from development.

It also made mention of property owned
by Thompson on Heritage Road which he
has farmed with his family. But it was
also noted these lands are not part of ei-
ther phase of the Mayfield West develop-
ment, Alloa lands or the GTA West Corri-
dor study area. It’s about five kilometres
away from the second phase of Mayfield
West.

The ruling stated the Thompsons re-
ceived an unsolicited offer from a num-
bered company to buy the Heritage Road
property, and while Thompson suspected
a developer was behind the offer, he didn’t
know which one. The evidence indicat-
ed the family decided to sell, in view of
factors like his father’s age and the fact
Thompson was running for mayor at the
time.

Daley stated there was no evidence that
Thompson knew Primont Homes was the
buyer until Sept. 19, 2014, nore did the
company request any resolution from the
Town during that time. He also stated
Thompson didn’t vote on any resolutions
involving the company.

Daley found no conflicts on any votes
at council that Thompson took part in re-
garding Mayfield West.

Don’t drive with open alcohol in car

A 35-year-old man from Caledon is fac-
ing a couple of charges, including having
open liquor in his vehicle.

Caledon OPP reports the man was
stopped Saturday at a Reduce Impaired
Driving Everywhere (RIDE) spot check
in Palgrave. Officers quickly noticed a
strong smell of alcohol in the breath of
the driver of a blue Ford Fiesta. He failed

on the road side breath test and was ar-
rested.

Police added the investigation re-
vealed the open container. The driver was
charged with that, as well as driving with
more than the legal limit of alcohol.

His licence was suspended for 90 days
and the car was impounded for seven
days.

“Any such vote took place many years
after the decision was made in 1997 and
2003 to develop this area . . . lands within
the Mayfield West boundary were five to
seven kilometres from the Heritage Road
property,” the ruling stated.

The judge added there was no contra-
diction of Thompson’s assertion that there
will not be any development of those lands
for at least 50 years, and that there are
thousands of acres between the property
and Mayfield West.

Not surprisingly, this affair has been an
ordeal for Thompson and his family.

“I wouldn’t wish this smear campaign
on my worst enemy,” he told the Citizen
over the weekend.

Thompson also said he felt frustration
because he couldn’t respond publicly to
the allegations, on the advice of his law-
yers.

Thompson said selling the property was
“the toughest thing I ever had to do in my
life,” pointing out it had been in his fami-
ly for about 200 years. He added it was a
family business decision. The agent who
approached him was protecting the iden-
tity of who he was working for. He also
said it was part of a long-term investment

for them.

Darnley expressed her disappointment
with the ruling in a statement she issued
Tuesday.

“The conflict of interest act permits a
resident to come forward with concerns;
which, with the public interest in mind,
I did,” she stated. “I encourage other res-
idents to come forward and hold their
elected officials accountable to the public
they are entrusted to ethically represent.”

She also said the case exposed dealing
Thompson had with well-known develop-
ers.

“Unfortunately Justice Daley dismissed
the case,” she observed.

Darnley also noted that each side has
been asked to submit their arguments for
costs within 30 days.

“I, for one, do not believe members of
the public should be penalized for exer-
cising their democratic rights in Ontario,”
she stated.

“It was overwhelming to have received
so many messages and calls from friends
and complete strangers offering their sup-
port,” she concluded. “Thank you.”

Efforts to obtain comments from Bris-
toll were unsuccessful.

a study of curbs and sidewalks on Cred-
itview Road in Cheltenham. His motion
called for including a feasibility study de-
signtoextendthesidewalks. Theprovisions
in that amendment involving Cheltenham
were adjusted before it was approved.

“This is money we have in reserve for
this purpose,” he remarked.

Councillor Barb Shaughnessy was
pleased with the provisions for Alton,
pointing out water and hydro are “desper-
ately” needed in the square.

“How can you go wrong with kids need-
ing play parks?” she asked.

Shaughnessy tried to get $45,000 add-
ed to expenditures for a Caledon village
study, looking at land use, traffic and ser-
vicing, but in the end, the matter was re-
ferred back to Town staff.

She apologized to her colleagues for
bringing this forward so late in the pro-
cess, but pointed out the situation with
Highway 10 running through the village
has been an issue for years, and the Min-
istry of Transportation (MTO) has indi-
cated it wants something on paper before

it will act.

There were some arguments that this
wasn’t a lot of money to add to the budget
(Haire said it would represent about an-
other dollar to the average tax bill). But
Councillor Nick deBoer wondered about
the likelihood of anything useable coming
from the study.

General Manager of Community Ser-
vices Peggy Tollett told Mezzapelli there
would be no money coming from MTO to
fund such a study.

“We've got very little information,” de-
Boer maintained, adding the matter re-
quired a staff report and some discussion.

“I don’t think we’re going to get any-
thing out of it,” Councillor Gord McClure
added.

Councillor Johanna Downey could see
value in principle with what Shaughnessy
was trying to do, but she had problems
with the way the matter was brought to
the table.

“There’s a process which we follow,” she
observed.

Mayor Allan Thompson agreed the mat-
ter was late in coming, but stressed the
issue has been around for years.

Electoral reform: a
dead issue?

We wonder how many Canadians will take the time to peruse
the federal Liberals’ latest tactic as the party attempts to carry out
Prime Minister Justin Trudeau’s promise that last year’s federal
election will be the last of its kind.

His promise was first made during the election campaign, when
a clear issue was the fact that the Conservatives had won a major-
ity government in 2011 with less than 40 per cent of the popular
vote.

At that time, Trudeau obviously didn’t know that his Liberals
would accomplish the same feat, winning a similar majority with
just 39 per cent of the popular vote.

However, the government did appoint an all-party committee
with a mandate to study the various options, and last week it did
suggest that a referendum be held on some form of proportional
representation.

In our opinion, such a referendum would almost certainly pro-
duce a preference for the status quo once it became clear that with
proportional representation at least some of the seats in the Com-
mons would be occupied by MPs who had no local constituency.

Dissatisfaction with the committee’s recommendation probably
lay behind the government’s latest tactic — a lengthy online inter-
active survey on electoral reform.

Through a new online portal called MyDemocracy.ca, Canadians
are being asked no fewer than 31 questions, none of which seeks
opinions as to whether there should be a referendum on electoral
reform. The deadline for responses is Dec. 30.

The Liberals describe the website MyDemocracy.ca as an “inno-
vative way to join the conversation on electoral reform,” and con-
tends taking part in the survey will take “only a few minutes.” Yet
The Canadian Press found a paper printoff of the section was more
than 30 pages long.

The survey, by Toronto-based Vox Pop Labs, asks respondents to
rate their level of agreement to 20 “propositions” labelled “values.”
The five-point scale ranges from “strongly disagree” to “strongly
agree.”

One proposition states: “A ballot should be easy to understand,
even if it means voters have fewer options to express their pref-
erences,” while another says: “Voters should be able to express
multiple preferences on the ballot, even if this means that it takes
longer to count the ballots and announce the election result.”

A separate backgrounder, “Democracy in Canada,” outlines
some of the ways Canadians might cast their votes — pick one
candidate, rank them or choose multiple candidates without rank-
ing them.

But a check of the website Monday confirmed that none of the 31
questions dealt with the possibility of a modified “first past the post”
election — provision of a run-off election in any riding where the
candidate who topped the polls received fewer than half the votes.

In all probability, this absence is a product of the parties’ prefer-
ences. The Conservatives clearly like the existing system, where-
as the Liberals would like preferential ballots and the NDP and
Green parties would prefer proportional representation.

The real problem with the runoff alternative is that while ensur-
ing that all MPs were preferred by a majority of their constituents,
it wouldn’t necessarily benefit any party.

Assuming that the runoffs took place 30 days after the general
election, voters would all know the results and might well behave
in much the same way as they do in byelections, tending to vote
against the party in power.

Our suggestion would be that the concept be tested in the 2019
election, with runoffs only in ridings where the winner had under
40 per cent of the total votes. If the system won general approval,
the long-term objective would be to have all those elected obtain
the support of at least half the voters.

When you make the delivery of emergency frozen meals to
seniors being served by Meals on Wheels, or when you help in
restoring a playground at a women’s shelter or when you are
presenting dictionaries to Grade 3 students — that is when you
have the chance to be a Rotarian.

A lot of members of Rotary say that when they first partici-
pated in an international project such as a Polio Plus Immuni-
zation Day in a far off country or helped deliver school supplies
in Central America that is when they became a Rotarian.

How great was Fidel?

Over the last couple days, I have encoun-
tered a couple of people who have been to
Cuba.

Some of them have been there multiple
times.

It makes me feel a little inadequate to re-
alize I've only been there once, and that was
more than 40 years ago.

Like so many others, I have been think-
ing of Cuba a lot in light of the death of Fi-
del Castro.

He ran the country for many years, and
there are vast differences of opinion as to
how good a job he did, and many of them
have been dredged up over the last sever-
al days. I have my own opin-
ions, some of them based on
the seasoned observations
of a 17-year-old kid who
was making his first (and so
far only) visit to a commu-
nist country. Suffice to say I
was glad at the time I didn’t
live there. And based on my
memories of the place, my
mind has not changed much.

I was there not long after
Canadians started visiting

of the “The Revolution is endless” variety.

We were herded onto tour buses, which
were just about the snazziest buses I have
ever been on, before orsince. They even had
bars. I had my first legal beer riding on a
bus into Havana.

There was a tour guide on the bus, point-
ing out various sights of interest, with
much positive reference made to Fidel (they
always referred to him by his first name),
and many negative references to that “bad
man,” namely Fulgencio Batista, the man
Fidel overthrew.

There were also a lot of references to how
bad the United States was (remember this
was 1975, when Gerald Ford
was president and Americans
were still licking the interna-
tional wounds they had en-
dured from Vietnam). There
was one very interesting ex-
ception. We passed a park,
and in the middle of it was a
memorial pedestal bearing a
bust of Abraham Lincoln.

While riding in these snaz-
zy buses, we of course could
observe the other vehicles on

the island, and long before
Americans would have gone.

My memories, however, are
not so much about geopolitics
as they are about a young man experienc-
ing for one of his first times a different cul-
ture. I had been to Montreal on a school trip
a couple of months before. I lived for a cou-
ple of days with a family who would switch
from English to French and back again eas-
ily; often in mid-sentence. But I was still in
the country in which I had been born and
raised.

Cuba was something else. It was a culmi-
nation of something my parents had prom-
ised my brother and I — namely that there
would be one major trip abroad (actually,
another sprang up later, but that’s the topic
of another column).

The trip had been planned for some time,
with developments in the planning stag-
es being unveiled at certain intervals. For
example, I came home from school one day
and my mother greeted me with an an-
nouncement that she had learned two cru-
cial facts about Cuba.

“I've got good news and bad news for you,”
she said.

The bad news was we would all require
inoculations before we could get into the
country. What the hell! I was a big boy by
then. I could handle a needle.

The good news is there was no drinking
age in Cuba. That was a major consider-
ation for a kid who had not yet reached
the legal drinking age, which in those days
was 18. Of course I had taken a few illicit
snorts, as had most of the contemporaries I
had hung around with, but I had never got
into serious drinking. I think most people
remember their first hangover. I sure re-
member mine. It came in Cuba.

On yeah. My mother was mistaken. As
things turned out, we didn’t need needles.

It was a memorable trip for other reasons
too.

We flew out Boxing Day 1975, and the
morning came with a major blizzard. In-
deed, the airport limo we had ordered never
showed, so we drove ourselves to the air-
port, dropping a spare set of car keys with
my uncle who lived on the way so he could
drive the car to our home later (no one in
my family ever acknowledged it, but I was
the one who came up with that idea). The
good news was there were a lot of passen-
gers in the same mess as us, so the flight
was delayed a couple of hours.

The point is we flew out of a blizzard and
landed in sunshine.

Once we were off the plane, it was obvious
this was a different culture.

There were posters bearing Fidel's face
everywhere one looked, and many of them
also bore a message (in Spanish of course)

the road. It looked like a scene
right out of the 1950s, al-
though the taxis were clearly
a lot more contemporary (“70s
vintage Chevs). And I felt a certain amount
guilt viewing from the bus I was on the bus-
es that the local population was expected to
use. Paul Bernardo gets better transporta-
tion when he has to appear in court.

There was obvious adoration for Fidel.
We were guided through many interesting
places during the week we were there, and
one of the people of the tour asked a guide
where Fidel lived.

“He lives in the hearts of the people,” he
replied with a broad smile.

There were a couple of reactions to that,
and I thought my brother’s was the best —
“Home is where you hang your hat,” he ca-
sually said.

Being tourists, we were being told stuff
the government wanted us to know, and
nothing more. And we were Canadian tour-
ists, meaning we were treated nice, but
there were other tourists who were treated
better.

We were there for New Year’s Eve, and
there were parties held throughout the Na-
tional Hotel, which was the swanky place
in Havana in its day. The Canadians were
stuck in one of the side rooms, which was
nice enough. The people visiting from the
Soviet Union got the plumb placements.

You knew where you stood when you
were in Cuba, and you knew Fidel was the
man in charge. And you also knew who was
on his good side.

But there is an argument that didn’t have
to be.

Former American president Harry S.
Truman believed it was lack of action on the
part of his successor Dwight Eisenhower
that allowed the Soviets to buddy up with
Fidel.

In the early ‘60s, Truman sat for a series
of interviews with writer Merle Miller, and
they were the basis of the book Plain Speak-
ing, which was published a couple of years
after Truman’s death.

In the book, Miller recounted how Tru-
man explained how he would have handled
Fidel.

He would have invited Fidel to the White
House, confident that he would have come.

Once there, Truman said he would have
complimented Fidel on the success of the
revolution, and would have offered him any
help he might need.

“Now Fidel, I've told you what we’ll do for
you,” Miller quoted him as saying. “There’s
something you can do for me. Would you get
a shave and a haircut and take a bath?”

We'll never know if Truman would have
actually done that. How different might the
world have been?

Auditor General’s report highlights gross mismanagement by government

Ontario’s Auditor General released her
annual report Nov. 30 on 13 value-for-mon-
ey audits, as well as a follow-up of val-
ue-for-money audits from the Auditor’s 2012
annual report.

This year’s report highlighted a number of
concerns about government spending across
many ministries, including health care,
transportation and the environment.

The Auditor General raised a number of
concerns with the government’s management
of the province’s health care system. The
report found that patients are being forced
to wait hours for emergency surgeries. Ad-
ditionally, patients that are admitted have
to wait an excessive period in the emergency
room before being transferred to the appro-
priate care unit. The report also noted that
more than 4,000 patients are using hospital
beds even though they no longer need them,
while waiting to receive home care services
or until a long-term care bed opens up.

Another major concern the Auditor Gen-
eral found is with the government’s lack of
oversight regarding the construction of infra-
structure. Some rogue contractors have paved

Trust for media

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Back in the prehistoric 1960s, your
scribe was covering Toronto City Hall
for the Toronto Telegram (which died in
1971) and recalls electors showing up
at the municipal polls clutching their
copy of the newspaper — or other news-
papers — basing their votes directly on
the “slate” of editorial suggestions pub-
lished during the pre-election period.

Such was the trust in the fairness
and accuracy of newspapers at the
time, that many readers felt no com-
punction in accepting the judgment of
their favorite newspaper and casting
their votes accordingly.

Fast forward to 2016 and we discov-
er — alas — that the public’s trust in
the news media has collapsed to a re-
cord low six per cent (in a recent U.S.
Gallup poll) who have “a great deal of
confidence” in the media, a calamitous
collapse from the mid-1970s, when 72
per cent expressed considerable confi-
dence in the media.

About half the respondents said they
had “some confidence” in the media,
while 41 percent have “hardly any con-
fidence.”

So what has happened?

My theory is that the downward trend
began with Watergate which, ironical-
ly, was the high point of media trust.
Certainly the fine work of the Wash-
ington Post and others ended up in the
resignation of U.S. President Richard
Nixon and the vast majority of people
felt the media had done the job it is
supposed to do.

The problem is that after Watergate,
newspapers — and other media — be-
gan to look at every story as a potential
scandal and, rather than maintaining
a strict line between editorial comment
and “straight” news reportage, every
journalist became a self-appointed cru-
sader.

The truth won out. Or, at least, the
journalist’s version of “the truth.”

One might have hoped, given the em-
barrassing coverage of the recent U.S.
election — where most media dismissed
Donald Trump as a clown and maligned
his supporters as racists, etc. — that
the media would have learned some-
thing, i.e. to reinstate the old tried and
true method of actually engaging with
people to find out how they feel — as op-
posed to telling them how they should
feel — and taking their views seriously.

Much was made of Hillary Clinton’s
elitist dismissal of Trump supporters
as “deplorables” — all 62 million of
them apparently — but the bulk of the
media pretty much treated these people
as if they were all deplorables — and
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Ontario roads with substandard asphalt. In-
stead of weeding out the poor performers, the
government is giving the same contractors
second and third chances. Not only are some
roads being poorly built, but parts of bridges
are being installed upside down! The govern-
ment has continued to reward bad behavior,
unfortunately on the taxpayer’s dime.

The Auditor General also found that after
13 years and three reports, the Ministry of
Children and Youth Services is still not en-
suring mental health services are being de-
livered appropriately. The Auditor General

continues to do so — which is a major
reason Trump won.

You would think that such a dramatic
miscalculation would cause some intro-
spection — not only among the liberal
elites in other fields, but among the
overwhelmingly “liberal” media hordes
as well.

Yet, since the election there has been
precious little evidence — none, actual-
ly — that the media has learned any-
thing, which is why, I fear, trust in the
institution will continue to evaporate.

Examples of this bias abound, but
let me offer a recent one from the front
page of the Saturday Star concern-
ing the visit of Prime Minister Justin
Trudeau to the Star’s editorial board.

Trudeau, the reporters tell us, “re-
jected Trump-style politics” and “cau-
tioned that the rising tide of populism
with (Trump’s) victory in the U.S., the
Brexit vote in the United Kingdom and
nationalist movements in Western Eu-
rope, are not necessarily a foreign phe-
nomenon.”

This has become the common post-elec-
tion media theme, i.e. the absolute
“horror” of populism, a theme widely
reported in most “news” stories as well
as repeated in editorials and opinion
columns, essentially devoid of balance
or even a nod to the possibility that con-
trary viewpoints are not automatically
maligned as racist, misogynist, etc.

The fact that millions of voters in
Britain, the U.S. and elsewhere actual-
ly supported this populism wave is still
viewed as proof that the plebes are idi-
ots. Or worse. If only they understood,
they’d agree with the elites. But, alas,
how can the haughty elites explain to
people what they should be thinking?

And so we have long-time Liberal ap-
paratchik Penny Collenette, in her Star
column, ridiculing Trump’s dismissal of
NAFTA as simply “another of Trump’s
tirades.”

Really? Never mind that the tradi-
tional Democratic strongholds in Mich-
igan, Ohio, Pennsylvania and Wiscon-
sin all voted for Trump — and assured
his victory over Clinton — precisely
because they have seen their jobs dis-
appear under these free trade agree-
ments. What do they know, eh?

Trump was all over the map on many
issues — as was Clinton — but he has
been crystal clear in his belief that
these mega trade deals are bad for U.S.
business.

Yet on this issue — and many others
— the media, rather than hanging its
collective head in shame, continues to
lecture people on their “truth” and dis-
miss those who disagree as Neander-
thals.

At this rate, trust for the media will
soon be disappearing altogether. And
all those thumb-suckers in charge will
still not acknowledge their role in this
mess. They just don’t get it.

Residents should place all bundles of
brush, kraft paper bags or containers of yard
waste at the curb on their collection day.
They are asked to follow these instructions:

+ Small bundles of yard waste and brush

must not exceed 1.2 metres (four feet) and
76 centimetres (30 inches) in diameter
and weigh no more than 20 kilograms (44
pounds).

Individual branches and tree limbs
must not exceed 1.2 metres (four feet) and
7.5 centimetres (three inches) in diameter
and weigh no more than 20 kilograms (44
pounds).

Yard waste should be placed in labelled,
open, rigid and reusable containers, bush-
el baskets, or paper yard waste bags. It
will not be collected if it is set out in plastic
bags, recycling boxes, or cardboard boxes,
or is in a container that weighs more than
20 kilograms (44 pounds).

said, adding they did, but in a way they
wouldn’t have chosen.

The problem is still there, as Tarrant
pointed out a woman in Canada is killed
every six days by an intimate partner.
She also said FTP offers refuge for wom-
en trying to get out of abusive situations,
adding they would serve more of them if
they had room.

Tarrant observed that values of a soci-
ety allowed events like this to happen, in
which one man thought his life carried for
more than those of those women.

“A culture can’t change from the top
down,” she observed, adding it must start
with the individual and teaching people
to value human dignity, equality and re-
spect.

“We must respect life; all life,” she de-
clared. “Each life has a value, just be-
cause it is.”

Steve Bunyan of MENtors, a group of
men who have been working with FTP to
help combat violence against women and
girls, wondered why violence still goes on.
He argued men commit such acts weren’t
born hating women.

“Clearly it’s learned,” he observed.

Bunyan observed that society has boys
thinking if they are sensitive, they're not
real men, meaning they are supposed to
be tough, dominant and aggressive. He
added that’s reflected in sports, in the
lyrics of popular songs, video games, etc.
In order to change that, he pointed to the
need to change youth and the society in
which they grow up.

“It’s going to take a lot of work and it’s
going to take 365 days a year,” he said.

Local resident Emily Rowsell brought
a young woman’s perspective to the prob-
lems they face in society.

“We have to keep talking about it,” she
said. “We have to break the stigma.”

Peel District School Board Trustee
Stan Cameron commented on the need to
work with men and get them to stand up
against violence against women.

“We remember so that no family has to
loose a loved one in such a tragic way,” he
said.

Mayor Allan Thompson reflected on his
thoughts when he first heard of the trag-
edy.

“It’s horrible this is actually happening
in Canada,” he remembered thinking.

“We’ll always remember tham, and I
think it’s important that we do,” he added.

Maureen Davis, from the Domestic
Assault Review Team (DART), said the
group includes 19 agencies that work to-
gether to serve victims of violence.

“Collectively, we can have a stronger
voice,” she said, adding they can give a
voice to women who have been silenced
or not been heard. “Clearly, we have our
work cut out for us.”

“These women died for nothing,” library
staff member and FTP volunteer Kelley
Potter commented, “for no reason whatso-
ever, other than they were women.”

She said it’s important to make sure
they lives stand for something.

Stacey Tarrant of Family Transition place ob-
served a woman is killed in Canada every six
days by an intimate partner.

“Joe’s story is inspirational. From living
on the streets to leading an organization
as a CEO he is a perfect example of the
potential that’s out there when people
receive a hand up,” said United Way of
Peel Region President and CEO Shelley
White. “United Way was proud to invest
$1.9 million in our homelessness reduc-
tion and prevention strategy last year
and will continue working with our gov-
ernment partners to end homelessness.”

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Environmental group has suggestions to improve Greenbelt

Environmental Defence has released a
checklist of 13 critical actions for how the
Ontario government can improve the draft
Greenbelt and Growth Plans.

“Ontario’s proposed amendments to the
Greenbelt and Growth Plans are a good
start, but don’t go far enough to protect
and grow the Greenbelt or put an end to
rampant sprawl,” said Environmental De-
fence’s Greenbelt and Smart Growth Senior
Program Manager Erin Shapero. “These 13
actions would fix the Plans to ensure a stron-
ger Greenbelt that protects farmland and
ecosystems, and encourage compact urban
growth that is better for our economy and
climate.”

The 13 items on the list are:

* Grow the greenbelt to protect vulnerable
water supplies in the Greater Golden horse-
shoe;

* Protect sensitive headwaters south of the
Greenbelt, including Humber River, Car-
ruthers Creek, Rouge River and Don River;
* Freeze municipal urban boundaries;

+ Extend Greenbelt protection to the natural
heritage system across the Greater Golden
Horseshoe and protect it in law;

+ Cancel proposed changes that weaken pro-
tection for species at risk;

* Restrict linear infrastructure like high-
ways and major transmission lines from
fragmenting the greenbelt’s agricultural and
natural systems;

+ No expansion or construction of new 400
series highways in the greenbelt;

+ Extend Greenbelt protection to the agricul-
tural system of the Greater Golden Horse-
shoe and protect it in law;

* Require all municipalities to meet intensi-
fication and density targets for urban growth
centres to 2041 without granting exceptions;
* Increase targets for mandatory intensifica-
tion around transit hubs and corridors. link
transit investment policy to the achievement
of mandatory intensification in these areas;
* Require specific municipal climate change

action, including metrics and timelines;

* Require transparent, yearly municipal re-
porting on climate change action milestones;
and

+ Establish a provincial body in legislation
to oversee the implementation of the updat-
ed Greenbelt and growth Plans, including
a clear process for monitoring and enforce-
ment, public engagement and transparent

reporting.

“The development industry is putting
enormous pressure on the Province to weak-
en the Growth Plan and remove farmland,
forests and rivers from the Greenbelt’s pro-
tection,” Shapero commented. “We urge the
Province not to bow to this pressure and
keep their promise to protect the Greenbelt
forever. These proposed actions will protect
